Two holes were started. Both holes, though located 150' 
apart normal to the structure, encountered highly fractured 
ground just a short distance below the top of the Bethel 
sandstone contact.

Summary


The Ingram Tract was examined on July 3 and 6, 1956. The known 


fault was observed in the creek and at the abandoned shaft in section 23 


as shown in Fig. 2. Conclusive evidence of faulting in the area proposed 


for drilling was not found. 


No fluorspar, zinc' or lead mineralization has been found on the 


Ingram Tract or on the Minerva Oil Co. property to the west which is tra-


versed by the known fault, Fig. 2. All evidence indicates that any work done 


at this time would be prospecting rather than exploration. The Applicant 


indicated that he is of the same' opinion. 


The Applicant suggested that this application be held until he 


completes certain drilling as indicated under Alternate Proposal tt in this 


report. If results of this prospecting are not encouraging, the Applicant 


will withdraw the present application. If results are encouraging he will 


furnish additional data toward reopening the application. The cost structure 


would also be revised. 


Conclusions and Recommendations 


Based on examination of the ground and other available information, 


it is concluded that any work' done on the Ingram Tract at this time would be 


prospecting and not qualified for assistance in exploration under the DIA 


program.


The Applicant volunteers to do additional drilling for his own 


account toward the end of qualifying for D1'.4EA exploration.

It is recommended that this application be held subject to either 


withdrawal by the Applicant or his furnishing additional data as a result 


of his prospecting, which would qualify his application for exploration 


under the DNEP program.


Tfrie Spent on Property 


The examiners spent six hours on the property in company with 


Mr. D. G. Gibson, the Applicant, and Mr. Bert Ingram, owner of the property. 


In addition the geologist returned for ii hours to check details. 


Name and Location of Property 


This property is known as the Ingrain Tract and is located in 


Sections 23 and 26, T. 11 S, R. 8 E., in Hardin County, Illinois. It is reached 


by proceeding northward from the village of Elizabethtown, Ill. on State Rt. 


1146 for a distance of 1.7 miles. At this point leave Rt. 1146 and proceed due 


north on a good graveled road for a distance of 5.2 miles to the southwestern 


corner of the Ingrain Tract. At this point turn due east on a graveled road 


for slightly less than 1/Li mile, to the home of Mr. Ingram, the owner of the 


Tract. (Fig.l). Access to the property may also be had by way of Karbers 


Ridge road. All roads are in good condition in all seasons. 


Competency of Applicant 


The applicant is a mining engineer and has been actively engaged 


in fluorspar mining in this district for many years. In this area he is con-


sidered to be financially responsible. 


Applicant's Property Rights 


The applicant holds the Ingram Tract (Fig.-11), under a 25-year lease 


dated May Ii, 19514. A clause in the lease requiring mining work within 214 


months of the date of lease, or forfeiture of lease, has been satisfied by 


drilling two churn drill holes referred to in the application. A friendly
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relationship exists between the owner and the applicant. Six copies of 


"Owner's Consent to Lien", were furnished with the application. The examin-


ers were informed that no mortgages or liens attach to the property. 


None of the land described in the lease is withheld from participation 


in ThE.A. exploration.


Description of Property 


The surface is gently rolling and about 2/3 of the tract consists 


of grazing and farm land, while the other 113 is wooded. Exploration as out-


lined in the application would be on open ground. 


There are no mine workings on the property and total exploration 


work consists of the 2 churn drill holes shown on the applicant's map and on 


Fig.2 of this report. 


Availability of man-power, supplies, & equipment 


Men and equipment necessary for either churn drilling or diamond 


drilling are easily obtained. These methods of exploration are in constant 


use in this area. Gasoline or diesel power would have to be used for explora-


tion work. Water is usually flowing in a creek very near the exploration area, 


but at the present time the creek is dry. 


Wage rates are not of consequence in this application as all 


drilling is planned to be done under contract. 


GEOLOGY

Gibson Lease 


The ore deposits of the general area consist of fluorite with sub-


ordinate quantities of sphalerite and galena.,. Calcite and barite are the 


principal gangue minerals. The ore deposits occur 1) as veins along steeply 


dipping normal faults that displace relatively flat or shallow-dipping shale, 


sandstone, and limestone beds of Mississippian age, and 2) as bedding 


3
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replacement deposits commonly at the, base of the Rosiclare sandstone member 


of the Ste. Genevieve formation or at the base of the Bethel sandstone. The 


Ste. Genevieve formation is in the Meramec group and the Bethel sandstone 


is in the Chester group, both of Mississippian age. Faults of small displace-


ment generally are associated with the bedding replacement deposits. 


The applicant's property is in the northern part of the Illinois 


fluorspar district, in the vicinity of the Lee mine. (see: Geology of the 


fluorspar deposits of Illinois, by J. M. Weller, R. M. Grogan, and F. Be 


Tippie, Ill. Geol. Survey Bull. 76, 1952.) A relatively small amount of mining 


and exploration has been done in this area. In general, the area is character-


ized by a few relatively good "gravel spar" deposits but the unweathered vein 


deposits are narrow. ("Gravel spar" deposits usually extend no more than 


100 feet below the surface, and are formed from veins along faults by the 


weathering and solution of wall rock limestone and vein calcite, leaving a 


concentration of relatively insoluble fluorite.) A small quantity of bedding 


replacement ore has been reported at the Renfrew prospect. 


The only known exception to the above characterization is the Goose 


Creek deposit in sec. 17, T. 11 8., R. 9 E., where a high grade fluorspar 


vein up to 20 feet wide has been mined. More typical of the area is the Lee 


mine (see U.S.Burea.0 of Nines R.I. 3996) which is primarily a "gravel spar" 


deposit. Exploration by the U .S.Bareau of Mines beneath the "gravel spar" 


zone was unsuccessful. The Renfrew deposit, in sec. 23, T. U S., R. 8 Be) 


probably was weathered bedding replacement ore. Several holes were drilled 


recently by the Ozark-Mahoning Company around the Renfrew deposit; no ore 


was found. The Renfrew deposit is noted only for the presence of small bud-


like fossils .( pentremites) completely replaced by purple fluorite.

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Alcoa (Alininurn Company of America) did considerable drilling on the Cook 


property in the east half of sec. 23 and the west half of sec. 21.i, T. 11 S., 


R. 8 E., on the Woirab !,fill fault. (See Ill. Geol. Survey Bull. 76.) No ore 


was found. Alcoa geologists' describe this fault as "full of:gouge and shale." 


Directly southwest of the Goose Creek mine, Alcoa also drilled abcut 70 holes 


in secs. 19 and 20, T. 11 3. 3 R. 9 E. The b est fluorspar cut by drilling was 


less than one foot wide. 


The geology of the applicant's property and neighboring properties 


is incompletely known. The fault pattern shown in Illinois Geol. Survey Bull. 


76 is rather generalized and undoubtedly does not show all the faults in the 


area. As usual in the fluorspar district, outcrops are scarce and a good 


large scale geologic map of a small area is possible only after considerable 


exploration has been done. 


The geology that can be seen on the applicant's and adjoining Minerva 


Oil Company's property is shown on figure 2. These data show that at least one 


fault is present, and that it trends about N. 30° E. The dip cannot be de-


termined. At the surface, the southeast wail of the fault probably is Cypress 


sandstone and, based on the fossils present,' the northwest wall is probably 


Golconda limestone and shale. This fault can be located in the field in two 


places: 1) limestone and shale can be seen near the surface in the west wall 


of the pull holes around the caved shaft, and sandstone in a small draw about 


20 feet south of the caved shaft. 2) In the Creek near the center of the NE, 


sec.	 26, fractured, sheeted, and silicified sandstone crops out dipping


25° NW. Within 25 feet west of the sandstone but at the same elevation, lime-


stone and shale crops out dipping 50 0 NW. 


S 
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A fault obviously is present in both the Creek and. the caved shaft. 


The direction of fracturing in the sandstone in the Creek, and the position and 


lithology of the outcrops near the caved shaft and in the Creek, suggest that 


the two fault outcrops are on the same fault. 


The applicant, on the basis of two churn drill holes, Nos. 1 and 2, 


and jointed and possibly fractured sandstone in the Creek and east of the 


known fault, believes that one or more faults of minor displacement are present 


in the Cypress sandstone in the southeast wall of the known fault. (See Section 


A-A' in applicatinn.) In the writers' opinion, the field evidence is incon-


clusive. If the Cypress beds dip as much as 7-8° east, no minor fault need 


be inferred. Furthermore, a shallow eastward dip would not be unlikely as the 


applicant's property is only L miiesst of Hicks Dome. The evidence for fault-


ing also is inconclusive east of the known fault in the Creek. For about 50 


feet east of the known fault outcrop in the Creek, the sandstone beds dip as 


high as 25° NW; further east, however, the beds appear to flatten somewhat 


and have only a slight dip. Becauseof obvious ttrollingt cross bedding, the 


exact amount and direction of dip cannot be determined. The sandstone has an 


unusually large number of NE- and NW-trending"joints" spaced from an inch 


to a foot apart. Whether or not displacement has taken place along one or 


more of these "joints" cannot be determined. It is well known in the district 


that little or no evidence of faulting commonly can be seen where the dis-


placement is small and both walls are sandstone. 


In summary, one fault is known to be present. No mineralization has 


been found, however, either in the caved shaft or at the Creek outcrop. The 


evidence for other fault to the east is weak. Further evidence should be 


found before DNEA participation. The possibility of finding sizeable
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deposits of bedding replacement ore cannot be evaluated. Until more is known 


about the area, test-'..drilling for b edding replacement ore is prospecting. 


Applicant's Proposal 


The applicant proposes to drill 3 or more churn drill holes in the 


vicinity of completed holes Nos. 1 and 2 to an approximate depth of lO feet 


each. The object of drilling these holes is to more accurately determine 


the location of the fault suggested by completed holes Nos. 1 and 2. The 


churn drill holes "C", alternate "C" and "D", would be drilled to the top of 


the Paint Creek formation and if favorable structures were encountered , 


would be deepened to penetrate LO' or So' of the Renault formation to test 


the possibility of the presence of bedded ore. 


If favorable structures were encountered by churn drill holes, the 


applicant proposes a number of diamond core drill holes to cut the fault 


structure located by churn drill holes at points below the Rosiclare sand 


in the footwall of the fault structure. 


The applicant does not specify the number of core drill holes, 


their individual lengths or total feet of core drilling. No bids were requested 


for either churn or core drilling from contract drillers. Engineering and 


clerical costs are not broken down nor is any cost included for core boxes 


or supervision.


Alternate Proposal 


It is believed that the applicant's proposal is incomplete in 


many respects and also that it represents prospecting rather than exploration. 


The applicant indicated that he believes this view may be justified and sug-


gested that he take, the following course: Reopen a previous agreement to 


share churn drilling costs with Minerva Oil Co. which owns adjoining ground 


croesed by the possible fault structure and in no way change his lease terms.

Mr. Gibson hopes that this would locate the fault structure and bring his 


application into the category of exploration. 


Mr. Gibson requests that the present application be held without 


prejudice pending results of the joint churn drilling for structure. If re-


sults are not encouraging, Mr. Gibson will withdraw his application. If 


encouraging results are obtained he wishes to furnish the additional data 


obtained, to justify revision Of the present application. In this event he 


would also furnish a definite revised program including number and locations 


of drill holes, lengths of holes, bids from contractors, and all other details 


not properly submitted in the present application. 


The examining team agree that the above-outlined program has merit 


and should be followed to the end that the application may be revised and 


become one representing exploration rather than prospecting.

Subject: Review of Application, DNEA Docket No. 4284, Fluorspar 
Lead Zinc, D. G. Gibson, Jr., Ingram Tract, Hardin 
County, Illinois, Estimated cost not given. 


The subject application has been reviewed and from the 
information presented appears to justify further investigation by 
the field team. 


The applicant proposes to cableool drill three or more 
holes to a depth of 150 feet in an area in which two holes have 
previously been drilled to determine fau1tdisplacement. These 
holes will be drilled to more closely determine the location of the 
fault between two previously drilled holes and to determine also 
the presence of minor faults within the shear zone. Contingent 
upon the success of the first stage, the applicant proposes to 
diamond drill a number of holes to cut faults located by first 
stage drilling. If ore is located as a result of cable tool drilling, 
diamond drilling will not be undertaken. 


Although the estimated cost was not given, it is believed the 
minimum cost to be $1,080 for drilling three 150 , foot holes in the 
first stage. An additional cost of $268 - $360 would result should 
these holes be deepened another 110 -.50 feet as proposed by the applicant. 


This project is in a relatively unknown area. From indications 
on the geologic maps of the fluorspar district of Southern Illinois, 1950, 
in Geology of the Fluorspar DepositS of Illinois, State Geological Survey 
Bulletin 76, 19521_a fault cuts the Mississippian formations of the Re-
nault limestone and shale, the Levias limestone and the Roe iclare sand-
stone. However, these formations are ore bearing elsewhere and it is 
possible, this zone might also contain bedded deposits. 


Possibly additional information on samples taken while drilling 
holes one and two might be furnished.







I	 . 
In view of the applicantlis long experience in fluorspar 


mining operations, it is recommended that the application and 
such other information as is furnished be referred 'to the field 
teams for evaluation and appropriate action.

Subject: Review of application. 


The applicant requests assistance in locating an inferred 
fault by cable-tool drill holes and exploration by angle diamond 
drill holes of favorably regarded beds near the fault if it is 
located.


As shown on the Geologic Map of The Fluorspar District of 
Southern Illinois, 1950, flhlnois State Geological Survey, the 
locality to be prospected is 2J miles south of the Lee, mine, the 
nearest fluorspar mine • The applicant reasons that the beds (Renault), 
whose erosion remnants show fluorspar mineralization where exposed. 
at the surface, may be mineralized where downthrown and protected 
from erosion on the downthrow aide of the inferred. fault. 


The extent of the mineral ization in the remnants is not 
stated. The upper part of the Renault beds are fluorspar-bearing 
in at least two mines of the Ozark-Mahoning group, six to eight miles 
to the east of the project area. The replacement deposits lie along 
one or both sides of minor fractures and faults of small displacement. 
Widths of '50 to 150 feet and thicknesses of 3 to 15 feet are typical. 


Correlations of the beds intersected in two cable tool 
holes, 550 feet apart, suggest the existence of the inferred NE-SW 
fault and its trace is believed to be observable in the bed of a 
creek 1000 feet from the drill holes • The vertical movement is 
estimated to be 50 feet.
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As shown on the map referred to above, the full thickness 
of the Renault-Levias-Rosiclare formation crops out on the strike 
of the fault about a quarter of a mile from the drilled section. 
Unless the overburden is very deep signs of mineralization should 
be present. If zinc accompanies the fluorspar, geochemical tests 
should detect :it in the overburden. 


The information given in support of the application is 
not as convincing as might be desired. 	 - 


Referral of the application and data to the Field Team 
for appraisal iirecoimnended.
