(d) The Operator, shall preserve and maintain' his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
dve1opment without any such certification having been made, 'and fter any such certification has been 
made, the Operator s'hll neither transfer, convey, nor sUrrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preserv tion of the GOvernment's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien 'for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Artic e 8, it shall thereafter 'have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article

'ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibiiity.—The work shall be per-


formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insuçance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion' within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour.of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this, 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be 'affected thereby. ' Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and régardléss of the Government's approval. 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor' only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government.deems the unit prices for the wOrk under the independent contract to be 
reasonable. 


(c) Gove'rn,ment may inspect.—The Operator 'shall consult with and inform the, Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall ,provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. , 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Góv'ernent—The estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit"A," is the sun-i of $39,i92.QO 
The Government shall contribUte 5O .percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum 
not in excess of :19,59.QO----------------------------------------------------------: Provided, That until the Operator has 
rendered to the GOvernment his 'final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Governinent may withhold from the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of .10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal'as' provided in Article .9 (c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the, basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7 (b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have. 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may. make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than. to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, 'and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as 'specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not al1owable .Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government ;

To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, sulcategories, and 


elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1) —INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The' estimated total amount of t'his category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract -are maximums.

Subcategory '(a)—Rental.—The number of each Object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per mOnth, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Sübcategory (c)—Depreciation.--Al1 elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) ,are maximums.	 . 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAHiS.—Estimates under this category include all' 


requirements and related costs, suc'h as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for, in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of-this category is a maximum.	 ' 


Subeate gory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and i'nstaila-
tions (exclusive of mine .workings).—T he' estimated total of this subcategory. is a maximum. 


Subcate gory- (b) —Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment ..—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximuiii. ' 	 -
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CATEGORY (6)—NEw BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND. INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).—
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MISCELLANEOUS.---Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement\or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, orother cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


• (2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other . than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
ftp persons, damages to property (Other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3). PrefiOswork performed or costs incirred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred, by the Operatorunder any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates ordiscounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within th limit of the original etimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article. 8. See Annex II. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator's records.—T'he Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect.' to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and . accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and .the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactOry to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall prOvide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the 'reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the repOrting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


• ..	 ,	
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final prOgress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certifica tion.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not, later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, Or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or. development, 
from. the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until.the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten. years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall bea percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
Bold (ore, concentrates, metal,or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as dductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets,' on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to, a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating,,smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing.	 ' ' S 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when .the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabncating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent 'of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8 .00 ) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1,4)

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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but.not in excess Of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 ½) percent.). 


( 'f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 


,,,_estiate thereof shall be final and binding u.pon the Operator. 
(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 


on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—Ail costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation .to contribute, or when such property 
is not.in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion' of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the' cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to' the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination, of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupOn be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator, at 
the valuation so fixed by.the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination' of the Government's obligation.s.– .-(a) If in the opinion of.the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government' may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
underthe provisions of-the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free. Of" all, obligation to prosecute the. work ,otler than such as may . be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. '''¼ 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification. 
of reasonable time within which the' default must be cured ;and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contra,ct 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operatorshal1' be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government.in this paragraph "(b)"is in addi-
tion to any other remedy, provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 	 .	 ' 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not, 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect tO a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. . 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator,. or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address. stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed . to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to beefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be 'admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 	 .

The exploration done under this •contract was the first 
systematic work done in the project area. The contract drilling 
penetrated favorable stratigraphic units at intersections with 
several faults. An ore body was discovered along faults in 
the northeastern part of the project area. Because of the 
insufficient drilling in the vicinity, it is not certain whether 
the mineralization is continuous or whether it occurs. as isolated 
deposits. Throughout the remainder of the area, only scattered 
traces of ore minerals were encountered at the favorable structural 
and stratigraphic positions. 


The mineralization discovered in the northeastern part 
of the area consists of mixed sphalerite and fluorite with sub-
ordinate amounts of galena in a gauge of calcite. It occurs 
as veins which fill cavities in major faults, as cavity fill-
ing in fault breccia and brecciated wall rock, and as minor 
replacement of carbonate wall rock.

These are reserves 
of marginal economic status, and the Operator considered them to 
be uneconomic. But the Field Team considers that within the 10-year 
repayment period, this small reserve may be economic to some other 
Operator, and, therefore, recommends that a certification of dis-
covery be issued. 


Additional exploration is warranted in the northeastern part 
of the prOject area, and this is being done by the Operator.

We have reviewed your memorandum of May 8, 1967 and the docket in connection 
with the Operator' s proposal of May 3, 1967 regarding a mutually agreeable 
lump-sum settlement of the indebtedness under the subject contract. 


As we understand the situation, Contract No. Idm-E 1202, DMEA-I.907 was 
entered into on June 16, 1958, the land involved consisted of three 
parcels: held under leases in Pope County, Illinois, the Government 
contributed $17,9911..07, the project was certified, the period for royalty 
payments expires June 16, 1968, the Operator terminated its leases, the 
Ozark-Mahoning Company is presently mining the property and as a result 
of their production New Jersey Zinc Co. has paid the following royalty:

This leaves a balance of unpaid Government participation of $9,li.91i..l2. 
Ozark-Mahoning has purchased the mineral rights from the owners and has 
unitized its mining operation and as a result they are not segregating 
any ore from any of the various 'tracts and are unable to account for ore 
mined from particular tracts. In the circumstances, New Jersey Zinc 
does riot believe that there is an accurate way of computing royalties 
on production which they are obligated for under the contract and accordingly 
they have inquired about a lump-sum settlement. 


The Federal Claims Collection Act of July 19, 1966 (P. L. 89-508, 80 Stat. 
308) and the standards issued pursuant thereto in the Federal Register of

of compromise involved in this situation. That Act and. the regulations 
authorize the heads of agencies to compromise claims if the Government 
cannot collect the full amount because of (a) the debtor's inability 
to pay in full within a reasonable time, or (b) the refusal of the 
debtor to pay in full and. the Government's inability to enforce 
collection in full within a reasonable time by enforced collection 
proceedings. Accordingly, any settlement of the type proposed by 
New Jersey Zinc would have to be referred to the General Accounting 
Office pursuant to 31 U. s.c. 71. 


In considering whether or not you desire to invite a compromise 
proposal from New Jersey Zinc, for submission to the General Accounting 
Office we suggest you inquire from the Bureau of Mines and. others 
regarding the present market for fluorspar lead, zinc and cadmium 
and estimates on the future market as well as estimate6 on the mines 
future production.

GEOLOGY 


The souhern Illinois fluorspar district is underlain by flat-lying 


sedimentary beds f Upper Mississippian age which are displaced by many 


normal faults, TIie faults commonly have steep dips and the major ones have 


a northeasterly s4rike. Many minor faults of limited displacement and 


extent occur transverse to the regional structural trend. Mineralization 


in the district coisists of fluorite with subordinate galena and sphalerite 


in a gangue of cal ite and barite. It occurs as cavity-filling deposits 


along the faults axd occasionally as minor replacement of wall rock adjacent 


to the faults.

As pointed out in our earlier memo, this type of 
difficulty is bound to result from infrequent inspections but as 
both personnel and funds for adequate inspection visits are un-
available for more than one visit per month, proper control and 
reporting are impossible. 


Please note Mr. Amo& fourth paragraph concerning the 
dates of beginning and completion. There is, of course, no way 
now to establish exact dates with certainty. 


It should be pointed ouijhat there would be no reason 
for New Jersey Zinc Company to attempt to mislead us about the 
reason for loss of hole w-8. If, as you have sugsted, the hole 
had ben lost without any decision to call it complete at 619 
feet, New Jersey Zinc could have refused payment to the drilling 
contractor. 


It is our opinion that Mr. Amos and the 0perators 
geologists made a bona fide decision to complete hole w-8 at 
619 feet; on the basis of later information they decided to deepen 
t1 hole. Thus it seems to us that the commitment should be 
followed, and the hole be completed at 619 feet. Any other course 
of action leaves the field men in a completely untenable situation

Refer to the letter from the Operating Committee; dated March 2, 1959, concerning the subject ccntract, 


it's hard to know how to answer such a letter because so much is out of context and so many errors appear. 


The main geologic control in this part of the district i structure; 
not stratigraphy, Thw, the prime target is normal faults of moderate dis-
'placement. Ore bodies may occur, and do, at any stratigraphic horizon, They 
are somewhat more common at the Fredonla limestone horizon, 


The letter (page 51 has hit on part of the mix-up. Some of the dates 
given in the Operator's reports are in error, I don't know the correct dates 
as that would have required a daily inspection, To the best of my knowledge 
Hole W-8 was started before W.-5 was bottomed, even though the Operator's reports indicate otherwise, 


Note that Binc and I had the drill on W- to stop drilling on December 5, and to stand-by until December 30th. This was obviously, done in order 
to obtain geologic imformation from holes in progress in the vicinity of W-, 
When W-8 was started it was not known that Fault E was southeast of W-8 as the 
letter from the 0.0, maintains. It as not definitely known that Fault E was southeast of W-8 until W-lO was bottomed (about December 19), Of course, Mr. 
Hague could say on December 31 that Fault S was southeast of W-8 -- the basis 
for which the O,C, claims Ding and I knew that Fault S was southeast of 1*1-8, 
a hole started about ovember 19. Admitted, Bing and I suspected from results of 
W-4 & A-6 that Fault S .ras southeast of the position shown on the contract map 
in the vicinity of W.-, although not nearly as far southeast as 1*1-10 subsequently proved it to he. Also, prior to drilling W-S flring and I considered the possi-
bility that Fault E branched (common in dIstrict) southwestward from W-3 along 
strike with one branch located as shown on the contract map and the other sub-parallel and to the southeast.

5 was still 
beinj'drilled, hole W..3 was stopped at 619 feet and considered as 
complete by both "h?. Amos and the Operator's geologist, with the 
reservation that it might be deepened, if results of W were favor= 
able. Completion of W indicated only a wek target at that depth; 
as it was impossible, by that time, to deepen w.8 and as both 
Mr. Mios and the Operator' a geologist agreed that the target did not 
justify a new hole from the surface. 


Hole w-8 has not been paid for, and unless the Operator 
submits satisfactory justification for considering it to be complete, 
we will not approve payment for that footage when the January 
voucr is received.

It was Indeed a pleasure to speak to both you and Mr. 
Dwyer to weeks ago with reference to the above contract; and, 
as agreed, I am writing you to bring you up-to-date on the 
contract property situation. You will recall that our title 
search uncovered the fact that there was outstanding mining 
leases on the property to a Donald B. Randall which were 
entered into in 19+6. Mr 4 Randall, to our knowledge, never 
performed under the leases however the same contain a pro-
vision requiring receipt of a 30-day notice before the leases 
may be terminated. We had some difficulty locating Mr. Randall 
but finaLly found that he is working for Morrison-Knudsen Company 
In Afghanistan. The 30-day notice was mailed, return receipt 
by air mail, May 10; and the receipt shows delivery of the letter 
to Morrison-Knudsen on May 20. Atter an exchange of cables, we 
now know that the termination letter was received by Randall 
some time prior to July 11.

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Excerpt from Mr. Nittendorfts diary, 6/30/58: 


Miller, attorney for New Jersey Zinc Co., phoned from New York this 
morning about the fluorspar contract (D1EA-Lt907) which is in his hands for 
signature. He said under Article 2 of the contract the company asserted 
that it had good and sufficient title to the ground, but they have now 
found a flaw in the title to one of the three parcels of land. He said 
leases were granted on all three parcels back in April and May 19L1.6. Two 
of these leases contained termination provisions which became effective if 
work did nOt start within 30 days. Since it didn't start, they were termi-
nated automatically. The other lease had different iLanguage. It said the 
work must start within 30 days but added that the lease could be terminated 
only upon 30 days' written notice from the lessor to the lessee. Although 
the company had a title search made, this flaw was not brought to lit. 


Miller told me how they worked to find the whereabouts of Mr. Randall, 
who was the prior lessee. They finally learned that he was working for 
Morrison and Knudsen and was presently in Afghanistan. They sent him a 
registered letter, requesting return receipt, on May 10. As I understand it, 
the letter contained the required 30 days' notice and also a draft of a 
release of all rights to the land. 


Last week when they had not received a reply, they checked through the 
National City Bank of New York. Miller asked the bank if it would endeavor 
to contact Randall through one of its correspondent banks, either in 
Afghanistan or some nearby country. The bank thought it would require too 
long a time; they estimated 10 or 12 days. 


Miller then had the bank president personally contact the president of 
Morrison and Knudsen in San Francisco. He knew Randall very well and said 
for the past five years he (Randall) has been a plant superintendent for 
Morrison and Knudsen in Afghanistan. He offered to contact Randall through 
their own communications system and inquire if he did receive a registered 
letter; why he had not replied; and to restate the problem and request a 
release by international cable. Miller said the official of Morrison and 
Knudsen promised to phone him today to report whether he had received a reply. 


In case the reply was not received, Miller wondered what course his 
company should take. 


Since he had stated the facts in the case, which we would make a part 
of our record, I as a layman could see no reason hy they should hesitate 
to sign the contract and get it in the mail before midnight tonight. I felt 
that the Govermtient stood no chance of being injured unless it spent money 
on the project (the project was certified) and then it developed that the 
company had no title to the ground. 


Miller assured me that they would not spend a cent under the contract 
unless they could get the release from Randall. As an alternative to the 
release, he felt there was always the chance to make a deal with Randall. 


I told him I would check with Dwyer and we rrangd that pb w,uld 

ohone Miller this afternuori id piitut his reaction.	 te in e	 ernoon 
ob told me he was phoning Miller and that he would suggest thau the company 


sign the contract today and then continue their efforts to c1arify tiiEI 
problem.

Since the application was submitted, the Applicant has 


obtained control of the mineral rights on a contiguous tract 


(O'Roark), Action has been initiated to have this property 


included in the application. If this tract is included in the 


exploration area, it is recommended that exploration assistance 


be granted and a two-stage drilling program is proposed. The 


Applicant's exploration proposal has been modified considerably 


to which the Applicant is in agreement. 


At the present, costs of certain items are not available; 


thus, a list of estimated costs is not included in this exam-


ination report. As soon as the estimated costs are available 


they will be submitted in a supplement to this report. 


LOCATION 


The area of proposed exploration is in section 28, R.7E., 


T.12S., eastern Pope County, Illinois. It is in the western part 


of the southern Illinois fluorspar district about five miles west 


of the town of Rosiclare.
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APPLICANT'S PROPERTY RIGHTS 


Exploratory assistance was requested in the original 


application on portions of two tracts (Laura Baumer tract, L69 


acres; Robert S. Barnett tract, 26Lj.. acres). The Applicant 


holds leases with options to purchase mineral rights on both 


parcels of land. Otion rights on both of the tracts expire 


in July, 1959. Privilege to renew the lease on the Baumer 


tract terminates in July, 1959 but the privilege to renew the 


Barnett lease is indefinite. A detailed description of the 


properties and terms of the leases. is given in the agreements 


attached to the application. 


Since the application was submitted, the Applicant has. 


obtained a lease on the mineral rights of the W. T. O'Roark 


tract (SW*,NE*,sec,28) which is between the Baumer and the 


Barnett properties. The' field examiners do not know the terms 


of this lease. 


The Applicant is currently negotiating for property rights 


on the Raleigh Stacy, Jobn Cram and Clyde Flick tracts which are 


located just west of the area of proposed exploration (see 


attached map).


AC CESS IBILITY 


Illinois State Highway No. lLj..6 which is hard-surfaced 


crosses the northwest corner of the Baumer tract. An all-weather 


gravel road extends southward from . this highway and traverses
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the area of proposed exploration; thus, the area is accessible 


tod.rilling equipment. The Rosiclare Branch of the Illinois 


Central Railroad is about l miles south of the properties and 


barge transportation on the Ohio River is available at the same 


place. The area is of relatively rugged relief and is mostly 


forested; thus, local hinderance to movement of equipment may 


be encountered. 


AVAILABILITy OF LABOR, SUPPLIES, EQUIPMENT, ETC. 


As the Applicant plans to have the drilling done under 


contract, availability of labor, supplies and equipment is not 


of iriediate concern, Experienèed mining personnel can.be  


obtained locally. Most kinds of mining materials, supplies and 


equipment can be purchased in nearby towns, Any. other required 


material could be shipped to Rosiclare by rail, 


Water adequate fot drilling purposes is available in nearby 


streams, Any mining operations conducted on the properties 


would supply sufficient water for milling or other needs. An 


electric power line crosses the northern part of the area of 


proposed exploration. 


COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


The Applicant has had considerable exploration experience in 


fluorspar ores and in the past has conducted exploration similar 


to that proposed in the application.. Any exploration program would 


be under the direct supervision of competent personnel of the Harris.. 


burg,. Illinois, Office of the New Jersey Zinc Company who have had 


experience in the district.

PAST EXPLORATION AND RESERVES 


Pasl'exploration conducted on the properties under consid-


eration has been very limited. Three shallow prospect pits are 


present in the northeastern corner of the proposed exploration 


area (see attached map) near the boundary between the Barnett 


property and the adjacent Sham tract, Thesepits are along 


the main fault ("Fault E") which traverses the area. The history 


of this work is not known. 


The Applicant has conducted systematic geochemical prospect-


ing on the Baumer, Barnett and O'Roark tracts during the last 


two years. Results of this work are given on the geologic map 


attached to the application, The concentration of zinc-lead in 


the residtal soil immediately overlying bedrock was determined, 


In this district zinc and lead minerals occur only in association 


with fluorspar mineralization. Zinc-lead concentrations are 


usually spotty and not as continuous as the fluorspar mineraliza-


tion; thus, the absence of a zinc:lead anomaly does not preclude 


presence of fluorspar mineralization. 


Two high zinc-lead anomalies were discovered in the geo-


chemical work; one in the southwestern part of the area near the 


common corner of the Barnett, Baumer and Cram properties and the 


• other in the central part of the area along the boundary between 


the Baumer and Barnett tracts. The Applicant is currently con-


ducting detailed geochemical prospecting in the vicinity of the 


two anomalies.
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No reserves of fluorspar are known in the area of proposed 


exploration nor can any be inferred. Mining operations are 


currently being conducted by the Ozark-Nahoning Company on the 


Van Cleve property about one-half mile northeast of the area 


of proposed exploration. The mineralization is along the Woirab 


Mill fault zone, Considerable reserves are believed to exist 


on the ropert9.:.


GEOLOGY 


The western part of the southern Illinois fluorspar district 


is uriderlain by flat-lying sedimentary beds of Mississippian 


age which are displaced by numerous normal faults. The faults 


con2monly have steep dips and the major ones have a northeasterly 


strike. Many minor faults of limited displacement and extent 


occur traverse to the regional structural trend, Mineralization 


consists of fluorite with subordinate sphalerite and galena in 


a gangue of calcite and barite It occurs as cavity-filling deposits 


along the faults and is accompanied by minor replacement. 	 ,1

Since the deposits are predominately of cavity-filling origin, 


major mineralization is restricted along the faults to places 


where both walls consist of competent rock units (massive lime-


stone and/or sandstone), Significant mineralization occurs at 


certain favored stratigraphic positions along the faults; namely, 


(1) the middle and upper part of the Fredonla limestone member, 


(2) the upper part of the Renault limestone, and (3) the upper 
part of the Levias limestone member and the basal portion of the 


Renault limestone;., The largest deposits and the major production 


of the western part of the southern Illinois district occur where 


at least one wall of the faults consist of the Fredonia limestone 


member of the Ste. Genevieve formation, Individua1ore bodies 


commonly have a strike extent o 500 to 1000 feet and may have a 


dip extent up to 250 feet. Such bodies are'generally most 


productive at or near fault intersections, 


The area of proposed exploration lies along the WolzaNb 


Mill faul- ., one of the important producing units of the district, 


In the vicinity of the properties under consideration the Wolrab 


Mill fault zone is 950 to 1250 feet wide and trends in a N.LiS°E. 


direction. This zone is bounded by two major faults which are 


approximately parallel; "FaultE" on the southeast side and an 


unnamed fault on the northwest side (see ,	 d map). Several 


cross-faults traverse the fault zone on or near the Baumer, 


Barnett and O'Roark properties. As exposures of bedrock are poor in 


the area, several other cross-faults probably exist,
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Production of fluorspar is currently being obtained from 


the Van Clove property about one-half mile no1Eiheast of the area 


of proposed exploration. In addition, the Ozark-'Mahoning Compnay 


controls drilled reserves between the current mining operation 


and the properties under consideration. The amount, extent and 


exact location of these reserves are not known. The mineral-


ization occurs along "Fault E': (see attached location map). 


Past exploration conducted on the Baumer, Barnett and 


O'Roark properties has been limited to shallow test pitting 


and geochemical prospecting. All of the test pitting has been 


along tiFault E" and has been confined to the northeastern end 


of the area. Barite is common In the dumps of these pits. 


This mineral is commonly associated with fluorspar in this 


district and is regarded as .a favorable guide to ore. 


The faults which traverse the area of proposed exploration 


have not been explored. All of these faults are favorable sites 


for mineralization (open, normal-type faults) and have the most 


favorable stratigraphic unit of the area (Fredonia limestone) 


along at least one wall at a reasonably shallow depth. This 


favorable stratigraphic unit occurs at a depth not in excess of 


LOO feet along all the known faults underlying the Baumer, 


Barnett and O'Roark properties. 


APPLICANT T S PROPOSAL 


The Applicant proposes to explore• for fluorspar mineral-


izatlon along all the major faults which traverse the Baumer,
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Barnett and O'Roark properties. A two-staged exploratory 


program is proposed; all exploration is to consist of diamond 


core drilling. It is proposed that Stage I consist of drilling 


111.. holes . totaling an estimated 7,900 feet. Stage I holes would 


be drilled along all the known faults that underlie the properties. 


Any significant mineralization encountered in Stage I holes 


would be explored further by Stage II drilling. The Applicant 


proposes that an additional 3,800 feet of drilling be provided 


for in Stage II.


RECOMMENDATIONS	 . 


It is reconmiendéd that exploration assistance be granted 


on the Baumer, Barnett and O'Roark properties. The Thllowing 


factors favor discovery of significant deposits of fluorspar: 


(1) The properties lie along the Wolrab Mill fault 


zone, one of the important producing structures of the 


southern Illinois fluorspar district. 


(2) Production is currently being obtained from the 


• Van Cleve property which is located about one-half mile 


northeast of the area of proposed exploration, 


(3) Several favorable structures which have not been 


explored traverse the properties. 


(Ljj Prospect pitting and geochemical prospecting 


•	 conducted on the properties has indicated the presence of 


minerals that are associated with fluorspar mineralization.
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(5) The most favorable stratigraphic unit of the area, 


the Fredonia limestone member of the Ste. Genevieve formation, 


is present along all of the known faults on the properties 


c at depths less than the economic mining limits of the 


district. 


A two-stage exploration program consisting of diamond core 


drilling is recommended. This drilling should be of Ax, BxWL 


BxM size. Stage I should consist of 10 holes summarized as 


follows (proposed locations are shown on the attached map):

The Applicant is in agreement with these changes in the original 


proposal. 


The holes would probably be drilled in numerical sequence, 


although information obtained from completed holes might necessi-


tate deviation from the planned sequence for the remaining holes. 


As many of the faults in the area can be only approximately 


located with existing data, locations of several of the holes 


will probably have to be changed once drilling is underway. 


In addition, óompletion of some of the proposed o1es may indicate 


that others will not be warranted. Any contract should provide 


for deviation from the numerical sequence, change of location and 


omission of holes. Significant changes in location and the 


omission of holes should have prior Government approval. 


It is proposed that.Stage II drilling provide for about 8 


holes totaling 5000 feet; this is 1200 feet more than requested 
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by the Applicant for Stage II. It is believed that this addi-


tional footage will be needed because of the inclusion of the 


O'Roark property. Prior Government approval should be required 


before entry into Stage II can be effected and for all Stage II 


hole locations. 


All significantly mineralized ground should be assayed for 


CaF2 and where applicable for lead and zinc. Breaks in an 


individual run to be assayed should be made at significant 


changes in mineralization. No individual assayed sample 


should exceed five feet in length. 


Work under a contract could begin within 60 days and be 


completed within 15 months after date of contract.

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location, and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable' spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order theyappear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF--2OO (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and. technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include, labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies. 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).... 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


rep'orted.- under "Rental". The amount 
ed foi payment for the purchase öféqui 
ted ,under "Purchase". The amo.unt of 
e Operator to reimburse .him for deprecia-


tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Depr'ecia- - 
tion'.	 - - 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be 'reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to eqUi3ment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

Preparation of Form MF–!04A--Operator's Unit Cost and Prog;ess Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which perrianent information is desired( have been, outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial RehabUitation and Repairs", and 'New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entir contract period; 	 - 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--1O4 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total C9sts" on Form I'vIFlO4A foi each mor4h should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is. also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequntly to distribute certain 
costs over a number . of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering , costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, cromcutting; raising; etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of t.ime spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings: Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This infOrmation is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention any unusual circumstances. causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report, and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher.

employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed.

'Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep. suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the, Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with' respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a .certified public aècountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to' the exploration work by Certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the 'United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, 'shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until fina.l audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 'operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, 'equipment,' facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted.for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government.. 


(b) 'Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall prOvide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the 'reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for' reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.) 	 • 
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute tO costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremerets.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. . The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient .or incomplete reports, records, or , accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Cer tification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after asufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the prOducer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from. the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the. total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a periOd of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed, as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the bu yer, are.not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages .of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½.) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8 .00 ) per toli of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0. 50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess Of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 ½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition.of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding u.pon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing iii this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—Al1 costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 
• . (b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 


- has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the. Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Goyernment, in lieu of approving the sales price for any. 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50; the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as ácost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property iii which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under thecontract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 


• •	
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10.' Termination' of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and.'thereupon: (1). the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator 'shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the GOvernment may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification. 
,of reasonable time within whichthe default must.be cured; and if the Operator.fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, 'and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the wOrk other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government 'in' this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion t any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 	 .	 ' 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article' 10 shall not, 
ãffect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved.	 ' 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract.. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five daysafter' the date of mailing., 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not ,to bemvefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be 'admItted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 	 ,

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration poject is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the. Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three, parts as follows: 	 * 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Qperator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are. to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces. in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the*contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form' MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


tEird party will be ieported under"Rental" The ariou'nt 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The mount of 
eipenditüres due th Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be.reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or' construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling 'and analysis.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Goernment 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 
• The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 


in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supelvision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or ôonstruction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration projet is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report, and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share, of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings.' In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. . Do' not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported' under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned'will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes 'the labor, supervision, 'technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's, compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling' and analysis 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll' deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under ëontract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.
