Gentlemen.; 


II wish to give you our reasons for making this application. 


Only two Fluorspar companies are in operation to-day, in 
Hardin County, IlL Uonsequently, their Mills. are running about 
full capacity. 
If, they accjuired additional property, it is likely it would re 
maIn in a statical condition, at least until the remaining de-
posits are mined0 


Our prime objective is to produce Fluorspar, now. 
In doing so, on this large piece of property, which is located 
within the very heart of the Fluorsper district, it would con-
tribute to the exploration and development of the joining pro-
perty. 
Our mines is located in the HUE of a fault complex. From these 
operations, drilling programs can be plotted and initiated to 
cover the entire central district of the Fluorspar field. 


Now I am sure the day has passed where small operators can 
operate very long, but they can develope and produce to a point 
where large companies can continue the work. 
Large companies or producers just dont develop, but obtain the 
developments. 


I would like to offer a short review of the district: 


The alcoa works was a continuation of the old Fairview 
mines, which closed about 1923. 
We entered these works in 1936 and by 1941 we had about all 
the reserve ore developed. Mining continued until the deposits 
were depleted in about 1965. 


The Rosiclare Mines closed in the early twenties, with 
reserve deposits remaining on the 600 and 700 ft. levels0 It 
was de-watered and mined during the World War II period and 
later closed. 


These were very old operations originating in about 1840 
as Lead operations from which the biproduct Fluorspar, was put 
on the market and sold about 1880. 
The World War I period consumed a large portion of the Fluor-
spar from these works and during the 1930 and early 1940 period 
the Daisy Mines, on the Rosiclare property and the Hiilside 
Mines, which joins the Rosiclare, was the chief producers of 
Flur spar, 
During the World War II period, the remaining deposits were 
about all taken out. 
nd it was during this period that Mahoning and Minervia Co-


mpanies begin operations.
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in the so-called Blanket 
Fluorspar district 


the mineral deposits from 


These two companies begin operations 
deposits in the far uppe end of the 
Fluorspar was recovered by processing 
these blankets of minerals, 


The old established Fluorspar Companies, as for as is known, 
never made an effort to acquire any of this property, end they 
were ceitainly in a possition to do so. 


That I am attempting to say, and so many things just cant 
be assumed and written, is that the Conipanies made no serious 
attempt t.o expand into the Harin County Fluorspar area. 
Of course, all companies have policies which they follow, many 
of which are implemented by local management. 
For example: 


In the past years the major companies were reluctant to 
buy Fluorspar from. small operators, consequently, there vas no 
point in eixploration or mining. .bout all the small operators 
were financially unable to produce anything but crude ore, from. 
shallow operations. Being unable to mill or process the ore, 
they could not meet the market specifications, naturally, they 
were forced out. 
Small operations ware commonly accepted as being competition 
that could not be encouraged. Which is nothing new. 


But as of to-day the old established companies have closed, 
and wishful thinking will not replace the deposits. 
The very heart of the district, where we are. located, is still 
undeveloped, I mean, that before very much production can ocur 
many provisions must be made, which take time and money. 


Over a period of years, we have sueceded in doing much to 
develope the area. It is actually, a continuation of the work 
implemented by the Hllside Fluorspar Co. , one of the largest 


the Fluorspar comanies, which was seriously effected by the 
accidental death of the Superintendent, Mr. .C. Reeder, in 19-
34, and who had attempted to acquire the property. 


Our family refused an option, but wanted a royalty contract, 
offered by Mr. aeeder, which I later refer to. 
The Hillside company was new and had many years of mining ahead, 
so the property would have only been considered reserve ore, 
with litti .e chance of being developed for several years. 


I have attempted to give you a little more information 
concerning the property and would be glad to give any and all 
the information I have regarding this area. 
We would certainly appreciate your advice and most welcome your 
co-operation in this work.

This is a. rather lengthily description of the condition 
of a very large block of property, located within the very 
heart of the Fluorspar district. We as owners and opereters 


of a small operation have decided to ask your advice before 
continuation of any wark, There are many reasons for this. 
First, To get into production. The district is at a very low 
stage, the lowest in many years. 


As you know Operators and producers are not developers. 
My years with the Rosiclare and Hillside Fluorspar Companies 
convinced rae of this. 
My Fatäer and I were the prime contractors in the development 
of Alcoa property from 1936 until 1941. 
I later served a term as State Inspector of Metal Mines for 
this State. 
II feel as though I have a very good knowledge of the district. 


Our property is known as the Lavender property. It consists 
of about 300 acres, located mid-way between the Rosiclare Belt 


and Grandpier belt. It was proven about 1909 by operations on 
the joining property: DE3CRIBEB AS FOLLOWS:

The Indiana or Hillside No. 2 mine lies two and a half 
miles north and rothwest or Rosielare. The mine is owned by 
the Indiana Fluorspar and Lead Company and from 1923 to 1925 
was operated under lease by the Hillside Fluorspar Mines. 


i'he property developes two nearly parallel veins about 
130 ft. apart at the surface. They strike N. 18 E. and dip 
steeply to the west, the west one more steeply than the east 
one. The west vein is developed by a verticaishaft about 100 
ft. deep. Drifts have been run northward at 30 and 100 ft. 
levels, A cross-cut from the 100 ft0. level taps the eastern 
vein but little mining has been done on it. 


The dump shows abundant coarse calcite and white, gray, 
and purple fluorite, at some places galena accrs in the Calcite 


While the Indiana mines was opersted by the Hillside F,uor 
spar Coipafly it produced 5308 short tone of Spar. Its output 
prior to this period was probably about 600 tons.
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Now at this period the Hillside Company made a very 
attractive offer t buy the Lavender Property. It was re 
jected. In fact, an attérapt to aoquire the property was 
still being made by Mr. E.C. Reeder, Gen. Manager of Hillside 
operations at the time of his accidental death in l934 


During the operations, pumping water was a problem, NO 
power was available, except Steam, Coal was hauledifrom the 
ohio river over very poor roads, a distance of about 5 miles. 
Also, The Fairview (Alcoa) Mines were new, as were The Blue-
Diggings, Daisy,Argo and Hillside No. I. There w s no shortage 
of Fluorspar and the Lavender property was considered the choice 
property of the district. Nothing has. changed toay as very, 
very little work has occured within this entire district. 


NOW, We have Electrical power (REA) to the mines, We have 
a very good road and only one quar (Q mile off State hi 
way 34. 
Our mine shaft is. 100 ft. deep, ie have driven a cross-cut 
about 55 ft0 to the Indiana fault0 (Bastin). Our shaft being 
within about 200 ft. of the Indiana property line and from all 
indications the contents of the fault has been removed at this 
depth, and where we entered it. 


FOUR FUT ARi PRE1T, 


Not being financially able to sink deeper and with con 
tinuous pumping of over 125 gale of water per mm. we drove 
north on the Ill. Furnace fault for a distance of about 30 
ft. to a cross-fault striking east to west. We followed this 
fault, driving to the east, trying to reach the east Indiana 
fault, refered to in the Bastin report, We were unable to reach 
this fault. The power single phased a number of times, causing 
the mine to flood which was an additional expenee. We finally 
let the mines fill with water, and during the heave raIns, last 
Month, a tOp portion of the shaft broke, Our Hoist, engine and 
other euiprnent went with it. That is about the way it stands 
to-day0 The shaft was timbered with 8 by 8 white oak ring sets 
on 4 foot centers with 2 inch white oak legging and 4 by 4 in0 


studdles between sets. 
The shaft needs to be sunk to the depth of at least 200 ft. or 
100 feet deeper, the deposits of ore .shQuld continue to the 
depth of over 1000 f t. in this geology. and with over 300 acres 
to cover is larger than the combined Rosiclare, Hillside area. 
and I believe Alcoa could be included. 


No drilling has occured and little or no mining is present 
on this property end very litt;le in the entire district. As no 
Major company would attempt to prospect any 40 acre tract with 
this large 300 acre tract laying in the center. 


We are willing to lease to a reliable company, or go ahead 
with our work. This district is only about 5 ml. in wIdth and 
length. The Rosielare, Alcoa and Hillside operations are deple-
ted. ,ny future mining must be here in this central area of the 
district.

Very good roads, R.EA power, Natural Gas pipe line and many 
otherassets are present 
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The conditions that exist is the Coal Fields to-day, are 


parallel to those in the Fluorspar fields. 


Many tons of high-grade coal was produced from shaft 
mines, which lasted for many years, and when these mines 
were mined out, they closed. 
The companies did not acquire additional property, some of which 
joined the operations, inmany cases, the underground haulage 
was too far, and they were reluctant to sink new mine shafts on 
the property. 
So they invested their money in machinery to strip large areas, 
the tonnage acquired this way was much larger than underground 
mining. th.it , much of the tonnage was waste, and of no value. 
A separation process was necessary, which additional cost of 
the product was added to the prce of coal per ton. 


The initial cost of the machinery was high, and the main.in 
ance never decreases, but increases as it gets older. 


Of course ths is figured in the operations, but it is figured 
only to last as long as the deposits last. 
Then the Coal industry will return to underground recovery, just 
as it did 1i the past, with some very minor changes. 


In the Flua spar fields, about the same thing has ocured. 
No new developments have been made although they are. actually 
known. The vast amount of high-grade Fluorspar, remaining below 
the surface Is much greater than that which has been removed. 


Through the use of machinery a large tonage can me removed, 
but just as coal stripping, a low grade is recovered, which re 
Quires processing. These Fluors:par operations follow the past 
operations, whioh only mined and recovered the pure Fluorspar, 
leaving the low grades. 


If there is no high-grade production, then these low grade 
deposits can be recovered b.y mechanical means,in large volumes, 
and processed out. 
Of course, this Is also limited, as the cost of the equipment, 
being very high, is so designed and built, that it will last 
about as long as the low grade deposits that were bipassed, 
during the long period of time that high -grade ore a were being 
produced. 


If the. ore Is to be produced, which it will be, then new 
operations will begin to appear in the reserve deposits than 
remain in the district. 
1ffuch of the equipment us.ed to-day is about worn out, and has. 
served its purpose, it is not needed for future work. The in-
vestments. in much of the equipment being used to-day is use-
less in hgh-grade mining, as the methods are &together diff-
erént. 
The equipment and deposits will"eplete"about th.e same time. 
New operations, requires new and different equipment, which 
Companies are reluctant to make. Different methods are used, 
which they are not familiar, so the operators try to make the 
operations last as long as possable, regardless.
