The Geological Survey has no data on the Glenn mica-asbestos 
property for which a 30,00O loan has been requested by the Clayberry 
Nines, Inc., of Baltimore, Maryland. 


I found no docket number on the application. I suggest 
that the forms be marked with a number in the proper places. 


I recommend that this application be referred to the 
field team to determine whether or not the chances of finding strategic 
types of either asbestos or mica are sufficient to warrant an explora-
tion grant.


I presume that the asbestos mentioned in the application 
is in the wall rock of a mica-bearing pegrnatite. The field team should 
consider the asbestos separately from the mica. 


A loan of 30,000 would be very large for a pegmatite. 
I dare say that a much smaller amount of money would be sufficient 
for adequate exploration of any pegmatite in Maryland.
