Description of the Work 


The project has for its purposthe exploration for beryl 
in commercial amounts in two separate peiátite.kes One pena-
tite is known as Prospect No. 1 and. the 6er aiProspect N. 2. A 
high steep ridge intervenes between the two prospects necessitating 
two separate operations. Both prospects are however within the 
boundaries of the tract described in paragraph two (2) of the contract.

The work to be perfomed. on Prospect No. 1 will be on a 
pegina.tite area approximately 300 by 400 feet marked as Beryl Prospect 
No. 1 on Figure 2 attached hereto and shown in greater detail in Fig-.

The work on Prospect No. 2 will be performed on a piece of 
groun,approximately 580 by 300 feet, marked as Beryl Prospect No. 2 
on Figure 2, attached hereto and as shown in more detail in igure 
attached hereto. The shallow overburden will be stripped from se-
lected portions of this area and 7 to 10 trenches, approximately 6 
feet deep and 3 feet wide will be cut at selected spots which the 
operator considers to be most promising for uncovering beryl. The 
rock thus exposed will then be tested for quality and quantity of 
beryl content. The total work should be completed within 9 months.

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when prospectors searched the hills and woods for pegmatite 


outcropo. The more promising pegmatites were scraped 


of their overburden and numerous prospect pits were made 


in search of coarse-rained pegmatites that might contain 


conmercial quantities of feldspar. In the course of this 


work they discovered many pegmatites that contained small 


or widely scattered beryl crystals. Only two prospects 


were found that contained crystals ±n any quantity and 


these constitute the ieposits described and evaluated in 


this report. 


Location of area: 


The general area containing the beryl prospects is 


owned by the International Fapor Company of Glens Falls, 


New York, who leased the mineral rights to the Whitehall 


Company of Keene, New Hampshire. The Whitehall Company 


in t'urn has granted the Beryllium Corporation a sub-lease 


on the mineral rights of all of the area owned by Inter-


national Paper in the tovm of Iewry east of Bear River 


and all of the drainage area of Howe Brook in the town 


of andover, except for an area of approximately ten 


acres surrounding the Whitehall Feldspar mine. The 


location of the lease area is shown in Figure 1 acconi-


panying this report. 


Accessibility: 


The geographic location of the prospects is indicated 


on Figure 2. The No. 1 prospect is reached from hard

surfaced Route 5 by an abandoned mine road 0.87 miles 


long that at present cannot be travelled except possibly 


by a four-wheel drive vehicle; and by a foot path 0.40 


miles long. The abandoned mine road is steep and even 


after being filled and graded can be used only by light 


four-wheel drive trucks or by 6' by 6" trucks. The foot 


path from the Whitehall Feldspar mine follows a gentle 


grade and could be transformed into an acceptable truck 


road by being graded with waste rook from the dump of 


the feldspar mine. 


The No. 2 prospect is located high on the northeast 


ridge of Plumbago Mountain. It can most easily be reached 


on foot by a steep climb from the No. 1 prospect. Mining 


equipment could be moved to the prospect by using the 


logging road that ascends Howe Brook and by a caterpillar 


tractor trail up the south branch of Howe Brook used by 


the Whitehall Company when the prospect pits a short 


distance north of the No. 2 prospect were made. The 


approximate route of this trail is shown on Figure 1. 


Mining Conditions: 


Deep snow, ice and cold weather normally prohibit 


both the use of access roads and the efficient use of 


machinery between November 15 and May 15, although it 


is reported that during exceptionally mild winters, snow 


and cold weather do not develop in the area until early 


in December.
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Pgmatites and Beryl Dposits: 


Seven pegmatites occur in the area mapped. The approxi'-


mate size and shape of these bodies 18 ShOWn on Figure 2. 


All appear to be irregularly lens-shaped and to have moderate 


dips. They occur on the crests, flanks and summits of 


hill8 and from their surface expression appear to be 


relatively thin. None of the bodies are well exposed at 


the surface although overburden is rarely more than a few 


feet thick. For the most part, where they can be observed, 


the pegrnatites consist of fine to medium-grairied perthite, 


quartz, plagioclase and muscovite. Areas of large crystals 


with segregatioris of commercially Important minerals are 


not abundant. 


Prospect No. 1: 


The No. 1 prospect Is lens-shaped in plan. It appears 


to dip south-east at a somewhat steeper angle than the 


slope of the hillside on which it crops out. It is approx-


imately 630 feet long and 400 feet wide. It is not well 


exposed and is covered except for relatively small and 


scattered outcrops by a thin veneer of forest soil and 


thin glacial drift. Because of the relatively few 


exposures and the lack of mine workings it is difficult 


to determine the internal arrangement and structure of 


the body. 


The apparent structure from the outer part to the 


center is as follows:







(1) .ri outer border zone 2 to 6 inches thick, consisting 


of quartz, muscovite and fine-grained feldspar is 


in contact with the country rock. 


(2) The wall zone is fine-grained perthite, quartz, 


muscovite and fine-grained graphic granite. This 


zone appears to range from 2 to 6 feet in thickness 


and forms most of the upper surface area of the 


deposits. 


(3) An intermediate zone contains scattered clusters 


of large beryl crystals in relatively coarse-grained 


quartz, muscovite and perthite. This zone appears 


to contain the only mineable concentration in the 


deposit. It is exposed only at four places. The 


most important exposures are shown on Figure 3 


representing the northwest part of the pegmatite. 


The largest area contains 16 blue-green to gray 


beryl crystals ranging up to 8 inches in diameter 


and up to 20 inches long. The second area contains 


6 blue-green to cray crystals up to 14 inches in 


diameter and up to 24 inches long. Total beryl 


content of both exposures is estimated at four tons, 


assuming that the zone is one foot thick. From the 


large size of the crystals it would appear that the 


zone is more than a foot thick. The entire zone does 


not contain beryl concentrations as rich as the 


ones indicated on Figure 3 because the exposed pegmatite 


south of the largest beryl-bearng area contains no 


visible trace of bery]..

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Two small exposures and several loose blocks of the 
beryl-bearing zone occur approximately 200 feet north.-


east of the area shown in Figure 3. The zone here appears 


to be only 8 to 10 inches thick and contains abundant 


small crystals from one-half to 4 inches in diameter and 


2 to 16 inches long. Surface exposures do not show the 


relation of these outcrops to the larger exposures to 
the south. The most likely explanation is that the 


zone has been eroded away in the area between the two 
beryl concentrations. 


Estimates of Reserves of No. 1 Prospect: 


Lack of informatIon on both the extent and concentra-


tion of beryl crystals in the deposit prevents an accurate 


estimate of reserves. 


Proven reserves (of beryl in sight) is approximately 


4 tons. Probable reserves, assuming that the beryl-


bearing zone is present throughout the area indicated 


as probable underground extent on Figure 3; that the 


zone averages 18 inches in thickness; and that it contains 


one half the beryl concentration shown in the two places 


where it is exposed, is approximately 162 tons. 


Additional reserves may be present in the pegtnatite. 


These would largely be dependent on whether the beryl-


bearing zone has been eroded from the deposit north and 


east of the area shown on Figure 3, as well as on the 
thickness and beryl concentration of the zone. From the
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scanty information at hand from the pegmatite itself and 


from a knowledge of other New England beryl deposits, 


It seems unlikely that additional reserves would exceed 


500 tons. 


Recommendations on Prospecti the No. 1 Prospect: 


The mining and diamond drilling of numerous peginatites 


throughout the country has Indicated clearly that mineral 


concentrations occur in zones more or less parallel to the 


walls of pegmatitie bodies and concentric to an inner 


nucleus or core. The clusters of beryl crystals exposed 


at the No. 1 prospect appear to be part of a fairly con-


tinuous zone that has been exposed to the surface at two 


places. If this is true, then prospecting and mining 


should be directed at tracing the beryl-bearing zone and 


fairly careful measurements should be made to determine 


the amount of beryl in it. Fortunately the zone is close 


to the surface and open cuts not exceeding 6 feet in 


depth should encounter the zone throughout the area of 


probable reserves. 


It is recommended that two shallow open cuts be made 


in the deposit. One cut to extend through the beryl zone 


from the area of largest concentration southward toward 


the line marked D on Figure 3. The other cut to extend 


from the smaller beryl concentration toward the line 


marked E. If these cuts reveal that the zone contains

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more than half as much beryl as is shown by present ex-


posures, then a third cut should be made in the area 


northeast of the largest beryl concentration. In this 


way reserves can be developed as prospecting is carried 


out.


Bulldozing should be done in the vicinity of the 


two smaller beryl exposures northeast of the area in - 


Figure 3. If the cleared ledges show additional areas 


of beryl, then another cut should be made in this part 


of the deposit. 


The cleaning of cover from the pegmatite in the 


vicinity of the quartz core may reveal additional crystals. 


If this proves to be true, then an open-cut prospect 


should be made along the core. 


Prospect No. 2: 


The No. 2 prospect is shown on Figure 4. It is a 


thin, relatively flat sheet with a general low dip to 


the east. It is exposed over an east-west distance of 


approximately 580 feet and a north-south distance of 


about 300 feet. It ranges from 10 to 60 feet thick. 


It has an irregularly oval outcrop plan because it is 


covered by an erosional "island" of wallrock. 


The apparent internal structure of the pegmatite 


from the top to the central core is as follows: 


(1) A. thin outer zone of fine-grained quartz-muscovite 


pegmatite is in contact with wall rock. This zone 


contains much granular black tourmaline in places. 
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(2) The wall zone consists of medium-grained quartz, 


feldspar, muscovite and minor amounts of beryl. The largest 


beryl concentration contains 65 grayish-white crystals 


ranging from one half to 5 inches in diameter in a thin 


sheet imrriediately overlying the quartz core. The bery]. 


concentration appears to be restricted to the southwest 


corner of the wall zone, although it might be present 


at other places where the zone is now covered by over-


burden. Nests and pockets of large muscovite books 


occur in the zone and those would yield scrap mica. 


(3) An intermediate cleavlandlte-spoduxnene-mUscOVite 


zone is exposed at the south and east sides of the peg-


matite. This zone should contain scattered beryl 


crystals and amblygonite, although only one beryl 


crystal was found in the zone along the south margin of 


the deposit. If this zone were prospected, it is 


likely that some of the cavities in the cleavlandite 


would contain green gem tourinaline. The spodumene 


occurs in large "logs" and in places is the most 


abundant constituent of the zone. 


(4) The centrally located quartz core is discontinuous. 


Its longest exposure is at the wast end of the body where 


it contains 27 blue-green crystals. Some of the crystals 


are rimmed with fine-grained albite in bands up to 2 


inches thick. The crystals range from 4 to 11 inches in 


diameter and from 6 to 24 inches in length. The three 


beryl crystals exposed in the northeast segment of the core
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are white to transparent and do not have crystal outlines. 


They are difficult to distinguish from the quartz in which 


they are embedded. 


Estimates of Reserves, No. 2 Prospect: 


The proven reserves are estimated to be between 3/4 


and 1 ton of beryl. The numerous small crystals in the 


wall zone occur in a sheet apparently not more than 8 


to 10 inches thick. The discontinuity, as well as 


thinness, of the zone does not permit a larger estimate. 


The concentration of large crystals in the core is 


highest at the west outcrop and from study of present 


exposures appears to be lowest in the east part of the 


pegmatite. It is not unlikely that the core contains 


several hundred tons of beryl, most of this, it is 


believed, would occur in widely scattered crystals and. 
1. 


could not be recovered profitably. The core itself 


is discontinuous and no reliable prediction can be made 


concerning the core in the part of the body that is now 


covered by wall rock. From the study of the distribution 


of beryl it is unlikely that large areas of the core 


contain substantial quantities of beryl. 


Recommendations on Prospecting the No. 2 Prospect: 


It is recommended that the western end of the body 


be stripped of its thin layer of overburden and particular 


attention be given the northwest corner in the hope that 


beryl-bearing rrnteria1 will be uncovered.
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At leat; two prospect pits should be made in the 


quartz core concentrations between localities 1 and 4 


as shown on Figure 4. These cuts should extend below 


as well as above the core to test the possibility of a 


core-margin beryl concentration. It is realized that 


as these cuts are extended eastward they would have 


to pass through more and more wall rock as they grew 


in this direction. 


Overburden should be stripped east of the beryl 


concentration indicated at area 5 and shallow cuta be made 


to determine the thickness and beryl content. 


Overburden should be stripped across the width of 


the pegmatite in the vicinity of A on Figure 4, and cuts 


made in any beryl concentration that might be disclosed 


by the stripping. 


The open cuts in both the No. 1 and No. 2 prospects 


will be small, particularly in the early stages of the 


work. It would seem advisable, therefore, that a small 


crew consisting of three or four men would work to 


greater advantage than a larger number that would get 


in each others way. It would also be advantageous that 


one of the men be skilled at recognizing gray and white 


massive beryl, spodumene and amblygonite. 


Summary and Conclusions: 


It is unlikely that either of the two beryl prospects 


could be mined at a profit for beryl alone at the current 


market price for beryl, except for very short scaled work
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aimed at robbing tho exposed beryl clusters of a few 


tons of oas1y obtainable ore. Both prospects should 


be worked for all of the materials that could be recovered 


profitably from them, including feldspar, mica (largely 


scrap containing a small amount of sheet-mica), spodumene, 


amblygonite as well as rare mineral specimens. 


The shortness of the season during which they could 


be worked and their remoteness from hard-surfaced roads 


argue also for efficient, well-planned work in both 


their prospecting and development. 


The two deposits are the most promising untested 


prospects in New ngland capable of yielding hand-


cobbed beryl that are inovin to the author, For this 


reason it is believod that small scale prospecting 


o the deposits ±s justified.

As promised to you in a previous telephone conversation, I am reporting the 
following on progress made on the Newry Prçperty in Oxford County, Maine. 


The progress report which follows is copied directly from Mr. John I. Duffey's 
report to this office as of September 1, 1952. Should you require any further 
information, please feel free to contact the writer for whatever information 
is required. 


The following is a report on the progress being made on P].bago Mountain in 
the mining of beryl: 


BROOME MINE 


Mining activity at the No.,lprospect was started on May 8, 1952. 2.91 
miles of passable road were built over very difficult terrain, the road extend... 
ing from Route 5 on the Andover highway, to an elevation of l,I25 feet above 
this highway at the Broome Mine. 


initial stripping of overburden was approximately 30,000 square feet. 
On the week of August 11, 1952, 50,000 square feet of overburden was stripped 
to facilitate inspection of the ore zone. This area lies 300 feet southwest 
of the present workings, and the road passes through this stripped area. 


The overburden on Plumbago Mountain isheavy, and requires the removal 
of many thickly-growing evergreen trees ten inches in diameter. Soil-brush 
deposits are present, and much of the soil is up to twenty-four inches in depth. 


After initial stripping was completed, three cuts were made in the peginitite. 
These have been continually enlarged up to the present tine, and the próductión 
through August 13, 1952 was : 3,600 pounds of bery]. and 650 pounds scrap mica. 


The method of mining consists of systematic, drilling, blasting, and waste 
removal in an effort to trace the beryl-bearing zones, insofar as is possible. 
The beryl and mica are sorted, weighed, and bagged before being transported to 
the Bethel Warehouse.

For an access road to this prospect, 0.1i5 miles were constructed; the 
old mine road from the Andover Nighway to 'the Whitehall Mining Company' s pits, 
was utilized for a distance of 1.17 miles. 


Construction of. a gravel-surfaced road is being considered and modifications 
over the old mine road, such as straightening and grading of the steep slope 
to a minimum percentage grade. This oád is intended to enable winter operation 
of the Sd.otty Nine, and will decrease excessive damage from spring thaws, flash 
floods, and heavy rainfall common in this area. 


At the present tithe, the road extends to within .19 miles of the mine, 
127 miles having been constructed. This remaining portion of road-building 
has been hampered by steep terrain; however, the road is possible for heavy 
bulldozers. 


The method of mining at the Scotty Mine is similar to that at the Broomne 
Mine, and all waste is readily disposable by bulldozer over the steep dumps. 


The pegmatite at this site is bordered on the east by a dontact wall zone, 
and the pegmnatite has been traced in a northeasterly direction for above 800 feet. 
Beryl-bearing outcrops are visible throughout the pegmatite. 


Much lithia mica is found through the beryl-bearing zones, and its presence 
apparently indicates closely the proximity of the beryl. This mica usually 
appears 7-9 feet below the surface.

At the Company offices in Reading, Pa. Hr. F3roome, the administrative 
assistant, stated that since production began on the No. 1 prospect, there had 
been produced 23 or 214 tons of beryl. Mr. Broome also stated that the decision 


..W not to continue with the contract was reached solely on the recommendation of 
their own employees. 


The Company is expecting to make an application for another DMEA loan 
on the White Cap property several miles northeast of the present operations. 


Actual production of beryl on the No. 1 began about May 26, 1952 and 
on July 3, 30 days had gone into production. Both the mine foreman and the 
superintendent, Mr. Jack fluffy, stated that all the beryl produced was still 
at the production site. The foreman counted the sacks and stated that the 
total beryl production was 12 tons. The Field Team estimated this tth be about 
correct..


Mr. Duffy did not accompany the Field Team to the property, but the 
next day told Mr. Bimiieister that 214 tons of beryl had been produced and that 
he had so reported to the Company.. It is considered to be very probable that 
214,000 pounds or 12 tons has been confused with 214 tons. The mine foreman is 
capable and has had much experience with this type of mining. The competence 
of supervision is open to grave dotht, Efforts to locate the mine foreman on 
July 14 to corroborate his tonnage figures were not successful. It is possible 
that the Company' s decis±on to terminate their contract may have been made on 
the basis of production that is believed not to exist. 


The eryllium Development Corporation wishe..d to cancel the entire 
project and not have the Government participate at all. They also wish to pay 
£ or l equipment themselves and keep it for operation. Therefore, it is 
recommended that "Recisn of Exploration Project Contract by Agreement before 
work is begun" be employeWthat a certificate of discovery or development be 
issued. It seems reasonable to believe that the matter of profit is sedondary 
to that of procuring beryl for the Company's processing plant.

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Work: at. the No • 2 Prospect was started on June l by moving in a 
compressor and bulldozer. Three days were spent stripping the small amount 
& overburden. Hr. Duffy states that 13 beryl crystals were uncovered during 
the stripping on the eastern side of the deposit (See Overlay Map). Drilling 
and blasting in the aide bill, cuts toward the beryl zone wae then started..

Geological Summary 


Although more pegmatite has been exposed by bulldozing and excava-
tion since the property was visited in October 19S1, the type of beryl deposit 
cannot be established with. any degree .: of certainty.

The Beryllium Development, Inc., through Mr. K. J. Donachie, Pres., 
has advised me in a letter dated June 20, 19S2, that the exploratory phase 
of the Newry project has been completed and that production will start within 
a week. Owing to the small actual cost of the exploration already performed, 
the company is able to finance the entire project itself. The company also 
prepared to build a road to Prospect No. 2 and to perform some exploration 
at that locality. 


The Government has not approved the Nay Progress Report nor has the 
Government reimbursed the Beryllium Company in any way for work done to date. 
It is the compariys request that the contract be terminated without penalty, 
as it wishes to proceed with'production of beryl. 


In talking with Mr. Hoff lund, Chief Counsel, this morning, he 
suggested that a formal request be made to his office to draft a letter of 
termination of Contract Idm-E281i., releasing both the Government and the coin-
party from any legal obligations with respect to this contract. May I ask 
you to transmit this request to Mr. Hoff lund. 


A copy of Mr. Donachie's letter to me dated June 20, 19S2, is 
attached. Please note the reference to our Mr. Naumuann in paragraphs one 
and two. Mr. Neumann stated that he was misunderstood in this matter and 
that what he actually said was it looked to him that the company was going 
into production instead of exploring the deposit. At any rate the company 
now claims to have ten tons of clean beryl ready for shipment.

As Mr. Donachie' s letter was most ambiguous I telephoned 
to Reading for clarification, but unable to reach Mr. Donachie, I 
talked with Mr. Broome, his Executive Assistant. Mr. Broome informed me 
that it was the company' s desire to terminate the contract without any 
reimbursement from the Government funds because of the success beyond 
expectations in finding beryl at such small expense. When asked about 
the company' a plans for exploring Prospect No. 2, he said it was the in-
tention to build an access road and to prospect this area using company 
funds. Also, the company is examining two other areas in this same 
district, and that later exploratory loans for these might be requested. 
Mr. Broome was under the impression that the contract could be terminated 
only by the Government and that he did not want. the contract to be defaulted 
because of the failure of the company to carry out its agreement. He also 
requested that the Government cerfify a discovery or development.

The increase in basic price on the Jeep pickup or the Dodge 
powerwagon between date of application October 1951 and date of Contract 
April 1952 was proximately $100 each.

CONCLUSION AND RECOJII€NDATIONS 


The geological indications and the conservative estimate of in-
ferred beryl tonnage are considered sufficient to warrant exploratory work 
on this prospect. 


The exploration, as outlined in the application and indicated on 
Figure 3 is considered favorably. It seems advisable to extend the two 
trenches northeast from line "D" Figure 3 to approximately 60 feet and one 
trench southeast from line "E" Figure 3:.to SO feet for structural information 
and possible extension of the beryl-bearing zone. This additional trench-
ing will increase the total trenching by approximately 70 feet which will 
total about 200 feet of trenching 3 feet wide and 6 feet deep, 


The initial stripping of the area along the trend of the beryl-. 
bearing zone for approximately 300 feet long and 100 feet wide may be 
sufficient, 


it is considered that the proposed exploratory work as outlined 
is sufficient to determine if development of this prospect for production 
is justified. 


It is recommended that the application be approved..



INTRODUCTION 


DMA Docket No. 2105x, in which the Beryllium Development, Inc. 
applies for Government's participation in exploration of a beryl deposit in 
Oxford County, Name was submitted to the field office for a field examina-
tion.


The beryl-bearing pegmatites specified in the application, were 
examined on October 19 and 20, 1951 by W. T. I tulillar of the Bureau of Nines 
and Glenn 1. Stewart of the Geological Survey. The Beryllium Development, 
Inc. was not represented during the field examination. 


The geological report by A. H. NcNair, Consulting Geologist for 
the Beryllium Development, Inc. which was submitted with the application is 
considered complete and well prepared. 


The following report is based on the results of the examination 
by the DNA Field Team.


GERAL DISCUSSION 


The maps submitted with application refer to "Prospect No. 1", 
detailed in Figure 3 and described in DMA Docket N0 21Q5X. 


The beryl crystals exposed in the pegmatite outcrop were found 
as indicated in Figure 3.
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.	 DMA.-2105X 


Estimating the beryl in this deposit is based on actual measure 
ments of the exposed crystals and the exposed beryl-bearing zone. The 
percentages of beryl obtained from these measurements are used as the basis 
for estimating the beryl content in the inferred beryl-bearing zone.

This estimate varies considerably ith the tonnage shown in the 
application but is conservatively based on measured crystals exposed in the 
pegrnatite outcrop. Beryl is a very erratically occurring mineral and there 
may be large concentrations unexposed and without surface indications of 
its presence. It is possible that a much greater tonnage may be indicated 
by exploratory work. 


The shallow open cuts or trenches for exploratory work as suggested 
by A. H. NcNair in his geological report accompanying this application are 
considered favorably. The trenches in the northern and west central portioria 
of Figure 3 are necessary to determine the attitude of the beryl-bearing 
zone. The discovery by Glenn W. Stewart of another isolated beryl crystal, 
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l2x214x8 inches which is east of the central concentration shown on Figure 3 
justifies additional trenching to the east to determine if the crystal is on' 
the foot-wall side of the quart z-perthite core or if the beryl-bearing zone 
dips more steeply than anticipated. Also, further prospecting to. the northeast 
is justified to determine the continuity of the beryl-bearing zone. Stripping 
may reveal extentions of the beryl-bearing zone in the two small outcrops 
northeast of the beryl exposure indicated on Figure 3 and along the general 
trend of the exposed beryl-bearing zone and is considered justified. Any ex-
tension of the stripping operation will depend on the results of the initial 
work.


This application was discussed in the office of the Beryllium Develop-
ment, Inc. in Reading, Pennsylvania. The proposed exploratory work outlined 
will be under the supervision of an experienced mining engineer. The material 
excavated will be measured and hand sorted for valuable minerals to obtain 
accurate data for evaluating the prospe ct and to donduct the exploration in 
accordance with the results obtained. The applicant has a market for feldspar 
and mica which may be recovered and intends to utilize to the best advantage 
any valuable material found, if the exploratory work proves successful. 


Jquipment requested for this exploration is considered justified. 
There are two prospects on this property and a separate application filed for 
each prospect in order that both exploratory jobs may be conducted at the 
same time and under the same supervision. Although the direct distance between 
the two locations is less than one half of a mile, the terrain between the 
two locations is too rugged to transport equipment effectively. The super-
vising engineer intends to travel on foot between the prospects while the ex 
ploratory work is in progress. The aitoxnotive equipment is necessary for 
transportation of supplies and a four wheel drive vehicle is best adapted for 
service in the New England pegmatite areas. It is the intention of the 
applicant to continue prospecting for new deposits and arrangements satisfactory 
with the Government may be arranged for further utilization of the equipment 
listed in the cost estimate accompanying the application. 


Access to this pro sre ct is over 0.8 of a mile of rough road and 
.pprod.mately 0.25 of a mile of trail. The equipment for the exploratory work 


may be transported to the project by a tractor but if the property develops 
into a producing mine the access road will have to be improved. The provisions 
made in the cost estimate of the application appear to be sufficient for the 
exploratory work. 


The only power requirements for the proposed exploratory work will 
be supplied by the gasoline operated portable compressor. The small amount 
of water required for the equipment is to be hauled.

Subject: Application DMA-2105 from Beryllium Development, Inc., for 
beryl exploration near Newry, Maine. 


This application is for exploration of a beryl deposit that 
adjoins the one for which Beryllium Development, Inc. has applied 
for funds for exploration in application DMA-2106. Reference should 
be made to that report. The two can be dealt with by the field team 
on one visit to the property. 


This application, like 2106, is well prepared and documented. 
The field team can judge whether the proposed sites for trenching are 
the best. The listing of air-compressors and jackhammers indicates 
that work in bed-rock is anticipated but there is no statement of the 
treatment to be given the rock broken to determine its content of 
beryl and other valuable minerals. It is suggested that the field 
team arrange with the operator to have all the rock broken sorted by 
hand as carefully as possible and the resulting mineral concentrates 
weighed, to permit grade determination. Without such examination 
of the samples there would be little point in breaking the rock. 
Such sorting may be planned, but a definite statement of any such 
plans is much to be desired. 


The equipment purchases and costs should be carefully 
reviewed. It is noted that each application includes a request for 
a $400 jackhammer, a powder house and cap storage for $100, a 
combination tool shed and shelter at $250, and a $3, 500 compressor. 
It may be possible to arrange a work schedule that will permit one 
piece or equipment to be used at both prospects.
