The James Mine lies within the main mica lead passing through the Franklin 
Mining District; To the East are the Beasley, Mary, May, Iyle Knob Mines, 
etc., and to ths	 the Chalk Hill, Poll Miller, Wildes Mines, Etc. 


Both the James and the Leonard Mines have bean in the rers Family for more 
than 75 years. Prospecting and past work done has convinced the Family of the 
presence of large mica deposits but lack of finances and low selling proces 
has not permitted preparation for operation. 


About 35 years ago Applicants' Father dug 3 test pits and extended a tunnel 
about 60' (as shown on above sketch).

RCOVENDATION: Denial. 


Reasons for recommendation: 


Applicant proposes to explore deposit that has previously 
been explored by three pits and an adit. Previous exploration was 
not followed by further work, and it seems reasonable to assume that 
the exploration was unsuccessful. The chance seems very small that 
the proposed bulldozing and prospect pits will result in the dis-
covery of a deposit richer than the evidently uneconomic penatite 
found in previous work. 


Comments:


Perhaps the applicant thinks well enough of this prospect 
to clean out the old openings and dig one or two new prospect pits. 
If he does this work and finds evidence that warrants submitting a 
new exploration application, th4n a field team examination should be 
made.
