SUNMARY AND CONCLUSIONS 



Technical Feasibility 


Due to the lack of geologic evidence, this project is not feasible. 


In this area, it is not practicable to project structure and ore occu.r.' 


rences some two miles, as the applicant has done. There IS considerable 


doubt as to the engineering integrity and ability of the author of the 


map submitted by the applicant as evidence of a magnetic belt passing 


through the applicant' S property. This is no reflection on the character 


of the applicant. The closest available drilling data are Ii-'l/2 miles 
to the west, 5..1/2 miles to the east, 6 miles to the south, and 6 miles 


to the north.

26 W. AU 


available data throws great doubt on the statement that the overburden 


in section 2 is only 100 feet thick. 


The map submitted as evidence of a magnetic belt through section 2 


is 20 years old, and we were advised by an engineer with many years of 


experience in the area to disregard it entirely, This was also corrob-


orated by another engineer of io years experience in Minnesota. 


In summary, it may be said that there is no geological evidence, 


at present, that would warrant drilling in sec. 2, T. 138 N., Ft. 26 14. 


If the applicant wishes to pursue the matter further, he should 


have a magnetic survey made of his land by a reputable finn and submit 


the detailed data in support of the application. As an answer to our 


request for more information, the applicant submitted a portion of an 


aeromagnetic map published by the U. S. Geological Survey which clearly 


shows that the land is not even near the magnetic crest picked up by 


the magnetometer at a height of 1,000 feet.

With reference to your letter of December 29, 1951, 2nd 
and 3rd paragraphs. 


The magnetic survey referred to was made and plotted by 
Mr. Geo. Holmes, Engineer, Crosby, Minnesota. The magnetic survey 
shown on this map is the most accurate and worthwhile of any made, in 
that it checks with the active mining areas on the Cuyuna Range in 
and around Crosby, Minn. A copy of the Holmes map is enclosed. The 
copy was made from a negative that isn't too clear but it does accu -
rately show the results of the magnetic survey. A very good large 
scale blue print of this Holmes survey is on file in the office of 
Mr. C. J. Calvin, Vice President of the Great Northern Ore Proçerties. 


The exploration drilling I mentioned in my letter of appli-
cation was done by one of the prominent mining companies. Because 
negotiations are underway as to royalties and minimum concerning the 
mineral disclosed by the drilling, I was asked not to reveal the 
company name or exact analysis at this time. I have their permission 
to tell the following: 


a - Drill holes are in the area circled on the enclosed copy of 
Holmes map. 


b - Over-burden or glacial drift - 100 feet thick. 


c - Thin taconite caping over the ore encountered in a few of 
the holes. 


d - Thicknes of ore body varies from 50 to 200 feet. Deposit 
is sedinntary. 


e - Ore body is definitely manganiferous. 


From my interview with an official of the company that did 
the drilling near my property, I was told much in confidence, but was 
free to give you the above information. The drill core analysis were 
not disclosed except to say that if the mineral wasn't there they 
would not be negotiating to obtain control.

The Washington office of the Geological Survey has no information 
on the manganiferous iron ore possibilities of this area.
