I return herewith five copies of DMA=2037X, (MF=-200), which
I have signed.

This contract specifies that drilling commence by October 25,
1951. .

My driller, Lattie Goggins, Contract Driller, of Elvins, Mo.,
is unable to commence drilling by that date. Mr. Goggins has at present
about one year's work contracted with the St. Joseph Lead Co. Due to the
fact that I was unable to give him a starting date last spring when he
agreed to do the work, this is not unreasonable on his parte. He has
informed me, however, that he discussed the matter with the St. Joseph
Lead Co. and the company is willing to allow him to take time to do this
drilling under DMA=-2037 when the company work has reached a certain stage.
This seems reasonable to me.

I have been unable to secure the services of another contract
driller to perfomm this work at this timee. As you are aware, there are
few contract drillers in this part of Missouri equipped to do diamond
drilling.

In view of the above, I request that the date of beginning work
under this contract be extended to Feb. 1, 1952, at the earliest. It is
my wish to do this work sooner if possible.

In regard to "EXHIBIT A" of @ontract 2037X: Labor and supervision.
"Supervision and engineering @ $17.00/day." Under Section 23 (b) of
Application Form MF-103 the cost given by me is $$30,00/day. This figure,
$30 includes both room & board and automobile expenses in connection with
this project. It was lumped under a flat salary in order to eliminate the
need of another estimated figure in computing costs of the project. It is
quite usual to pay expenses for the resident engineer in small projects,
when the engineer is obliged to occupy temporary quarters away from his
residence.

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within _______________ 30 days from the date of this contract shall commence

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7. Title to and disposition of p'rope, All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, other items costing more than ‘$50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Governifient, shall belong to the Operator and
the Governmentjointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
. phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the"Operator, since such diStribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable Basis. ‘“Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract’”’ will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘“A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. -

Thank you for your letter of June 30th, 1952, returning my

The only error which I can find is one of 78¢, noted by Mr.
Jonas. This was due to inadvertently including an item for which I
. did not find supporting documentation. I would think such an error
could be treated as arithmetical gnd handled without any particular
trouble to anyone.

I have certified all the documents per your instructions. 1In
regard to the few items from "CENTRAL HARDWARE CO.% St. Louis, Mo.,
these small items amount to about "petty cash", the store's sales system
is not set-up for purchases on government contracts as far as documentation
of small items is concerned. ZPurchases were made there for reasons of
convenience and economy.

As regards the billing for drilling: the invoice submitted is
so worded as to clarify the matter, in addition I have explained it in my
"narrative", and it is still further explained in the approved drilling
contract with 0.B. Wardlaw & Sons. In this matter I have so far claimed
payment of $825.00 on a $1,650 invoice, but have REPORTED TOTAL COST as
per contract. T have further stated that additional receipted invoice will
be forwarded when received by me. Since the govermment reserves the right
to make payments directly to subcontractors I feel that I should not pay the
one-half due from the government on the Contract until either the subcontractor
or I have received that amount.

As for the item: $816 for supervision. Exhibit "A" of the subject
contract specifically allows $17/day for 50 days. I presume Mr. Jonas. has
a copy of this contract. The fact that I supervised the work is clearly
stated in both application.and contract. Furthermore, this identical ques-

I am returning the report under the reference contract,
covering the period of April, May, and June, 1952, for fubther
information and corrections.

This one, I believe, "takes the cake." If Peugnet
intended to support the report with documentary evidence, we
failed to receive it. I cannot find in my file any instance
where you have waived the requirement of the documentary
evidence; and yet, you have approved the report as Executive
Officer. Practically all of the invoices are copies. However,
some of them are receipted in the original which would make them
alright if we could be sure that the invoices were originally
billed out to Peugnet. In most instances, no one's name appears
on the invoices or receipts. They could very easily have been
found anywhere. .

There is a billing for $3,092 for drilling. The copy
of the invoice attached to the report is only in the amount of
$1,650, half of which has been paid.

The invoices for miscellaneous supplies, even if they
are very poor ones, add up to only $65.47.

I can make nothing out of the item of $816 for super-
vision. Who worked as supervisor; how much did they work; and
how were they paid? If Peugnet is entering the amounts for
himself as supervisor on the job, how will it be handled? Could
it be considered as a direct charge to the project? The contract
is very specific under paragraph 10 in that no item of general
overhead, management, etc. shall be included as part of the con-
tract.

Last, we need a copy of the sub-contract with Peugnet
and O. B. Wardlow & Sons, farmally approved by you on April 16, 1952,

Unless we can secure better substantiating evidence
of payment than transmitted with the report, I am going to trans~
mit the whole deal to our Washington Office for review. These
reports appear to be growing worse and worse since we are re-
quiring documentation. I do not believe that it is any one's
fault except that the commercial companies just do not understand
the kind of invoices or receipts that we require. An on-site
audit, prior to final payment under the contracts, would be
much more simple and less costly for the operator.

T visited the project on May 15, 1952. The first hole, situated
near the center of the NEZ, sece 29, Te 35 Ne, Re 6 Eo, was being diamond
drilled, size AX. The drill crew had moved in on April 21, had laid 1,040
feet of water pipe, and had started drilling on April 23. At noon May 15
the hole was 846 feet deep and was forecast for completion on May 16.

Mr. Peugnet has, himself, boxed, logged, and sampled all core
at the drill site. BSplits of core have been taken to the Missouri State
Geological Survey at Rolla, and are being logged, including insoluble
residues, by Jack James, Assistant State Geologiste.

This hole is deeper than expected because it passed through
more Davis than anticipated and then through a remarkably thick section
of Bonneterre before reaching the LaMotte. Some vuggy ground has been
traversed and two small shines of galena found, both of which are inter-
preted by Mr. Peugnet as indicating some former presence of mineralization.

It was plammed to move to the second drill hole site and start
drilling about May 20. At that site only 600 to 700 feet of water pipe
would be required.

The two holes of Contract Idm-E159 should be completed soon

Our correspondence on this docket and the amendments thereto
seem to have been crossing in the mail. My proposed Amendment No. 1
is, as you point out, inadequate because it extends the starting date
only and does not extend the completion date.s I am, however, taking
advantage of the invitation in Mr. Mittendorf's letter of February 12
that I have your version of the Amendment signed if it meets with my
approval -- it does not because your version of the Amendment changes
the completion date but not the starting date, even though your cover-
ing letter states that your Amendment extends the starting dste.

I am fearful that the existance of a second Amendment No. 1
based on the presumption that the first Amendment No. 1 will be destroyed
could lead to confusion. I therefore propose that Amendment No. 1 be
allowed to stand, and that this new amendment be Amendment No. 2, and
that it stipulate that it supercedes previous amendmentse.

Enclosed, for your consideration, is a proposed Amendment
No. 2, which embodies the features of your amendment, plus features
introduced because of the letter received today from Mr. Peugnet dated
February 16, 1952, a copy of which is attached.

I have also added some other features, such as the words '"not
to exceed" in appropriate placese.

Item 3 of this amendment is designed to take care of the type

Enclosed are the original and three copies of the asbove captioned
exploration project contract. The owner signed and transmitted five copies
of this contract to the Joplin office today al ong with a letter, copies of
which are attached, containing two requests.

He asks for an extension of time "to February 1, 1952, at the
earliest" for starting the project. His reason is that the driller he wants
for the job is not free to perform the work now, and other drillers cannot be
found.

He also asks that he be allowed $30.00 per day for his own services
as supervisor and engineer, as asked in the original application, rather than
$17.00 per day as specified in Exhibit A.

In a telephone conversation he has been given tentative verbal per-
mission to delay for 60 days starting drilling. I can readily sympathize with
his situation, but February 1,1952 seems a long way off, and I wonder what DMA
policy is on the length of such extensionse

After studying over this contract Clinton C. Knox, engineer of the
Bureau of Mines associated with me here, has raised several important queries
to which we would appreciate an answere. - :

1. Will two drill holes on a 266-acre tract furnish sufficient
information to enable "the Government within 6 months thereafter to certify
to the operator particularly describing and delineating the estimate of the
discovery"?
