the Government grants assistance to a. m'ximum of 50 percent of the 
estimated exploration cost, on approved projects, the money to be r.pei 
from i*coae on future production. 


Judging from the lin2tted information which you have furntshs4 
us and from whet we know of the region, it would probably be necessary 
to make quite a mmber of borings on your term to test its potential 
*lue for iron ore before any intelligent mining program could be under
