No Igneous rocks appear in the area that
has been productive, but a large granite intrusion lies about one
mile north of the old town.

Veins

In the district there are three important veins striking
about North 30 degrees West and dipping from 15 to 20 degrees to
the South West.

They are about 600 feet apart vertically and very
extensive as to dip and strike. The Combination or middle vein
has been worked for over 2000 feet along its strike and 2200 feet
down its dip.

There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-

ment Purchased”; “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-

ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘“Operating Equipment’”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such infermation is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing ex}cessive or

There are submitted herewith two copies of the Audit Report
and three copies of the Audit Certificate pertaining to subject
contract. ‘

As this case has been rather controversial, there are
several points I would like to bring to your attention., The QOperator
submitted a final voucher, Form MF-10L and 10Lha, in the amount of
$10,270.40, This amount is larger than the sum mentioned in any of
the previous correspondence. ‘

The audit took place in the office of Judge McHugh, Suite 2,
Flood Building, Anaconda, Montana. Judge McHugh.is Mr. McLure'!'s per-
sonal attorney, and he entered into the conversations from_ time to

.time and was extremely helpful in clarifying many of Mr. McLure's

statements. From conversation with Judge McHugh, I gathered that prior
to the time of our meeting, he was not fully informed nor had he had
complete access to the files and records of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co.

Mr. McLure is a rather difficult man to deal with. Upon any
question I would ask, he gave a rather vague answer., I would repeat the
question and his answer to make certain that I had completely understood
it. Mr. McLure would then modify his answer to the same question, there-
fore, I am not certain that should the same questions be put to Mr.
McLure now, we would receive the same answers to the questions.






G

The controlling interest of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. rests
in Mr. McLure's hands, He is able to issue stock as he sees fit and at
such value that best suits his needs. The unissued stock certificates
have a printed value of 50¢ a share. Investigation revealed that the
shares of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. have no marketable value. Mre
McLure made partial payments for wages by the issuance of shares at the rate
of 50¢ for each share; however, Mr. McLure issued shares to himself and in=
creased the value to 75¢ per share. He stated that this was an arbitrary
decision on his part to increase the value of the shares.

Mr. McLure claimed $2,000.00 for supervision after the active
exploration work ceased in December 1951 and based his claim on item (b)
of the second paragraph of the printed termination of exploration project
contract form. He also claimed supervision for Mr. W. L. Degenhart in
the capacity of Secretary-Treasurer of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co.
and Assistant Superintendent. Mr. Degenhart resigned as of July 31, 1952.
I have disallowed in its entirety the amount of supervision claimed for
Mr. Degenhart, for the reason that with only three miners working, the
project did not warrant a superintendent and an assistant superintendent.
Also, any of the supervision that may have been claimed in the capacity
as secretary-treasurer, I considered as management overhead, and as such
cost, the Government should not contributeg Mr. McLure's claim of $2,000,00
was disallowed. .

Mr. McLure made numerous mathematical errors in the payroll
records reporting only the net salaries for labor and-supervision. He
claimed under payroll taxes not only the employeet but also the éﬁﬁibyer's
contribution for the Social Security Tax. Also included were the amounts.
withheld for Federal Income Tax as well as Montana State Unemployment
Tax. I revised the figures based on the supporting evidence available to
reflect the gross wages for both labor and supervision. The taxes were
then figured on the gross wages and redistributed in the proper manner,

I am attaching for your information photostatic copies of the payroll
records and the cancelled checks pertaining to this contract.

You will note that the wages of C. D. McLure were paid directly
to L. M, Wanderer, who is in charge of the Town Grocery Store in Philips-
burg, Montana, and according to the statement of Mr. William McLure, the
checks were made out in this order to insure payment of the grocery bill.

_ I would appreciate any suggestions, corrections, or comments
you may care to make, The Audit Report will not be distributed until
it has been released by the Contract Administration and Audit Division.

1952.

A description of the property, the work done, and
the results obtained follows:

(1) The property on which the exploration was conducted is
composed of the Bear and Float Claims in the Black Pine
Mining District, Montana. These claims are located on
the Onyx or Lower Combination vein, which was the target
of the referenced exploration program,

(2) The mineral sought was hubnerite, which was thought to
occur in the Onyx vein in economlc quantlities on the
basis of float. The Field Team reported an unusual
amount of mineralized quartz containing hubnerite cry-
stals mixed with the debris. The excessive depth of
overburden alsc was noted.

(3) The subject contract in the amount of $16,382.00 pro-
vided for the stripping of the overburden by bulldozer
to uncover the vein and. prepare a shaft collar site,
sinking a 100-foot inclined (18°) shaft at an estimated
cost of $60.00 per foot, and driving 200 feet of drift
on the Onyx vein at an estimated cost of $4#3.51 per
foot.

I wish first, to call yours and Mr. Mittendorf's attention to a letter

. written by him to you, and Senator Murray, on May 28, 1953.

The last sentence in paragraph one states, quote "The estimates set
forth in the contract serve only to allocate a certain amount of money
for the total work. While the total cannot be exceeded, any one item
not designated "allowable maximum®", may be exceeded. To illustrate;
if bulldozing had actually cost $2,100.00, this amount would have been
allowed although the estimate was only $1,680.00," unquotes

On this sentence I based the second Double Eagle account, also this
sentence was called to the attention of Mr. Hull who made the second
audite Mr. Hull simply ignored it entirely. '

Now, Mr. Mittendorf in his report to you on November 19, 1953, refuses
to allow $2,777.75 of the $3,380.25 claimed for Supervision, on the
grounds that it was excessive of the allowable amounte I wish to call
yours and Mre. Mittendorf's attention to the contract under Labor and .
Supervision. It states: Supervision, $20.00 per shift, 150 shifts,
$3,000.00. It is not marked "allowable maximum." The contract went
into effect August 16, 1951 and was in full force and effect until
October 17, 1952, when it was terminated by agreement of both partiese

The Double Eagle Tungsten Company paid me for Supervision of the pro-
Ject between these dates and charged the Government, between January 1,
1952 and the termination date, only $10.00 per shift for supervision,
or 50% of the allowable amount under the contracte

I wish to point out at this time that Double Eagle Tungsten Company so
far, has made no claim against the Government for the winding up and
settlement of this project, although it is provided for in the termina-

Mittendorf's ruling in his letter of May 28th should be allowed and

(a) There are enclosed two photostatic copies of He. P. Kaiser's
statement on the bulldozer work.

(b) The explanation offered by Mr. McLure for "machine installa-
tion" work performed by Mr. Applegate was extremely vague and
Mr. McLure was not sure exactly what Mr. Applegate had done.
Numerous attempts were made to get some definite statement
from Mr. McLure as to precisely what that "machine installa-
tion™ was. However, I had a personal conversation with Mr.
Applegate and he stated that he had done work for Mr. McLure
and that this work consisted of setting up a gasoline engine
and a compressor as well as a small hoist (tugger). After
this machinery was set up he put up sides on a frame building
to enclose this equipment. This information was obtained from
Mr. Applegate on November 24, 1953,

I have discussed this new information with both Mr. McNabb

and the Executive Officer, Mr. Weissenborn, and they are now

of the opinion that while the "machine installation" is not

specifically itemized in the contract it may be considered

as an allowable cost. However, at the time the audit was

made, no definite concrete explanation was ‘offered; consequent—
ly, the disallowance in the amount of $255.00.






.

Mr. McNabb states that the installation was actually performed
on the project property. If the Contract Administration and
Audit Division so desires, the audit report may be revised and
this amount reinstated.

(¢) Mr. McLure was unable to give any information or recall any of
of the details as to what the $55.75 claimed as expenses were for.
This item of $55.75 is made up of two checks; one in the amount
of $50.00 and the other in the amount of $5.75. The check in
the amount of $50.00 merely stated it was for "expenses®. The
check in the amount of $5.75 was for "cash advances®, Copies
of these checks have been previously forwarded to you.

(d) Mr. Paige of the Flint Creek Valley Bank stated that the mining
equipment is still on the property of the Double Eagle Tungsten
Company and Mr. McLure retains physical possession of this equip-
mente. The Arthur Taylor account is still unpaid in the amount of
$1,075.00, plus interest at the rate of 6%. Mr. Taylor has actual
title to the equipment and may foreclose at any time as the account
is delinquent, but has taken no action. The Miller Machinery
Company account has been paid and they have no interest in the
matter.

(e) The Fire Insurance Policy No. 82582 was issued by the American
Insurance Company of Newark, New Jersey. The policy covers the
period of April 11, 1952 to April 10, 1953. This policy covers
all of the mining equipment and has an annual premium of $44.00
a year. It does not cover the truck, only the mining equipment.
Another policy effective April 11, 1953, has been taken out
covering the same equipment and has the same annual premium.

I did not advise Mr. McLure of all of the items that would be dis-~
allowed. I mentioned to him that the expenses claimed under supervision
could not be allowed. I further stated that he would be advised of all the
deletions when the final audit report was released, a copy of which would be
sent to him. :

At the present time, the Executive Officer, Mr. Weissenborn, is
holding the operator's copy in view of the fact that there might be a possible
revision in light of the latest information furnished by Mr. Applegate.

Please advise us what action you desire to have taken in this matter.
