mented: The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus'supported. =

Torm MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed

At that
time Mrs. Romerio was quite repentant and confided to our people that
she was sorry she had not heeded the Field Team's advice as to her
exploration program and that she wished she had done the work accord-
ing to specifications of the contract. We were informed at that time
that she had lost interest in her property.

Following the field interview with Mrs. Romerio, we received
a letter from Mrs. Delight Lewis who is a daughter of Mrs. Romerio.
Mrs. Lewis requested that we send her a copy of the Field Team's report
and geological maps pertaining to the Hope and Bullion project. We
answered Mrs. Lewis by letter of September 25 telling her that owing
to regulations we were unable to release copies of our reports on DMEA
projects.

We are writing Mrs. Romerio telling her that if she wishes
to have her project reactivated it will necessitate an entirely new
application as the other contract has been terminated. Copies of
this letter are enclosed. We hope, however, that she does not submit
an application, as we believe it would be impossible to administer any
project that she might propose or with which she would be involved.

The subject property was visited August 7 and again on
August 11, 1953.

The Operator had not performed any further work since the
inspection of E. W. Buel, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines, on
May 7, 1953.

Discussions were held with Mrs. A. K. Romerio, Operator,
regarding termination of the captioned contract. The Operator advised
that she personally is financially unable to prosecute the contract and
that she was attempting to interest some mining company to continue the
work. She was informed that possibly the Field Team would not consent
to assignment of the contract. This condition would be a deterrent to
anyone contemplating lease or purchase of her property, and it was
strongly suggested that she terminate the contract to leave it clear
of any encumbrance.

The Operator explained that she was entitled to about
$362.48 depreciation allowance at the rate of $93.12 per month for
February, March, April and May 1952.. The Field Team decided that
since the contract dated May 28, 1952 was retroactive to December 3,
1951, she could not be allowed the depreciation.

On the return visit on August 11, Mrs. Romerio was advised
of the Field Team's decision. In the meantime, she had given the
matter of ‘the termination of the contract more thought, and finally
signed the Termination of Exploration Project Contract by Agreement
After Commencement but Before Completion of the Work forms.

In a previous letter to you dated May 6, the Executive
Officer stated in response to an inquiry from you that in his opinion
it vould be futile to attempt to continue the Romerio contract but
that a definite recommendation would be mede following a forthcoming
field examination. '

Mr. Buel of the Bureau of Mines and Mr. Becraft of the
Geological Survey have recently made another field inspection of the
property. They report that there has been no improvement in the
situation and that no further work has been done since- the first week
in March. In Mr. Buel's report, copies of which are attached, it is
mentioned that Mrs. Romerio plans to incorporate, thinking that such
action will solve her problems, and that she would like to be given
another month of time before any termination agreement is drawn.

It is our opinion that the shaft could be sunk for about
the price allowed in the contract and if Mrs. Romerio could find a
competent contractor to sublet the contract to, the contract probably
‘could be completed. It is unlikely, however, that Mrs. Romerio
would have the funds to take care of her half of the costs. It is
our recommendation, therefore, that Mrs. Romerio be told that DMEA

cannot continue on the present basis, and the contract be terminated.

The subject property waé visited May 7, 1953, in company
with George Becraft, Geologist, Geological Survey, and Mrs. A. K.
Romerio, manager and Operator.

The Operator has not accomplished any further work under
the contract since the first week in March 1953. The possibility
that the Government might terminate the DMEA contract was discussed
with Mrs. Romerio, it being pointed out that the work progress has
been unsatisfactory. Not without sympathy with her over difficulties
in sinking the shaft, it was nevertheless stated that the Government
has done everything possible to keep the contract in effect but that
this lenient attitude cannot be continued unless the Operator can show
a marked improvement in progress; furthermore, it was made clear that
even a marked improvement will be no guarantee for keeping the contract
in force.

Mrs. Romerio asked that she be given another month before
any termination agreement is drawn up. She thinks that she can
incorporate, and that such action will be a panacea for her mining
operation difficulties.

The Examining Team believes that the Operator can complete
the exploration program only if the work is subcontracted. This,
however, does not appear possible with the Operator's inadequate funds.
The Examining Team, therefore, must take the position that the Operator
is not competent to continue the work under the contract and recommends
that the contract be terminated as soon as possible.

Dear Mr. Selfridge:

This will acknowledge your letter of April 6, and I must
apologize for not having answered it sooner, The Field Team letter
of March 21 answered most of the questions raised in your letter of
April 6, and I have overlooked the fact that you have requested my
personal ideas on the termination of the project.

We have felt very sorry for Mrs. Romerio and have tried to
help her all that we can. The property that she is attempting to
explore is, in our opinion, a very promising one. However, the Field
Team from the very beginning has been very dubious of Mrs. Romerio's
ability to do the work provided for in the contract and is on record
as having opposed the granting of the contract for this reason.

The inspection report of April 10 by E. W. Buel gives us
the last word we have on the situation, which has not, apparently,
improved significantly. Mrs. Romerio is now attempting to strip
the vein with a drag line at her own expense, although apparently
she still has the plan of going ahead and doing further work in the
shaft after the ground thaws. We had hoped, perhaps unreslistically,
that Mrs. Romerio would be able to sink the shaft as provided in the
contract, but the results to date are a pretty plain answer that she
will not be able to do so. We can only reach the conclusion then that
Mrs. Romerio is neither financially nor technically competent to
complete the contract, and that any further efforts for its continuation
will only get her deeper into the mire. In a sense, this has already






happened, for I understand that last year she turned down what was
reported to be a very satisfactory offer from one of the major mining
companies for the purchese of her rights to the Hope and Bullion
property. It is unfortunate that she did not accept this offer.

There will undoubtedly be a considerable squawk if we
terminate the contract, but in my opinion, this is the only practicable
solution and is the kindest thing that we can do for Mrs. Romerio. I
reached this conclusion reluctantly because once having started the
contract, I would like to have been able to see it through with her.
However, one must face the facts. Therefore, unless our field
inspection scheduled for this week shows marked and unexpected im-
provement, I recommend that we terminate the contract. We should try
to terminate as kindly and gently as possible, but I think that we
might as well make up our minds to do so. We shall advise you of our
final decision from the field.

The Field Team would be willing to send the termination
notice. However, Mrs. Romerio, we have found, does not easily take
"No" for an answer, and I think that the termination notice would be
more effective if it were signed by the Administrator rather than the
Executive Officer.

The Hope-Bullion property was visited March 31, 1953, in
company with Mrs. A. K. Romerio, manager. Since the last inspection
on February 26, 1953, the Operator has not accomplished any further
work under the contract.

Mrs. Romerio stated that the crew worked only 2 or 3 days
in March. The work time was spent in attempting to raise and
straighten the timber sets which were askew from shaft subsidence.
At the time of the last inspection, the Operator was advised as to
how the shaft could be brought into alignment. One of the recommenda—
tions was that several hydraulic jacks, 5-ton capacity or better, could
be effectively used in raising the settled timber sets. The Operator
tried using the jacks and was successful in raising the shaft sets,
but it was learned that the crew did not consolidate their gains which
resulted in the resettling of the shaft when pressure was relieved from
the jacks. Mrs. Romerio said that the crew was afraid to work in the
shaft during the raising operations. She further stated that as soon
as the ground thaws, another attempt will be made to raise the shaft.
The shaft has been blocked to prevent any further cavinges It was noted
that the northeast corner of the shaft, previously in alignment, has
been somewhat disarranged because of jacking and failing to consolidate
the raised timber sets,

Mrs. Romerio revealed that most of the crew have been working
for several weeks doing contract drifting for the Sunshine mine in the
Boulder-Basin area, Montana. One of the work crew has been drafted,
thus reducing her crew to three men.

Mrs. Romerio intends to have a contractor on the property in
a few weeks with a dragline and shovel. She contemplates having the
contractor dig to a depth of 30 or 4O feet along the mineralized ore
structure nearby the shaft. Funds for this work, Mrs. Romerio said,
will be obtained from what she calls "California money." #

*Money believed she has coming from a tax refund.
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Mrs. Romerio inquired as to whether she would be reguired
to pay royalty payments to the Government in the event the dragline
contractor encounters any ore during the stripping operations. It
was pointed out to her that if a certification of discovery is made
then she would be liable to royalty payments from any ore shipments
made. She also asked whether the Goverhment would participate on a
50 percent basis for the stripping operations. She was advised that
the present DMEA contract does not provide for any such allowances.

It is recommended that if the Operator cannot do the work
stated in the tontract, it should be terminated.

Enclosed are copies of two letters received from Mrs. Romerio.

You will recall that some time ago Mrs. Romerio, who had been
making very slow progress on her shaft-sinking job, ran into difficulties
and lost part of the shaft. Bureau of Mines engineers inspected the
shaft and estimated that it could be repaired for $689.00. We informed
Mrs. Romerio that the Field Team was not permitted to raise the rate of a
unit cost contract or to make any chenges such as she required, and we
referred a suggested amendment to you for conformation. The contract was
consequently amended allowing $700.84 for shaft repair, the money being
taken from the amount allowed for drifting. Mrs. Romerio, however, has
failed to completely rehabilitate the shaft for the amount sllowed and
is complaining rather bitterly of the failure to give her a sufficient
allowance. The enclosed memorandum from Mr. Buel, dated March 11 , 1953,
of the Bureau of Mines will explain the situation to you.

We hardly know what to recommend in this case. As you know,
we had serious doubts at the very beginning that Mrs. Romerio would be
able to accomplish the work outlined in the contract, and it is becoming
increasingly more spparent that she is not competent to carry on the
exploration program. Financially she is unable to hire competent help
and she and the members of her family do not have the necessary technical
knowledge nor experience to conduct the program without competent
supervision. Most of the difficulties that have arisen are due to the
result of lack of financing, lack of experienced bhelp and supervision,
and the refusal or inability of the Operator to understend the method of

operation under DMEA assistance.






In the original recommendation on this project, it was stressed

that a competent supervisor be hired. Mrs. Romerio did make some attempt

‘ to hire & man but as a result of a lack of finances and because most of

! the miners in the area would not work for her, she was unable to obtain

| an experienced man. She started work under the long form contract and
became hopelessly enmeshed as the result of complete misunderstanding on
her part as to what costs could be allowed under this contract. We had
hoped that by changing the contract to a Short Form unit cost contract,
the misunderstanding between Mrs. Romerio and the Government could be
eliminated and that the work provided for in the contract could be
accomplished. However, Mrs. Romerio has continued to mismanage the
contract. Progress has been extremely slow and her costs higher than
they should have been. Moreover, despite the fact that we explained to
her in detail how a Short Form contract functioned, before she signed
~the Short Form contract, she continues to think the Government will match
funds with her regardless of the way in which she spends the money.

The attached two letters from Mrs. Romerio and the already
mentioned report by Mr. Buel of the Bureau of Mines make it obvious that
even after many tedious explanations, Mrs. Romerio still does not under-
stand how DMEA functions. We feel very sympathetic to her as she is
obviously trying hard to make a success of the contract, but we cannot
see sny Justification for making further allowances for sinking the
shaft. We do not believe it will be of any use for us to tell her why
we cannot increase the unit cost price for contract work or why we cannot
recommend any of the contract changes that are proposed in her letters.
We have tried many times to explain the DMEA program to Mrs. Romerio and
always without success. Therefore, our recommendation is that Mrs. Romerio
be informed by the Administrator or the Operating Committee that her
contract cannot be amended to provide further sllowances in shaft sinking
and that if she cannot do the work as specified in the contract, it will
have to be canceled.

The Hope-Bullion property was inspected February 26, 1953,
in company with Mrs. A, K. Romerio, manager. A subsequent visit
for the purpose of checking on the work progress was contemplated
for March 2, 1953, but because of snow, no re-examination could be
made,

The examination of the caved shaft showed that it was cleaned
out to a depth of 35 feet. The remainder of the shaft, about 5 feet,
was under water., No further work was completed under the contract.

Several days prior to the inspection, the northwest part of
the 1-1/2 compartment shaft began to settle, causing posts, dividers,
wall plates, and end plates of 6 or 7 sets to move out of alignment.
The gallows frame being firmly emplaced was not harmed. Many of the
lagging boards were bowed and several were cracked. The northwest
corner was estimated to have been displaced for about 1/2 foot. A
pronounced vertical force exerted on the shaft timbers was evident
from the fact that hanging bolts were pulled apart, and that nuts
and washers were forceably countersunk 1/2 inch or more into the wall
plates. (Several of the hanging bolts had been straightened and were
being held by the hanging bolt links at the time of the inspection.)

The Operator and shaft crew did not know how to prevent

further displacement of the shaft. The Operator asked for technical
assistance,






The following recommendations were made to the Operator and
shaft crew:

(1) Temporary braces should be placed on the cracked lagging,
and on a divider post which was precariously protruding into the
shaft opening, in order to prevent & possible cave-in. (These
recommendations were carried out and completed during the inspection.)

(2) Two or more hydraulic jacks, 5-ton capacity or better,
could be used to jack up the settled timber.

(3) A bearing set with hitches extending for several feet
into the walls and firmly consolidated should be put in near the
bottom of the shaft. The bearing set is to be placed beneath the
wall plates, rather than the end plates, with hitches extending
into the east and west walls which are somewhat firmer than the
north wall.

(4) A1l back fill material, if possible, should consist of
large material which will wedge itself behind the lagging. The
Operator was specifically warned that the use of highly porous ewd imgecvioss
material was to be avoided.

(5) Either additional hanging bolts, or heavier bolts,
should be put in the wall plates. It was further suggested that
small steel plates might effectively prevent force countersinking
of hanging bolt fixtures into the wall plates.

It is believed by the examining engineer that the relatively
fine-grained decomposed quartz monzonite, being used by the Operator
for back filling, was partly responsible for the displacement of the
shaft. This material was mucked out of the caved shaft and dumped
directly into the back fill opening situated at,. the north end of the
shaft. The hoisted muck was wet and being porousiresuited in the
retention of the water. These operations were carried on during
relatively cold weather. A subsequent cold wave, a few days prior to
the visit, with temperatures ranging below zero resulted in the -
freezing of the wet back filled muck. The expansion of the muck caused
a compression on the shaft sets and subsequent minor thawing brought
about a release of this side pressure. A release of side pressure by
thawing of the muck along its margin caused the now weakly supported
shaft-timber to settle. :

The Operator was informed that a re-examination would be made
on March 2, 1953, to check on the work progress. During the interim
there was a blizzard that prevented a re-examination of the property.
It could not be learned from Jefferson County officials when the road
to the Hope-Bullion would be plowed out. Therefore, no attempt was
made to inspect the property again.

2
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It was learned, however, that the shaft crew had obtained a
couple of large hydraulic jacks (20-ton capacity), and that they were
successful in raising a part of the shaft timber.

Time was spent discussing the contract with Mrs. Romerio on
March 2, 1953. It was learned from Mrs. Romerio that her funds and
credit are practically exhausted, and that unless the Government
advances her money the work will have to be terminated. Mrs. Romerio
claims that her costs to date amount to approximately $17,000 of which
the Government has contributed only about $4,000. She thinks that the
Government could prepare an amendment which would allow a deletion of
all but 50 feet of crosscutting and 50 feet of drifting with the money
for the deleted work to be applied entirely to her shaft costs. She
further stated that the Government should meke an arrangement that
money be placed in escrow, or some other suitable arrangement, so
that she could draw on this fund to meet the costs of shaft sinking. It
was pointed out to her that the Government probably would not allow any
such amendment.

Many other questions and points were discussed with Mrs. Romerio,
but they are too numerous to elaborate., The substance of the conversation
and personal conclusions are given as follows:

(1) The Operator is unable to continue the work because
of limited finances and incurred debts.

(2) Unless the Government advances some money, the work
will have to be terminated.

(3) The Operator claims the Government should pay her for
truck rental, allowed under the old contract but not under the
Unit Cost contract, because she did not sign the contract dated
February, 1952, until May 28, 1952. She thinks that legally
the Unit Cost contract did not go into effect until the date she
signed it.

(4) The Government is blamed by Mrs. Romerio for making (?)
her sign the Unit Cost contract against her wishes, and for not
allowing her sufficient funds to sink a shaft.

(5) The Operator further said that the $700.8, allowed under
amgndment for rehabilitating the caved shaft was not enough.

(6) The Operator is of the opinion that the Government is so
interested in the Hope-Bullion property that they can make special
concessions in her case as they have "done for others.®
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As pointed out in previous inspection reports, the high costs
incurred by the Operator are principally the result of inexperienced
help and supervision, meticulous construction methods not commensurate
with the time and costs involved, antiquated equipment resulting in many
breakdowns, and financial incompetence,

Mrs. Romerio has expressed some of her views to the DMEA Field
Team by telephone conversation of February 26, 1953. The Field Team
has referred her case to the Washington office.

The subject property was inspected February 3, 1953, An
examination of the caved shaft showed that one 5-foot set had been
caught up. No additional work was completed under the DMEA contract.

, Mrs. A. K. Romerio, manager, stated that the work progress
was impeded during the spiling operation because of the heavy lagging
and timber sets buried in the caved material., The buried material
prevented the driving of the spiles. This necessitated the removing of
the lagging and timber sets with the hoist., It was found that the
hoist was not suitable for the removal of the debris in the muck. The
hoist soon broke down under the strain and parts for its repair could
not be obtained. The Operator tried several hoisting arrangements, v
but none were successful., At the time of the inspection the work
crew was emplacing a borrowed gasoline engine for the hoist.

Additional time was lost on the project when it was decided
that the spile driver (payment breaker) required a special welded cup \
to fit over the end of the spile, Sometime was lost getting this cup (
made, '

It was also reported that the fan went through the compressor-éﬁgﬁly
radiator which resulted in further work stoppages. A tractor radiator
was obtained by the Operator, . ’

There are four men currently employed on the project, They
are classified as follows: 2 shaftmen., 1 surface miner, and 1 hoist-
man-mechanic. The additional shaftman was put on the job around the
beginning of last month,
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The cavity resulting from caving is being filled from a
surface opening.

From my personal observations, the Operator (Mrs., A. K. Romerio)
has been very cooperative lately in the execution of the work on the
contract and in the acceptance of advice from Government personne].

Work progress, however, has been very slow because of the inexperienced
help, meticulous construction of the shaft, breakdown resulting from
old equipment, and the "shoe-string" financial status of the Operator,

Enclosed are memoranda from E. W. Buel and George Todd,
Bureau of Mines, and & request from Mrs. Alberta K. Romerio for an
amendment to provide funds to catch up a cave in the shaft being sunk
under the subject DMEA contract.

It is not believed that the cave-in was caused by wilful
negligence on the part of the Operator and it is indeed unfortunate
that such a misfortune should occur to Mrs. Romerio who has experienced
what is probably more than her share of mine operation troubles.

Mr. Todd, USBM, has estimated that $689 will be required to |
rehabilitate the shaft. Mr. Buel, engineer, USBM, has_recommended that
drifting allowable in Stege II of Mrs. Romerio's contract be decreased
by 27 feet, the $700.84 to be made available to Mrs. Romerio for shaft
rehabilitation. . This amount of money is slightly more than the cost
estimated by Mr. Todd but represents the nearest unit cost figure that
might be made applicable to rehabilitation. ‘

The Field Team concurs with the reviewing engineers and would
like to recommend Government assistance to the costs of shaft rehabili-
tetion; however, there is doubt as to whether a Short Form Contract,
such as Mrs. Romerio's, can be amended. If such an amendment is
allowable, ;the Field Team recommends approval.

The subject property was examined on Wednesday, January 1k,
in company with the two miners who are sinking the shaft under the
exploration project contract.

Shaft sinking had been stopped on January 12, 1953, by a
cave-in at the bottom of the shaft. The shaft is timbered with
hanging square sets on 5-foot centers to about 6 feet of the bottom.
The cave occurred at nite, over the weekend, when the men were off
shift., This cave left the loose rock above unsupported on the bottom.
Thé ground water running through the loose, decomposed rock caused it
to run in, the downward motion causing the lagging to slip and break.
Loose muck filled for a depth of approximately 21 feet.

The estimated cost of repair is as follows:

Rent on hammer (for driving spiling)

and miscellaneous $ 40.00

3 miners a total of 40 shifts @ $1.75
per hour plus insurance taxes, etc. 615.00
Spiling timber 3L.00
$689.00

It was recommended to the Operator that spiling should be
used to reach the bottom of the shaft and to replace the timber sets
that have been shoved into the shaft. In continuing the sinking,
sets should be placed on 3~foot instead of 5-foot centers until harder
rock is encountered. Timber should be placed immediately upon removal
of muck. The newly sunk portion of the shaft should not stand over—
night without timbered support.

The cavity caused by this cave-in should be filled from
surface after the timber has been replaced.

Mrs. A. K. Romerio, manager of the Hope-Bullion, reported
on January 13 that on the previous day the shaft being sunk under
the exploration project contract had caved, filling the bottom 20
feet of the LO~foot shaft with muck. She requested that the Field
Team give her technical assistance in the best method of catching
up the cave and making it safe for future work. Consequently,Mr.
George Todd, Mine Foreman, U. S. Bureau of Mines, visited the
property on January 14 (see attached memo) and recommended a method
for cleaning out the cave and preventing future difficulty from this
source.

Mr. Todd infers that caving resulted because the last 6
feet of the shaft was left untimbered over the weekend. During the
off shift period, minor caving in the untimbered area left the loose
rock above unsupported on the bottom. Percolating water in the un-~
supported decomposed rock caused it to run in, with the downward
motion of this rock causing the lagging to slip and break. It is
estimated by Mr. Todd that loose rock filled the shaft for 21 feet.

Mr. Todd recommended that spiling should be driven to
hold the muck while the shaft is being cleaned out and that set
interval be reduced from 5 to 3 feet until firmer ground is
encountered. The timber should be emplaced immediately upon the
removal of the muck and no untimbered section of the shaft should
remain open during any of the off shift periods. Mr. Todd further
recommends that the cavity resulting from caving should be filled
from the surface after the timber has been replaced. Total costs
for this rehabilitation are estimated by Mr. Todd at $689.

From the account given by Mr. Todd, it does not appear that
the cave~in was the result of any willful negligence on the part of
the Operator. Consequently, it is recommended that an amendment be
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prepared allocating funds from Stage II of the contract for cleaning
out the cave. §Stage II allows a maximum of 250 feet of drifting at
a cost of $25.03 per foot. It is recommended that drifting under
Stage II should be reduced to a maximum of 223 feet and that $700.8L
be diverted to the cost of the rehsbilitation. It is not considered
that lowering the amount of drifting by 27 feet will imperil the
possibility of success for the project.

The Hope-Bullion was visited on December 5, 1952, in company
with Mr. C. A. Romerio, one of the owners who is working on the explora-
tion project.

Since the last inspection the shaft has been deepened about
10 feet making a total depth of 31 feet. The 1-1/2 compartment shaft
measures 4 x 9 feet in the clear. A total of 5 square sets spaced 5
feet apart have been installed since the start of the work.

A severe cold spell, temperatures reaching about -20°, re-
sulted in the freezing up of equipment which slowed up mining operations
considerably. Also the hoist motor, for the ore bucket, took 4 days
to repair. End plates for the shaft timber had not been received and
may result in further delay of the operations.

The work cycle consists of drilling during the first and
third shifts, and timbering during the fifth shift. A 2-1/2 foot round
is drilled per shift and a 5 foot set of square timbers is installed
during one shift. The slow rate of progress per shift is partly the
result of moderately heavy ground (decomposed quartz monzonite); the
principal reason, however, appears to be lack of proper supervision of
the inexperienced help and the meticulous construction methods employed
in the timbering. The standards of work are very high, but are not
justified commensurate with the time and expense involved. The Operator
was advised that better footage will have to be made if the project is
to be completed within the 2 year limit.






The number of men employed are as follows: 1 shaftman, 1
surface miner, and 1 hoistman-mechanic.

About 50 feet of mine ladders were purchased and are ready
for installation.

Fiscal matters were discussed with Mrs. Romerio, the Operator,
and she was instructed that monthly invoices were to cover a calendar
month period only. She also expressed hopes of receiving funds to cover
the rental of her 1-1/2 ton truck as allowed under the old contract. The
amended contract is on a unit cost basis which includes all costs. The
Operator was informed that any additional allowances, other than those
covered in the amended contract, could not be permitted.

- I know you will reelise that we have scores of occutracis with small
operators that are ruming along quite smoothly, and that in cases
where undue delays in payment have ogourred, those delays are attribu-
table to some very unusual aspect of the particular case.

In accordance with the rules of the General Accounting Offioe,

o.ll operators are required to support their olaims for.reimbursement
with documentary evidence that the costs were actually inourred. With
‘respect to very small operators who buy directly for the contract project
~ and have no other operations of their own, 1t has not been difficult

for them to swpport their reimbursement vouchers with such doocumentary
evidensce, In the case of reimburssment for labor costs, we have usually
requested only a oopy of their monthly payroll, which cen be substanti-
ated Yy Social Security deductions, o

In this psrticular case it appaars that all of the workers
on the project are the husband, sons, daughter-in-law, and perhaps other
relatives of Mrs, Romerio, 4ccording tc the terms of the exploration
contract made with Mrs, Bomerio, it im necessary for her to furnish us
wvith a certified copy of her monthly payroll, She has objected to this
procedure besause of involvement with Secial Security and income tax
laws and regulationg. 8She has submitted that any declaration of labor
costs pald would result with complications such as (a) impairing the
rights of bher husband %o contimme to receive pemsion funda, (b) the
declaration of earnings for ineome tax purposes and (c) the liability
to pay soclal security taxes. It is obvicus that, under the terms of
the existing contract, the Govermment is placed in a position where it
cannot approve her clalm for roinbursemnt for labor performed.

We have given a congiderable amount of study to this case,
and during the past wesk or ten days have issued instructions to the
Regional Executive Officer to offer Mrs. Romerlo a mew contract on
& "work accomplished® basis, which will be similar in form to our
new short-form eontract that is now being printed and will soon be
available for cireulation and use. Under this new contraet proposal,
Mrs. Romerio may be reimbursed for her work on a "unit basis” and the
Govermment may pay its share of the costs of the project without
being involved in avoiding the Sosial Security and other aprlicable
tax laws. It is hoped that such & proposed arrangement will be accept~
able to Mra.

I attended your hearing on Mining in Butte Federal Bldg. in
December 1951.

I was surprised and pleased to find that our representative
in Washington was so well informed as to our difficulties and to
what we are entitled under the Mine Development law., It would surely
help if some of our agencies were as well informed.

I also attended the Mining Congress meeting at the Biltmore
in Los Angeles, so I believe I was as informed in the over all picture
as any Government representative that testified.

On my return to Boulder from your meeting a signed DMA Con-
tract number 326 E220 was in my mail box, so though I have never met
you I believe I have you to thank for my approved Contract to develop
lead Zinc.

The invoices prepared by the Operator, after being personally
and specifically instructed concerning requireménts, were considered
totally inadequate by the Fiscal Officer and by Mr. E. D. Talbert,

;;:E?% i Contractor; and Mr. Eric Erickson, Bureau of Mines Engineer, visited
Pre = the Contractor for the express purpose of instructing her on the
i el proper method of filling out Form MF-10Lk. 1In spite of this, when
a8 the forms were again submitted, they were not acceptable. The Con-

tractor, therefore, was requested to come to Spokane with her records.
Messrs. Volin and Erickson of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, Hull of
Contract Administration and Audit Division, and Weissenborn spent the
entire day with Mrs. Romerio in an attempt to straighten her out on
the problems involved. The MF-10L4 forms and the supporting documents
submitted herewith represent a very great improvement over the two
previous submissions, but still leave something to be desired.

Available evidence indicates the Operator is confused con-
cerning the participating-fund basis. Originally the Operator submitted
payroll checks, unsigned, as a support to the Monthly Progress Report,
with the request that they be returned. All employees, except the
mine foreman, are members of the Operator!s family. It further developed
that it was the Operator's intention not to pay the salaries due to her
family until such time as the mine was in production, it being her con-
tention that as long as no actual salaries were paid, no income taxes
would be due and thus there would be a saving on the contract.

If such a situation is allowed to continue, it is my thought
Phat the Qperator will be placing this office in the position of aiding
in an attempt to bypass the payment of just and due taxes. Furthermore,

it was the Operator's contention that, as the Contract was a famil
project and all the family were workiﬁg for her, no Social Securitg

e






need be withheld. Upon our insistence, a statement was obtained from
the Montana Unemployment Compensation Commission, which put a different
interpretation on what should be withheld.

I think that there is an even more serious matter involved
here. It is my belief that when we certify the payment of wages on a
voucher, we assume that the wages have actually been paid, whereas in
this case we have the Contractor's own statement that no actual payment
is contemplated, except a vague promise to pay at some future time when
"the mine comes into production." I don't think, therefore, that we .
could legally certify the MF-104, even though this is "a family operation."
It was suggested to Mrs. Romerio that all we wanted to know was that there
was a bona-fide transaction and that if after being paid, her husband,
her sons, and her daughter wished to contribute their wages toward the
cost of the project on whatever basis they see fit, it is no concern of
ours. Mrs. Romerio was unwilling to do this because if cash were in-
volved, the wages would be subject to income taxes, unemployment taxes,
and other taxes. The present system may "save the project money" as
Mrs. Romerio claims, but I also suspect that we would not be on sound
legal ground if we approved the voucher. We also inferred from Mrs.
Romerio that another reason for not paying is that if cash payments are
made, Mr. Romerio's Social Security payments might be reduced.

A further point is that Mrs. Romerio's daughter, Delight Romerio
Lewis, is charged against the project as bookkeeper at $100 a month. I
think it fairly obvious from our conversation that the bulk of such book~
keeping that has been done has been done by Mrs. fomerio herself. I don't
know any way that this fact could be established beyond question, but I
do think it self-evident that the bookkeeping job done so far is hardly
worth $100,

Mrs. Romerio has not been able to comply with the provision of
the contract that Mr. Rahilly would supervise the work without salary.
When last heard of, Mr. Rahilly was in California, and therefore he ob-
Viously could not adequately supervise the work in Montana. Mrs. Romerio
made an arrangement with Mr. Wade V. Lewis by which Mr. Lewis would ad-
vise Mrs. Romerio and keep a general eye on the job. Mr. Lewis also
agreed to recommend a shaft foreman to take actual techmical charge of
the work., The Field Team, with some misgivings, agreed to this as a
reasonable substitute. However, Mrs. Romerio has not strictly complied
with this, as she has employed the shaft foreman for only a few days
work. Her excuse is the reasonable one, that her funds are limited and
she will not employ the foreman full-time until shaft-sinking actually
starts. The fact remins that about $1,000 has been charged for labor
to date with very little to show for it; perhaps better supervision
might have directed the work more effectively. It is my personal opinion
that Mrs. Romerio will not easily accept advice, no matter what arrange-
ments are made for supervision.

The Operator has made some improvement in the reports she is
submitting; however, I should like to have the case reviewed with specific
reference to the invoice, withholding taxes, and the question of non-
payment of salaries. As prompt a reply as possible is requested.

We are unable to approve the proposed explora-
tion contract in this case, submitted to us on November
15, for the following reasons: '

Although the applicant is proposing to enter
into the contract solely, the supporting papers indicate
that she neither owns the entire interest in the lease-
hold nor is it covered by appropriate subordination
agreements. The two leases attached are inconsistent on
their faces if read strictly. The one of January 20,
1947, covers a one-half interest in the two claims while
the one of July 1, 1948, purports to cover the entire
interest in both claims. Assuming, however, that the
second covers only the other half interest, it runs to
Charles Romerioc as well a3 the applicant and there is no
assignment or subordination from him in the file, The
situation with respect to the ownership of the leasehold
should therefore be ciarified. 1If, as assumed above,
each lease covers one-half interest in the claims, there
should be an assignment of interest to the applicant or
subordination agreement from Charles Romerioc and there
should also be an affidavit from the Delight Romerio Lewis
who has signed the subordination agreement, to the effect
that she is the Delight Romerio who is the grantor in
the lease of January 20, 1947,

In addition to the foregoing, Exhibit "A" is
not properly set forth. The estimated coat of sinking
the shaft 1s set forth in terms of "$80.00 per foot" and
the estimated cost of the crosscut is simply set forth
in the total amount of $1,750.00. , '

As pointed out in connection with the drafting
of various other contracts, Exhibig "A" should be set






forth in conformance with the provisions of the contract
form, in the same units fcr which the Operator will pre-
sent his vouchers and for which the Jovernment will pay.
The Government is not going to pay in terme of "$80.00
per foot." In other words, the schedules in Kxhibit "A"
should be set forth in units that correspond with the
provisions of the contrect form in estimated totals, the

Size of shaft--13 compartment shaft (menway and
hoisting compartment).

Sheared
zone in which mineralization is found is 150' wide
and is expected to "make" a large amount of water.

Is there reason to believe proposed work is warranted?

Yes; shear zone is continuation of Comet zone which .
was productive on adjacent property. Character of
gossan appears favorable.

Diamond drilling: Robey, U.S.B.M. engineer, believes
core recovery would be very poor in shear zone.
Applicant cannot finance drilling as she expects to
furnish her share of cost mostly as labor and equip-
ment depreciation.

Value of equipment: Discussed with applicant and a
new Exhibit "C" is submitted.,

(6) Winter operations: No unusual difficulties
expected.,

(7) Cost of head frame and hoist house: Exhibit
"B" has been adjusted to provide for this.

(8) Financing: Applicant understands that she will
have to provide necessary funds to carry project
for 6 or 8 weeks. Intends to do this by credit
on strength of contract. Although on paper, labor
of applicant and her family together with de-
preciation on equipment will almost take care of
applicant's share of cost, Field Team seriously
doubts whether this will, in practice, be sufficient.
Applicant has very little cash available and any
unforeseen difficulties such as heavy inflow of
water (not exactly unforeseen as this is a definite
possibility) would stop project before completion.

Applicant proposes to utilize services of her husband,
two sons, and daughter in various positions on project, presumably
without compensation; their labor to apply as the major share of
the applicant's contribution to the project. The Field Team raises
the question whether this procedure will be strictly legal.

(9) Partnership of Individual: Mrs. Romerio is leas-
ing ground from her cousin, daughter, and other
members of the family, and is apparently operating
as individual except that her husband has a share
in one of the leases. Mrs. Romerio terms this
a "family operation.”

In summary, information available to the Field Team indicates
that the property is technically a good exploration bet, but the Field
Team has little confidence in the applicant's competence to carry out
the proposal and doubts her ability to properly finance the undertsking.

If a contract is granted, definite stipulations to insure

competent supervision are essential.

We found, however, that she was called to California due to the
death of her mother and was not expected to return to Boulder until
sometime in late November. Consequently, I wrote Mrs. Romerio in
California requesting her to supply the information specified in
your letter. Mrs. Romerio has just written me a very long letter,
copy of which I am enclosing herewith in the perhaps futile hope
that you will be able to dig out of it the information you require.
I am sorry that we were unable to contact Mrs. Romerio personally
as it is difficult to get specific information from her by mail.

‘Based on our correspondence with Mrs. Romerio and our
other dealings with her, the Field Team has serious doubts about
Mrs. Romerio's ability to successfully manage an exploration project.
If a contract is given to her, we sincerely hope that provisions
can be made in the contract so as to insure that there will be
satisfactory supervision as noted in the last paragraph of your
letter. I am afraid that the main difficulty is that Mrs. Romerio
does not have the funds available to employ a competent supervisor.
As indicated by her letter and by previous correspondence, she
apparently expects to put up little cash and to account for half
of the project by using her son as a miner, another son as a






surface man, and her husband as a part-time mechanic and her

- daughter as a bookkeeper; and also credits against the rental of

the compressor truck, ete. We question seriously whether this
will be sufficient to carry her share of the cost. This was also
mentioned in the Field Team's letter of August 3.

Mr. Montis Klepper of the Geologiocal Survey recently visited the
Hope and Bullion property.

He concurs with Mr. Roby of the Bureau of Mines
in the opinion that from a geological basis, the property warrants further
exploration. He describes the property as follows:

"A strongly altered and sheared vein zone is poorly and
discontinuously exposed for a length of about 150 feet
in a partly sloughed dozer cut and a short adit driven
therefrom. The vein zone appears to be up to 10 feet
thick and to dip steeply. It consists of altered
(sericitic, pyritic) quartz monzonite laced by gouge
strands and containing discontinuous sulfide-bearing
quartz lenses. In the near-surface exposures most of
the sulfides have been oxidized and metalic values are

erratic. The vein is out off to the west by a dacite
dike; what happens to the east is speculative. The
vein is unquestionably on the strike of the Comet-
Gray Eagle vein system and the proposed exploration
would be about 1500 feet east of the easternmost Comet

ore shoots. The applicant believes that her vein is the
Rumley split of the Comet lode.

¥
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"It is proposed to sink 100 feet in order to get beneath

the zone of rather thorough oxidation and to explore the
sulfide-bearing portion of the vein by drifting (and
crosscutting if the zone is too thick to be completely
explored by a drift). It is recommended to sink in the
relatively unaltered granite wall in order to avoid the
heavy ground anticipated in the sheared vein zone. So

far as is known, the only other working is an ancient cave!
shaft said to be gbout 60 feet deep, collared in the vein
in what is now the east-central part of the dozer cut."

Western congressmen have been as-
sured that a loan program for mine
development will be ready by
spring.

Dr. James Boyd director of the
Bureau of Mines, who is in charge
of the mineral program under the
defense production act, has ap-
peared before Senate groups twice
in the past week.

The tax 'act, O'’Mahoney said,
