ECO1llvENDATIONS 


It is recon:imended that the access road application Mt-53 


and the exploration Proposal No. 534X. for the sum of 8,l50 be denied. 


APPLICItNT 


The applicant is Mr. Lorin Lefevre, 2908 1st Avenue, N., 


Great Falls, Mont •, one-third owner of the Hidden Vein claim on which 


the deposit is located. Mr. Lefevre is a retired rancher interested 


in mining as a hobby. He is sincere, honest, capable, successful 


in his own line, and admits a lack of experience concerning ore deposits. 


LOCATION 


On September 17, 1951, the property was xainined in 


company with Mr. Lorin Lefevre. The property is reached by 4 miles 


of county -road and 7 miles of poor jeep trail up Lyons Creek, thence 


2 miles by trail to the deposit. The last 1/2 mile of trail zigzags 


back and forth up a steep barren east slope of Lyons Creek. This 


slope is a triangular shaped facet that truncates the nose of an 


east-west ridge leading off a prominent divide that separates Lyons 


Creek on the west from lJo]f Creek on the east. The deposit is on 


the nose of the ridge near the center of sec. 32, T. 15 N., R. 5 W., 


Lewis and Clark County, Mont. (See fig. 1).
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HISTORY AND PAST PRODUCTION 


The deposit was discovered by a party of deer hunters, 


including Nr. Lefevre, during the fall of 1949. A claim was staked 


and exploration work began. The property has had no production to date. 


DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT 


The deposit has been explored by a single, shallow hand 


trench about 100 feet long (fig. 2). The trench exposes a contact 


zone between argillaceous shale and diorite. Close by the contact 


some fair grade oxidized copper ore was found. About 2 tons of this 


material is stored on the dump. A grab sample of the dump was taken 


for assay.


Due to lack of development and the caved condition of the 


trench, it was impossible to determine the attitude or extent of the 


copper mineralization. It may be significant that the ore cropped 


out at this one place only. No other float has been found elsewhere 


to date. A hurried reconnaissance was made along the contact for 


other signs of mineralization but none was seen. There are no dis-


tinctive topographic features to aid in tracing the mineralization 


and no marked differences in type of vegetation. The contact apparently 


trends north-south but is difficult to trace due to overburden. A 


small spring is located about 300 feet east of the deposit. 


The outlines of the dior,iti. mass are irregular and extend 


for some distance to the northeast up the ridge. The argillite dips 


about 30° to the west. It has a distinct reddish purple color, is thin 


bedded, and considered to be part of the Spokane formation of the 


Belt series.

The copper ore mineral is primarily bornite in narrow 


seams in bleached wall rock. Due to weathering, typical oxidized 


blue-green copper minerals stain the rocks, even barren fractures, 


magnifying the importance of the showing. No primary vein material 


was seen in place. The stained wall rocks are not appreciably altered. 


Gangue minerals consist of quartz, epidote, siderite and carbonates. 


The mineralization is typical of a contact metamorphic type copper 


deposit.


It was stated that the mine ridge is truncated by a steep 


north-south fault along Lyons Creek. Recent movement on this fault 


is indicated by the fact that the creek branches immediately upstream. 


The northeast branch and the northwest branch do not unite 


directly but instead parallel a narrow ridge scarcely 20 feet high 


for a lateral distance of almost 1,000 feet. In this vicinity, also, 


the argillite formation is altered. in a peculiar manner. Circular 


bleached areas 1 or 2 inches in diameter may be seen in the purplish 


argihite. At the center of these halos, small spots of basic dioritic 


rock and sulfides occur in areas 1/4 to 1/2 inch in diameter. The

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DESCRIPTION OF }tOPOS1L 


The applicant proposes improvement of the existing road 


for a distance of 7 miles and construction of two miles of new road 


to the deposit. This work is required to bring in a bulldozer to 


further explore the deposit by trenching. The original application 


estimated a cost of 8,l5O for this work. 


DISCUSSION OF H.OPOSAL 


The sum estimated for the work is conservative. No culverts 


will be used for the road construction. The road will serve only one 


purpose and it is doubtful if it would be suitable for any future 


development. After this sum is spent the deposit would require much 


additional capital to get it into production. The indicated spotty 


nature of the mineralization would render such an undertaking ex-


pensive and hazardous. The present owners are not sufficiently ex-


perienced to prosecute the work efficiently. These factors, it is 


believed, justify the conclusion that the application be denied.
