Recommendation 


The DMA field examiner recommends that the application of the Hard 
Luck mines for an exploration loan of 14,OOO be denied. 


The vein exposed in the adit and in tne No. 1 trench does not show 
sufficient lead-zinc mineralization to warrant exploration under the DMA 
program. A grab sample of the so-oalled hi-grade from the No. 1 trench 
ran a trace gold, 2.7 ozs. silver, 1.6 peroent1ead, and no zinc.. 


Applicant 


The applicant is Hard Luck Mnes, a Montana co-partnership. The 
partners are Lester Thompson, Larry Ward, Ray L. Ward, and Charles Ward 
all of Elliston, Montana. 


r
Looat ion 


The Hard Luck mine is approximately 14 miles southeast'of Elliston, 
Montana, on the north side of the East Fork of Ontario Creek. It is most 
easily reached from Elliston by the road up Telegraph Creek, which drops 
into the . Ontario Creek drainage. 


The property is comprised of two unpatented quartz lode mining claims, 
Hard Luck #1, and Hard Luok #2 in sees. 20 and 21, T. 8 N., R. 6 L, M.P.M. 
Elliston Mining District, Powell County, Montana.







.	 .
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History and Past Production 


The mine is said to have been operated by two prospectors about 1880, 
and has been idle since that date. There is no recorded past production 
froni the property. 


Description of Proposal 


The applicant proposes to extend the present drift face of the adit 
280 feet southeast (see map) to develop the mineralized showing in trench 
No. I at a depth of 120 feet. 


The applicant is not prepared to contribute any money toward the cost 
of the project. However, the four partners will contribute as their part 
of the cost, labor, compressor, drifter, pipe and small tools. 


Mine Workings and Geology 


The development workings consist of several trenches, a small caved 
(July 1951) shaft and an adit 270 feet in length. 


The structure on which the applicant proposes drifting is an an 8-foot 
shear zone in granite of the Boulder Batholith (late Cretaceous age). Seventy 
feet of drifting in the adit has been completed along the shear. The shear 
zone strikes S. 70° B., and has an irregular dip which varies from 64° N. to 
820 S. The only mineralization seen along this zone was in the hanging wall 
portion of the shear at the southeast drift face. A three foot sample cut 
across the zone assayed tr. gold, 1.0 oza. silver, no lead and 0.20 zinc. 
The wall rook of the shear zone is slightly silicified. 


The No. 1 trench (see map for location) was mostly caved, however, the 
applicant cleaned out a part of it to expose the better portions of the vein. 
The structure as exposed was a highly silioified zone 4.3' wide. The strike 
of the shear planes in the zone varied from N. 760 Es, to N. 800 W., and 
dipped 770 N. The footwall portion (2.9 feet) is silicified granite assaying 
tr. gold, 0.40 ozs., silver, 0.95 percent lead and no zinc. The hanging 
wall portion (l.4high1y silicified	 material assayed tr. gold, 1.2 oza. 
silver, 1.4 percent lead and no zinc. A grab sample of the so called hi-grade 
material from this zone assayed tr. gold, 2.7 oza. silver, 1.6 percent lead 
and no zinc. 


Sloughed trenches were observed for 700 feet along the strike of the 
structure. 


Most of the talus material seen along the strike of the shear zone is 
rhyolite, of Miócene or Pliocene age. The shear zone is evidently close 
to the contact between the Boulder-Batholith and the later rhyolite flows. 


it is doubtful if the structure exposed in the No. 1 trench and the 
shear zone in the adit are the same structure.
