No anomalous radioactivity
was detected in the adit and no uranium minerals were recognlzed. ‘

Four copies of Form MF-%OS submitted to this office by the
Uranium Star Mining Co., 3950 W. Eighth Street, Los Angeles 5, Cali-
fornia, are transmitted herewith. The applicant proposes that a
sum of $42,037,70 be expended in exploration for uranium on the
Boulder Mercury Group of claims in Jefferson County, Montana, 90 per-
cent of this sum to be furnished by the Govermment. The exploration
would consist of 1800 feet of diamond drilling, 100 feet of shaft
sinking and 200 feet of drifting.

During the past summer a field party of the Geological
Survey made a detailed study of the geology and radiometry of parts
of Jefferson Co., Montana, including the claims on which the pro- -
posed exploration would be done. The report and maps of this study
is just about completed and will be transmitted to L. R. Page in
Denver within ten days.

It seems appropriate to note in this transmittal that no
unusual radioactivity and only one small spot of weak to moderate
activity was noted on the Boulder Mercury Group of claims. The cleims
are crossed by at least two silicified vein zones similar to those
in which the nearby Free Enterprise uranium-silver mine is located.

In this connection, however, it should be pointed out that similer
structures are common in an area of a few square miles north and east
of the Free Enterprise mine, and that moderate surficisal radioactivity
has been noted at two localities within this area and weak to moderate
radioactivity has been noted at a number of localities, one of which
is now the Free Enterprise mine.





It is our opinion that the weak and completely unexplored
radioactivity on the Boulder Mercury claims is not sufficient to
Jjustify Govermment participation in an exploration project unless
the Government is willing to take a wild gamble, If assessment work
soon to be started by the applicant should reveal more interesting
anomalies, his proposal might be reviewed again.

Subject: General statement concerning applications of Elkhorn Mining
Company and Uranium Star Mining Company.

This brief note is an attempt to plece the two appli-
cations listed above in their proper perspective.

Both epplicetions propose that exploration be done for
uranium near Boulder, in Jefferson Co., Montana, in an area recently
studied in detail by the Geological Survey and the Atomic Energy
Commission. The results of the Survey investigation are now being
compiled in this office and should be available through Mr. L. R.
Page, Trace Elements Unit of the Geological Survey in Denver, within
a few weeks. It may be pertinent to summarize these results here.

An area of about four square miles in the Boulder batholith
near Boulder, Montena, is cut by numerous silicified and altered zones.
Uranium mineralization is known to be present in one of these vein
zones and weak to moderate radioactive anomalies have been detected
in several others. The one zone of known uranium mineralization is
currently being explored by the Elkhorn Mining Co. (Free Enterprise
mine on Silver Bell claim) and a small amount of uranium-silver ore
has been shipped from it. It is proposed in the application of Elkhorn
Mining Co. that this zone be further explored by drilling and other
underground work. The Field Team and Mr. Thurlow, Chief, Spokané Ex-
ploration Branch, A.E.C., favor this plan with certain reservations
set forth in the letter of transmittal accompanying that applicatione

In the application of Uranium Stear Mining Co., it is pro-
posed to test by drilling and other underground work one of numerous
vein structures on which a week radioactive anomaly has been detected,
but on which no exploration work other than a scintillometer survey
has been done. It is the opinion of both the Field Team and Mr,
Thurlow that the anomaly on this zone, as shown on maps submitted by
the applicant, is not sufficiently strong or widespread to justify






Government participation at the present time. If assessment work
soon to be started by the applicant should reveal more interesting
anomalies, his proposal might be reviewed again.

Extra copies of both the enclosed memos are included for
transmittal to the appropriate commodity committees.
