Memorandum

A brief inspection of the New Stake mine, Clancsy, Montana, owned
by Ce W MoConneli, was made April 30, 1951, by a field team composed of
Elton A. Youngberg and Willard P. Puffett. Appraximately two hours were
spent on the property examining and inspecting acoessible underground
workings.

Mr, McComell proposed to explore a vein exposed in an inclined
shaft by extending a drift from a lower working to intersect the bottom
of this shaft. The shaft has explored the vein down the dip for a vertical
elevation of 245 feet. The vein exposed at the top of the shaft is a
fissure in quartz monzonite of the Boulder Batholith. The vein has a
prominent footwall gouge and one to one and a half feet of vuggy quartz
on the hanging wall side. Some limonite and manganese staining of the
quartz was observed. One small piece of dump rock contained a three inch
band of sphalerite. No other evidence of ore on the dump was found. Sinoce
no ore was shipped from the dump it is concluded that no ore was encountered
in the shaft. The shaft is caved 15 feet below the collar and could not
be iﬁspeoted below this point.

A drift is being driven wegterly along a vein structure which is
believed by Mr. McConnell to be a faulted segment of the vein explored in
the shaft. The drift is at the approximate elevation of the bottom of
the shaft. The vein exposed in this drift consists of a tight slip accompanied

by one-half to one inch of quartz. The quartz has numerous manganese-stained






cavities. No lead or zinc sulphides were observed. Approximately 300 feet
from the portal of this drift a strong north-séuth fault was énoountered
along which some drifting has been done in an effort to locate the off-set
segment of the vein.

Sixty feet to the north considerable work has Eeen done upon another
vein as indicated by old.maps. The workings were inacceésible at the timé
of the inspeotion. This vein has been explored on several levels from a
shaft about 150 feet deep. One two-ton shipment of zinc-silver ore was made
from the dump of these workings in 1922. Other shipments were reportedly
made but there are no records of these. It is believed that these shipments
were shall if openings indicated by old maps are correct.

It is questionable if the exploration proposed by Mr. McConnell will

~develop any ore as the vein in the shaft has no indications of being

productive and apparently the shaft toward which the drift is being driven
does not cantain ore.
It is recommended that no further consideration be given this exploration

loan application.
