4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so.

5. Fiztures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked “Exhibit ‘B,” is a
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.

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7. Title to and dz'spositiorg, of p'roperty.‘All facilities, buildings, fixtures, qu\ent,’ or other items costing more than $50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government-jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests. .

Enclosed is a prepared contract for exploring the uranium
occurrence on the Forty-niner claims, King Solomon Ridge near Clancy,
Jefferson County, Montana. The property was examined last summer by
Wayne Roberts and James H. Gude of the Geological Survey under the
general direction of M. R. Klepper. Thurlow and Reyner of the A.E.C.
have also examined the area and have prepared a brief report. A con-
densation of the results of this work has been prepared by Quinlan of
the U. S. Geological Survey, who is also familiar with the deposit.:

Moderate geiger readings can be obtained at several places
on King Solomon Ridge. However, the uranium occurrence appears to lack
continuity and, for this reason, Klepper does not regard the possibility
of finding minable deposits of uranium in the King Solomon Ridge area
as very good. Roberts, however, considers them as worth some investi-
gation and rates them as No, 3 in the order of priority in which the

. deposits in the Clancy area should receive attention. E. E. Thurlow,
A.E.C. geologist, also considers them as worth a limited amount of ex-
ploration, mostly on the basis that they differ somewhat from the Free
Enterprise mine at Boulder and the Haynes ranch deposits nearer Clancy .
(now being investigated by Newmont), also regards—themaswortiraTimibed

The deposit the applicant proposes to explore is a vein
structure that does have some evidence of continuity. The amount he
proposes to expend for exploration, $112,550, is in our opinion wholly
unvarranted on the basis of present knowledge of the” deposit. The
Field Team has revised this into a much more modest program, involving
500 feet of crosscutting and drifting, which requires a total expendi-
ture of $12,800. Although there is a large element of risk, it is be-
lieved that an expenditure of this size is a reasonable one for the
DMA exploration program.

The Forty-niner Uranium prospect is on King Solomon Ridge
near Clancey, Jefferson County, Montana. The Forty-niner Uranium
prospect, also known as Locality 9 and a part of the King Solomon
Ridge deposit is described in three Government reports.Z}

Moderate to low radioactivity is found along a zone
several hundred feet wide and at least 2,000 feet long on King
Solomon Ridge. The radioactivity, which is spotty, is associated
with dark gray cryptocrystalline silica veins. These veins lack
any appreciable amount of continuity, and in most instances cannot
be traced more than a few tens of feet. The most promising showing
along the ridge is the Forty-niner Uranium prospect described by
Roberts and Gude as follows:

"Tocality 9--Ioeality 9 is in and adjacent to a 2~foot-
thick silicified zone. The silica is predominantly the dark gray
cryptocrystalline variety. The zone trends N. 60 E., and dips 60°
S. through granite porphyry. The dark gray cryptocrystalline silica’
can be followed to the west for more than 50 feet.

They
suggest the following order of development of the nine localities:
2, 6, "9", 3,5, 7, 4, 8, and 1,/3 thus making the Forty-niner
prospect No. 5 in any general development program for the district.
Newmont Mining Company has undertaken a development program in
locality 2, three miles southwest of King Solomon Ridge. This
operation has proved disappointing to date, however development
work is still in progress. As of this date, no development pro-
gram is planned by the owners of Locality 6.
