In my report of June 27th,, 1929, I recommended that you drive the
last south crosscut in the.Little Pittsburg mine ahead to the vein, due in 100
feet more or less and then drive eastward on the vein to the oreshoot. The
crosscut was advanced about 135 feet and thence for 12 feet it cut a zone of
light mineralization that I regard as the vein sought. A small lensy seam of
quartz and siderite that dips northward 50° marks the footwall, Bunches of this
material with a little silver occur scattered in the remainder of the zone but
I did not see a definite hangi%g—uall. A drift wys begun eastward along the
hanging=-wall of the zone, but the vein proved difficult to foilow and at 60
feet a lens of quartz and siderite that yiélded low silver assays went into the
left wall and thence the drift is in the footwall of the vein. In places it
follows along the strike of the schistosity, but'generally it is cutting the
schistosity obliquely. There are small pyrite lenses in places and you have
told me you got low silvér assays, but there is nothing that I would recognize
as a vein to a point about 810 feet in the drift where a zone comes in from the
right that is quartz-siderite-seamed, constituting a vein 4 or 5 feet wide, with
a gouge and small pockets of chalcopyrite, Finaliy at about 1050 feet the drift
was swung around into a crosscut on a course about N, 10° E, anddriven about
300 feet, About 90 feet back from the face there is a small band of ribbon

quartz with a little pyrite and a yellow stain. It dips northward 60°, It is

the footwall stringer in a zone 7 feet wide, with thin quartz seams, ending in
a dark gray mineral-stained band of schist up to 6 inches thick that you say
assayed 15 to 36 ozs, silver per ton., Thence for 60 feet or more the schist is
more or less streaked with light mineral-bearing seams and at 18 feet there is
a rather definite vein of quartz and siderite with abundant gray sulphide.
(What I am calling siderite in this report is an iron-bearing carbonate and may
not be strictly siderite but belongs to the iron-lime carbonate family of mine~--
rals,) This is distinctly the "lead band" and three samples you took assayed

No galena is clearly distinguishable in the ore and the high lead and
low copper contents indicate an antimonial sulphide in which lead largely takes
the place of copper, a rather rare mineral in the Ooeur d'Alene District., The
vein strikes N. 60° E, and dips northward 60°, It is proBabLy the footwall vein
of the two veins said to exist near the surface.b Though it is rather lensy it
has the appearance of a vein that might thicken into a good ore-shoot and I would
recommend driving on it if nothing better were in sight.

Near the hanging-wall of the mineralized zone a narrow seam 1 to 1.5

inches thick is rich in tetrahedrite and has yielded the following assays.

, fault and the ore seam might be p icked up again in a few sets by driving southe
eastward over the fault., As we do not know definitely which way the ore-shoot
rekes we agreed that it will also be well to drive westward on the High-Grade

seam. The ore-shoot is probably not far away and may be cut in a short time.,

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The hanging-wall side of the mineralized zone dips northward 45°, Beyond it 20
feet to the face the :ock appears barren though you say it has a few thin seams
of mineral, At the face the rock has become quite quartzitiec.

I am very favorably impressed by the showing in this crosscut. The
entire mineralized zone, 70 or more feet wide may be considered the Little
Pittsburg vein. This has increased from a 1 to 2-inch seam of quarté in the main
tunnel crosscut to a 1l2=foot lightly mineralized zone‘450 feet farther east in
the South crosscut and to a 70-foot zone streaked with narrow seams of silver-
bearing mineral, 1000 feet farther east in the new crosscut. The problem now
is to find the ore-shoot in this large vein, After the original shoot has beem
found others may be found for it is not probable that there is but one ore-shoot
in this large vein, NYbu are looking for a small shoot of high-grade shipping
ore, but it isnot beyond the bounds of possibility that you may also develop
considerable bodies of low-grade milling ore,

The Iittle Pittsburg vein as a mineralizgd zope‘can be traced to the
east end line of the Eést Mountain View claim by the topography and float. Then
it is obscured by vegetation and soil for some distance but I have no doubt that
it extends in the Vulecan group: to an inclined sﬁaft near the east end of the
Chester No. 2 claim. At this point there are also two old tunnels. From the
dumps at this locality you picked samples which éssayed as followss

The last must ha&e been largely silver chloride from a small pocket
in the oxidized portion ofAthe vein. The dump of the upper tunnel is especially
rich in azurite and malachite stains and in porous yellowish seams of oxidized
lead and antimony minerals., This tunnel probably shows the hanging-wall Land,
12 to 24 inches thick. The mineral seems to be mostly a stain,

The inclined shaft connects with the lower tunnel and develops a

lower hard silicified band about 150 feet in a direction northwest to southeast.

The band is mostly iron-stained only. It dips northeastward 15°, Copper staim

‘is more likely to occur at and near the surface than at greater depth in the

oxidized and leached zone of a vein of this class., The vein here may be 25 or
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30 feet thick.

I have pointed out that the assays you secured came from seams and
pockets and it is not likely that an ore~shoot occurs at this locality. But as
a structural feature the vein is still strong and stands a very fair chance of
having a series of small ore~shoots in the 2200 feet of unexplored country be-
tween the Little Pittsburg shaft and this locality. I consider the evidence
strong enough to warrant extensive exploration of this zone eastward from your
present work.

' As‘the result of my visit today with you to the Little Pittsburg
mine I offer the following comments and recommendations: Work done since
my 1931 visit has made it possible to recognize that the mineralized zone
is related to the footwall of a series of white quartzite beds that have
a combined fhickness of about 100 feet and which, because of northward
dips of 35° to 55°, occupy a zone about 170 feef wide. The central and
upper portions of the formation are hard and little sheared, but thelower
portion has been severely sheared in places., This made it possible for
mineral-depositing solutions to ascend in the fractured quartzite and the
main ore-bearing horizon is at and near the bottom of the quartzite., A&
series of more or less connected lenses form what I will call the "base:
wein" because it consiste of iron, antimony, lead,vzinc, and copper sulphides
in addition to the tetrahedrite that is the principal silver-bearing
mineral in this property. However, the principal occufrence of this kind
of ore is in the form of a chimney with lenticular cross-section and whose
longer diameter diverges from the footwall toward the west., A winze or so-
called shaft was begun in this chimney on the Keesey Tunnel level and
inclined in a direction about N, 25° W, At the 100-foot level the chimmey
is immediately west of the "shaft" and at the 200-foot level the "shaft!
is in the chimney of base oie. Iﬁ is here 15 feet thick and seemé to me
stronger than on higher levels, Alwinze is now being sunk on several very
high-grade but small seams of tetrahedrite that occur 15 to 20 feet in a

the quartzite belt there is a small quertz and sulphide seam that you said
carries an ounce of gold per ton and considerable zinc., The same seam may
be present in the quartzite west of the fault where many small sulphide
seams occur even up: to near the top of the formation,

The fault 1s doubtless cutting the best mineralized ground with
depth and hence I think that the best chance of finding ore adjécent to and
on the east side of the fault lies on the 200-foot level. 4 drift has been
driven about 65 feet beyond the fault in soft barren schist. I recommend
that from its face you crosscut on a course N, 25° E, This is true and
not magnetic, based upon the supposition that the section line on the map
handed me is about true east, The base of the quartzite may occur anywhere
between 30 and 50 feef, depending upon the dip. Be certain you do not
anywhere cross to the west side of the fault. Continue érosscutting into
the sheared quartzite until the high-grade seams are found.

My next suggestion will be that then you drive eastward along the
footwall of the quartzite in seérch of another ore-shoot., While the mineral

The Covermment entered into Exploration Project Contract
No. Idm=-El28 with the Pittsburg Silver Mining Company, a Montana
sorporation, on Avgust 28, 19513 the projeet tas to be completed
within six months, BExploration work outlined for the property
included rehabilitating an estimated 750 feet of existing drifé in
the Keesey tummel and driving 30 to 60 feet of erosseut to the north
to explore the hanging wall of the mineralized zone.

The object of exploration was to locate the downvard
extension of the Little Pitisburg ore shoot eriginelly minad through
an inclined shaft which collared ebove the Keesey tunnsl. This
shoot was thought to liec east of the fault that passes through the
collar of the winze om the Heesey tunnel level and in the segment of
the mineralized zone that has been displaced about 125 feet north
of the vein reported to be west of the fauld at the wingeo





The projeet was considered feasible because the mine was
not accessible to prove or dieprove the large vein reported to exist
north and east of the winze.

The project failed to disclose the vein east of the fauld
as shown on the old map submitted with the application, It was found
further that some of the erosscutiing that was planned wader the
contzract had been done previously with unsuseessful resulis., Unfore
tunately, the old winze, where high values of lead, silver, copper,
and antimony are reported to be, could not be imspected. The Operator
stated that it was opened, but the winze caved before the Field Team
was notified that 1t was accessible for exemination.

The present exploration project must be consicered completeds
from what 1ittle s known ebout the geology of the area, additional
espploration with Government assistance may be warranted, but an entirely
different program would be imvolved., Any exploration through the
existing tunncls should be discouraged because of the difficulty end
espense in opening, equipping, and meintaining the long Keesey or
Little Pitisburg tunnels. .

Recommendations

The exploration project failed tO'disélose any commercial
ore or geologic structure that would justify further explorations
therefore, it is rcecommended that a discovery should not be certified.

A map of the underground workings indieates quite clearly
that there has bzen bub litile systematic plenning of past exploration
which has been done largely by a trial and error method. A more
therough knowledge of the geology is essentisl before a logical plan
for underground exploration can be devised. This will require detailed
surface mepping, with possibly some trenching and diamond drilling.

Discussion of Comnclusions

The Operator was apparently handicapped by lack of finances
which, cowpled with a bad winter, dragged out the projeect over a lomger
period than was anticipated.

The standard of the work was acceptable and costs reason2ble.
The project was suscessful in opening a large portion of the mine for
examination. Oeologic mapping of the mine did not provide Justification
for additionsl exploration from the existing workings although careful
gtudy outside the scope of the present project might indicate other
exploration possibilities om the property. It is unfortunate that the
erosscut to the winze caved before an examination eould be made of the
reported ore showings at the winze.

It is a hard rigid structure standing on edges dipping
from 350 to 52° NWorth, striking generally from nearly E-7
to NV - SE. 75°. The bedding planes‘are fairly prominent,
with some fracturing along the bedding. These fractures in
places are mineralized slighﬁly.

The thin bedded schisty slaty type formstion is sev-
eral hundred feet thick; as both tunnels begin in this forma-
tion. Bedding plane folding s quite prevalent in the vertical.
Slickensides, occasionally seam§ of talec and quartzZ stringers,
crossing the beddings apmesr in the cross cut drifts. Two
sﬁall,quartz stringers, striking easterly-westerly with the
bedding are cut in two places.

CONTACT OF THE TY0 FORMATIONS:

o Here the dip and strike of the schisty bedé»seems to
conform with the dip and strike of the qdartaitﬂ formetion.
The general dib varies. wegterly, from the winze and raige.
in the Keesey tunnel, the dip is roughly 45° t0 52° North,
_striking nearly east-west. Easterly from ﬁhs same above point,
the dip changes to 25° to 40° North, striking E-V to N7T-SE 75°.

This contact is an area of varying width with interbedded

hard beds and thin 1aminated beds, showing gouge seams parallel
to beddings, 1ndicating bedding plane movements, Mineralization,
gsome pyrite and quartz is evidenced irregularly in the goft beds.

' Some pyrite is included in the hard quartzite beds.

FAULTING: :

A prominent fault, striking_NEeSW 350, dipoing 69O to 75o N
geems to have thrust the hard quartzite fofmation into the soft
schisty beds.

At the Keegey ﬂunnel elevation,
commercial ore, sufficient for profitable smelter receipts; was
expoged for 15 or 20 feet in Zength, averaging one to two feet
in width., ©No report is available of the cﬁaracter of mineraliza-
tion in the winze, A raise, approximately 60 to 65 féét, on the
ore shoot had been,devéloped directly above the winze.

PROSTECTS FCR MEW (RE SHOOTS OR VEINS:

In general the folloving four statements will be made.

1. Any ore bodies of a minable nature will be found in
the close vicinity of the contact of the quartzite and schisty-
slaty beds.

2. There exists a possibility of a vein or serieg of
veins within the quartzite beds.

3. There exists the possibility of N7 of the Keesey Shaft
of a Northerly-Southérly fault more or less parallel to the
present NE -8V fault at the shaft.

4. YNo hope will be expressed here of finding any minable
ore bodies in the schisty-slaty beds anywhere, except very close

to the harder formation.

These statements will be developed. Their developement
pertains to geologic concepteg and from observations in the
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Ecesey tunnel and on the surface., If borne out, later developement

of the Little Pittsburg tunnél elevation will be greatly aided.

1. This is evidenced by the present mineralized showings
in the vieinity of the contact.

For operating consideration, the Little Pittsburg tunnel

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point approximately some 1000 to 1200 feet from the present
vortal, a besring NE 3P to 35°, should reach the hard bed at
apporximately 700 to 800 feet. From this point westerly to
the ore shoot of approximately 1000 to 1200 feet. 1In all,

1700 to 2000 feet of new drift that should stand without ex-
cegsive timbering repairs.

Future work above the Keesey tunnel elevation can be accom-
plished by raising on the present ore shoot and any new ones
found., There is reason to believe no major structural deform-
ities exist between the Yeesey tunnel elevation end the collar

of the 0ld "ren Shaft, the original discovery.

On November 5, 1952, I accompanied R. M. Hull, DMEA Auditor,.
Region II, when he made a spot audit of the company!s records. The .
delinquent invoices were checked by Mr. Hull, and the company accountant.
was advised to submit them as approved by the audit. As of December 12,
they had not been received by this office; the Operator was requested by
telegram to submit the invoices in question.

On November 7, 1952, I visited the property and found no one
present. The fan was not operating, and as gas and bad air had been
reported in the workings I did not make an inspection alone. I visited
the property again on December 1, accompanied by J. W. Hosterman and Art
Campbell, USGS geologists, and Earl T. Scott, president of the company.
No one had been working on the project for some time and the fan was not
operating when we arrived. The caretaker had been unable to start the
motor, but we were able to start the fan and make a hurried inspection.

Progress has been slow since last inspection on September 16.
An attempt to reach the old winze, which map showed was only about 18 feéet
distant from the rehabilitated crosscut, was made. Due to heavy ground
and long tram which increased costs, the work was stopped before completion.

Examination of openings made accessible by the rehabilitation
has led the field engineers to recommend that the contract be terminated
on the present expiration date of November 28, 1952.

Mr. Scott was requested to submit invoices covering expendi-
tures to date with a final engineering report. The contract will be

closed out as soon as they are received.

Subject: Pittsburg Silver Mining Company, Mineral County, Montana.

The Pittsburg Silver Mining Company property near Superior, Montana
was examined on June 20 and 21, 1951. The principle development of the
mine has been along the Pittsburg and Keesey tunnels. The Keesey tunnel
was open for all but the last thousand feet, but the Pittsburg was, essen-
tially all inaccessible, and other smaller and older workings were com-
pletely inaccessible. On the basis of what could be seen, it is be-
lieved that a limited project like the one proposed is Jjustified provided

_ that it be considered as the initial step in an exploration program and

that, if ore be found, a further program of drifting or drilling should
be initiated to establish the extent and continuity of the ore.

Flate 1, which accompanies the contract, shows the general geoldgy
of the accessible parts of the Keesey tunnel, and a few notes on the
inaccessible parts of the workings from old reports by Oscar H. Hershey.
The Keesey tunnel was open to the point shown on Plate 1, roughly 750
feet from the objective of the exploration -- the faulted east segment
of the Pittsburg vein. The proposed exploration work is also shown on
the map.

The rocks of the area comprise a series of greatly foliated and
bleached argillites of undetermined thickness which lie beneath 4 ser-
ies of quartzites at least 100 feet thick. The rocks dip gencrally north-
ward 32° to 55°, and in places have been metamorphosed to sericitic
#sk schists. The quartzites are greatly shattered for 15 to 20 feet
above the contact with the argillites.

Two zones of mineralization are exposed in the Keesey tunnel; the
stronger in the schist along its contact with the overlying quartzite
and tie other from 100 to 200 feet below the contact. The contact
zone contains iron stained quartz and siderite, and according to the
manager, Mr. Keesey, "smamll values" of lead, copper silver and antimony.

The lower zone is composed of quartz and siderite in stringers and pods
and abso shows "small values". These two zones are present in both
the crosscut from the portal and the south-~trending crosscut farther
east (see Pldate 1). The mineralization is irregular and discontinuous
but appears to increase eastward.

The inaccessible geology in the portion of the mine to be rehabil-
itated has been described in the 1936 report by Oscar H. Hershey, and
by Mr. Keesey. It is roughly shown on the map that accompanies the
contract. Reportedly the contact zone continues through the eastern
part of the workings and makes ore there. A fault offsets the vein
about 65 feet rthward, and it is this segment east of the fault which
is to be explored. Mr. Keesey reports that a zone of gquartz-siderite
stringers was cut somewhere along the last vrosscut south of the Keesey
shaft; this may be the lower zone mapped in the accessible workings.

Contact zones between competent quartzites and ir.competent argillites
in structurally disturbed areas have elsewhere proven to be good ore
horizons. In the Pittsburg lining Company area the mineralization
in the contact zone increased eastward and made ore at the Ke:sey shaft.
The old Pittsburg shaft reputedly yielded ore worth $500,000; it is
inclined on the quartzite-schist contact east of the cross fault which
makes it reasonable to believe that the fault does not terminate the
mineralization. The surface geology is poorly exposed and reveals
nothing to nullify the underground interpretation.

The available assays of the ore at and in the Keesey shaft show
fairly good lead values. However, these samples were hand-picked and
therefore practicslly worthless. The samples shown on the map that
are channel samples across the vein in the Little Pittsburg tunnel are
more representative.

lir. Keesey has not had toc much mining experience, but is probably
competent to carry out a relatively siuple program as outlined in his
application.
