Corporation has not been completeds Mr. Hettleman has been
requested on two occasions to delineate a definite exploration
progrem; no definite exploration program has been forthcoming
from these requestse :

The Homestake mine appears to have definate copper possi=
bilities if competent management can be secured to operate the
propertys If a definite exploration progrem is submitted, or
the Parkmont Corporation submits & production loan application
showing measured ore reserves, a detailed field examination would
be warranted.

STATUS OF APPLICATION

K. Hettleman and Sons, Inc., Baltimore, Maryland, represented
by Williem Hettlemen contemplated the purchgse of & minority stock
interest in the Parkmont Corporation, owners of the Homestake and
Morning Star mines, Park County, Montana. William Hettleman, acting
as agent for the Parkmont Corporation submitted en exploration loan
application for the amount of $100,000 on the Homestake and Morning
Star propertiese This application is poorly prepared, delineating
no definite exploration programe )

The applicetion was reviewed by the Copper Branch of the
DA and referred to the field team for further studys The Copper






Branch Office in its instructions to the field team stated lirs Hettleman
called at the Copper Branch Office on June 25, and was advised as to

the necessity of delineating a definite project with supporting data.
Mr. Hettleman stated at this time that he would authorize the Anacondae
Copper Company to give the DMA any information they might have on the
propertiese

Verne Ce Fryklund, U.S.GeS., wrote William Hettleman on
July 10, 1951, requesting that he designate some person to show the -
properties to the DMA and discuss an exploration program, its cost,
and & possible contracte In answer to this letter Mr. Hettleman replied
on July 23, 1951, that arrangements with the majority stockholders
(Parkmont Corporation) have not been concludede.

I visited the Cooke City erea, Park County, Wontana, June 26
to August 1 to examine the Glengarry mine and the Parkmont properties
if arrangement could be mades I called Spokane July 26 to see if
~Williem Hettleman had answered Verne Ce Fryklund's letter of July 10O

I was told that no reply had yet been received, but if one was received
in the next few days, I would be notified at Cooke Citys. No notifica-
tion was forthcominge ‘

I contacted Mre. Wade, Cooke City, Montana, watchmen for the
Parkmont Corporation. He knew nothing of the DMA application, and
very little about the properties; however, he agreed to show the
properties to me. (A short description of the Homestake and Morning
Star mines is contained at the end of this memorandum)e MNre. Wade
contacted Mre Charles Goddard, geologist for the Anaconde Eining
Company, who has ‘done work for the Parkmont Corporation as a consultente
An appointment was made to discuss the Parkmont properties with
Mre Goddarde

On August 6, 1951, I stopped in Butte, Montana, to discuss
the applicant's application with Mr. Goddarde Mre. Goddard had recently
been in contact with Mre Anthony Romano, one of the five largest stock-
holders in the Parkmont Corporatione Mr. Goddard stated that the
Parkmont Corporation was in financial difficulty. A machinery company
was to foreclose on the property if the company could not raise $7,000
in the next weeke. He also stated that he thoughtthat the Parkmont-
Hettleman déal was off. Evidently the Parkmont Corporation was going
to pay off some of its more pressing debts and carry out an exploration
program by selling a minority stock interest in the company to
K. Hettleman and Sons, Ince

lirs Goddard was of the opinion that the Homestalke mine had
enough ore reserves blocked out to justify a production loan. He
felt that an exploration loan was not the type of loan in which the
applicant was interested. Mre. Hettleman's application seems to bear
this oute Most of the items listed in Form 1F-103-23 (Requirements





and cost of the project) are for an actual mining and milling operatione
lMre Godderd requested that blanks for a production loan application

be sent to him to be given to Mr. Romano. If the Parkmont Corporation's
more pressing financial debts can be met, it is likely that a production
loan application will be filed on the Homestake property. Mre. Goddard
was of the opinion that the Parkmont Corporation did not have the money
at this time to develop the Morning Star mine.

lir. Hettleman wrote on August 23 that negotiation between
the Parkmont Corporation and Ke Hettleman and Sons had not yet been
completed pending clarification of titles and other sundry matterse

Inasmuch as no word has been received from William Hettlemen
that the Parkmont-K. Hettleman and Sons, Ince transaction has been
completed and no definite exploration program delineated, it is
recormended that no action be taken on the application at this time.

HQMESTAKE MINE

The Homestake mine is along the crest and northeast slope
of Henderson liountain in sec. 11, T, 9Se, Re 14 E., MeP.ile, Noew World
(unorgenized) mining district, Park County, Montana.

A roof pendant of Gros Ventre (Cambrian) limestone is enclosed
in Teritary monzonite porphry. The limestone has been highly altered
along the contact with the monzonite porphry and mineralized along a
complex network of fractures. The ore minerals are chalcopyrite,
auriferous pyrite, and minor amounts of secondary copper minerals.

The deposit has been prospected by several drifts and a raise
driven in the ore zone. Actual mining operations were carried out by
the open pit method. Mr. Goddard has the results of sampling carried -
out in some of the exploration drifts. If a production loan application
is made, the results of the sampling will be submitted with the appli-
catione.

The company has a 100-150 ton combined gravity-flotation type
mill, which is in need of some changes and repaire The mill is located
2 miles from the mine in the valley of the Clarks Fork of the Yellowstone
River.

Mining operations can be carried on for only four months a
year due to the heavy snow fall and inaccessibility of the mine. The
mill is so located that milling operations can be carried on during the
full year by stockpiling enough ore during the summer months to rum
through the wintere

If a definite exploration program is submitted or a production
loan application showing measured ore reserves is made, it is recommended
that a detailed field examination of the Homestake mine be made. The
property appears to have definite copper possibilities if competent
