The earliest claims in Hervey Gulch were staked in 1893 by
Swceney and Roberteon. The gpplicant resteked the claims in 1910, and
relecated them in 1947 under the names of Barbara Juartz Lode and Judy
Juartz Lode claims.

GEOLOGIC 3ETTING

The area is underlain by metamorphic rocks presumably of
sedimentary origin and by diorite gneiss. Both are intruded by irregular
quartz veins which usually follow the foliation of the enclosing roecks.
~uartz veins and veinlets striking in all directions are limited to a
zone of silicified and chloritizad rocks in the sonthuastern pavt of the

deposit (fig. 1). This zone, about 300 feet wide, contains nunerous
quartz veins ranging from one inch to several feet wide. However, veins
one foot or more wide are few and far apart. The gueriz veins strike
about N. 70° %. and dip from 30° to 85° S.U. The outcrop of one vein

has been traced for a distance of 300 feet. The remaining veins, however,
are considerably less in length.

The quertz veins are sporadically mineralized by disseminated
crystals of chalcopyrite, and by chalcopyrite in irregular bunches and
rough bands. Malachite, azurite, and other secondary copper minerals are
found at some of the vein outcrops.

GRADE aND RESERVES

No samplzse were taken during the examination., Analyses of
specinens collected by the applicant range from 4 to 22 perccnt copper.
In the opinion of the examining engineer, the average grade of quartz
veins uncovered by shallow pits will not exceed 4 percent copper.
Reserves of such ore above the level of the gulch are linited to several
thousand tons, '

DISCUSSION 4AND CONCLUSICHS

The available geologic information does not justify the proposed
plan for underground exploration on one vein, The applicant is considered

incompetent to supervise or carry out a mining operation and has no
funds to contribute to an exploration project.

Whether the entire quartz zone or only a part of it may be
considered a probable source of low grade copper ore is undetermined.
+«n accurate evaluation of the prospect would be possible only upon
completion of a comprehensive examination supported by mschanical
trenching. Inasmuch as the applicant is unable to provide matching
funds it is concluded that further consideration of the property is not
wvarranted at the present tine. ~
