We have searched our records and we -cannot find any

‘letter from Mr, Weissenborn of. October 22, and, needless to say,

we are at a loss to understand what the dlfflculty could be in
our deqcrlptlon.

: Yes, we are very much interested in gettlng some govern-'
ment assistance not only in prospectlng, but on road work, but
it appeared as though we could not get anywhere with Mr. Welseenborn,
What is there left, then, that a little mining comppny like ours

‘can do when the Chief of the District rejects our application.

We are not accustomed to that treatment from the U. S.’ Bureau of
Mines here in Denver. We have several Development Loans here in-
Colorado, and we seem to get along with the Bureau of Mines here
very well, but we have had no cooperation from Mr. ﬂélssenborn.
