* proposed work; however, he later advised he had reopened
the adit to the Salvail Vein and requested that another
examination be made by the Field Team. However, when the
Field Team arrived at the property the adit had caved.
Since that time the Applicant promised to reopen the caved
area and advise when an examination could be made.

Enclosed are copies of a memorandum by George E. Becraft
recommending denial of the subject application.

Several attempts have been made to examine the Bernice
property during the past year but at no time was the mine open. A
copy of a letter from the applicant, received at this office on
December 1, 1952, advised that the property would be accessible after
December 8 and requested an examination be made at that time.
Mr. R. A. Weeks, U. S. Geological Survey, called the applicant on
December 16 to schedule an examination but was informed that the tunnel
had sloughed shut and could not be exemined. At that time the appli-
cant stated that he would try and have the tunnel reopened by January 1.
When Mr. Becraft visited the mine on Januery 21, no recent attempt had
been made to reopen the tunnel. Moreover, the applicant advised that
he would probably be unable to reopen the tunnel in the near future.

In view of the fact that the tunnel has not been made
accessible for examination, coupled with the strong possibility that
the drift leading off the tunnel will also be caved and will require
extensive rehabilitation before it can be examined, it is recommended
that the spplication either be held in abeyance in the inactive file
until the mine workings are accessible or else denied. If the appli-
cation is denied, the applicant might be advised that this application
will be reconsidered if he can meke his property accessible to examination.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application submitted by
Mr. William Mason, 2165 Center Drive, Butte, Montana, for an explora-
tion loan on the Bernice Group of Claims, Jefferson County, Montana,
be denied. However, it is also recommended that the applicant be
notified that the application may be reconsidered if in the future
he succeeds in reopening the adit so that an examination of the vein
exposed in the crosscut can be made.

On January 21, 1953, the property was visited by myself
and Darrell M. Pinckney, U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied by the
applicant.

night of December 15. He reported that the sloughing occurred as a
result of using steel rails in his spiling operations, instead of
using normal spiling timber. The rails were not sufficiently large
to prevent the loose ground from running. Realizing this, he was
obtaining spiling timber, and believed that he could catch up the
loose ground by about January 1.

I informed Mr. Mason that at the time of the next monthly
inspection, we would contact him, and if the tunnel was open at that
time, we would make the examination.

842, p. 237)
to average about 5 feet wide and to contain ore shoots as much as 3
feet wide, but of unspecified length, vertical extent, or grade.

On the basis of the limited information now available the
vwriter does not believe that Government participation in the proposed
program is warranted. The applicant, however, will attempt to find
records of production, maps, and engineer's reports. If he is success-
ful, the proposal should be reviewed again in the light of his findings.

I recommend therefore that final action on this application be withheld
rending receipt of additional information from the applicant. The complex
nature of the ore should be kept in mind in reaching a final decision on
this application.

I would recommend referral to the field team, although
epplicant has not submitted a specific or well justified project.
It appears from the information available that this property may
be worth exploring, yet 1 doubt if a satisfactory application can
be obtained by correspondence. There is no report on the property
in Washington, although there may be one in the files of Region II.
Past production records for the property also will be available
in the field.

It seems quite likely that if the lower tunnel and
drift were opened as late as 1927 when it is stated that consider-
able work was done on the property, that level most likely was
examined and mapped by one or more of the established mining
companies or consultants. It would be desirable for the field
team to try to determine who was working the property at that
time and who may have examined and reported on it. I am sending
the docket on to Mr. Nelson as requested.
