LOCATION OF PROPERTY

The G-W mine is composed of a group of three unpatented
lode mining claims in the Vipond mining district. The three claims
composing the group are the Madlson, Rosalind and Jefferson. The
claims are located in the S%, S. 3%, T. 1 S., R. 11 W., P.M. of
Montana. The property is reached from Butte, Montana via Divide
and Dewey on the Big Hole River. A forestry road extends southward
from Dewey to Vipond Park a distance of ten miles. An unimproved
road 2~ miles long extends westward from Vipond Park to the claims.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the project be denied exploration
aid because of the lack of a feasible exploration project.

CONCLUSIONS

An investigation of the pfoperty indicates that the
applicant be denied exploration aid to develop the G-W mine for
the following reasons:

1. The potential target is milling ore, but of too
small a tonnage to warrant a mill.

2. The grade of ore and narrow width of the ore to be
mined indicate that the property at best would be marginal even
though the required tonnage were developed,





MINE WORKINGS

The mine workings consist of two inclined shafts down the
dip of the bedding which explore a flat-dipping vein in limestone.
The north inclined shaft is approximately 265 feet long and the
south inclined shaft is 200 feet long. The two shafts converge at
the bottom and apparently lack only a few feet of intersecting.
Several open cuts along the outcrop explore the flat-lying vein on
its strike. A short adit and several cuts explore a small fissure
vein a short distance to the west of the south inclined shaft.

- GEOLOGY

_ The rocks underlying the G-W mine are limestones of the
Pilgrim formation of the Upper Cambrian. The beds are flat-lying,
dipping gently to the northeast. Two types of veins are present on
the property. One set of veins are steeply dipping fissures in
which quartz, copper, lead and zinc sulphides and silver have
deposited and along which the limestone wall rocks contain replacement
of these minerals. The second type of veins are quartz and lead
sulphide replacements of limestone along bedding planes. The vein
under consideration for exploration at the G-W mine is of this type.
This vein appears to be situated in a favorable bed in the Pilgrim
formation below an argillaceous limestone horizon. The mineralized
portion of the favorable bed occupies the crest of a small anticlinal
structure with limbs dipping at 10°-15% to the east and west. The
west limb has been removed in part by erosion. The east limb dips
- easterly into the mountain. The favorable ore horizon has been
explored in this direction by two inclined shafts end the ore was
found to pinch out quickly down the dip away from the crest of the
anticline.

The ore is composed of massive quartz replacing limestone
which contains small amounts of galena. The quartz bands obtain a
meximum thickness of about 18". Narrower quartz stringers separated
by unreplaced limestone were observed as the ore weakened down the
dip of the bedding. A small slip containing a small amount of gouge
usually marked the foot and hanging wall of the ore horizon.

ORE POSSIBILITIES

Exploration to date and geologic information indicate that
5,000 to 7,000 tons of lead silver ore assaying 3 to 4 percent lead
and 1 to 2 ounces silver per ton is the maximum tonnage which might
be developed. Erosion has removed the ore from the west limb of
the fold and down the plunge of the anticline leaving only the east
1imb open for exploration. The east limb has been explored by two
winzes which showed the ore quickly pinches out in this direction.
This leaves & potential ore target along the crest of the anticline
of approximately 200 x 300 x l— feet contalning 5,000to . 7,000 tons
of ore as indicated above.





TECHNICAYL CONSIDERATIONS

The ore which has been expééed to date is of milling grade.
There is little geologic evidence whieh would indicate shipping ores
will be found by further exploration. For the project to be econ~-

. omically successful, therefore, it is necessary that the potential

ore target be large enough to justify the construction of a mill.
Since the maximum potential tonnage now indicated is in the order
of 5,000 to 7,000 tons of 3 to 4 percent lead ore, it does not
appear that the project is a feasible one. The exploration target

'is also of marginal grade as indicated by its low tenor and narrow

widths.
