Preparation of Form MF-104A~—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress®Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
" twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to

furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important -

phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of

which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-’

ment Purchased”, ‘Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “TotaliCosts” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man-days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘“Operating Equipment”, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
" several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operatorif such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ““A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

The Kootenay Copper Mines, Inc. holds a lease on the
property under the exploration contract, from the Green Mountain
Mining Company, whose address is 219 Radio Central Building,
Missoula, Montana. By executed agreement, dated June 12, 1953,
the Kootenay Copper Mines, Inc. agrees to transfer its property
to the Amador Mining Company, and by assignment,..dated June 11,

1953, of 1its exploration project contract proposes to transfer
the Kootenay Copper Mines, Inc. contract (Idm-E251) to the
Amador Mining Company and submits said proposed assigrnment for
approval by DMEA. ;

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Geologic mapping and sampling of the Amador Mine following
dewatering indicates that no body of ore, recoverable under present
conditions, was left during former mining operations as had been
suggested by old records and memories of individuals who had worked
in the mine.

The present exploration project must be considered completed;
and although this and adjacent blocks of ground may warrant further -
exploration in the future, an entlrely different type of program would
be involved.

It is possible that ore bodies similar to the Amador vein
may be found elsewhere in this region, but considering the grade of
L.OL: percent copper estimated by Billingsley, for ore in the Amador
vein and the character of similar veins in the region, the ore
bodies to be searched for might be expected to be marginal or sub-
marginal ore at present prices.

'WORK COMPLETED UNDER CONTRACT

The contract went into effect on November 30, 1951, " fctual
work was started on February 1, 1952, recessed during April and part
of May because of soft roads, resumed May 15 and continued until the
contract was terminated by mutual agreement of the Operator and
Government on September 3, 1952,

included opening the adit and retimbering the underground head frame;
construction of a dry room and installation of ventilation equipment,
compressor, and hoist were completed.

CONDITION OF WORKINGS

The workings were in exceptionally good condition after
dewatering. Timbers, for the most part, were in excellent state of
preservation and very few repairs were necessary in the shaft. Except
for the east ends of the LOO- and 200-level workings, the crosscuts
and drifts were accessible. Geologic mapping was hampered by a dark
brown to black slime on all walls of the workings.

It should be noted that the names of the levels give an
incorrect impression of the vertical distances. The 60-foot level
is 59.l; feet, 200-foot level is 158.5 feet, L0OO-foot level is 300.0
feet, and the 700-foot level is 601L.5 feet below the collar of the
shaft on the main adit level. .

GEOLOGY

The principal features of the geology of the mine are shoun
on the accompanying map and are described and illustrated in Mr. I. G
Irving's report to the company, copies of which have been supplied
for the various government files.

For any future consideration of the Amador Mine, a few
additional observations are warranted. From a regional point of
view, three factors seem significant. One is the presence of a large
diabase sill or dike reported to be approximately one quarter of a
mile: south of the mine. The association of this igneous rock with
the copper vein suggests a similarity to other copper deposits in this
general region, namely, the Richmond, Monitor, St. Lgurence, Hansy,
and numerous non-economic deposits all of which are situated within
a mile of the Wishard or related sills which follow the Idaho-Montana
boundary at the southern edge of Mineral County, Montana. All of
these deposits are similar to the Amador in that they occupy steeply-
dipping, eastward-trending shear zones near a large diabase sill or
dike. This similarity suggests a genetic relation to the sills and
dikes, and also a similar genesis of all the deposits. None of these
deposits has produced any great quantity of ore; the Richmond and
Amador probably lead the others. The general quality of veins of ;
this type already known should be a fair measure of the quality of any
vein to be searched for if broader-scale prospecting is undertaken in
the Amador area.

Secondly,the Amador vein is in interbedded argillites and
quartzites typical of the lower Wallace formation in the Coeur 4! Alene
district of Idaho. This formation notably has been a poor host rock
for major ore bodies in the Coeur d! Llene district with but one

‘exception, the Gold Hunter vein.
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Thirdly, the Amador vein lies a short distance south of a
major fault which throws the rocks of the lower Wallace formation
against rocks of the Missoula group, and separates gently folded
structures involving the Missoula group from highly deformed structures
involving the Wallace formation. Such a major fault would be of
significance in the consideration of any regional prospecting program.

In considering the details of the geology of the Amador
vein, the following observations are recorded. Iongitudinal stope
sections show a rake of the ore shoots to the southeast. The axis
of bending represented by the change from easterly strike to
southeasterly strike of the vein also plunges to the southeast. Drag
folds were found which also plunge southeastward. These various
features all suggest a "b* axis of tectonic deformation plunging to
the southeast related to ore genesis, and this character may be
general enough in the area to serve as a guide in predicting elongation
of ore shoots to be found in the future.

Post ore faulting is present and the relationship of offset
of vein to dip of faults suggests reverse movement on many; thus,
on an eastward-dipping fault the vein is offset to the south in the
east or hanging wall of the fault. Faulting may have obscured a
relatively high grade portion of the vein on the 700-foot level just
to the west of the bend in the vein., If the offset shown on the
LO0-1level is a guide, the vein should be north of the drift in the
barren section on the 700-foot level.

A difference in the type of carbonate forming gangue on
the upper levels and on the 700-foot level was noted. In the
upper workings a carbonate showing poor effervescence, possibly
dolomite or ankerite, seemed more common, whereas, calcite was more
cormon on the lower level. This suggests the possibility of a
correlation with high and low-grade segments of the vein, but no
study of that has been possible.

ORE RESERVES

Almost all of the ore indicated on Billingsley's map and
sections made in 1915 has been mined, and, in fact, blocks other
than noted by Billingsley have been stoped. The only ore outlined
by Billingsley which has not been removed is that in the sill of the
L0O level below the main stope. As Mr. Irving points out in his
report to the company, a winze was sunk in this block and is rumored
to be 100 feet deep. His statement as follows is a good analysis.
"There is no information available as to the depth of this winze,
_ the extent of the work off it, or the grade of the material encountered.
However, its presence does not help the situation because, if any
ore was encountered in the winze, it was probably mined and if the
material was too lean for that, then the validity of the block is in
question," Following is the analysis of two DMEA samples from the
sill of the LOO level in this block: HIR No. 16, copper-2.63 percent,
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gold-0.0L ounces per ton; HTR No. 17, copper-3.8L4 percent, gold
0.0 ounces per ton. These analyses suggest a slightly lower average
value than the Y percent estimate made by Billingsley, nevertheless,
this block is the highest grade known to be left in the mine. Nr.
Irving's sampling indicates that the grade on the 700 level drops to
less than 0.5 percent copper (see assay data on map). Thus, this
block of ground is not of sufficient size or grade to warrant mining
" at present.

The prev1ous week the mine was examined at company expense
by Irving J. Irving, consulting geologist. Mr. Irving recommended
that the project be abandoned as the vein was too low grade - to be
mined pfof;tably. "Our examination disciosed no reason to dlsagree
With Irving's appraisal.

Exploration from the lower mine workings is not warranted.
Former operators drifted and crosscut sufficiently to preclude the
possibility of significant structures within the proximity.

For the record, the geology of the lower levels was mapped
and two samples were cut on the 400 level sill below the main stopes.

The operators are dismantling the egplpmentvpreparatonxhto
selling it,” Inventory amounts to 150 gal. of diesel oil and about 50
gals. of gasoline which will be used up by the time dismantling is
complete. Salvageable supply items such as pipe, cable, and vent
tube will be sold for the joint account of the operator and Government.
