I am retut'ning herewith the R. T. C. docket, DMA 787. I 
have not contacted the applicant because I see nothing in th revised 
application to indicate that additional work has been done on the 
property since my eznination in June. 


•	 As a resti].t of that e,thinirlation I recoimiiended that the 
original request for a $25,000 loan to install a small mill be denied. 
I did suggest to the applicant, however, that he • might not be wasting 
his time if he drifted ahead another 200 feet, for be does have a 
structure on which a few very 5mAll pockets of ore have been en-
countered and he has all the necessary mining eqiiznent' on the property. 
In my opinion the likelihood of finding reaUy significant amounts of 
öre is slight , but he might make beans if he hits several pockets of 
ore, although those found in the past have not been sufficient to buy 
many beans.


The ma.ciiiiuni amount of work that I would consider justified 
would be 200 feet of drifting, which at prevailing costs for contract 
drifting in this area would not exceed $4,000. I do not feel that the 
chance of making a significant discovery is ufficient].r good, however, 
to warrant Government participation in the project proposed by the 
applicant. I feel that if the applicant has sufficient faith in the 
prospect to do some additional drifting,' the DMA should be willing to 
re-.ermine the property at that time and re-evaluate the applicant's 
proposal in the light of new findings. 


It should be kept in mind that ore mined from the existing 
350 feet of workings would have paid off a loan of only a few hundred 
dollars at 5 of net smelter returns, had the Government participated in 


the work already done.
