The applicant proposes to spend a, total of 22,O00 in exploration 
of the Garibaldi mine, in the 8xtte d.strct, Montana, This applicant also 
has an interest in the Norwich mine, but the two have no close rolationshp. 


The Garibaldi property is in the western part of the Butte district. 
just west of the l4irmie Jane mine, and a mile or more soitth of the Norwich. 
The underground corkings are entirely caved, hence all that can be observed 
now is a series of pits aligned along the vein, 4Ie principal &iorkings are 
on an east.striking vein reported to e 4 to 5 feet wide. The applicant 
reports, but does not show on a map, 10 samples of which four are said to 
average l6. percent Mn, and three are "aid to average 11.4 pea'cent Ii. The 
reiainin.g three are not reported,, and presumably were stU lower in grade. 
These assays serve to deionstrate the existence of ianganese in the Garibaldi 
mine, and there is every reason to believe that the oxLdes are derived from 
rhodochrosite. However, the sice arid grade of the orebodies to be expected 
are conjectural. Some inference may be draim from the relationship between 
oxides and the underlying carbonate ores in the Pzarena mine, where oxide ore 
developed above the 100 level a.veraged 15 to I Mn, O the deeper levels 
the average grade of the carbonate ore was only 11 to 12% Mn. 


This augasts that the grade of carbonate ore in the deeper parts 
of the vein may not be as high 	 gree as the oxides exposed at the mrface. 
Nevertheless, the chances for develoçinent of minable ore are belteved to be 
good enough to warrant the exenditu1 e of the inoimt involved, possibly in 
two stages, so that won: can be stopped if the grade of ore encountered in 
the shaft is hopelessly low. 


The area is complicated geologically, and the results of diamond 
drilling may prove cUfficult t interpret. Under these circumstances, the 
method proposed is regarded as the most eatisfactor7 means of exploring the

Enclosed Is a copy of a letter from Mr. Irving G. Irving 
of Butte to Glenn Reed of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, which was 
transmitted to me for an answer. A copy of my reply to Mr. Irving 
is also attached. 


Mr. Irving's letter brings up the subject of what constitutes 
a discovery and what is to be considered as ore for repayment of a. loan 
should a discovery be certified. This matter is of consid.erable interest 
to the Field Team as It seems likely that the certification of a dis-
covery will have to be made largely upon the recommendations of the 
Field Team. It appears we are now reaching a point in the exploration 
program where some policy concerning criteria for the certification of 
a discovery should be given tothe Field Team to guide them In their 
recommendations. 


In answering Mr. Irving's letter, I have made more or less 
my own interpretations of what is going to be certified as a discovery 
and would like your comments upon them. 


You may have noted that I have indicated In my letter to Mr. 
Irving that submarginal ores may be certified as a discovery, if for 
various reasons at some future date they may become commercial and be 
mined within the 10 year. period. The phrase, "commercial ore from 
which production may be made," as used in the contract, is not clear. 
Is a discovery going to be certified only if commercial ore exists at 
the termination of the contract? If this is the case, how are diamond 
drilling projects going to be appraised as in many cases a positive 
discovery will only be determined by further underground exploration. 
Similarly, a bulldozing program may result in the discovery of a vein 
with a favorable structure and an oxidized zone from which commercial 
ore can only be geologically inferred. Likewise, long adits and deep


•1 


2	 (/4 ii, 
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shafts may penetrate favorable structures which might geologically 
be inferred to contain commercial ore. Will such discoveries be 
certified to the operator? What limits are going to be put laterally 
and vertically upon the discoveries? Are the discoveries going to be 
limited to the actual underground exposures or are property boundaries 
going to be the limiting factors in determining the ore to be obligated 
for repayment of the loan? These are some of the many questions which 


have come up. 


Each project will be a special problem all its own and prob-
ably no set rules can be made to cover all possibilities. There Is 
a need, however, for a general statement of policy which can be used 
by the Field Team as a guide in making recommendations as to discoveries.

I have your letter of January 7th, in which you advise on 
the proper form of the landlord's subordination agreement substitute. 
You also send. an approved guarantee for my guidance. 


I also got a letter from Mr. Mittendorf, in which he states 
that the substitute I sent in with my DMA 2177 application, on the 
Garibaldi Mine, was inadequate. He also sent me a newer form, but 
this one they won't sign either. 


So, I am considering signing one similar to the one you sent 
me, that was used in connection with another contract currently active 
in your Region. Before I do, however, I wish to have sonie further 
clarification, on just how and according to what rules, you determine 
the amount of ore that is exposed by the contract, and spending of 
government money. 


Let us take the case of the proposed Garibaldi development, 
and using this as a specific case, explaining just exactly the extent 
of the material, that would be considered by the government engineers 
to be ore exposed by the work. 


In simplest form, the Garibaldi development work proposes 
to sink a shaft 100 feet and to do several hundred --(150' + ) feet 
of drifting off the bottom. A sketch of this work follows:

Suppose that the shaft, after passing thru about 50 feet of 
black ore, not being bought, then finally got into the pink and then 
all of the drifting was in ore.

The Field Team recommends that an exploratory project 
contract in the amount of 23,665 be approved for a program at the 
subject property as proposed in attached memoranda. This recommen-
dation is contingent upon submission of a proper landlord's subordi -
nation agreement or guarantee in lieu thereof. 


The proposed project is based entirely on geological con-
siderations described in the attached report by H. T. Reno, mining 
engineer of the Bureau of Mines. The project seems to have a good 
chance of being successful, and it can be quickly followed up by 
production of manganese ore with a relatively small capital invest-
ment. It is considered that a significant output of manganese ore 
very likely can be made from the property provided the proposed 
exploration is successfully concluded.

The applicant proposes to spend a total of $22,000 in exploration 
of the Garibaldi mine, in the Butte district, Montana. This applicant also 
has an interest in the Norwich mine, but the two have no close relationship. 


The Garibaldi property is in the western part of the Butte district 
just west of the Minnie Jane mine, and a mile or more south of the Norwich. 
The underground workings are entirely caved, hence all that can be observed 
now is a series of pits aligned along the vein. The principal workings are 
on an east-striking vein reported to be 4 to 5 feet wide. The applicant 
reports, but does not show on a map, 10 samples of which four are said to 
average 16.8 percent Mn, and three are said to average 11.4 percent Mn. The 
remaining three are not reported, and presumably were st.l1 lower in grade. 
These assays serve to demonstrate the existence of manganese in the Garibaldi 
mine, and there is every reason to believe that the oxides are derived from 
rhodochrosite. However, the size and grade of the orebodies to be expected 
are conjectural. Some inference may be drawn from the relationship between 
oxides arid the underlying carbonate ores in the Tzarena mine, where oxide ore 
developed above the 100 level averaged 15 to 18% Mn. On the deeper levels 
the average grade of the carbonate ore was only 11 to 12% Mn. 


This suggests that the grade of carbonate ore in the deeper parts 
of the vein may not be as high in grade as the oxides exposed at the surface. 
Nevertheless, the chances for develojanent of mninable ore are believed to be 
good enough to warrant the expenditure of the amount involved, possibly in 
two stages, so that work can be stopped if the grade of ore encountered in 
the shaft is hopelessly low. 


The area is complicated geologically, and the results of diamond 
drilling may prove difficult to interpret. Under these circumstances, the 
method proposed is regarded a the most satisfactory means of exploring the 
deposit.

RECON1VJENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the DNEA enter into an exploration 
contract with Irving G. Irving in the amount of 23,665. He is pre-
pared to furnish one-fourth of this amount. This recommendation does 


not include approval of applicant's Guarantee in lieu of Landlord's 
Subordination Agreement. As the property was examined during a heavy 
snowstorm the applicant's geologic mapping is used in this report with 
only the rough check possible at that time. 


APPLICANT 


The applicant is Irving G. Irving, lessee of the property. 


LOCATION MID ACCESSIBILITY OF DEPOSIT 


The deposit is on the Garibaldi patented lode claim No. 1888 
in sec. 15, T. 3 N., R. 8 W., Butte mining district, Silver. Bow County, 
Mont. The applicant proposes to build a bulldozer access road from the 
mine 2,000 feet south to connect with State Highway 105, two miles west 
of Butte.


OWNERSHIP 


The Garibaldi claim is owned by the following: Anaconda 
Copper Mining Co., a Montana corporation, one-fourth interest; George 
D. Curtis, Butte, Mont., one-fourth interest; Arthur and Alice Hirbour, 
Montreal, Canada, one-si.xth interest; Paul and Stella Lerigne, Nice, 
A.M., France, one-sixth interest; and Mrs. Louise Langlois, Montreal, 
Canada, one-sixth interest.

HISTORY 


The history and production of the Butte mining district is 
well known. A 600-foot shaft was sunk and silver mined on the Garibaldi 
claim 35 to 40 years ago, but there has been no recent activity on the 
claim. The productive workings of the Minnie Jane mine, which produced 
54,000 tons of rhodochrosite manganese ore during World War II, are 500 
feet east of the east line of the Garibaldi claim. However, the vein 
which the applicant proposes to explore is not an extension of either 
the Minnie Jane nor the first Garibaldi vein. The applicant leased the 
Garibaldi on October 1, 1951, and has done no work on the property. 


DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL 


The applicant proposes to sink an inclined shaft 110 feet in 
the larger of two veins (vein HCtt) outcropping on the east part of the 
claim and then drift 75 feet each way in the vein at this depth. The 
attached sketch shows the proposed workings and the relative position 
of the geologic structures. 


TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY



Geolpg.c Setting 


The property is in the peripheral zone of the Butte mining 
district, characterized by the presence of manganese minerals in the 
veins. The country rock is granitic rock of the Boulder batholith 
whibh has been cut by a number of major faults, many of which are 
mineralized. In the immediate vicinity of the vein to be explored 
are two structures, the Minnie Jane vein to the east and vein "A" 
(see applicant's map) to the north, that have produced manganese ore. 


Vein "C", which the applicant wishes to explore, strikes 
N. 80 W. and dips 45° S. and can be traced for about 220 feet. It 
lies in a fault block bounded on the west by the hanging wall side of 
the Whiskey Gulch fault and to the east by the footwall side of the 
same fault. Vein "C" cannot be correlated with any of the major 
structures outside the fault block. 


The structure of the area (see applicant's map) is such 
that this segment of vein "C" cannot be expected to continue much 
more than 250 feet down. the dip from the proposed shaft location, 
and the maximum strike length cannot be much more than 380 feet. 


The outcrop of vein "C", which averages 5 feet in width, is 
composed mainly of quartz and manganese oxides.

By visual inspection, the assays on the applicant's map are believed 
to be of the correct order of magnitude; they also checked closely 
with assay data on an Anaconda Copper Co. map in the applicant's 
possession.
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Vein "B", which outcrops about 50 feet north of vein "C", 
averages 3 feet in width and strikes N. 0° W. and dips 25° - 300 S. 
It will intersect vein C" about 70 feet down the dip of vein "C" 


It is expected that manganese oxides will be present down 
to between 40 and 60 feet from the surface and that rhodochrosite will 
be the important manganese mineral below that depth. This expectation 
is based on experience in the adjacent Minnie Jane vein. 


MiningMethod 


As adjacent properties are mined by square set stoping 
there is no reason to believe that ore can be mined on this property 
by a cheaper method. The cost of mining is estimated at $11 a ton.

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LABOR SUPPLY 


There is a shortage of labor at the Anaconda mines in Butte, 
but independent operators have no trouble getting men from among those 
who will not work in the Anaconda mines or those who Anaconda will not 
hire. The union base labor scale in the Butte mines is $12.31 a day, 
but independent operators pay $15 a day for good men. All mines are 
working six days a week. 


Power can be purchased from the Montana Light and Power Co. 
which serves the district. They: have lines to the Orphan Girl mine 
approximately 3,500 feet from the proposed Garibaldi shaft, and they 
estimate that a line can be built to the shaft for $i,00. The power 
company will not pay the cost of the line but usually purchases such 
lines from the customer by discounting the monthly power bill 20 percent 
until the line is paid for.

It is believed that the above cost of $23,665 is adequate to 
complete the proposed exploration project. The applicant has agreed 
to the revision of his estimate. 


CONPETENCE OF APPLICANT 


The applicant, a graduate mining engineer, has had 7-l/2 years 
experience as a geologist with the Anaconda Copper Mining Co. and approx.-. 
imnately 12 years experience as a consulting geologist, mining engineer, 
and small mine operator. He is primarily a promoter but. is considered 
entirely competent to carry out the proposed exploration project.

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DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL 


The surface exposure, the close proximity of manganese—
producing mines, and the fact that easterly—striking veins in the 
district usually provide a good environment for metallization make 
it seem likely that manganese ore is present. 


The inclined shaft and the short d±±fts from the bottom 
of the shaft will determine whether a sufficient grade of rhodochrosite 
ore is present in the 'vein below the oxide capping and whether the 
width of the vein at depth is suitable for mining. In addition, it 
is possible that about 4,000 tons of carbonate ore, above the drift 
level, will be partially blocked out by this work.
