The applicant requests Government assistance to explore 
a lead-zinc-silver vein structure by drifting and crosscutting 
250 feet.


The field team reoonnends that the applicant's proposal 
be denied.


Several narrow lead bearing veins are exposed in a shallow 
bulldozer cut and in two short adits. This vein structure contains 
sparse amounts of galena and ephalerite, but most of the vein material 
is limonitic and manganese stained clay. On the basis of present 
exposures on the property, the vein structure is not sufficiently 
persistent or well mineralized to justify further explorat;ion. Although 
as says of the samples taken by the field team have not been submitted 
with their report, there is adequate data presented in the report to 
substantiate their reooninendation for a denial. 


Accordixg tó the fi'ld team, the applicants plan to continue 
exploration on the property. If their work discloses any significant 
lead-zinc mineralization, another examination and further consideration 
of the application might be warranted. 


We concur with the field team's reooinmenda.tion that the 
applicant's proposed project should be denied.

The Leonard prospect was examined July 2, 1952, in company 
with N. R. Klepper and T. D. Brambilla, U. S. Geological Survey 
Field Team representatives, and the applicant, Paul Vdovic and his 
associate Joe Boucher, Neihart, Montana. 


RECONNENDATION 


The target vein structure, as exposed by existing prospect 
openings, does not appear sufficiently strong to encourage further 
exploration. The applicant expects to perform additional pre],iminary 
exploration at the prospect in the immediate future. If such work, 
however, indicates the possible existence of an appropriate target 
of sufficient magnitude to merit further wo:rk it is suggested that 
the applicant's proposal be reconsidered. 


LOCATION AND ACCESS 


The prospect, in Judith Basin County, Montana, is access-
ible during the summer months from U. S. Highway 89 by following the 
Kings Hill-Stanford Forest Service road for 13 miles to the White 
cabin. A steep, one-quarter mile trail leading from this cabin to 
the prospect can be traversed only by jeep. 


As no section corner monuments were found the property 
location is not certain. Judging from its relation to the Yogo 
Pea1 fire tower, however, the prospect probably is in Section 4, 
T. 33 N., R. 9 E., MPN.


PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP 


The property cOnsists of two claims, the Leonard No. 1 
and 2, held by location by Paul Vdovic.

COETENCE OF APPLICANT 


The applicants are skilled miners and prospectors and 
are considered entirely competent to successfully operate a small 
exploration project. Their good judgment is indicated by the fact 
that on the basis of present exposures they are unwilling to con-
sider an exploration project requiring more. than a nominal cash 
outlay.


PRODUCTION 


On the basis of Imown openings on the two claims, past 
production, if any, could not have exceeded 10 tons of ore contain-
irig 13 percent lead. No records of production are known to the 
applicants.


DESCRTION OF THE DE'OSIT 


A narrow east-trending vein structure dipping about 78° 
south enclosed in thin bedded silicious limestone has been partly 
exposed by shallow prospect workings and road cuts along a strike 
length of about 130 feet and over a vertical interval of 45 feet. 
This structure, not more than 3 feet wide, is marked by sparse 
galena and sphalerite in a silicious gangue accompanied by iron 
and manganese stained clays. At one point where the structure 
has been exposed by trenching over a strike length of about 20 
feet manganese oxides and galena up to 1 foot wide were found. 
Locally, galena appears to be disseminated, sparsely up to distances 
of 1 foot in the enclosing wall rock. 


ORE RESERVES 


On the basis of present vein exposures, ore reserves which 
amount to about .30 tons per foot of depth can be inferred. Due 
to the veins narrow width, however, such reserves could be 
recovered only by resuing. 


DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL 


The presently indicated magnitude of the exploration 
target is not commensurate with the applicant's proposal which 
involves 250 feet of drifting and crosscutting at an aggregate 
cost of 6,0O0. A more consistent program would involve further 
surface trenching followed by diamond drilling to determine the 
vein structure's persistence prior to any underground operations.

Recommendation 


No DMEA assistance is recommended at the present time. The 
applicants plan to continue work this summer and may request re-examination 
if their work shows any continuity of mineralized structures. 


On July 2, 1952, E. G. Erickson, Dante Brambilla and I examined 
the Leonard Prospect in company with the owners and applicants Paul Vdovec 
and Joe Boucher of Neihart. The prospect is in a small unnamed tributary 
gulch near the head of Apersall (?) Creek, which is a tributary of Hell 
Creek. it is in Judith Basin County, near the Cascade County line, about 
one mile west of the fire-tower on Yogo Peak. The applicants believe that 
it is in sec. 4, but are uncertain as to the township and range. The 
property may be reached by following the Kings Hill-Stanford forest road 
northeast from King's Hill to the White Cabin, a distance of about 13 miles; 
a steep jeep road, abnut a quarter of a mile long, extends from the cabin 
to the prospect. 


Three or more narrow steeply dipping, east-trending lead-bearing 
veins are exposed in a shallow bulldozer cut and two short adits on the 
property (see map). These veins consist principally of limonit±c clay but 
also contain moreor less manganese oxide and in places galena and cerussite, 
In one place, adjacent to the south-dipping vein in the easternmost exposure 
on the property, (in circular pit at el. 7055) galena is disseminated in the 
silicated ribbon limestone up to one foot on each side of the vein. 


Insofar as they are exposed the veins are narrow (up to 1 foot 
maximum) and the lead is spottily distributethidthin them. The best 
showing. is 15 to 20 feet long, up to half a foot thick, and may average 15 
or 20 percent lead. In only one place was any lead found dissiminated in 
the adjacent wall rock.

No copy of the application was available to the examining team. 
However, the applicants state that they proposed to drift and crosscut 200 
or 250 feet at a cost of about 5000 or $6000. In view of the narrowness 
of the veins tha have been exposed and the spotty distribution of lead 
minerals within them, I do not recommend participation in the proposed 
exploration. Other factors that contribute to this decision are: 


1. No significant deposit of lead has been found in this area, 
although it has been prospected for many years. 


2. The property is in a rather high and difficultly accessible 
locality. The existing road is passable, on the average, 
only four months a year. 


The applicants plan to continue the lower adit this summer • If 
a psistent vein that carries worthwhile amounts of lead is disclosed, 
they will contact the Field Team so that a re-examination can be made. If 
at that time a participating contract appears to be warranted it can be 
processed during the winber so that the work can be done during the short 
1953 working season. (Mid-June to mid-October).

1owever, the applicants state that they proposed to drift and crosscut 200 
or 250 feet at a cost of about 5000. or j$000. In view of the narrowness 
of th' veins ths have been exposed and the spotty distribution of lead 
minersis within theis, I do rt recotend participation in the proposed 
exploration. Other factors that contribute to this decision ar's: 


I. No significant deposit of lead has been found in this area, 
although it has been prospected for many years 


The property is in a rather high and difficultly accessible 
locality. The existing road is; passable, on the average, 
only tour months a year. 


The applicants plan to continue the lower adit this euimxzer. If 
a pecsistent vein that carries worthwhile arnowite of lead is discloed, 
they will contact the Field Team so that a reexaniination can be made • If 
at that time a participating contract appears to be warranted it can be 
prooezssd daring the wtner so that the work can be done during the short 
1953 working season.
