Property:


Property consists of all of Section 19, T.9N., R.6W., MPM, 
except that portion lying Fast of the Little Blackfoot river road and 
conveyed under deed to Joseph M, Gabel dated September 25, 1930 and 
recorded on page 10 in Book 26 of Deeds of Powell County. 


Property held by lease and option in name of William L. Hen-
derson for six years • Subordination to Clark Mines, Incorporated and 
signed by Joseph N. Gabel. 


Development: 


Vein has been superficially explored by one tunnel 157' long, 
a 50' deep winze from the tunnel and a shaft 172' with a 31' crosscut. 
Facilities consist of shaft headframe, 50-ton ore bin and trestle and 
two cabins. 


Geology:


Veins are in undifferentiated limestone, shale and conglomerate 
of the fissure type well defined. The north vein is the ohly one on which 
work has been done. 


Samples from the dump averaged $1+.85 gold, 9 oz. silver ., 2% lead 
and 14% zinc. Two samples taken in the crosscut showed the following re-
sults (1) 28 feet long, 5.9% lead, 5,1% zinc, 25 oz. silver, (2) 3 feet 
long, 20.8% lead, 13.4 zinc, 12,7 oz. silver.







Project: The pram is very indefinite as to wø to be done, time required 
and expense breakdown.

It appears that the labor and supervision includes all explosives 
and this supply is not specifically mentioned. The cost for electrification 
for the tunnel appears too high, as the cost of transformers and power 
amounts to $6,500 on $4.51 per foot. For tunnel work a compressor would be 
the only equipment necessary as air could power all drills, locomotives and 
fans. Equipment rental is not broken down into items and appears high per 
foot. Supervision of one for three men, probably contract, is high. En-. 
gineering . services are not specified and along with supervision are approx-
imately 15% of the total. 


The geological feasibility can only be determined by field re-
ferral and clarification of costs appear necessary. The following points 
are listed as being. necessary for processing a contract if the project 
appears worthy after field examination. 


(1) The lease and option is in the name of William L. Henderson 
while the application Is by Clark Mines, Inc. An assignment 
will be required of the lease and option to Clark Nines, Inc.
