ARTICLE 1. Autho'rity for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 


1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—With respect to that certain land situated in the State of	 ---------------------


County of	 O*11r	 described as follows 3-J- 34i4 
-------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------


the Operator represents and undertakes: 


(a) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the 
following claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached----------------

(b) 
The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilitis, buildings, insfallations, âhdipurtenandês to 


the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within	 ---------- days from the date of this contract shall commence 
---------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of ------- from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 	 . 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility; The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and. 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


(b) Independent eontracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on' some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such indepGndent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Gove'r'nment may in.spect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following : 


(1)• I,v.lependent eontracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A."• 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consulta'iits.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating inatorials aiwl supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating 'equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
,.. by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 


which is included inExhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related i4I allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes f the exploration 


. contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums. 


(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed -improvements, or installions to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment) , analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes.	 - 


(8 ) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be 
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

(b) The Government's payments in a ases will be based on actual, necessary co including contract unit prices) 
incurred not in excess of any "allowable maximum," and not in excess of the fixed percentage o the total aggregate estirnate cost. 
Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable. 


(c) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other 
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in 
which the Government will participate. 	 . 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred' under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Go\ernment requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final report.—Upon completion Of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exp1ortion work. 	 . .

(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's. reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Goyernment may withhold approval and payment of any vouthers depending upon insufficient • or 
incomplete reports.	 .	 . .	 .	 . 


(d) Accounts av1 audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by 
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Uppn the corn-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12. 


. ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay--------Z -------------percent of the allowable 
costs incurred, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of $ 2LJ	 , which is	 !Z	 per-
cent of $----*- --------------------, the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which the Government will participate; 
Provided, that until the Operator's final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-
ing required by the Government has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may 
withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten ( 10) percent of the maximum total which 
the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. 


( b ) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors aiid to suppliers, for the account 
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature Of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows: 


(1) One and one-half (13) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
( 2 ) One and one-half ( 1 % ) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half ( ) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance : The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1%) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3'/2 ) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales ; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, 
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or oth&r disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—A11 facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
pro,porton to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completioii.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract : (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the cOntract ; ( b ) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

A Brunton survey map accompanied Stage One Completion Report, show-
ing with reasonable accuracy, location of cuts and assay results of vein disclosed. 
Disclosures made in Stage One operation indicated that Stage Two (Alternate) might 
be employed with possibly satisfactory results. 


A study of the labor and equipment situation in the district indicated the 
definite advantage of contracting further development work. It was therefore neces-
sary to amend the Exploration Project Contract to provide for a contract arrangement 
With suitable operators. Under AMENDMENT NO. 1, Stage Two (Alternate) a contract was 
let for 1400 feet of development work at 2O.00 per foot.

tion for a portion of the distance. At one point for a distance of about 1L', a 
bulge in the vein was encountered, but which onl3r , proved to be a pocket. The vein 
was from three to four feet in width and samples talen at two points gave the follow..

This disclosure was by far the best in the entire development. Nothing of value having been found in the drift, itwas decided to crosscut the shear zone in 
which the vein was located. A distance of 67.8' was driven and aside from showing 
the presence of numerous faults which for the most part were disclosed in the main 
drift, nothing of importance was discovered. 


In consultation with engineers from the Bureau of Mines and the U. S. Geo-
logical Survey, it was decided that results of present development did not warrant 
further expenditures on the part of either party to 'the Exploration Project, and even 
tho the project lacked 22.13' of the distance *uthorized, it was decided to discon-
tinue further work. 


Since h'. Nickelson of the U. S. Geological Survey is submitting in connect-ion with his report a detail map on a 20 foot scale with geology, I am therefore 
attaching hereto ny progress sketch only showing monthly advances to date of termination 
of contract.

A final inspection of the Western Nines Conany mine was made 
November 6, 1953. Messrs. John and Pat Phalen and Mr. Fairweather, 
engineer, were at the property. 


The rn-i-ne was mapped and measured and termina!tion of contract 
was discussed with the Operator. 


The total crosscutting and drifting amounts to 377.2 feet 
wtth no economic ore found. The drifting and crosscutting has failed 
to encounter the quartz-scheeite vein exposed by the upper adits 
and the buildozer trenches except for short 1- to 2-inch stringers of 
quartz and scheelite in the bedding plane structure followed in the 
drift, and one small stringer of galena-silver-gold ore a few inches 
wide exposed in the back of the drift. A fault intersected at 238 
feet from the portal, and later found in the crosscut, apparently 
displaced the bedding plane structure, although this structure was 
lost in the southwest wall about 20 feet before the fault was inter-
sected. No scheelite or quartz was in the bedding plane structure 
when it was lost in the southwest wall. 


A 140- to 60-foot southwest crosscut was proposed after 
an inspection trip on October15, 1953. At that time, the upper level 
adit and DMEA. drift were mapped.

The subject property was visited August 12, 1953, 
accompanied by Messrs. Join Phelan and Stanley Fairweather, to 
confirm the work performed for Stage I under the terms of the 
contract.


Approximately one mile of access road was constructed 
to within a short distance of the site of the bulldozer cuts. The 
five cuts are approximately 170, 130, 200, 200, and 200 feet each. 
The banks of the cuts have sloughed in the meantime so that bedrock 
is not now exposed. This work fulfills the requirements of Stage I 
satisfactorily. See attached Brunton survey map by Mr. Fairweather. 


Cut No. 1 crosscut a tunnel at an assumed altitude of 
about 6625 feet. Several inches of scheelite-bearing vein are 
exposed in the face of the tunnel on the south side and in the 
bank cut on the north side. Cut No. 2 crosscut three adits (only 
one is shown on the map), two of which are caved. The third tunnel 
is accessible for about 100 feet and exposes a vein dipping about 
30 degrees to the east. This vein varies in width from several 
inches to about one foot, and shows occasional scheelite occurrences 
with a inineralight. The vein is reported to have been exposed in 
Cuts 3 and 4 before the banks sloughed.

Construction of more than one mile of access road was rather a major project as it ro 
qui..red 103 hours of actual dozer operation,only 33 hours of which were allowed for 
government participation under Stage 1. 


Five trenches as outlined in Stage 1 plans,were cut in a total of 83- hours of dozing. 
A Brimton survey map of the property accompanies this report, showing with reasonable 
accuracy the location of cnts,caved and inaccessible tunnels,together with vein ex-
posures and location and assay results of samples. 


CUT NO.1:	 At an assumed elevation of 662S' is located the highest known tunnel on 
the property.

Evidently the vein does not extend be-
yonri. the contact. The cut was continued for several hundred feet to the east to de-
terinine whether or not the vein might have been thrown to the east, and at a point iSO 
vertically below Cut No. and 6O northeasterly,several stringers of quartz of unde-
termined strike and dip were uncovered near two lower caved tunnels. vidently in the 
early days these tunnels were driven on some small surface showings as specimens of 
quartz are piled on the dump, I believe this to be a distinctly different zone of miner-
4ization as it is definitely a gold oe and no tungsten showing.

The width,strike and dip of this vein is typical of the productive veins of adjoining 
properties and of the district with the exception of the tungsten content,which seems 
to be appreciably greater in this vein with but one exceptione This exception is the 
Plutarc Nine and it is the only other property whose vein occurs in the uppi Newland 
formation.

as crosscutting at any point in the drift,might be later decided upon in consultation 
with the government engineer.

The writer visited the property on July 13, 1953, and was 
acconanied by Mr. Fairweather, engineer, and Mr. Phalen, manager. 


Bulldozing in Stage I of the contract has been conleted. 
The trenches and the old tunnels were examined. The Operators and 
the field examiner discussed Stage II of the contract, and. the 
diamond drilling program of Stage II was eliminated for future 
proposed exploration because the exposed vein is narrow and diamond 
drilling does not seem to be practical. 


The Operators were advised to submit maps of the tunnels, 
trenches, assays, and general geology, and submit their proposed 
recommendation for Stage II. The Operators were adv±sed to make the 
report in some detail so it would serve as a final report in case 
Stage II wasntt recommended. 


Mr. Fairweather stated the report would take about a week 
to 10 days before it would reach the Spokane office. 


The writer advises early action either for continuing or 
discontinuing the contract because bad weather will probably close 
the roads in early November. 


The quartz vein varies in width from a few inches up to 
2 feet, and strikes about 5. 35 E., dipping about 35 northeast. 


Assays and geological maps will give a much clearer picture 
of any more proposed work, and until this data is submitted and 
examined no decision will be made for continuing into Stage II of the 
contract.

I want to thank you for your very excellent informative 
letter of the 2th ult., and also apologize to you for not 
answering it sooner. The delay was necessarily caused by 
reason of Mr. Pat T. Phalen and some of his associates living 
in Spokane, Washington., and one of the persons involved 
residing in Grand Junction, Colorado. I had to await a 
conference with them, which took place yesterday morning 
at our office, before having the necessary information to 
give to you. 


It has been decided to organize a mining co-partnership 
under the laws of Montana to be known as Western Mines Com-
pany, rather than to organize a corporation. The names of the 
co-partners are the same as those who were listed in a general 
technical data, form MF100, dated September th, 1951, and 
submitted to you with the application, as stockholders in the 
proposed corporation of the same name, except that the name 
of Mrs. Pat T. Phalen will be eliminated. Hence, there will 
be six co-partners. The names I gave in my letter to Jerry 
House, Secretary to Senator Zales N. Ecton of Montana, were 
the names that were listed as directors of the proposed cor-
poration to be organized under the same name as Western Mines 
Company.

the Operator represents and undertakes: 


(a) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the 
following claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached 


(b) That the Operator is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the Owner's Consent to Lien is attached. 
The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings,. installations, and appurtenances to 


the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration pro ject.—The Operator, within --------30 days from the date of this contract shall commence 
work ona project of exploration for' ------ -tW1&Stn 


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of ------ from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for perfoimance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


( b ) Independent eontracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis ( such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" toany such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government S will participate are 
limited to the following : 


(1) independent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 


. which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 
(2) Labor, supervision, consultats.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 


consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums. 


(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes. 


(8) Contingencies.—Such other. necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be 
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable. 


(c) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other 
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in 
which the Government will participate. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress 'reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the explor.tion work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Qperator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or. coinpleion.of.uch reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 	 . 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by 
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the corn-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12.

( b ) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors and to suppliers,for the account 
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows : 


(1) One and one-half (1 ) percent 'of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
( 2 ) One and one-half ( 1 '/ ) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half ( % ) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 	 .

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Ope'rato'r's intercst.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the ost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of prop&rty.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid foi or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract : (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract ; ( b ) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

Limit stage 1 to $3, 000, to be followed by.$1, 900 more if Field 
Team approves. A.s there is no data on vThich to base a drilling 
or drifting program at this time, I do not believe it should be 
included in the contract.

W03 , Grab 0.06%, Grab 0. 10%). Th. Field Team recommends 
approval of a two stage project as outlined in a sample contract. 


Recommendation: Approve trenching in two stages. 
Limit stage 1 to $3, 000, to be followed by $1, 900 more if Field 
Team approves. As there is no data on which to base a drilling 
or drifting program at this time, I do not believe it should be 
included in the contract.

This group of 4 claims was briefly visited September 3, 
1951 by J. W. Taber, Bureau of Mines, and again examined May 20 and 21, 
1952 by J. J. Quinlan, Geological Survey. Quinlan' s memorandum of 
July 1, 1952 concurs with Taber's memorandum, and recommends a small 
exploration project to consist of bulldozer trenching and geologic 
mapping as stage I, followed if warranted by 1,500 feet of diamond 
drilling or 375 feet of drifting as stage II. 


The only scheelite visible on the property at the time of 
examination was on dumps of adit No. 1 and adit No. 2, 'which are 85 
feet apart. The dump of adit No. 3 'was under snow, and may also have 
some scheelite. All 3 dumps fall in a straight line 140 feet long. 
The dumps suggest that the scheelite occurs in a quartz vein about 
18 inches wide, accompanied by galena and tetrahedrite. 


The scheelite showing, although apparently of minor importance, 
probably warrants some more prospecting by bulldozer trenching as re-. 
commended by the field team. Unless a great deal more vein is found 
than is indicated at present, the mad.mim reconirnended core drilling 
(1,500 feet) would certainly not be warranted, and I am dubious about 
setting up more than 1,000 feet as a possibility. 


I have not seen a draft of the proposed contract prepared 
by the field team, and consequently cannot comment on costs • The Field 
Team suggestion that the contract provide for supervision by a geologist 
hired only after approval of the Field Team is particularly valid in 
this instance, for the geologic information presented by the applicant 
or by J. B. Hopkins is inadequate and misleading.

INTRODUCTION 


This memorandum concerns a field examination of the Western 
Mines Company's New Progress and Old Timer claims, Powell County, 
Montana.


Mr. Mittendorf's letter requests answers to nine specific 
questions, the first seven of which deal with geologic problems, the 
last two with operating equipment and diamond drilling rates. This 
memorandum is desiied to answer the first seven questions and to 
point out several other matters relative to the proposed contract. 


The property was examined by J. W. Tabor, Mining Engineer, 
U. S. Bureau of Mines, September 3, 1951. Mr. Tabor prepared a 
memorandum recommending approval of a limited exploration project. 
Mr. Tabor's geologic description of the deposit is quite adequate, 
considering that the prospect was examined before the applicant 
planned to apply for a DMEA loan and incidental to other business 
with the applicant. 


The application contains a geologic description of the 
deposit. Mr. Pat Phelan, President, Western Mines Company, reports 
that this portion of the application was prepared by Mr. D. E. Browne, 
a mining engineer principally experienced in placer mining operations.

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Mr. Browne's description of the deposit indicates that the 
vein follows a granite-limestone contact. This is illustrated by 
the "sketch showing typical trench section." Incidentally, from the 
slope of the hill shown in the section, I presume this is a section 
looking northeast; if it is, the position of the limestone and granite 
should be reversed. 


Meager evidence available indicates that the "veins" do not 
follow the contact, and the description of the deposits in the appli-
cation is wholly inadequate and misleading. I suggest that DMEA 
not attempt to use any of the geologic information furnished in the 
original application in evaluating the project. 


Following the DMEA field examination, the applicant had Mr. 
J. B. Hopkins prepare a set of 14. maps, which have been submitted to 
this office. Copies of these maps accompany this memorandum. The 
maps, drawn on several different scales, show claims, workings, geology, 
and proposed dozer cuts. 


The workings located on the different scale maps do not 
coincide. The maps present an idealized picture, not necessarily 
correct in details. From the information now available, I do not 
believe it is practicable to lay out all the dozer cuts in advance (see 
"Discussion of Proposed Exploration" in this memorandum). 


LOCATION 


A brunton and pace traverse from the Blackfoot mine camp 
located the claims in secs. 22 and 23, T. 13 N., R. 10 W., Ogden 
Mountain Mining District, Powell County, Montana. The application 
states the claims are in sec. 23. The new maps submitted by the 
applicant show the claims to be in secs. 22 and 23. 


A sketch map (see Plate II) prepared during the examination 
shows the workings in the tungsten area. These workings could not be 
tied to any claims as no claim corners could be located. Following 
the examination, the applicant furnished a sketch map by J. B. Hopkins, 
1914.8, and the position of Adit No. 6, as shown on this map, was used 
as a base point from which my survey was oriented. Using this infor-
mation, it was determined that Adit No. 1 was not on the applicant's 
claims and part of the proposed exploration would also not be on the 
applicant's claims (see dotted claim boundaries on Plate ii). 


The new maps prepared by J. B. Hopkins show a great change 
in the location of claim boundaries; these boundaries are shown as 
solid lines on Plate II.
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RESUME OF FIElD EXAMINATION 


A field examination of the Western Mines property was 
made May 20 and 21, 1972. Three representatives of the applicant 
accompanied me on the examination: Mr. Pat Phelan, President, 
Western Mines Company; Mr. John Phelan, Director, Western Mines 
Company; and Mr. J. B. Hopkins, one time owner of the property. Mr. 
Hopkins is a geologist now employed by the Atomic Energy Coimnission 
at Moab, Utah. 


Underground workings on the claims were inaccessible. The 
adit dump and pits were inspected and lamped for scheelite, as was 
the surface along the contact for a distance of approximately one 
mile. The accessible workings of the nearby Blackfoot mine were 
inspected and. lainped; these workings showed no scheelite. 


Mr. Hopkins called to my attention a thesis prepared by 
Koehler Stout J describing the Ogden Mountain mining district. This 
thesis was reviewed at the Montana School of Mines Library, Butte, 
Montana.


GEOLOGY 


The geology of the. Ogden Mountain mining district is 
described in ICoehler Stout's / thesis. 


The district is principally underlain by argillites, quartz-
ites, and limestones belonging to the Belt series of pre-Cambrian age. 
A small quartz monzonite stock, approximately five square miles in 
area occupies the central portion of the district. Plate 1, accompanying 
this memorandum shows the general geology of the district in the vicinity 
of the applicant's claims. The plate was prepared by J. B. Hopkins, 
and infers that the geology was done by J. B. Hopkins, whereas com-
parison of the plate with K. Stout's thesis map showed it to be a copy 
of a portion of Stout's map with minor addition. When this was brought 
to Mr. Hopkins attention, he admitted the map was after K. Stout, and 
the cross section prepared from Stout's map. 


Stout's thesis indicates the veins of the district are 
narrow, a few inches up to 36 inches wide, averaging 18 inches. The 
veins are found both in sediments and quartz monzonite, a few veins 
being continuous from the quartz monzonite into the sediments. The 
veins have been exploited for their gold and silver values. Stout 
reports the occurrence of minor amounts of scheelite in several veins 
of the district, however, no mention is made of any scheelite in the

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vicinity of the applicant's claims. Significant amounts of scheelite 
accompanying auriferous gravels have been found. during the course of 
placer operations in the area. The tungsten lode prospect the 
applicant proposes to explore is in the Belt sediments near the east 
margin of the quartz monzonite stock. Details of the geology in 
the area are obscured by dense timber and undergrowth. All mine 
workings in the area were inaccessible at the time of the examination. 


Stout's thesis map shows the sediments along the east margin 
of the stock to be a part of the Spokane formation. However, the 
limy nature of the sediments on the adit dumps in the tungsten area 
suggest the wall rock of the tungsten deposit probably is a part of 
the Newland formation and not a part of the Spokane formation as 
Stout's map shows. 


The contact metamorphic effect of the igneous stock on the 
sediments appears to be slight. Stout reports the sedimentary rocks 
along the contact are very dense and. hard, although the color is 
unchanged. No contact metamorphic minerals were noted in the float 
or on the dump in the vicinity of the applicant's claims. 


Scheelite was noted in small ore piles on the No. 1 and. 
No. 2 adit dumps (see Plate 2 for location). The No. 3 adit dump 
was mostly covered with snow. It is quite probable that it also has 
similar small ore piles. The small ore piles, obviously selected vein 
material, ahow the mineralogy of the vein to be predominantly quartz 
with minor amounts of galena, tetrahedrite, and scheelite. The 
scheelite occurs as massive pods up to 2 inches in size, as well as 
disseminated grains. A grab sample from the No. 1 adit dump ore pile 
assayed: 0.03 ounces gold, 1 i. .0 ounces silver, 1.0 percent lead, and 
0.06 percent W0 3 . A grab sample from the No. 2 adit dump assayed: 
0.l ounces gold., 15.0 ounces silver, 5. li. percent lead, and. 0.10 percent 
W0. A selected sample of specimens containing scheelite assayed.: 0.01 
oufices gold, 0.8 ounces silver, no lead, and 3.66 percent W03 . The 
tungsten values shown in the grab samples appear to be low. The ore 
piles lamped much better than the assay values show. The reason for 
this is probably due to the small size of the grab samples (10 pounds) 
and the pod-like nature of the scheelite. Although other dumps in 
the area and approximately a mile of traverse along the hillside were 
lamped, the only other scheelite noted was a specimen found along 
the trail to the dumps. This specimen undoubtedly came from one of 
the ore piles on the adit dumps. 


The strike and position of the adits in the tungsten area 
suggest that the adits were driven along a vein striking southeast 
and. dipping 30° to li0° SW. A few pieces of alaskite found on the 
dump suggest that the vein may be associated. with a small dike. Float 
along the hillside indicates the adits are 200 to !i.00 feet northeast 
of the quartz monzonite stock.
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DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The specimens of scheelite on the several adit dumps indicate 
that a small exploration project to find out more about the deposit 
is justified. 


Inspection showed the adits in the tungsten area to be 
caved for a distance of 14.Q to 60 feet from the portal, and it is 
impossible to predict just.how much more of the adits might be caved. 
The size of the dumps indicate the adits are not over 100 to 150 feet 
in length. For these reasons, I do not believe it practicable to 
attempt to open up the adits with hand labor. However, a small dozing 
program intelligently directed would show if further work is justified. 


As so little is known about the deposit, the location of each 
successive cut is dependent on the preceding cuts. Therefore, it is 
suggested that the applicant employ a competent geologist to direct 
the dozing. The first cut should be located at the end of the cave 
above the No. 1 adit. 


The proposed dozing program is rather intangible; therefore, 
ample funds should be made available to prospect the vein in the 
tungsten area. If this is successful, it would be well to expose some 
of the veins upon which work has been done in the quartz monzonite, 
attempting to trace these veins into the sediments to see if they 
contain tungsten out in the sediments. 


If a competent geologist is hired to direct the dozing, 
he should be able to tell with a very few cuts if additional dozing 
is warranted. He should be instructed not to use all the funds allowed 
in the contract for dozing, unless it is warranted and each successive 
cut should be justified on the information gained from the preceding 
cuts. For the above stated reasons, I believe it would be well to have 
the Field Team approval of the geologist hired to direct the dozing. 


Stage II of the project is predicated on the successful 
completion of the dozing program and is to be undertaken only on 
Field Team approval. Again, the evidence available does not give 
sufficient information to plan a detailed program. Therefore, two 
alternative programs are recommended: (1) 1500 feet of diamond drill-
ing, or (2) 375 feet of underground exploration. These should be 
maximum allowable items, and the Operator need not use all the funds 
available if the Field Team does not believe it to be justified. 


A specimen contract has been prepared by E. G. Erickson, 
U. S. Bureau of Mines, for such a program, a copy of which is attached 
to Mr. Erickson's memorandum.
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ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS 


1. Do the adit dumps show contact zone minerals indicating they 
have reached this zone? 


No contact metamorphic minerals were noted in the area. 
The adit dumps in the tungsten area consist of quartzites, argillites, 
and limy argillites, with subordinate amounts of vein material and 
alaskite.


The adits in the tungsten area are 200 to 14.QQ feet north-
east of the contact. The adits are portaled in sediments and are 
driven in the opposite direction from the contact. 


T10 adits west of the tungsten area are portaled in quartz 
monzonite. These adits are driven toward the contact, however, the 
dumps indicate they did not reach the contact. No scheelite was 
noted on these dumps. 


2. Do the ad.it dumps show any granite indicating they have reached 
the contact? 


See answer to question 1. 


3. How would it be to open up these adits? If this could be done 
with moderate labor and cost, would it not be preferable to trenching 
and more informative? Being in limestone, the adits. should be in 
good condition. 


Inspection showed the adits in the tungsten area to be 
caved for a distance of 1i0 to 60 feet from the portals, and it is 
impossible to predict just how much more of the adits might be caved. 
The size of the dumps indicate the adits are not over 100 to 150 feet 
in length. For these reasons I do not believe it is practicable to 
attempt to open up the adit portals with hand labor. However, a 
small dozing program intelligently directed would show if further work 
is justified. 


4. Applicant's sketch, showing a generalized plan of contact zone 
and crosscut adits would indicate that the contact is nearly vertical. 
The field report indicates that the contact zone and veins have 
rather a flat dip, which is borne out by the fact that the adit dumps 
are 300 to 500 feet down the hill from the assumed contact zone and 
the adit dumps indicate a maximum length of 150 feet for the adits. 


The contact is not exposed in the immediate vicinity of 
the property. Sections prepared by K. Stout and John Hopkins show 
the contact to be flat dipping. Evidence indicates that the veins 
do not follow the contact. Float indicates that the contact is 
200 to 2.i-00 feet down slope from the adits in the tungsten area.
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5. A great difference would be made in the placement and length of 
diamond drill holes by the attitude of vein and contact zones. 
Anything that will help us in this question will help in estimating 
the footage of diamond drilling that will be necessary. 


The diamond drilling program is dependent on the results of 
the trenching program. It would be impossible to intelligently plan 
a drilling program at the present time. However, I believe funds 
should be made available on the basis of allowable maximum for a 
drilling or drifting program, depending on the information and results 
obtained from the trenching program. 


6. A sketch from a brunton survey always helps in laying out the work. 
This should include a plan or cross section or two. 


See maps accompanying memorandum. 


7. A few assays from samples of available material are always a great 
help in arriving at conclusions.

It is the Field Team's belief that the relatively small 
step exploration program proposed by the applicant and detailed in 
the accompanying contract is fully justified in the light of avail .-
able evidence. 


A significant amount of scheelite accompanying auriferous 
gravels has been found widespread during the course of medium-scale 
placer operations. At the head of the placer basin massive float 
franents unusually rich in scheelite have been recognized. Dumps 
marking the site of several caved prospect adits have been found to 
contain both massive and disseminated scheelite, accompanied by galena 
in a quartz gangue. 


Inasmuch as nothing is known concerning the vein structure, 
its width or persistence, mechanical trenching of the inferred lode 
zone in the vicinity of the caved adit is considered advisable as an 
initial step of the exploration. If a definite vein structure is 
demonstrated by the trenching, it will be proved at depth by diamond 
drilling.


The applicant, who is both financially and administratively 
competent, intends to develop the property for production without 
further Government assistance provided the initial exploration is 
successful.

(Ca wo1.) values. It is contemplated that proper investigation will 
furnish the basic information necessary to the development and opera-
tion of the deposit as a producing mine.

The basic vein struc-
ture is presumably of the type generally associated with contact meta-
morphic fractures. It suggests itself that the enrichment sources are 
allied to the movement of solutions through temperature changes and 
pressure effects. 


It is probable that the scheelite exists as a replacement deposit. 
The association of calcites, quartzites and vein materials containing 
disseminated fragments of altered limestone, j asperoids and che±ts 
would indicate replacement processes as the basic depositing agency. 


The inference from present evidence suggests that concentrated 
deposition occurs across the vein at intervals and probably in fissures.

The vein structure under discussion has provided evidence of its 
direction, length and continuity through samples taken from a series 
of cross-cuts. These cross-cuts - seven in number, were driven at 
right andles to the general direction 'of the vein at intervals of 
approximately iSO linear feet. A total length of 1100 feet along 
the strike has been established with a clear evidence of consistently 
high grade scheelite occurance at each interval. 


It is suggested that the existance of an uninterrupted vein over a 
distance of 1100 feet has been demonstrated. Scheelite enrichment 
over this length is established by the evidence of the cross-cut dumps. 
Probable continuation of the vein is presumed. However, the limit of 
• extension is a matter of conjecture and no basis for estimate exists. 


The question arises then, of the probability of an ore section of 
commercial grade.

2) Temporary facilities at site : 


Good practice would suggest that a few rough arrangements be set-up 
for efficient and orderly conduct of the project. A grease rack and 
fuel dump, personnel shack and stove, tool house and sample dock pro-
vide adequate facilities usually.

3) Trenching : - 


Topographically, the exploration area is well suited to bulldozer-
trench excavation. Sloping is not excessive, and yet efficient dis-
posal of waste is permitted without long ramping. It appears that 
standard lift procedure will enable the dozer to excavate continously 
without the necessity for climbing out to rehandle waste. Surface 
features tend to show that downgrade and level dozing will be possible 
over an estimated 75% of each excavation. 


At the crown, depth is indicated at an average of 20 feet, with 
linear distance of slope to the toe estimated at 150 feet.

5) Cross-Cutting : - 
This phase of the project is necessarily dependent upon the results 


of the trench cross-cuts. In assuming favorable evidence of ore, it 
follows clearly that a check at depth is indicated. 


Two cross-cuts, at intervals suggested by surface assays, are pro-
posed. Interception points at any given depth are of course unknown. 
It is probable that 150 feet of cross-cut will furnish the basis for 
evaluating the ore-body as to commercial development.

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within L)-days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' ---------------------------------------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, exper1y, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of 6 ---------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which , the Government will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached 
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof, 
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project 
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

7. Title to and disposition of proper. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, e quipment,	 ther items costing more than 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, miflmen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A." 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and av4its. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract, 


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall bear the certification of the Operator 
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. 


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the extent approved by the Government, shall be 
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of .iL.. percent of the approved costs incurred; 
Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Government under this agreement shall not exceed 	 ----
which is -----------percent of the agreed estimated total cost of this project, 	 ----


14. Final ireports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide 
the Government with a comprehensive geologk and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his 
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Goyernment. 


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Governrñent a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of çight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1½) percent.	 0 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1½) 
percent, plus one-half (½) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of 
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully .paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a.) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con -
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

This construetton was *ade doubly difficult due to the tact that heavy rains 


for half of tb. month's working periOd, created swemplike areas in the extremely 


heavy overburden which were hard to nake passable for rolling equipment. 


Four of th. five cross .trencbcs outlines in øtage I, were completed in June and 


three of them tudicated vein structure. The other one was over an o]4 tunnel which 


vs broke into with the dozer and were subsequently able to enter for inspection. 


This tunnel was driven for a distance of about 15 0 feet, portions of which 


disclose a vein striking 8. 35° E. and dipping approximmtsly 35 e easterly. The 


vein varies in width up to 12 inches and under the lamp indicates considerable 


schealite. 


Drifting on the vein structure from its lowest exposed poiflt would not seen to be 


indicated.

ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 


1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
ARTICLE 2. Operator's property ri'ghts.---With respect to that certain land situated in the State of ------ -)bntana

the Operator represents and undertakes: 	 - 


(a) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the 
following claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached: ---------------


(b) That the Operator is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the Owner's Consent to Lien is attached. 
The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to 


the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within --------30------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for' -------t11D5.tTh 


in or upon the described land ; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of ---- -I.21O11th -------------from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described an Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standar ds and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materjals, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work te so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


( b ) Independent eontracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be o a un t r e basis ( such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of mater 1 mov , dme basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed und such dependent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such dependent contract, a 	 overnment's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions s 	 not in any n	 er e a ected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any suc 	 dependent	 ,a sta es that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in he c	 t €r4o ' unless nd until it has given its 

written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the rig t to e a d observe an inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avai eJmeans for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.	 / 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estim te of of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estima e 	 st thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirem 	 d of related cost are estimates only, and may be 

exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time appro e for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of cost The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost w ill be signifi d by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items pressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeot.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 


(1) hdependent contracts.—Payments to independent. contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


( 2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating materials. and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Oerator, and related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums. 


(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitationor repairs 
of the Operator's equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes. 


(8) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be 
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers. 


If sufficient space is not provided in any blank, use an extra sheet of paper and refer to it in the blank.

(b) The Government's pa	 ts in all cases will be based on actual, ii	 ry costs (including contract unit prices) 
incurred not in excess of any "a 	 able maximum," and not in excess of the fixe	 centage of the total aggregate esthnated cost 
Costs will be considered to be incurred oniy as they are or become due and payable.	 .	 . . 


(c) No items of • general overhead, càrporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other 
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in 
which the Government will participate. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— ( a) Progress 'reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an. adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work.	 . 


() Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or comp1eion of such reoTts and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 


(d) Accounts a'nd audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records an.d accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by 
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the projeát. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion.of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the corn-
pletion of the .project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12. 


ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay-----75-------------percent of the allowable 
costs incurred, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of 	 ------- -, which is ------7.5---- - per-
cent of ---------------------- , the agreed, estimated total cost' of the project in which the Government will participate; 
Provided, that until the Operator's final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-
ing required by the Government has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has ' been made, the Government ' may 
withhold from the last voucher or voiic)iers sucJi suin as it sees fit not in excess often (10) percent of the maximum total which 
the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms ' of the contract. 


( b ) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors arid to suppliers,for the account 
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final accoitnt, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows :


(1) One and one-half (1) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (¼) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


(For instance : The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1½) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3 1/s ) percent.) 
( b ) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales ; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not 'disposed of as such, 
these terms rnean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


( c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof ; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights ( as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of prope'rty.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract : (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract ; ( b ) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

General: ScheeUte has been iound in quartz piles on 
the dumps at two cved adits. There ie no other information 
regarding tungsten mineralization. Samples of tie ore piles gave 
low results, except a sample of "specimens". (Specimens 3. 66% 
W03, Grab 0.06%, Grab 0. 10%). The Field Team recommends 
approval of a two stage project as outline4 in a sample contract. 


Recommendation: Approve trenchin in two stages 
Limit stage 1 to $3, 000, to be followed by $1, 900 more if Field 
Team approves. As there is no data on which to base a drilling 
or drifting program at this time, I do not believe it should be 
Included in. the contract.

Mr. itj'has requested further information concerning 
the captioned docket. Questions 1-7 inclusive will be answered by 
the U. 8. Geological Survey, and I will coninent on questions 8 and 9. 


Question 8. "The Field Team makes no reference to the costs as 
presented by the applicant. Agreaent with or. criti 
dun of these costs would be of assistance in writing 
contracts; i.e., the bulldoser and pIckup truck belong 
to the applicant and would only be subject to deprecia-
tión md not rental. We should have some idea as to the 
condition of these 'machines in order to figure fair 
market values. 


"The rental cost of compressor and machines at fl50.00 
per week is much too high." 


Apparently	 the time of his review of the 
application did not have the specimen contract forrded with th. 
Field Team's letter of recommendAtion. It is pointei out that 
depreciation allowances calculated on the basis of estimated fair 
market values were set up in the specimen contract • For example, 
monthly .epreciation allowances of $267 and $2 were established for 
the bulidoser and' pickup truck. With respect to rented operating 
eqimijztent, allowable monthly rentals for a 105 cfin compressor and 
jackbawner were established at. $212 and $50. 


Qusition 9 • "Advise as to going rate of diamond drilling in this 
area and the availability of eontr*otore." 


At the present time, five diamond drill contractors are 
more or less active in this region. Quotations for drilling prices 
in advance of an invitation to bid cannot be obtained because of 
widely varying conditions with respect to access, availability of







•.	 .• 


housing, footage involved, ground to be drilled, and other factors. 
Consequently, the policy of field teem representatives in drafting 
contracts has been to set an average maximum figure. When bids 
finally ar. received, Field Team approval or rejection is based 
entirely on a current knowledge of factors involved. 


Contractors' rate. for Al sIze core drilling usually 
range from $4.50 to $.O0 per foot depending on conditions, with 
the average shout 7.0O. In the light of advancing costs, *everal 
contractors are considering & general upward revision of rates • It 
should be noted that core uses smaller than AX usually are not 
considered advisable by the Field Team. Consequently, specimen 
contracts prepared in the field normally refer to AX size drilling 
although that fact may not be stat4..

ARTICLE 7. Repo'rts,. accounts, audits.—(a) Progress repo'rts. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered • by the report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final 'report.—Tjpon éompletion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work.	 S 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government,. any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 	 S 	 S 


(d) Accounts and a.udits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by 
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the com-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12. 


ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay ------- percent of the allowable 
costs incurred, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of	 ------- , which is ----- - per-
cent of --------------------- the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which the Government will participate; 
Provided, that until the Operator's final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-
ing required by the Government has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may 
withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which 
the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. 


( b ) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors and to suppliers, for the account 
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 	 . S 


ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resu'ted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final accotint, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows: 


(1) One and one-half (1 ) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
( 2 ) One and one-half ( 1 % ) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half ( % ) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50 ) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars 
($8.00) 


per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 	 , 


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1'/) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three andone-half (31, ) percent.) 
( b ) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales ; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, 
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interast.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof ; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights . ( as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring th amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
UI'S etdulIa . ..ne Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of. the contract ; ( b ) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator ani the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is', 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly ReportS and 


Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tntes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unhsual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in rep6rting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase'. The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of,. equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
service's, materials, etd., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures2 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materils, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildirgs, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Iteni (7) covers misellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurapce, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

Preparation of Form MP-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a jarticular jroject. It will be necessar' for the Oerator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distribut&d over several phases, sUch as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable bsis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore,should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmO's compensatiofi 
insurance, repairs to e4uipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)', follpwed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Oçerator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not. support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

(a) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the

The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to 
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within	 ------------ days from the date of this contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for' t1]ngSteE. 


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the wo'rk.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standar ds and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by mdc-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


( b ) Independent eontracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis ( such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 	 . 


(c) Govern,ment may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


S ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are

(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than

In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, 
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief froni the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of própe'rty.—A1l facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may. 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such • property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and co'mpletion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.
