The subject application for exploration project assistance
was made for a project amounting to $15,000.00, under date of March
19, 1952. Region Il transmitted this application to the Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration on April 11, 1952.

The Property

The property, which consists of the Rising Sun Quartz Lode
Mining Claim, Survey No. 6645, is in sections 21 and 22, T.3N., R.7W.,
M.P.M., Grove Creek Mining District, Silver Bow County, Montana. It
is 33 miles west of Butte, Montana. The Applicant's rights, title,
and interest in the Rising Sun claim are held by a lease with option
to purchase granted by H. A. McDonald Haggin, owner of the claim.

The previous work on the property consisted of test pitting,
trenching and driving short crosscut adits perpendicular to the strike
of the vein.

There are no facilities or equipment on the property.

Geology

The Rising Sun claim is on the fringe of the Butte district
in an area of small gold-silver prospects. The vein is in quartz
monzonite and follows a foot zone of shearing. Mineralization con-
sists of 1-2 inch quartz stringers in association with iron and man-
ganese oxides. A sample cut across this zone assayed trace of gold,
0.3 oz. of silver, no copper, no lead, and a trace of zinc. A grabd
sample from an adit dump, which was reported to be typical ore by the
Applicant, assayed 0.01 oz. gold, 0.4 oz. silver, no copper, no lead,





and 0,9% zinc. A composite sample of float and specimens of vein
material from various dumps, which was considered to be high grade
ore by the Applicant, assayed 0.0l oz. gold, 0.7 oz. silver, 0.2%
lead, 0.15% copper and 0.9% zinc. .

4 About 550 feet north of the Rising Sun vein, a second
vein outcrops on the Carrie claim. This vein is on a 10 foot zone
of sheared and altered quartz monzonite. A sample cut across a 2
inch quartz stringer on the footwall assayed 0.0l oz. gold, 2.6 oz.
silver, 0.10% copper, no lead, and no zinc.

The Project

The Applicant proposes to drive a 200 foot adit crosscut
to intersect the Rising Sun vein. In addition, the Applicant re-
quested funds for the installation and construction of numbrous
mining facilities. These facilities include installation of 3/4
mile of power line, construction of compressor house and blacksmith
shop, construction of ore bin, and purchase of all mine equipment
necessary for the accomplishment of the project. The cost of the
proposed work, facilities, and equipment as estimated by the Appli-
cant is $15,000.00.

Conclusiong
The Field Team report states:

"Past exploration in the immediate vicinity
of the Rising Sun claim has, for the most part,
proven disappointing and any ore found has been
valued for its gold and silver content. Assay
results from the vein, dumps and "high grade'
float indicate that no work is justified at the
present time."

Recommendationg

We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team. It
is therefore recommended that the attached letter of denial be sent

to the Applicant. )

RECOMVMENDATION

It is recommended that the applicant be denied assistance
to explore the Rising Sun claim. It does not appear that the proposed
exploration will disclose lead-zinc ore of commercial grade.

APPLICANT

The applicant is Mr. Al C. Fisher, 1520 Phillips Avenue,
Butte, Montana.

OWNERSHIP

The appllcant's rights, title, and interest in the Rising
Sun claim are held by a lease with option to purchase granted by
H. A. McDonald Haggin, owner of the claim. A copy of the lease with
option to purchase was filed with the application.

LOCATION

The Rising Sun Quartz Lode Mining Claim, Survey No. 6645 is
in secs. 21 and 22, T. 3N., R. T W., M.P.M., Grove Creek mining
district, Silver Bow County, Montana. The property is 5— miles west
of Butte, Montana, and approximetely one-fourth mile south of U. S.

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HISTORY AND PAST PRODUCTION

The Rising Sun property is on the fringe of the Butte mining
district. The many shafts, adits, and trenches in this part of the
district testify to the numerous small prospecting ventures carried on
over the years. This work has, for the most part, proved disappointing.
However, several small ore bodies valued for silver and gold are
reported to have been mined.

Little is known of the history of the Rising Sun claim.
Field examination indicates that a minor amount of gold placering has
been done. The size of the dumps and the shallow backs of the
inaccessible adits indicate there has been little, if any, past pro-
duction from the lode deposits.

PROPOSAL

The exploration program proposed by the applicant involves
driving 200 feet of adit crosscut to intersect the Rising Sun vein.
The proposed adit crosscut is shown on the accompanying sketch map.
In addition, the applicant requested funds for the installation and
construction of numerous mining facilities. These facilities include:
installation of 5/& mile of power line, construction of compressor
house and blacksmith shop, construction of ore bin, and purchase of
all mine equipment necessary for the accomplishment of the project.

The applicant's proposal allows just enough work to cut the
vein, with no allowance for exploration along the vein. Many of the
facilities listed in the application would not be allowed under a DMEA
contract. No attempt was made to devise an alternative program
acceptable to the DMEA, because geologic conditions (discussed below)
indicated that exploration by the DMEA was not warranted. However, the
applicant expressed his willingness to make any change in the proposed
program so as to make it acceptable to the DMEA.

GEOLOGY (See Sketch Map accompanying memorandum)
The Rising Sun claim, situated in the southwest portion of

the Butte mining district, is in the area mapped by W. H. Weed, S. F.
Emmons, and G. W. Tower. 1/

1/ Weed, W. H., Geology and Ore Dep051ts, Butte District, Montana,
UsGsS, p. T4, Plate X, 1912.

The claim is underlain by quartz monzonite of the Boulder
batholith, In the immediate vicinity, both small dikes and sheet-like
bodies of aplite and alaskite cut the quartz monzonite.
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Inaccessibility of underground workings and the age of the
pits and trenches precluded a detailed study of the Rising Sun vein.
However, much information was gained from the position of the workings,
dump material, float, and by the cleaning out of one pit by the DMEA
field examiners.

The position of the workings, pits, and trenches along the
vein indicates the vein strikes N. 72° W. and dips steeply south. The
strike of the vein, where exposed in the pit cleaned by the examiners,
is N. 72° W. and dips T4° S. The vein consists of several 1- to 2-
inch wide quartz stringers, with minor iron and manganese oxides in a
4 -foot sheared and altered zone of quartz monzonite. A sample cut
across this zone assayed: trace gold; 0.3 oz. silver; no copper; no
lead; and trace zinc., The dump material and material from the pits
indicate the other workings are on a structure similar to the one
exposed in the cleaned pit. A grab sample of material from the No. 1
adit dump, reported by the applicant to represent ore, assayed:

0.01 oz. gold; 0.4 oz. silver; no copper; no lead; and 0.9 percent
zinc.

During the course of the examination, a number of specimens
of float and vein material from the dumps were collected by the appli-
cant and the field examiners. The applicant considered these specimens
indicative that high grade ore occurs in the vein. The specimens
consisted of quartz with minor specks of pyrite, sphalerite, galena,
and malachite. A composite sample of this material assayed: 0.0l oz.
gold; 0.7 oz. silver; 0.2 percent lead; 0.15 percent copper; and
0.X9 percent zinc.

The sketch map submitted with the application shows two
veins outcropping on the Carrie claim, which is contiguous on the
north with the Rising Sun claim. The applicant reports that he has
the Carrie claim under lease.

One of these structures is exposed in a pit 550 feet north
of the Rising Sun vein. It is difficult to determine from the
applicant's map with which vein it correlates. The structure exposed
consists of a 10-foot wide zone of sheared and altered quartz monzonite,
striking N. 75° W. to west and dipping 60° to 75° south. On the foot-
wall of this structure is a 2-inch wide stringer of gquartz and gossan.
A sample cut across the 2-inch quartz and gossan stringer assayed:
0.01 oz. gold; 2.6 oz. silver; 0.10 percent copper; no lesd; and no
zinc, '

CONCLUSIONS

The proposal by Mr. Al C. Fisher to crosscut to the Rising
Sun vein does not appear warranted under the DMEA program. Past
exploration in the immediate vicinity of the Rising Sun claim has, for

the most part, proven disappointing and any ore found has been valued





for its gold and silver content. Assay results of material obtained
from the vein, dumps, and "high grade" float indicate that no work is
Justified at the present time.

There is very little geologic information in the applice~
tion upon which to judge the merits of the proposed project. The
claims are in e quartz monzonite area, which has been largely a pre-

Although this property appears to be primarily a gold-
silver prospect, rather then a good base metal prospect, we believe
the field team should exemine the reported zinc-copper exposures to
determine whether the proposed project is geologically feasible.

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RISING SUN & CARRIE QUARTZ LODE CLAIMS

Brief Geology Réport.

The general geology of the Butte District has been
covered thoroughly by Walter Harvey Weed in the U. S. Geology
as shown by professional papers, Bulletin #74, and by other
writers, therefdre no specigl references are considered necess-
ary; however, I will relateva brief report of findings of this‘
property.

The country rocks are typical Butte quartz monzenite
granite.

At one time it was believed that the apalite formation
was comparatively shallow, however, the findings of the writer
are somewhat contradictorﬁ, as the writer having been given
credit for discovery of the ore in the Highland Mine, at that
time held by the Ardsley Butte Mines Company. TheAArdsley
Butte mine produced great ore tonnage of complex metals and
showed that the vein did not passAout of the apalite dykes and
proved the apalite formed the footwall;.of the Highland vein.

This mine was recognized as being“the largest producer of ores
of complex metal of the district. Therefore, the apalite dykes
it played in forming these veins was a great beneficiary to the
mine and the part it played in mineralizing the wvein structure
in rich values. ‘

These findings of the apalite formation in the Highland
Mine should apply'to the apalite formation of the Rising Sun and
the Carrie veins of our district.

I may add a few lines regarding the shear zones of these
propertiés in contact with the apalite dykes,‘etc.,»which is
considered highly favorable fér finding extensive ore bodies and
increasing as depth is gained.

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The writer leased these properties for the purpose'of
carrying on mining operations to open up the ore bodies he
believes present from all indications of surface ore findings
on the properties. All indications warrant further development
to ascertain whether or hot commercial ore will be found and the
quantity.

The writer 1s confident that if hils present development
program is completed, same being the driving of a 200 ft. cross-
cut through to open the ore bodies which show on the surface of
the vein, that ore will be found of commercial value warranting
the expenditure for same.

On the surface of the vein and on the hill side, heavy
float.material is scattered which has broken from the vein and
shows a large deterio;ation has taken place on the surface of
the vein structure.
