REPORT ON GEOLOGIC RECONNAISSANCE

OF MONIA MINING CO. PROPERTY, SANDERS CO., MONTANA

- INTRODUCTION

The Monia Mine preperty of the Monia Mining Company waé-investigated in
reconnaissance'on August 18, 1952 at the request of Glen Faulkner of Missoula,
Montana, one of the owners. I was accompanied by Sid Groff of Missoula and
‘Red McMurtrie, the minefforeman. I again visited the property on October 11,
_ 1952, and it was mapped in reconnaissance with the assistance of Bill Rohrer
and Tom'Pullen,:geology students at Montana State University.

The‘property is located oh the upper reaches ovahitney Creek, a tribu-
tary of Thompson.River which rises in the Cabinet Range in Sanders County in =

northwestern Montana.
GENERAL GEOLOGY

. The country rock at the property is in the Belt Series of late Precambrlan
ageeo The chlef lithologles are argillite (a metamorphosed shale) and argillitic
quartzite (a metamorphosed shaly sandstone), Since these rocks are metamorphosed
sediments bedding is still readily apparent in them. |

The rocks of the region'show considerable deformation. Large-scale folding
can be seen farther dowﬁ the Thompson River and the rocks at the mine have
probably been folded also. Faults are present and can be seen in the workings
and are also evidenced topographlcally by gullies.

The quartzite is quite dense. Quartzltes and argillites are often less
receptlve to mlnerallzatlon than more calcareous rocks. However, there are

fractures along which some mineralization has occurred.





Tﬁese fractures include:
l. The main shear zone which trends northwest-southeast and is generally

parallel to the bedding of the country rock. A shovel cut has been
made across the zone., Movement has been distributed over closely-
spaced parallel planes of slippage, forming a zone about fifteen feet
wide, There seems to be no one major fault plane as such, but rather
a shear zone. Considerable brecciation of the country rock occurred
in places along the zone. Locally, fracture cleavage suggests that
the north side moved down in relation to the south side, that is, béyond
the limits of the shear ione. A bulldozer cut which ascends to the
upper level portal exposes a clayey zone about 50 feet to the north thaﬁ
may be the continuatioﬁ of the above zone. The clay is probably gouge
(powdered rock) that has been formed along the zone.

2. A fault showing some mineralization‘is present about 50 feet above and

slightly southeast of the old upper entry. The fault dips to the northeast.

3.‘ The argillite to the northeast is in fault contact with the argillitic

quartzite to the southwest at the southeast end of the lower level., The

fault plane dips 65° NE and the northeast side is upthrown. The above

lithologies may be in fault contact throughout the workings.
MINERALIZATION

The copper minerals noted at the surface and undergroﬁnd include:
chalcopyrite, bornite, melanterité, chalcanthite, malachite, and azurite;
the first two being primary and the last four secondary. %yrite was also
present, and more extensive examination in the laboratory and field may reveal
other minerals,

There is relatively little mineralization in evidence and what there is

of it is mostly secondary crusts or films on fractures. Both shear zone and
country rock contain primary chalcopyrite. The bedding and slippage planes
are parallel and the chalcopyrite stringers in the country rock seem to be

parallel to the bedding. Primary chalcopyrite is found near the mouth of

upper level as small, elongate lenses which average about % in. by 1% in, in

cross section. The shear zone has probably not displaced any mineralized areas

except such as may exist on other faults which may trend into the zone.
RECOMMENDATIONS

The property is still in an exploratory stage rather than in a
developmental stage. Some high-grade ore is reported to have been taken out
about fifty’years ago from the upper level. According to the owners, on the

basis of'assays, some marginal milling ore has been blocked out by present

éxploration but it is needed in large quantities before it can be profitable.

Geologically spéaking, it must be said that what can be seen is not too en-

~couraging. A L45-mile truck haul over country roads must also be included in

the cost of producing the potential ore. The only reasons for sbending more
money on the project are that there is evidence of mineralization and that
there are structures capable of localizing ore depésition. |

If more money is to be spent on the property, ﬁhen it would seem that
systematic exploration and fhorough geologic study are needed. The core drill
has proven to be the answer to systematic exploration in many mining campé and
usually is considerabl& handier and cheaper than explorationiby tunnels, cross-
cuts and other underground passageways. I feel that a cofe-drilling program
could give definite informatioh. I suggest holes be drilled as indicated on
the accompanying map. Holes 6 and 7 are optional, but may afford valuable in-

formation.
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Other qomments and pertinent information include:
A geologic (or just plain prospecting) reconnaissance of the area around
the workings may prove valuable. There may never have been mﬁch mineral- -
ization here, but it also could be a fringe area of a more heavily
mineralized area. A plane might be hired and prospecting be carried

on from air for unusual color changes of soil or other features that
may'be indicators of mineralization. Late fall, before snowfall, would
be the best time for this,

If the workings'were ever mineralized more than they are now, the
minerals have been removed By solution.in groﬁnd water (leaching)
and deposited as secondary minerals, such as cuprite, at depth,

Since the minerals were chiefly in the shear zone, and since the

shear zone is brecciated and porous, mineral-bearing ground waters

would have most easily continued down the shear zone for sevéral_

hundred feet where there may now be“a concentration of secbndéry ore.
This aspect seems quite worthwhile for exploration, and several of the
holes should intersect the zone at depth. Evidence for leaching is
present, particularly in the fault zone mentioned under "fractures" in
sub-heading 2, on page’ 2,

Occasional complete chemical analyses of samplés should be made. There
is always a chance that relative1y small amounts of strategic but rare
elements may be ﬁresent that would make marginal rock into good ore.
Drill hole 6 will explore thé possibility that the small stream at the
north end of the area may be developed on a fault zone. A well-developed
but dry valley to the southwest and across the main north-south valley is
aligned with the above small stream, suggesting that a fault may'pass

through there,

Review of Docket

The subject application was first presented to the Regional
office in April of 1952, and an examination was made on June 12, 1952
by R. E. Wallace and J. W. Hosterman of the U. S. Geological Survey
and Horace Reno of the U. S. Bureau of Mines.

The application was denied on the recommendation of Mr. Wallace,
primarily because the applicant did not submit a definite exploration
program on which to base a contract but also on the geologic improbability
of finding ore that could be mined under present economic conditions.

An amended application, submitted in October 1952, was again
denied for the same reasons.

In his report, Mr. Wallace mentions that the vein zone is 5
to 8 feet wide with minor copper mineralization in bedding planes and
Jjoints. The only vein material mentioned was that observed in the
uppermost tunnel, which consisted of a pod varying from a fraction of
an inch to 2 feet wide and 30 feet long.

Examination

A reexamination of the Monia mine was made on October 28, 1953
at the request of Mr. F. E. Buck, Butte, Montana, an official of the
company. Mr. G. A. Sutherland, another official of the company, accom-
panied the examining engineer during the examination. Approximately
four hours were spent on the property.

A sketch of the new tunnel, completed since the examination
by Wallace, Hosterman and Reno on June 12, 1952, was made. The appli-
cant has completed approximately 294 feet of new underground exploration
as shown on the attached sketch.

Mr. Sutherland stated that assays of samples taken near the
face of the crosscut ran 3.5 percent copper, so a 31-in. sample
(WSA #51) was cut across the face of the crosscut; it assayed 0.04
ounce per ton gold, 0.30 ounce per ton silver, and 0.17 percent copper.

The adit was driven along a system of incipient bedding plane
fractures and joints containing minor amounts of pyrite, chalcopyrite,
tenorite and azurite.

Sample WSA #50, 36-inches in length, was cut across the vein
zone exposed in the uppermost cut which was approximately 90 feet higher
in elevation than the new adit. This sample assayed less than 0.0l ounce
per ton gold, 0.62 ounce per ton silver, and 1.49 percent copper. This
sample was cut across the richest appearing portion of the vein zone.

Applicant's Proposed Exploration

Mr. Sutherland suggested a diamond drilling program but he had
no definite program set up as to target area, drilling sites or footage
contemplated.,

Conclusions and Recommendations

The zone of mineralization has been explored by three adits,
totaling approximately 694 feet, without finding commercial ore: Surface
trenching has exposed this zone over a vertical range of 100 feet and
laterally about 300 feet, in addition to which numerous old test pits
indicate that the zone was tested for a considerable distance to the
southeast of the present work. It appears that the zone has been
fairly thoroughly tested without finding ore.

In view of the unfavorable results obtained in the current and
past exploration, it is recommended that the application for exploration
assistance be denied.

Inasmuch as
no specific priogram was proposed in ‘the revised application, even
though Mr. Fred Honkala, consulta.ng geologist, had suggested
several approaches in his report to the company, Mr. Weissenborn
again on October 27, 1952 requested a specific proposal fram the
company, Mre Faulkner, Director and General Manager of the
company, presented a generalized program in his reply of October 29, 1952,
This generalized description of the proposed work is sca.rcely
sufficient basis for establ:.shlng a icontract, P

In addition, the target indicated by Mr. Faulkner is the
segment of the vein zone described. in my memorandum of June 17,
which is est:imated to contain less than one percent copper on
the average and which has already been relatively well tested by
surface a.nd underground work.

As indicated in my ‘memorandun of June 17, 1952, the
area does hold some promise; and a program of wider scope might
be worthwhile if properly conducted but the company apparently
wishes to concentrate only on the original limited target.

RECOWIENDATION

It is recommended that the application be denied on

. An examination of the Monia Mining Company's property,
formerly the Sales mine, was made in the company of Mr. Horece Reno

of the Bureau of Mines and Mr. J. W. Hosterman of the U. S. Geological
Survey on June 12. Only about two hours were spent at the _property;
thus this report is necessarily of cursory nature.

Location and Accessibility

The Monia mine is located in Sanders County, Montana,
approximately 36 miles by road northeast of Thompson Falls, Montana,
and 7 miles northwest of Bend Ranger Station. The 4 claims lie in
sections 1 and 6 of T. 25 N. and R. 27 and 28 W. shown on U. S.
Ceological Survey, Thompson Falls Quadrangle topographic map.

A fairly good gravel road used for logging trucks extends
between Thompson Falls and Bend, and a passable dirt road continues
from Bend to the property. Road signs still refer to the property
as the Sales mine.

" The area is very sparsely populated and is essentially a
primitive area.

Workings and Facilities

Workings include 2 old adits, one adit being driven at present,
and open cuts as shown on the accompanying sketch. All adits are open
although the 2 o0ld ones are in poor condition. The lowest adit is near
creek level and is about 300 feet long. The adit being driven is about
30 feet long and located several hundred feet above the lowest tunnel.
A third tunnel is 50 feet higher and is about 100 feet long.
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A D-k Catepillar bulldozer and a shovel have been used to
expose the vein in L large, step-like open cuts and trenches over
a vertical distance of about 100 feet and for a length of over 300
feet.

A compressor is located in a small frame building near the
middle adit, and several frame buildings used for bunk house and
storage are located in the valley bottom & few hundred feet north
of the lowest portal. A D-4 bulldozer was on the property at the
time of exemination, but the shovel, rented from the County, had been
returned after about one month of use in May.

Geology

Copper minerals, including malachite, azurite, chrysocolla,
tenorite and chalcopyrite are distributed along bedding planes,
numerous joints, and several small faults in steeply-dipping quartzite
beds, forming a vein zone from 5 to 8 feet wide paralleling bedding.

Quartzites forming the country rock may be part of the
Ravelli formation of pre-Cambrian, Belt series. Beds of quartzite
range from a few inches to 2 feet thick and thin beds of argillite
are not uncommon. In general the beds dip steeply southwest and
strike northwest. In the uppermost open cut the beds are overturned,
and there small high-grade pods of copper minerals have been deposited
(see sketch). Apparently in being overturned, openings were produced
in the quartzite beds which served as favorable points of deposition
for ore minerals. Small, irregular faults cut these overturned beds
and have also served as loci for ore mineral deposition.

The vein zone is well exposed for about 300 feet in the open
cuts, and Mr. Reno reported finding float of vein material approxi-
mately along strike, over 1,000 feet southeast of the open cuts.

Seversl small faults dipping shallowly westward were exposed
in the face of the adit being driven at present, and there appears to
have been a few feet offset of the vein zone at several places. The
exact location and attitude of faults responsible was not determined,
but are assumed because of the observed discontinuity of strike and
dip of the vein zone.

In the uppermost adit a fault with about 2 inches of gouge,
strikes N. 40 W. and dips 80 degrees southwest and is essentially a
bedding plane fault although. locally beds are truncated. In this
tunnel a pod of vein material about 30 feet long and ranging from a
fraction of an inch to 2 feet wide is exposed approximately down dip
from the good showing in the uppermost cut.
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Proposed Exploration

In the application exploration for which assistance is
requested is to include open cutting and tunneling. The proposed
open cutting apparently has been accomplished and thus could not be
included in the proposed contract.

Action, Conclusions, and Recommendations

Mr. Reno is to get in touch with the operators, who were
not present at the time of examination, to determine if they have any
alterations of plans, inasmuch as the present proposal has been
partially completed already.

The width and apparent length of the vein zone, as indicated
by exposures and float, show extensive distribution of copper minerals,
but where examined, visual estimate indicated grades averaging less
than 1 percent. Only pods of a few inches width and a few feet long
were seen from which high-grade samples could be selected. Assays
presented with the application must have been across exceptional parts
of the vein zone, and it is felt no great tonnage of ore of comparable
grade could be recovered near the present open cuts.

The distribution of copper mineralization over a distance of
1,000 feet and more opens the possibility of greater concentrations
at some points than at any points seen. With such pervasive distribu-
tion, a favorable structure could have caused the formation of an ore
body, but the structural geology of the area is not well enough known
to predict where such a possible ore body might be found.

The proposed exploration program is not suitable to search
for such a possible high-grade portion of the vein zone, but rather
approaches a development program of & portion of the mineralized body
which is almost certainly too low-grade to mine even under very
favorable conditions. This property is in relatively inaccessible
country, far from rail transportation and certainly higher-than-
average-grade would be necessary for economic mining.

The present exploration plan proposed must necessarily be
denied as not carrying any good possibility of finding minable ore.
If Mr. Reno finds that the operators wish to conduct an entirely
different type of exploration program of a broader-scale, exploratory
nature, the property should be re-examined more carefully and completely
and the new proposal considered.

. I have redewed the subject application which is returned
herewith., The photostats are being sent on to Mr. Nelson as re-

I feel the applicant should be asked to submit further
information and clear up some questions before a Field Team
examination is requested. He has not given the name of the owner
of the property nor furnished a copy of the lease. Possibly FM
and S Mining Company refers to Federal Mining and Smelting as Mr.
Nelson suggests. If this is the case then it seems likely that
company has some reports on the property in its file, and the
applicant should be asked to obtain from Federal copies of such
reports as are available. He should be asked furthermore to try
to answer some of the questions on the application form that have
not been answered, or at least very incompletely. For example, he
should tell just what work is proposed; it cam be gathered from the
epplication that he proposes to do something with a power shovel
and possibly thereafter intends to drive an adit on the vein, but
this is not at all clear and he has given no idea as to the volume
of yardage to be excavated or the linear feet of underground working
to be driven. He should furnish a map or good sketch of the
property showing the location of the existing underground workings
and surface exploration, the location of all samples taken, and
the site of the proposed new work.

It appears that he has included the full purchase price
of a compressor even though it is intended to use it on this project
only three months. It would appear also, that proposed expenditures
on bunk house, cook house and ore bin maybe unjustified for the
purpose of the present project. It may be gathered from applicant's





listing of 200 feet of pipe and 200 feet of rail that he proposes
to drive 200 feet of tunnel. If this is the extent of the project
work, it would seem that $18,000 is a rather high cost.
