Inspections and inquiries by field representatives have established 
that no minerals have been produced from the propert7 øince the date 
of the exploration project contract and that the property hae been 
inactive since completion of the exploration vorb in October 1954. 
The property under the contract consists of three unpatented claims 
owned by th Operator and three patented claims, in which the Opera 
tor had a 1/32nd ownership interest and a lessee's: interest by virtue 
of a lease from the owners of a 17/32nds. interest. 


Article 10 of this contract contains the 50..c*lled "abind*aent" 
provision. Furthermore, the Owner's Consent to Lien, executed on 
March 7, 1953, b Donald Obcer, as attornsy4n..f act for the owners of 
the 17/32n4s interest in the patented claims, grants a lien only to 
secure the payment of the percentage royal ty "provided for under the 
terms of said exploration 'pro jectcontract".

ARTICLE 1. Autho'rity fo'r contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of t e Defense Proucfion Act of 


1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects."

The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to 
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. 	 , 


ARTICLE 3. Exploratioiz project.—The Operator, within	 3.O	 days from the date of this contract shall commen 
work on a project of exploration for ' 


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of ----------- from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully deséribed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The GOyernment will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.	 -,	 --	 . 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the wo'rk.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the projet 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by mdc-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


(b) Independent eontracts.—Any 'independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 	 . 


(c) Government may in.spect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limitedtothefollowing: 	 ,	
. (1) hwlependent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent èontracts listed in 'Exhibit "A." 


The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultcints.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(8) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, 'purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related-initi allow-


'	 able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 
(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-


tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums.	 . 


(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installatidns to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed . for tI .prposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a ' schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of côt IrI Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment) , analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes. 


(8) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether Or not' included in any schedule of costs in' Exhibit "A," as may be 
approved by the Government in the course of the-work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

(c) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other 
indirect cOsts, or work performei or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in• 
which the Government will participate. 	 .

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports o work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by . the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator'è invoice of cOsts incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall inchde surface and/or underground engineering-geologicalmaps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reprts on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) F'inal 'report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Governmt with an adequate geological and engineering report, in-quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore 
reserves isulting from the explor.tion work. 	 .	 .	 .	 . . . . .. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's. reports are insufficient 
or incompete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of ähy vótu±ers depending upon insufficient or

This is in reference to Mr • Griswold's memorandum of April 26, 
and yours of July 26, 1963. 


The latter part of May I asked Steve Giulio, consulting engineer 
headquartered at Helena, Montana, if be was familiar with the 
subject property. He was not. I have put off replying to the 
memorandums in hopes I could find time on a field trip to get 
into the vicinity of the property for a closer check, but so 
far it has not been reasonably possible. 


I have talked to Steve Zoldok at the Bureau of Mines and he feels 
as I do that it is most unlikely that there has been any produc-
tion from this property, certainly not in recent years when the 
price of tungsten has been so low. 


I believe the Operator's statement can be accepted.

The property of the Ottawa Tungsten Company has been success-
fully explored for scheelite ore. Reserves of several thousand tons 
of ore-grade or near ore-grade material can be inferred' The property. 
was explored by means of several bulldozer trenches and by two tunnels 
and appropriate raises. Scheelite occurs in weil-defined tactite beds 
in a sequence of caic-silicate hornfels beds of pre-Cambrian Belt age 
at and near their contact with an intrusive mass of granodiorite. The 
scheelite mineralization is controlled by favorable beds and is limited 
within these beds to zones adjacent to igneous contacts and faults that 
must have acted as channels for the mineralizing solutions. 


A Certification of Discovery or Development should be made. 
Although no large tonnage of recoverable tungsten ore has been dis-
covered, some small production of turgsten could be made with present 
market prices. Under more favorable marketing arrangements, that is, 
either increased tungsten prices or shorter distance from mine-to-market, 
the mine could be expected to produce from several hundred to a few 
thousand tons of low-grade scheelite ore.

Attached are the original and. 2 copies of a final report 
and maps received November 26, 1951i, from W. R. Wade, operator, on 
the subject contract. You will note that the operator claims that 
the work has demonstrated a probable 5,000 tons or so of xninable 
ore, but that the ore bodies are small, irregular, and low grade, 
and that insufficient tonnage has been demonstrated to warrant the 
construction of a mill. 


In general, our field examiners agree with these conclusions; 
although a noteworthy discovery cannot be claimed, yet the results 
of the exploration seem to warrant certification. If a mill were 
available undoubtedly some of the ore could be mined and there is at 
least a possibility that a discovery sufficient to justify a mill 
might result from work on the nearby Glineski property (Boulder Ores, 
Inc., Contract Idm-E588). For this reason a Certification of Discovery 
or Development will probably be recommended. 


A final Field Team report will be prepared as soon as possible.

(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the Various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared jn 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Forit MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent sEould sign the certification in the lower left corner of 


• the form. 
The items of costs are arranged in the order tirey appear 


in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis, under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations: Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in' the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
inent expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

Reference is made to the Field. Team letter dated March 2, 1954 
to W. R. Wade regarding changes in exploration in the Prentiss tunnel and 
transfer of footage from the Railroad Grade tunnel to the Prentiss tunnel. 
Mr. Wade states that he has carefully examined the hillside downward from 
the Prentiss tunnel adit level to the creek bottom and has been unable to 
find any other tactite beds and is therefore convinced that diamond drilling 
downward would be useless. He agrees that drifting or crosscutting on the 
present level will contribute to the knowledge of present or possibly other 
tactite beds. 


Mr. Wade has requested the transfer of the 200 feet of drifting 
and 100 feet of raises provided for on the Railroad Grade tunnel level 
under Stage II for further exploration on the Prentiss tunnel level to 
extend drifts D-3, D.-4, D-5 and the main Prentiss crosscut. (See attached 
map.)

A routine inspection of this project was made November 2 
accompanied by Messrs. R. A. Weeks and H. Smeades, geologists, U. S. 
Geological Survey, and Mr. John Brophy, contractor. 


The walls of the drift and croascuts had been thoroughly 
washed to facilitate mapping by the geologists. Eight scheelite-
bearing beds have been exposed in the Prentiss tunnel level workings, 
two of which may be of commercial grade and width. Four samples were 
taken. Three were drill hole cuttings and one was a channel sample. 
Locations of the samples are shown on the attached sketch map. 


Sample JDB.7 located at Station 342 ,t 147 ft. represents 
cuttings from a 74" angle drill hole through a 42" scheelite-bearing

A routine inspection of this project was made September 18, 
1953, accompanied by Mr. W. R. Wade, partner, and Mr. R. A. Weeks, 
geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. 


The Railroad Grade Tunnel crosscut had been driven 30 feet 
since the last inspection. 


A Brunton and tape survey was made of the Prentiss tunnel and 
USBM 34.2 located at the intersection of the two crosscuts.

The Prentiss tunnel had been advanced 10 feet since the project 
started and 92.1 feet of crosscuts were driven and 35 feet of raise. The 
accompanying sketch shows the location of the two new crosscuts and raise. 


The scheelite showing in the Railroad Grade Tunnel is dis... 
appointing so that it was mutually decided with Mr. Wade and Mr. Weeks 
that the work originally planned under Stage II is not justified, but 
that the exploration in the Prentiss tunnel is warranted. If the Stage II 
work discloses more tungsten mineralization it may be advisable to amend 
the contract to provide for more work in the Prentiss tunnel, using funds 
available for the upper adit.

On September 18, 1953, together with J. Bardill, U. S. 
Bureau of Mines, and W. R. Wade, I examined and mapped parts of the 
Ottawa Tungsten Company mine, to determine whether Stage II of the 
exploration contract should be authorized. 


The contractors have completed li-7 feet of crosscutting 
to the east, 50 feet of crosscutting to the west, and have extended 
the drift 10 feet to the south in the old adit level. The new adit 
level is correct as shown on the map furnished by Mr. Wade (this 
map is in possession of Bardill, and will be duplicated in Spokane 
when Bardill returns). 


Results of the work in the old adit level have been 
encouraging, in that tungsten mineralization has been found in 
several beds (at least seven) and seems to be relatively continuous. 
A bed barely exposed at the former face of the drift has been shown 
to be about 30 to 36 inches thick, and mineralized with an 
estimated 0.3 to 0.11. percent WO. content. Assays are not yet 
available on this bed. A second. important mineralized bed or 
beds explored by the eastern crosscut has a maximum width of 7 
feet, and a minimum width of 14. feet. Assays of parts of this have 
contained 0.7 percent WO3. 


In view of the results to date, Wade, Bardill end I agreed 
that further work on the new adit level is not warranted. We 
further agreed that work on the old adit level seems justified. 
The nature of the work to be done in Stage ii is adequately 
represented in the original contract, except that the portion of 
the work designated for the new level should not be authorized. 
The monies available for the new level should be held in the 
contract to provide for further work on the old level, if necessary, 
when the planned work of Stage II is completed. ThIs will require 
en amendment, but the amendment should not be prepared until the 
work already authorized is completed.
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The 70 odd. feet of work remaining in Stage E will be 
completed by about October 1, so that if the Field Team does not 
wish to authorize the modified Stage II proposed here, they should 
notify both Mr. Wade and me in time to stop the workers before 
they commence Stage II.

A routine inspection was made of the subject property, 
August 7, 1953, accompanied by Mr. Brophy, mine foreman. Mr. 'W. R. 
Wade, co-partner, was out of town. 


A Brunton and tape survey was made of the Railroad Grade 
Tunnel. Later, Mr. Brophy found Mr. Wade's transit survey notes, 
which checked with the Brunton survey. The bearings and distances 
are given below.

Raise No. 1 is approximately 13 feet long at about plus 50 
degrees, striking roughly N. 25° E. Raise No. 2 is about 47 feet long, 
strikes about N. 40° E., inclined approximately plus 60 degrees, and 
holes through at surface. The top 10 feet of the raise is vertical. 
See attached sketch map. 


During July, 60 feet of raises and 48 feet of drifting was 
completed by a two man crew. A mucking machine has been rented which 
should materially increase the daily footage. 


Several check samples were taken in the channel sample cuts 
of the Operator. Assay results are not yet &vailable.

A bed of scheelite-bearing rock was cut in both raises 
but appeared to be quite low grade. Two more roundswere tobe 
blasted in the short drift at No. 1 raise, then plans were to move 
to the lower Prentiss adit to complete drifting, crosscutting, and 
raisprovided under Stage I of the contract. Some retimbering will 
be necessary near the portal of the adit. The contract did not provide 
for rail, water and air pipe so that it will be the responsibility of 
the Operator to provide these materials. Contingency funds are 
available for labor to install the rail and pipe.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report cpn-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonIhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-


•tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Moithly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations; Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

Inspection of the Ottawa Tungsten: property was made on July 19, 
1953, in company with Mr. W. R. Wade, co-partner. 


Since the time of Mr. Wade's monthly report. and transit survey 
of the tunnel along the granite- .calc .! .silicate hornfels contact, the 
tunnel has been advanced an additional 25 feet S. 33 W. in calc-silicáte 
rock, and a stub drift has been driven about 15 feet 5. 60 E. from the 
face shown on Mr. Wades map along the contact with the granite. In the 
S. 33 W. extension of the main tunnel, the caic-silicate rock is cut 
by a 5. 25 E. 10 N. trending shear zone about 20 feet from the present 
face; the rock contains sparsely disseminated very fine-grairied 
scheelite above the shear zone but is not mineralized below it. The 
stub drift is entirely in calc-silicate rock with sparsely disseminated 
very fine grains of scheelite. 


Mr. Wade intends to begin raising in this tunnel and has pro-. 
posed raises at two locations, one at the face shown on his map and 
one at the face of the stub drift. A third short raise was suggested 
where the flat èhear goes into the back of the tunnel about 10 feet 
from the present face. 


Hr. Wade has not yet channel sampled the walls of the tunnel 
but has been taking muck samples from each round in cab-silicate rock 
containing apparent scheelite. Assays of these samples range from 
0.008 percent W03 to 0.18514 percent W03, and average 0.1014 percent WO. 
To determine the presence of any higher grade zones that should be 
explored, Hr • Wade was requested to take systematic channel samples of 
the walls at the earliest opportunity.

A routine inspection of the Ottawa Tungsten property was 
made on June 25, 1953. 


Mr. E. W. Buel, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 
inspected the subject property on Nay 5, 1953. At the time of Mr. 
Buel' s inspection, work preliminary to underground exploration had 
been completed. On Nay 6, 1953, the railroad grade drift was begun 
as a part of Stage I of the contract. 


The railroad grade drift was originally laid out to be 
driven in a southeasterly direction. Surface bulldozing has since 
revealed that the quartz monzônite-limestone contact has a general 
strike of 5. 350 W. in the vicinity of the proposed working. Mr. 
Wade, co-partner of the Ottawa Tungsten Co., recognized this fact 
and correctly began his underground exploration in a southwesterly 
direction,


At the time of my inspection, 13-1/4 feet of cover had been 
removed to establish the portal site and 85.7 feet of actual underground 
drifting, 5'x7' cross section, was completed. Mr. Wade was informed 
that one-half of the initial 13-1/4 feet that had to be removed for 
the portal site could be charged to the project at a cost of $34.00/ft. 
as is allowed for drifting in the contract. Three sets of timber were 
installed at the portal site over a distance of 10 feet. 


A brunton-.tape survey of the drift was made. Survey tags 
USBM 243, 244 and 245 were placed in the underground working. Mr. Wade 
attempted to hold his drift on the limestone-quartz monzonite contact 
at all times, and the resulting working is consequently a series of

sharp turns. He was informed to hold his drift on a general S. 350 w. 
strike as it is impossible to hold the contact in the drift at all 
times, due to the presence of fingers of intrusive that make the 
contact irregular. 


A crew of two miners is doing the drifting at the project. 
Their work cycle consists of drilling, blasting, and hand mucking a 
round per shift. An average of 3-1/2 feet of advance is made per 
shift.


Work completed to date under the contract consists of the 
following: 


1. Installation of a l6?x4	 compressor shed at the railroad 
grade portal site. Cost:. $1234.28 


2. Initial rehabilitation and repairs.
Cost: $178.50 


3. Bulldozing - 62 hours	 $12/hr.
Cost: $744.00

Cost: $3141.60 


10' of timber in drift @ $7.80/ft.
Cost: $78.00


The southwesterly strike of the limestone-quartz monzonite contact 
should carry the exploration drift on the railroad grade level to a 
point directly above the end of the old adit. Approdmately 220' of 
drifting on the railroad grade level is needed to reach this point. 
Tungsten mineralization is evident in the old adit at the face. 
Consequently a raise holing through from the end of the old adit 
should be considered. Such a working could later be used as an ore 
pass and would also serve to better ventilate both levels. This work 
if it were deemed feasible would be performed at a later stage in the 
contract in lieu of one of the raises already prescribed. 


There was no provision made in the contract for the installation 
of pipe and rail in the 300' old ad.it. It was apparently omitted 
through oversight. At such time as this work must be done, it is 
recommended that the contract be amended providing payment for this 
work. The unused portion of funds provided for bulldozing and initial 
rehabilitation would suffice as a source from where the money could be 
transferred.

At the 
time of my visit, work being done consisted of drifting approximately 
along the granite-cale-silicate bornfels contact from the old railroad 
grade.


Since the last inspection of the property, this tunnel has been 
driven about 60 feet trending about S. 3O JiO W. parallel to the granite-
bornfels contact and crosscutting hornfels beds that trend about NW and 
dip 350 NE. The tunnel is now being turned about south to intersect the 
contact. With the exception of a granitic dike cut near the portal, the 
tunnel crosscuts beds of caic-silicate hornfe1s containing considerable 
finely disseminated scheelite and sparse to moderately abundant scheelite 
crystals to about one-fourth inch in max1xwm dimension. Mr. Wade has 
been taking systematic samples of the ore, but no assay returns were 
available at the time of my visit.;

The subject property was inspected in company with R. A. Weeks 
and A. Campbell, Geologists, Geological Survey, on May 5, 1953. Mr. 11. R. 
Wade, co-partner, accompanied the Ecamining Team. 


Work accomplished since the last inspection of March 14, 1953, 
is as follows:


1. A 16 x 24 fOot house, for the compressor, was moved a 
distance of about a mile and installed at the future adit 
site on the railroad grade. 


2. Ecjuipment installed were a Gardner-Denver 100 H.P. 
electric compressor with a displacement of 360 cu. ft., 
a receiver with a capacity of approximately 435 Cu. ft., 
and miscellaneous air and electrical lines. 


3. Approachway and cut "G" (see attached map) was bulldozed 
for a distance of 380 feet. Measurements of the trench proper 
are 50 feet in length, 15 feet in width, and 2 feet in depth. 


4. A portion of the bulldozer time was spent in helping the 
Montana Power Co. crew put in a.. power line from the main 
13,000 volt line to the compressor house. 


About 33 hours of bulldozing time were expended since the last 
inspection. Total bulldozing time used to date amounts to 77 hours, 
leaving 23 hours remaining under the contract. 


An examination of the trenches showed that they were generally 
too shallow and too close together. Topography prohibits adequate spacing 
of the trenches above Cut Gtt.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project' is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report cOn-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are. blan,k lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as ieported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. \ "Operating Equiment', "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildinslmprovements, etc.", willbë distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the \contact. A space for emarkshas been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit casts.	 .	 .

Work under the DMEA contract was begun March 14, 1953. 
An inspection was made of the work wLth Mr. W. R. Wade, co-.partner, 
on April 3, 1953. No work was being done at the time of my visit. 


Work accomplished since the beginning of the contract is 
as follows:


1. A roadway/prospect cut from the old railroad grade 
towards the site of the old adit on the Richmond claim was 
bulldozed for a distance of 269 feet at an average depth of 
2.5 feet.


2. An adit site of approximately 2,000 square feet was 
excavated on the old railroad grade. 


3. An area measuring 13,000 square feet was cleared of 
second growth timber and underbrush for a power line right—of-
way.


4. A trench was bulldozed for a distance of about 280 feet, 
at an average depth of 3 feet, above and transverse to the old 
railroad grade.. 


5. Two trenches, one measuring 200 feet and the other 
approximately 700 feet, were bulldozed below and, parallel to the 
roadway. These trenches were cut at the expense of the Operator 
and are not included as work performed under the DI'EEA contract. 


Total amount of trenching completed under the contract is 
44 hours.

An old barn 16x24x20 feet has been braced for movement from 
the townsite of Marysville to the excavated adit site. A moving 
contractor has been contracted to move the housing to the adit 
sIte, a distance of about 1 mile. The building is to be used 
principally to house the compressor, 


The Operator had to cease work on the project because of the 
freezing and thawing, and snow conditions which made bulldozing 
operations difficult to perform. Some minor repairs were needed 
on the bulldozer, These repairs were principally the building up 
of the tracks and the installation of a shoe on the dozer blade. 


The equipment used for the trenching was a D-7 caterpillar 
bulldozer. 


The tactite zone exposed in the railroad grade cut did not 
show in the roadway/prospect cut which is closebyto the railroad 
grade cut. Another cut about 50 feet downslope from the roadway/ 
prospect cut uncovered the tactite zone displaying approximately 
7 feet of tungsten ore. Another cut placed 50 feet downslope from 
this ore showing did not encounter the tactite zone. A trench placed 
uphill from the railroad grade exposed a tactite zone containing a 
small tungsten ore showing. 


No map was made of the property because of time limitations, 
and Mr. Wade, a competent mining engineer, said he was preparing a 
sketch map of the property and would submit a copy of the map to the 
Examining Team. To date, no copy of the map has been received. 


The work is being carried on in a workmanlike manner.

The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and

(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract.

ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 


(1) I,idependent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supe'rviion, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


•(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums.

My letter was in answer to a letter from Mr. Wade dated 
November 2, 1952, a copy of which is enclosed. It will be noted that 
Mr. Wade was concerned with the pending field examination of which he 
had been advised in your letter of September 22, 1952 . My answering 
letter was merely an attempt toallay Mr. Wade's concern on this field 
examination and to advise that we had made our examination, forwarded 
our reports to Washington, D. C., and would not make an additional 
exmination unless requested by Washington officials. I erred in that 
I did not consult the Field Team's letter of October 27, which forwarded 
the field reports and proposed contract to Washington, and did not 
advise Mr. Wade that when you wrote him on September 22 you had not 
received the field reports. At the time I wrote Mr Wade I knew there 
was a considerable time-lag between the date on which the exemina.tion 
was made and the date the • field reports were forwarded to Washington, 
D. C., but I assumed Mr. Wade would be content merely to know all field 
reports had .been forwarded from this office. The delay in forwarding 
the reports was brought on by the fact that neither the application nor 
the field report contained a map useable as a contract map; consequently, 
we had to inform our field men in &rntana of the required data and then, 
after these data had been accumulated and returned, draft the map, all 
of which took time. 


In regard to my statement that we felt Washington had sufficient 
information on hand to render a, decision on the subject application, my 
intent was that our reports contained all the information available at 
the field office.

We have reviewed the opinion of coune1 submitted 
with your letter dated October 27., 1952 ,' to Kr, George 
Selfridge and regret that we are still in doubt concerning 
the validity of the lease which you hold on the property 
In question, 'for the purposes ot an exploration project con-
tract The validity of your lease rests upon section 93-2829 
of the Montana Revised Code, 19k7, Counsel's opinion states, 
in effect, that the lease of the 9/l6ths interest grants you 
the same rights held by the grantor's of the interest, end 
therefore, under the statute cited,' you may exercise as a 
lessee the sa*e statutory right's of a cotenant, eubject to 
the same statutory obligations, ' for the period stated in 
your lease. however, the case cited by counsel in support 
of the proposition that a cotenant may contract with refer-. 
ence to the use of common property, (Ayotte V. Nadeau, 32 
Mont. 98,8] Pse, 15 (1905)) as we reid it, states that 
cotenants may contract with each other with reference to 
the common property. It does nOt support the position 
that a'cotenant may lease to. a third party who is not a 
coteflant the use of all the land for a fixed period to the







oxoluBion during that :period of other cotenants, Moreover, 
the 5th Decennial Digest, Tenancy in Coanion, key 9, referred 
to in the opinion, cites Snother' Montana deci.sion which, from 
a reading of the comment on that case in the Digest, does not 
support the proposition in the opinion of Counsel. See page 
95 of 5th Decennial Digest, citing Rist v Toole County, 159 
P. (2d) 3k0, 117 Mont. k26 (191). 


Xn summary, the statute cited in your lease permits 
a cotenant to mine the common property. This is a re1axa-
tion of former Montana law to the contrary. The statute does 
not specifically authorize leasing of the property, and the 
opinion of counsel does not persuade us that leasing is per-
nutted under that statute 


The foregoing is not, nor is it intended to be, 
either an opinion on the validity of your lease or an opinion 
on the law of cOtenanoy in the state of Montana. It is mere-
ly comment based upon a review of these legal authorities cited in the opinion referred to us on the subject. 


Therefore, in the present state of the record, it 
has not been demonstrated that you have a sufficient interest 
in property for the purposes of the exploration project con-
tract which you have proposed. 


We shall be pleased to review further legal author-
ity on the question involved if you should choose to submit 
any.

ARTICLE 4. Perfo'rmnance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by mdc-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for . the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 


(1) Independent eontracts.—Payments to independent contractors under indepemlent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs ii:i Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and- related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums.

Summary, Conclusions, and. Recommendations 


The applicant proposes to explore a zone of scheelite -bearing 
tactite beds in a hornfels sequence at and. near the contact of a thick 
diorite dike. Exposures in the zone are limited to one 300-foot adit 
of slight crosscut value and. one shallow bulldozer cut. The showing 
warrants further exploration. It is therefore recommended that a con-
tract be drawn up along the line suggested in the body of this report. 


General 


On July 28 R. A. Weeks and I examined the Prentice group of 
claims (specifically the Richmond lode, Survey no. 1753, and the June 
location, which joins the Richmond to the east) on the sOuth side of 
Ottawa Creek, about one mile east of the center of Marysville, in Lewis 
and. Clark County, Montana. These claims are in the western part of 


- Sec. 31, T. 12 N., R. 5 W. and the eastern part of Sec. 36, T. 12 N., 
R. 6 W.; they are crossed by the all-weather Marysville to Helena 
highway and by a 7,000'volt power line. W. R. Wade and Herbert Obendorf, 
applicants (d.b.a. Ottawa Tungsten Company), accompanied us on the 
examination. A total of 8 hours was spent on the property. During 
this time a short adit was mapped and examined with an ultra-violet 
lamp, exposures In a bulldozer cut as well as dump and. float rock were 
examined with an ultra-violet lamp, and the amount and method of explo-
ration was discussed with the applicants. 


The applicants are experienced in the field of exploration 
and mining and are entirely capable of undertaking the proposed project. 
W. R. Wade, a well-known and reputable Montana mining man, was formerly 


- associated with Phelps-Dodge in a supervisory capacity and with 
John Hays Hammond as a partner. In more recent years he has successfully 
operated the Drumlummon gold mine at Maryaville. Herbert Obendorf' has 
had a variety of' managerial experience. The applicants hold the June, 
July, and Mosq.lMto Bar claims by location (recorded In Book 28, pp. o8-
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10, County Recorders office, Helena, Montana), and have a lease and. 
option to buy 9/16 interest in the patented Richmond. (Survey no. 1753), 
Wood.chopper (Survey no. 1752), and Prentice (survey no. 1752) claims. 
The whereabouts of the owner or owners of the remaining 7/16 Interest 
in the above listed patented claims is unknown. The lease and option 
appears to be valid under Sec. 93-2829 of the Revised Codes of 
Montana, 1911.9. If the owner or owners of the 7/16 interest cannot be 
found, possibly the applicant's personal guarantee can be substituted 
for the usual "Owner's Consent to Lien." 


Description of- Property 


The principal part of the property is on the timbered and 
moderately steep south slope of Ottawa Creek. An abandoned railroad 
grade, passable to truck, leads from the adit on the Richmond claim 
(see nap accompanying application) to the Druth.lunmion Mill on the 
outskirts of Marysville, a d.istance.of about 2,000 feet. There are no 
surface facilities on the property; however, a Montana Power Company 
7,000 volt line crosses just below the adit. Workings consist of an 
ad.it, 305 feet long and a shallow bulldozer cut (see applicant's map). 
The adit is saId to have been driven at least 50 years ago in an 
attempt to crosscut the Drumlummon gold vein. Scheelite was first 
observed in this adlt a few years ago, but no attempt to explore or 
develop the showing has previously been made. 


Geology 


The property is underlain by carbonatic sediments of the 
pre-Cambrian Helena dolomite. These sedimentary rocks have been 
metamorphosed to dense, light-colored d.iopside hornfelses, which 
locally have been replaced by dark coarser-gralned silicate rock 
(tactite) that contains scheélite. A thick north-trending dike of 
fine-grained diorite cuts the hornfelsed dolomite on the June and 
Richmond claims (see applicant' a map), and thin tongues of d.iorite 
cut It in the adit (see geologic map). The east margin of the 
Maryaville stock is 1500-2000 feet west of the adit. 


Exposures on the part of the property under consideration 
are limited, to those in the adit and a few In the old railroad grade 
60 feet above the adit. The adit cuts at a low angle aôross the 
hornfels beds. Because of minor faults and broken zones it was not 
possible to determine the exact thickness of beds crosscut; 25 feet 
is believed to be a reasonable estimate. Within this 25..foots..thIck 
zone three or more beds, each up to 2 feet thick, are more or less 
persistently replaced by tactite with some scheelite. Sporadic 
scheelite also occurs in less persistently replaced beds and. in narrow 
and generally steep fractures that cross the beds at sharp angles. 
Scheelite Is also present In two conspicuous fractured zones that are 
veined by coarse calcite, but It is probable that the scheelite may 
be older than the calcite that is abundant in these two zones • The 
greatest concentration of scheelite in the adit is In a zone 90 feet 
long between two narrow diorite dikes (see geologic map). In the
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northern part of this zone one bed. up to 1 foot thick and. another up 
to 1.5 feet thick, may average about 0.5 percent W0. These two beds 
are separated by several feet of very low-grade horfe1s. In the 
southern part of the zone is the richest bed exposed. underground.. A 
composite of 2 samples taken by the applicants averaged 1.7 feet at 
1.117 percent W0. This high-grade bed. is overlain and underlain by 
weakly mineralied hornfels with sporadic streaks of higher-grade 
rock. In the soutbmost 30 feet of the ad.it at least three distinct 
mineralized. bed. zones angle across the drift. These range up to 3 
feet in thickness and. up to 0.14 percent in estimated content of W03. 


The most impressive showing on the property is a bed. exposed 
in a recent bulldozer cut along the old railroad grade. This bed crops 
out about 6o feet vertically and. 50 feet stratigraphically above the 
mineralized. beds in the adit (see applicant's map). It is exposed for 
a length of about 20 feet from diorite contact to cover of overburden. 
In this distance it averaged. between 2 and. 2.5 feet in thickness and. 
probably contains at least 1 percent W0 3 . Channel samples cut across 
this zone by the applicants ran 1.17 percent and. 0.91k. percent W0 3; a 
bulk sample of it taken to the Montana School of Mines for metallurgical 
testing assayed 11.7 percent W03 . The writer took two samples from this 
showing, one a chip sample across the bed at 2 ran. places, assayed. 
1.112 percent W03 and the other a random grab of about 20 chips from the 
bulk ore pile sorted. out from the bulldozed material which assayed 
0.511 percent W03. 


The area outlined. for exploration by the applicants appears 
to be geoloicaUy favorable for the occurrence of scheelite. There 
is no reason to believe that all--or even the best--occurrences have 
been exposed in the old. adit driven to crosscut a gold vein and. in the 
one shallow surface trench dug in search for scheelite. These workings 
do suggest, however, that the best grade of ore may be closely related. 
to bodies of diorite, and. that a number of beds or groups of beds may 
have been mineralized. when they were in the proper environment. 


Although the higher grade beds that are exposed are 
relatively narrow (0.5 to 2.5 feet at 1 percent W03 or better), the 
amount of scheelite present and its localization within certain zones 
iscbnsidered adequate to justify further exploration. Furthermore, 
the possibility exists that a substantial tonnage of ore approximating 
0.25 percent W03 might be revealed. by further exploration. 


The applicants map appears to be essentially correct; several 
matters of interpretation, however, should be commented. upon briefly: 


(1) On the plan, the red coloration is indicative of ore zone and. 
not of a continuous minable ore bed. or ore body. Also the surface 
ore at the diorite contact appears to be a single bed. from 2 to 2.5 
feet thick, as noted. above, rather than 3 beds as shown by the 
applicant. The dip here also appears to be 15° or 20° east. The 
diorite contact is based on float on a heavily, timbered. and. mantled 
slope and is therefore subject to revision.
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(2) On cross-section B-B, again only one bed. is known at the 
surface and. the dip does not appear to steepen at the contact as 
shown. The mineralized fissures emanating from a postulated 
underlying body of "granite" (d.iorite) are also interpretive; how-
ever, it should. be noted thatmineralized. steep fissures in hornfels 
and tactite do occur in the adit. 


(3) In the vertical cross-section along the ad.it, the solid red. 
color again denotes ore zone rather than continuous ore body or ore 
bed.


Ore Reserve 


The limited exposures are insufficient to outline any tonnage 
of measured or Indicated ore. The tabular body exposed at the surface 
may conservatively be inferred to contain at least 50 tons of 1 percent 
W03 ore and the principal showing in the adit may be inferred to contain 
at least 75 tons of 1 percent WO. In addition, lower grade zones in 
the adit probably contain several hundred tons of rock that average at 
least 0.25 percent WO3. 


Recommended Exploration 


In the application (see applicant's map) it is proposed to 
extend. the adit, crosscut east and west from the best showing in the 
ad.it, sink a winze below the adit, drive two raises above the adit, 
drift along the diorite ("granite")-hornfels contact, and periodically 
crosscut and raise from this drift; some bulldozer trenching is also 
proposed. The total estimated cost of this work is about $91,000. 


The writer believes that a more limited program, set up in 
two stages, would be more desirable. This has been discussed with the 
applicants and the following mutually acceptable program has been 
worked out. It is hoped that all of the recommended work, except the 
bulldozing, construction, and assaying, can be done on a unit cost 
basis.

This responds to your *emorndum to me dated 
August 2, which asks the question whether the &bove-described 
applicant, holder of a lease for a ten of 10 years executed 
by the owners of * 9/i6th interest ifl land located in Montana, 
may, under the ciroastanoes dscribed in the lease, qualify 
for a 1RA contract. 


We understand from the recitals in the lease, that 
the heirs of the 7/l6ths interest in the land cannot be located. 
Th. legal autbo1'itT relied upon by the lessors to enter into the 
l**se is cited in th. lease as section 93.2829 of the Montana 
Revised Code, 19k7, annotated. This section provides, in per 
tinent part, as follows: 


'* provided, that nothing herein cont*ined 
shall prevent one cotenant 	 or any nu*br of 
cotensnt$	 acting together less than all, from 
entering on the comeon property ' and enjoying 
*11 rights of occupancy of the property, without 
wast and in the ease of mining property, from 
mining the same in a ain.rlik. manner, and eztr*ct 
ing, milling, and disposing of the or. from th 
Comeon property	 subject to accounting to the 
nonjoining cotøn*nt	 toi the net profits of such 
mining operations ••" 


A literal reading of this statutory provision indicetes 
that some of the cotenants may occupy and mine all of the property 
and account to the absent cotenants. The provision, however, is 
silent as to the right of a cotenant to lease the entire property, 
and for a term of 30 years. An examination of th. annotations 
to th. statute does not enlighten us on this point.

Proiosa1: It, is proosed to drift and cro5scut 1,100 feet from the 
Richmond adit (300 feet long), to drive 4 raises totaling 300 feet, 
to sink a 50-foot 'winze, and to trench the surface with a bulldozer. 


Geology: The geolor and ore deposits of the Marysvifle district, 
Montana have been described in the following publications of the 
Geological Survey, none of which mention tungsten: 


Prof. Paper 57: Geolor of the Marysville Mining District, by 
J. Barrell, 1907. 


Bulletin 527: Ore deposits of the Helena mining region, by Adolph 
Knopf, 1913. 


Bulletin 842: Metalliferous deposits of the Greater Helena mining 
region, 1933. 


Scheelite was first identified in the district in 1941, and 
about 6 localities were examined in 1942 by Adolph Knopf for the 
Geological Survey. The deposit in the Richmond adit (DNEA 2658) was 
recognized at that time. No tungsten production has been made from 
the district, and the known tungsten occurrences have not previously 
been considered to be ore.

At the Richmond adit, scheelite in tactite is present in 
thin flat beds for a distance of 190 feet. The mineralized bed is 
1 to 3 feet thick. The applicant reports that 2 channel samples 
taken alongside a dike assayed 0.7 and 1.1 percent of W0.; the assayer 
is not specified, and a thorough sampling job was not done. 


Comment on proposed exploration. The cost of the proposed exploration 
is much greater than seems warranted by the information available 
about the occurrence of tungsten in the district. It appears that 
about 2000 feet of diamond drilling from the surface wou3sl provide 
more information at a much lower cost. It is questionable whether 
the structure of the limestone is sufficiently well known to be 
reasonably sure that the ore bed is not offset above or below 
the adit level. 


Proposed supervision costs are excessive. 


Recommendation. The legal prob].em concerning the title to the property 
should be investigated first to determine what steps, if any, are 
necessary to satisiy DMEA requirements regarding property rights. 
The applicants hold a lease aril option on 9/16 interest, and the 
remaining 7/16 is in an estate the heirs to which are unknown. 


Second, I suggest that the eld Team be requested to examine 
the property, sample the adit, and any outcrope of ore, investigate 
the geologic structure, and comment on the feasibility of diamond 
drilling.

The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is. desired have been outlined in the 
form There are blank lines, however for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the 'Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-' 
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items 'on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Preparation of Form MP-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applieable 
places on Form 104A should be ,fihled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnisl the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

• tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and' Prog-
ress Rep'ort.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


'(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
thenarrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator . should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive . Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparat'ion of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Retort 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent shôuld'sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article .
