The subject examination was made September 9, 1952 in
connection with an application for exploration assistance made by
4. K. McDonald, J. E. Ettien and P. D. Hanifen all of Philipsburg,
Montana.

RECQMMENDATIONS

It is recommended ti',hlat“thé application be denied. The
grade of the manganese "ore" is low and the nature and size of the
pod-like bodies a&re such that they cannot be considered economic.

LOCATION AND ACCESS
