On July 1, 1953, A. L. Howland, P. R. Vail, and I examined
the Pine, Pine No. 1, and Sunshine mining claims in Sweetgrass County,
Montena. The field examination was made at the request of the Operating
Committee in its letter of April 16, 1953. We weré shown the property
by Dewey Whittaker, father of the applicant.

The location of the properties is as described in the docket.
Whittaker's suggested road to the properties follows a steep horse trail
vhich climbs 4,000 feet from the Boulder River gravel road in two air
miles. The foot of this proposed road is 30 miles from the railroad at
Big Timber. It would be difficult or impossible to keep such a road
open between November and April.

A small spring near the Whittaker cabin site, and above the
development work on the Pine Claim, is reported to run all year, but at
the time of examination it was concealed by a snow bank. The water from
Bobcat Creek, mentioned in Whitteker's application, is 1,900 feet in
‘elevation directly below his workings. Water from a smell lake at the
head of Bobecat Creek would require a pumping 1lift of 500 feet over s
distance of 13 miles. Whittaker has dropped a small compressor and ore
car to the property by parachute, but neither of these was in use at
the time of the examination. :

The Sunshine and Pine No. 1 claims have no development work

except discovery pits, and no visible ore deposits. According to

- Dewey Whittaker, assays from the discovery pits are negative of nickel
and platinum. Development work on the Pine claim consists of an inclined
drift, reported to have been driven 30 feet, but now caved at the portal,
and a shovel cut 6 feet wide and 60 feet long. The claim is on a 4O
degree slope on the north side of Bobcat Creek. Whittaker proposes to
drop down the slope 1,600 feet in elevation and drive a haulage way under
?he present development site on the Pine claim, but as indicated below,
it is impossible to estimate the length of this drift since no target
is in sight. ' :

"The prospect has not been in production and no ore is visible
in the cut or in the excavated material from the shaft. The workings
are in a layer of harzburgite about 350 feet above the floor of the
Stillwater complex, and not in the chilled gabbro zone of the complex
nor in the hornfels below, which are the rocks usually containing
disseminated nickel-copper-platinum sulfides. The face of the shovel
cut exposes a one-inch chromitite layer in serpentinized harzburgite.
Above the thin chromitite is a norite sill 2.5 to 4 feet thick. Both
these units are exposed for 40 feet in the cut, and in this distance
five small faults produce offsets of a few feet. To the south neither
the chromitite nor the sill can be traced actross outcrops of harzburgite.
To the north, both end on a larger cross fault. According to Dewey
Whittaker, the owner's assayed specimens were taken indiscriminately
across the face of the cut, and it is now impossible to correlate the
various rocks exposed with the assay values.

Although the only mineralization exposed in the face of the
cut consists of a few thin chromitite bands ranging from 1/8 of an inch
to one inch in thickness, eight samples were taken across the face to
test the nickel and platinum content (see accompanying map). These
samples very conclusively show the nickel-platinum mineralization to
be associated with the chromitite bands. It is believed that the
chromitite bands are, in turn, associated with the norite sill, which,
as previously stated ranges from 2.5 to 4 feet in thickness in this
area. The norite sill is not extensive in strike length and the
chromitite bands in the face of the cut and elsewhere are quite uniform
in thinness. The aggregate thickness of ‘the sill and associated
chromitite bands might be enough to mine; however, the chromitite bands
are so0 narrow that they could not be cobbed to ore grade even by careful
hand sorting. Furthermore, where seen elsewhere in the area, the
chromitite bands tend to maintain their narrow widths and there is,
therefore, little reason to believe they might thicken into commercial
ore bodies on the applicant's property.

The limited thicknesses of the ore-bearing chromitite bands,
the fact that these bands are cut off on both ends of the open cut by
large faults, and the improbability of the bands being extensive and
of their thickening into commercial ore bodies all rule against this
property being a favorable exploration site. Furthermore, exploration
would be prohibitively expensive because of the remoteness of the
property, and the difficulty of working on the property except for a
few months during the summer. For these reasons, the field examiners
recommend denial of the subject application.

Concentrations of nickel and copper occur within and immedi-
ately below the chilled basal norite of the Stillwater complex along
the entire 30 miles of its length. Pyrrhotite, chalcopyrite, and
pentlandite occur as scattered grains replacing norite and the hornfels
below it. The best exposure of sulphide concentrations is on the west
side of the Stillwater Valley, in the canyon of Verdigris Creek. In
this area the sulphides occur as disseminations and small massive pods
in hornfels, associated with satellitic norite sills. Certain primary
structural controls are believed favorable to sulphide accumulation in
this area, and these structural features are not known elsewhere in the
complex on the same scale. '

Only one analysis of these sulphides is known, made on a hand
specimen from a dump in the Verdigris Creek area. This is published in
Mont.

Development work on the Mouat properties on Verdigris Creek
and on the east side of the Stillwater River has been continued on &
small scale for a number of years. Prior to World War II development
work was also done on the Benbow Claims, at the head of Little Rocky
Creek, a tributary of the Stillweter River. To our knowledge, no ore
has ever been shipped from any of these properties.

As nearly as can be determined from the docket, Whittaker's
cleims lie about 13 miles west of the Verdigris Creek deposits, at an
elevation of sbout 9,500 feet.
