barren fault zone. 


As the property lacks significant mineralization and. the Ap-
plicant appears incompetent to actively carry on our exploration proj-
ect, further consideration of this application is not warranted.

Enclosed are the original end three copies of a memorandum 
from Mr. U. W. Fuller, Geological Survey, regarding a field examination 
of the Richard ?4illens property, Madison County, I'bntana. Mr. Fuller 
examined the subject property some time ago and had commenced to prepare 
his report when we received word that contracts not signed by April 15 
were not effective and that lead-zinc applications being processed were 
to be given no further consideration. At a subsequent date Mr. Fuller 
was transferred. from this office; consequently, when we received word 
to again resume processing lead-zinc applications Mr. Fuller was not 
available for consultation. The enclosed report has been prepared from 
Mr. Fuller' s notes and field maps. The report notes that the Mullena 
property exposes only scant mineralization which does not warrant further 
exploration. There is also some doubt as to whether the applicant is 
capable of entering into any proposed exploration program. 


The Field Team concurs with the field examiner and. recommends 
that the subject application be denied.

APPlICANT 


The applicant is Richard Mullens, Sr., of Nissler, Muntana. 


RECONMENDATIONS 


It is recoznmnded that the subject application be denied. 
There is insufficient 'n&neralization of economic in,ortance on this 
property to warrant governmsnt participation in any proposed exploration 
program.


INTROWCTION 


Two days were spent examining the applicant's property. The 
writer was acconanied for a brief period on the first day by Mr. Mullens 
and, a laborer, Mr. Ibn Sterner. The applicant 'a partner, Mr. Jesse 
Kisserinan, who apparently has little interest in the property, visited 
the property for a few minutes on the second day of the ex!ndnation. 


LOCATION AND PROPERTY 


The property consists of two unpatented claims, Apex No. 1 and 
Apex No. 2, in sec. 20, B. 8 W., T. 2 S., dison County, Mrntana. The 
claims are 3.6 miles east of Melrose, I'bntana, and are accessible by . a 
graveled county road that is kept open throughout the year. 


The Apex claims are owned by the applicant and his partner, 
Mr. Jesse ICisserman. The claims were recorded in the county courthouse 
at Virginia City, Muntana, on August ii, 1952, in Book 36, pages 531 and. 
533. Mr. t4ailens stated that the claims are recorded in his son's nams 
but that he possesses Power of Attorney for his son , s interests in the 
State of Zbntana. Mr. Mullens also stated that he has a lease on his 
partner's share of the claims and could obtain a Consent to Lien Agree-
ment if one was needed.
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DESCRIPTION OF TUE PROPERTY 


Surface facilities at the property consist of one 8- by 8-foot 
frame shack covering the vertical shaft, supposedly on the Apex No. 2 
claim. The shaft was mapped by the writer as being outside the Apex No. 
2 claim and. the erroneous claim location was called to Mr. Mullen' a 
attention. The shaft, reported to be 100 feet deep and lagged to the 
bottom, did. not appear safe and was not entered.. The shaft was sunk in 
1917 and the lagging has since rotted and failed. in places near the 
surface leaving it hazardous; however, it could be rehabilitated by 
replacing the timber.. 


One hundred feet southwest and approximately 20 feet lower in 
elevation than the shaft collar are several short adits. These adits 
were formerly interconnected. but are now caved. in places although open 
at the portals. The adits were driven to the south into a gently-sloping 
hillside and do not have more than 15 or 20 feet of backs. Mr. Mullens 
worked at the property in 1917 and. be reports that during that period 
1i or 5 tons of ore of unknown grade were mined from a 35-foot winze 
located near the portal of the upper adit. This winze has since caved. 
The ore was evidently too low-grade to ship at that time as it was 
tockpiled on the dump. .A grab sample of this stockpiled. niateria]., 


taken by the writer, assayed. 0.01 oz. Au, 9.14 oza. Ag, and 6.7 percent Pb. 


All mine workings have explored. a strong north-trending fault 
:one that displaces Cambrian and Ivonian shales and dolomites. This 
ault zone is for the most part completely barren of lead-zinc mineral-
:ization; however, locally there are smal l pods of goasanized material, 
some of which contain traces of lead-silver mineralization. The zone 
is too barren of lead-silver mineralization to warrant further exploration. 


The applicant has recently confined. his prospecting to some 
small open pits near the road. to Camp Creek. One of these pits exposed 
some very mni 1 stringers of ga].ena enclosed in a gossan zone. The appli-
cant reports that some of this material assays 1+0 oza. Ag, and 17 percent 
Pb; however, a grab sample taken by the writer from some of the stock-
piled material on the dump assayed Pr. Au, 2.5 oza. Ag, and. 2.5 percent 
Pb. Mineralization exposed in this pit does not appear to be structurally 
related. to that explored. by the other workings to the southeast (see 
accompanying map).


COMPETCE OF APPLICANT 


Mr. Mullens, the applicant, is 71 years old and. bothered. by a 
heart condition. He was apparently at one time a competent miner, but 
does not now appear to be capable of initiating or maintaining any type 
of an exploration program. From conversation it was gathered that he 
was not too well off financially and also that he does not have in mind. 
any particular exploration program that would. benefit the property. He 
seemed instead to be willing to have the field exAnriper propose a method. 
of exploration and that he, as the Operator, would do the work provided 
the Government provided. the necessary funds.
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In the face of the foregoing conditions, coupled with the 
geologic unfeasibility at the property, the writer recommends that no 
further consideration be given the subject application.
