No. DMA-1176X = Declined - (Uranium).

An spplication for DMA assistance on the Boulder Mercury
group was denied in 1951. Since then 300 feet of adit has been driven
to intersect a large chalcedonic vein zone which crops out at the crest
of & low ridge. Because this work has supplied no additional evidence
to indicate the possibility of a uranium deposit, the situation on this
group of claims is in no way different from when the original application
was denied. Therefore, I recommend that this second application also be
denied.

The writer has spent two field seasons mapping in the vicinity
of the Boulder Mercury group of claims. As a part of this study the
adit on the Boulder Mercury group was examined. It is situated in quartz
monzonite which is slightly sltered and cuts a few very smsll veinlets
(less than one inch) of chalcedonic silica. No esnomalous radioactivity
wes detected in the adit and no uranium minersls were recognized.

A few very weak radioactivity anomalies have been detected
along chalcedonic vein zones exposed at.the surface on this group of
claims, but they are too weak to warrant exploration.

The increase in counts per minute on & scintillometer in the
adit reported in the application can be duplicated in most mines in the
area and certainly the applicant's judgment is not good when he states
that "we..... have disclosed positive evidence of mineralizstion in
sufficient amount, in our judgment, to warrant further development."

I support the original denial and strongly recommend that this
second application be denied for the same reason: no evidence to indica.te
the possibility of a uranium ore body.
