The Applicant's description of the work proposed amd his
estimate of costs are plainly inadequate. Results of the work
done on the property by Applicant are inconclusive and lack
supporting sampling and assay data.

Mr. George E. Becraft's observations on the property and
the negative results of the five holes drilled by the Atomic
Energy Comission on the Atomizer and Redstone claims do not
encourage further exploration. Furthermore, many similar vein
structures have been extensively drilled in the Clancey area
by the Atomic Energy Commission, and underground exploration
programs have been conducted on five such wein structures,
without discovery of ore bodies.

It is recommended that the application be denied.

Subsequent to Becraft's
examination, diamond drilling by the Atomic Energy Commission on
the Redstone and Stomizer failed to encounter uranium mlnerallza-
tion of ore grade.
