The field team reports prepared by Weeks of the U. S. 
Geological . Survey and Bardill of the U. S. Bureau of Mines and. 
approved by Weissenborn indicate the Belle prospect is based on 
a narrow, but continuous vein structure which has some potentiality 
as a small producer. 


However, both Weeks and Bardill state that in their 
opinion the applicait is incompetert to plan or direct an explo-
ration program, and is possibly financially unable to assure her 
portion of the proposed program even at the too-low costs outlined.

While I was in Boulder, Montana on April 1 1i, I discussed 
several problems with Mrs. Jerlie Eckerson concerning her application 
for a DMEA exploration loan on the Belle mine • I had. previously mapped 
the accessible part of the Belle mine in September 1950, as a partT 
of the Boulder batholith projecfstud.ies, and. also mapped the surface 
in its vicinity. 


The geology of the Belle is shown on the accompanying map • 
The mine is near the mouth of Moose Creek, not far from the Callahan 
(Golden Age) mine from which considerable gold-silver-lead-copper 
ore has been mined. The Befle has a reported production of about 
$16,000 in silver-gold-lead ore. The structure at the Belle is a 
stronj vein trending slightly north of east and dipping about 75° south. 
By surface dozing and. prospect shafts, the structure has been traced 
on the surface for over 2,000 feet. It is mineralized throughout, wth 
galena and. secondary lead minerals found in most exposures. In the 
miri stopes, the ore averaged from to 12 inches in thickness in the 
part that I mapped, with vein widths up to 14 feet. 


The vein consists of quartz, carbonate (calcite, ankerite 
or inanganiferous ankerite?) pyrite, galena, sparse sphalerite, chalco-
pyrite, malachite, limonite, secondary lead carbonates and. rare tetra-
hedrite, in a bleached altered andesitic tufT. 


The mine is in a remote location. It is at an elevation of 
about 6,700 feet, in the valley of Moose Creek, a tributary of Wilson 
Creek and Crow Creek. The mine portal Is about 25 to Ii.O feet above 
creek level, at the toe of a glacial morainal deposit. The road to the 
mine passes over Bullock Hill at an elevation of 7,500 feet, along the 
divide separating Prickly Pear Creek from Wilson Creek. The road 
generally is not open to traffic before Jly, and. may close as early as 
September. Year-round operations have been conducted at the Callahai 
mine , but the camp was essentially isolated much of the year.

In the course of our conversation, the following information 
was reported by Mrs. Eckerson.
