Subject: Review of field examination report
The Field Team has recommended this application be denied.

Four adits on the property have partly explored the Zollars
vein over a strike distance of about 1,350 feet and for a vertical
distance of approximately 500 feet. The vein follows a narrow shear
or fault zone. The width of the vein varies from 4 to 42 inches,
but averages less than 26 inches.

Sampling by the Field Team on the No. 2 and No. 3 levels
indicated the width of mineralization ranges between 0.35 and 3.0
feet. However, the average width is less than 1.8 feet. The grade
locally is as much as 18,4% combined lead-zinc over a width of 2
feet, but in general the vein is so narrow that the average grade of
a 4 foot mining width would not permit profitable mining except as
a very small operation.

Sufficient exploration has been done to indicate the
marginal character of the ore deposit. The possible ore reserves on
the property are not large enough to support a mill on the property.
The 40 tons of ore produced and shipped during the swmer of 1952
probably are representative of the future summer season production
from this property.

I concur with the Field Teanm's conclusiohs and recommend
the applicant's proposal be denied.

I have reviewed the subject application and the field
team report recommending denial on the basis of an examination by
J. J.Quinlan (USGS). '

The Zollars property of the Oro Mining Syndicate is lo-
cated in the rugged Cabinet Mountains and is normally accessible
only during the summer months. The workings consist of four adits
which partially prospect the vein through a vertical range of 500
feet along a strike of about 1/k mile. The velin, which occurs in
the Snowshoe fault zone, was sampled by Quinlan in the No. 2 and
3 adits along some 360 feet of strike length, and found to average
about 1.7 feet in width. During the summer of 1952, lessees
shipped uq;5 tons of ore from two small stopes on the vein in the
‘No. 2 adit. Ore produced averaged 3.98 ounces of silver, 13.56
percent lead and 10.36 percent zinc and was worth $31.89 per ton
at the smelter. Royalty, freight and other costs reduced the net
return to the lessee to $1L4.52 per ton. Inasmuch as the smelter
values are more than double the average of the values in the ten
channel samples cut by Quinlan in the No. 2 adit, it is apparent
that the stoped area was rather carefully selected, and was not
typical of the vein in its entirety.

It is also evident that 2-foot widths of such relatively
high grade cannot be developed and mined economically at this
location and that no good purpose would be served in additional
discovery unless the ore widened appreciably so as to increase the
output per unit of development opening and per unit of labor. Mr.
Quinlan points out that the vein on the Zollars' property is not

productive Snowshoe mine as it is much narrower and has a trans-
verse strike to that of the Snowshoe structure.

INTRODUCTION

The Zollars property, formerly a part of the St. Paul
property, was examined July 10 and 11, 1954, with reference to
the subject loan application. Mr. A, L. Osborn, président
of the Oro Mining Syndicate, assisted during the examination.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Oro Mining Syndicate applica-
tion for Government assistance to explore the Zollars property be
denied. -

APPLICANT

The applicant is the Oro Mining Syndicate, Inc., Box 208,
Kellogg, Idaho. Officers of this corporation are A. L. Osborn,
president, David D. Lohoefer, vice-president, and Earl C. Chilcott,
secretary-treasurer.

The Oro Mining Syndicate is a small company. If a loan
were granted, the company intends to raise their share of the ex-
ploration costs from the sale of stock.

Mr. A. L. Osborn, president of the company, under whose
supervision the project would be carried out, is a man of practical
mining experience. He has been associated with the mining industry
for about 20 years as a miner, supervisor, and stockbroker. At
present he is employed by M, A. Cleek, a stockbroker doing business
at Spokane, Washington. It is believed that Mr. Osborn is fully
qualified to supervise a project such as proposed by the applicant.





LOCATION

The Zollers property is in Lincoln County, Montans, and is
about 1t miles south southwest of Libby, Montana. It is in the
heart of the rugged Gabinet Mountain on the south side of Snowshoe
Creek and is immediately east of the 0ld Snowshoe mine from which
there is a recorded production of over a million dollars. The _
altitude at the portal of the No. 3 adit is about 4,900 feet, and
most of the surrounding mountain peaks and ridges are over 6,000
feet in altitude, Snowshoe Peak, 5 miles west of the mine, is
over 8,700 feet in altitude.

The summer working season in this mountain area is about -
4 months, from the first of June through September. It would be
possible, but costly, to work through the winter months, and only
a large operation would justify winter work under such conditions.

The property is reached from Libby by following U. S.
Highway No. 2 seven miles south of town to the Forest Service road
leading up Cherry Creek; thence 8 miles on the Cherry Creek road
to Snowshoe Creek; thence 3 miles on a dirt road leading up
Snowshoe Creek to the Snowshoe mine and the Zollars property.

PROPERTY

The property consists of '3 unpatented quartz lode mining
claims: Fern, Faith,; and Topsy. These claims are recorded in
the office of the Lincoln County Recorder at Libby, Montana. The
application and lease agreement accompanying the application contains
a statement regarding book and page number where these claims are
recorded; however, there appear to be several discrepancies in the
statement. Thé point would have to’be clarified only if the
Government considered granting a contract.

The map submitted with the application shows the Zollars
cleim group with relation to other. claims in the area. The claims
shown on this map as belonging to the Zollars group are: Defender,
St. Paul, and St. Louis., Mr, Osburn states that the claims have
been relocated and the names changed. He further reports that the
Fern, Faith, and Topsy claims correspond respectively to the original
Defender, St. Paul, and St. Louis claims.

: The property is owned by Walter C. Zollars and Irene R.
Zollars of Libby, Montana. It is leased to the applicant under

the terms of a lease agreement dated July 16, 1954. A copy of this
lease agreement is a part of the appllcatlon

PAST PRODUCTION

During the summer of 1952 lessees shipped 40.5 tons of
ore from the No. 2 adit to the Bunker Hill Smelter at Bradley, Idaho.
Smelter return statements covering these shipments are a part of the
application. Tabulated below are the tonnage and grade of these
shipments,

At the time of these shipments the market price of lead
was $0.16 per pound and the price of zinc varied between $0.14 and
$0.15 per pound. The price paid for domestic-mined silver at the
time was $0.90 per ounce., The average net value per ton applied by
the smelter for this ore was $31.89 per ton. After deductions for
freight, haulage, representing fee, and 10 percent royalty to the
owners, the lessees' net proceeds from the sale of this ore amounted
to $14.52 per ‘ton. . :

There is no other recorded production from the property;
if any, it-is small. Outside the No. 2 adit level stopes which the
lessees worked in 1952 there is only one other stope of any signifi-
cance. This is near the portal of the No. 4 adit where a narrow
stope about 35 feet long extends above the adit level for a distance
of 15 feet,

MINE WORKINGS

The principal mine workings consist of four adits on the
south side of Snowshoe Creek. These adits prospect the vein on the
property at various points along the strike over a distance of
approximately 1,350 feet, and a vertical range of approximately 500
feet. The total length of the four adits is about 750 feet, of which
about 690 feet consist of drifts along the vein. Three of the four
adits, Nos. 2, 3, and 4, are shown on the map accompanying the
application. The No. 1 adit, which is not shown on the map, is
approximately 250 feet southeast of the portal of the No. 2 adit
and approximately 180 feet higher than the No, 2 adit. This adit
follows the vein for a distance of about 65 feet.

All adits were apparently drlven by hand work They are
relatively narrow, averaging about U4 feet wide.





GEOLOGY

'

The property is within the Libby quadrangle. The geology
and ore deposits of this quadrangle are described in U. S. Geological
Survey Bulletin 956 by Russell Gibson / This bulletin contains
detailed descriptions of the neighboring Snowshoe mine (pp. 110-112)
and the -St. Paul property (pp. 117-118), a part of which is now the
Zollars property. The author wishes to acknowledge that it has
been necessary to borrow freely information conteined in Gibson's
bulletin on the Libby quadrangle, particularly with reference to
the general geologic setting of the deposit.

The Snowshoe fault, one of the major faults of the Libby
quadrangle, crosses “the Snowshoe mine immediately west of the
Zollars property. The fault strikes north or within a few degrees of
north and, for the most part, is nearly vertical. In the vicinity
of the Snowshoe mine the rocks on the west side of the fault are
thick-bedded limestone and calcareous argillites of the Wallace
formation of the pre-Cambrian Belt series. The bedding in these
rocks generally strikes. N. 30° W., and dips at a moderate angle
to the southwest. East of the fault, on which side the Zollars
property is located, the rocks are quartzites and arglllltes of
the Ravalli formation of the Belt series., The bedding in these
rocks generally strikes north to northwest and dips at a moderate
angle to the east or northeast.

Several lead-silver-zinc mines and prospects are found
along the Snowshoe fault, the most important of which is the Snowshoe
mine. At the Snowshoe mine ore occurs within the principal shear
of the fault which is reported to attain a maximum width of 12
feet, though through most of the workings it is reparted to be
less than half that wide. The reader is referred to U. S. Geological
Survey Bulletin 956 for a more detailed description of the Snowshoe
mine. Although the close proximity of the Snowshoe mine, one of
the major past-producing properties of the Libby district, to the
‘Zollars property is of interest, it is not considered of major importance
as the vein exposed on the Zollars property is much smaller and its
strike is transverse to that of the Snowshoe fault.

The vein exposed on the Zollars property strikes N. 48°
to 70° W., and dips 35° to 80° SW, the average dip being about 65° SW.
The four adits on the property prospect the vein at various points
along the strike over a distance of approximately 1,350 feet and over
a vertical range of approximately 500 feet,

The vein exposed in these workings follows a small shear
or fault zone. At places in the No. 2 and No., 3 adits two distinct
branches of the vein are recognized (see map accompanying application
and map accompanying this memorandum). The vein varies in width from
4 to 42 inches but, for the most part, it is less than 26 inches wide.

The principal primary vein minerals are quartz, galena,
sphalerite, pyrite, and small amounts of chalcopyrite. The vein
is oxidized or partially oxidized, in a considerable portion of
Ythe workings. Only in the No. 4 adit and the last 60 feet of the
No. 2 adit has the vein not been appreciably oxidized., Where
oxidized the vein contains quartz, limonite, cerussite and, in
places, manganese oxides, gypsum, and small amounts of azurite and
malchite,

On Cherry Creek, ,approximetely a mile distant from the
Zollars property, Gibson g/reports that an adit follows for 600

feet a fault which is presumed to be the same fault structure

which the vein follows on the Zollars property. This adit was in-
accessible at the time of the examination. Gibson reports, however,
that the fault exposed in the adit on Cherry Creek strikes N. 62° to
72° W. and dips 65° SW. He further reports: '

"The fault zone contains 3 feet of breccia and 2 to 3
inches of gouge, both stained by limonite but containing
little sulfide.” 3/

RESULTS OF SAMPLING

During the examination the vein exposed in the No. 2 and
No. 5 adits was sampled at approximately 20-foot intervals. The
results of this sampling is shown on the map accompanying this
memorandum. Samples taken across the vein in the sulfide zone on
the No. 2 adit level averaged 1.1 feet in width, a trace gold,
2.6 ounces silver, 11l.4 percent lead, and 5.9 percent zinc. Samples
taken within the oxide zone in the No. 2 adit averaged 2.3 feet
in width, a trace gold, 0.9 ounce. silver, 5.1 percent lead, 1.3
percent zinc. In calculating this average, samples Nos. 132 and 133
across both splits of the vein have been considered as one sample;

~ also, it should be noted that sample No. 135 does not include the

entire vein, as a part of it is in the wall of the drift. With the
exception of that section of the vein exposed in the No. 3 adit from
the face to a point 60 feet back from the face, the samples taken in
this adit are very low grade. The samples taken within 60 feet of
the face averaged 1.8 feet in width, a trace gold, 1.7 ounces silver,
7.6 percent lead, and 1.8 percent zinc,

It is of interest to note the improvement in the grade of
the vein near the face of the No. 3 adit, as this area is directly
down dip from a part of the vein exposed in the No. 2 adit where
the over-all samples are much better than in the No. 3 adit.

It is evident from the samples that where the vein is
almost completely oxidized most of the zinc has been removed,
which is to be expected. In the case of lead it is assumed that
the assay results within the oxidized portion of the vein give a
fair estimate as to the original lead content of the vein before
oxidation. Therefore in evaluating the sample from the oxidized
zone one should consider that ore in the sulfide zone will also
contain some zinc. On the basis of the few samples in the sulfide
zone and the small production from the two stopes in this zone,
it is difficult to estimate the amount of zinc that can be expected
in the sulfide zone. However, on the basis of present informetion
it appears that the amount of zinc in the sulfide zone will be
slightly lower than the lead.

FACTORS TO BE CONSIDERED IN EVALUATING CHANCES OF
- COMMERCIAL PRODUCTION FROM THE PROPERTY

It is evident that the property has some merit as a
prospect. It is very doubtful, however, whether or not it can, .
in the foreseeable future, be of any economic interest. The vein
is relatively narrow, but sampling indicated that parts of it may
contain lead, zinc, and silver of some interest in the sulfide zone.

The ore shipped in 1952 came primarily from two small stopes
within the sulfide zone in the No. 2 adit. The ore mined from these
two stopes represents two small high-grade lenses within the vein,

In back of the larger of these two stopes, and the one from which

most of the production came (see map accompanying this memorandum),

the vein consists of two strands; the total width of these two

strands is only 0.9 foot. Also, the principal ore mineral in the

back of this stope is sphalerite, with lesser amounts of galena;
~whereas, the smelter settlements indicate that the ore stoped contained
more galena than sphalerite. The lessees were little interested in
the zinc because of the poor smelter settlements for this metal,.

It is, therefore, concluded that mining stopped for two reasons;

one, the vein probably narrowed and two, zinc increased. It is evident
from the smelter returns that at best the ore mined and shipped from
this narrow vein must be considered marginal.

No appreciable amount of ore could be produced by
attempting to mine small high-grade pockets of ore along the vein
and shipping it directly to the smelter, as was done by the lessees
in 1952. The cost of exploration and development would make such
an operation unfeasible.

In order for the property to be attractive at all, some
provision would have to be made to provide for milling facilities
SO as to mine a greater percentage of the vein than was done by
the lessees in 1952, However, the vein is small and work along it
to date indicates that it would not be possible to develop enough
ore to justify even a small mill for the property.






There are no custom milling facilities in the Libby
distriet, or near enough to be of any value to the property.
Also, there is little likelihood that such facilities will be
available in the foreseeable future,

EVALUATION OF APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL AND CONCLUSION

The applicant proposes to extend the No, 3 adit 200 feet,
in order to explore the vein under that area on the No., 2 adit level
from which the lessees shipped 40.5 tons of ore in 1952. In order
to facilitate work on the project, the applicant also proposed to
improve about one-half of the access road on the property to the
No. 3 adit and, also, to enlarge 200 feet of the existing No, 3
adit.

‘The proposed extension of the No., 3 adit would, for
the most part, probably explore the vein in the sulfide zone under
the best showing on the property. Although the applicant's pro-
posal is modest, it is believed that it would not result in a
significant discovery, as there is little likelihood of any
appreciable commercial production from the property in the fore-
seeable future. For this reason, it is recommended that the
application be denied.

The Snowshoe Mine lies in close proximity to the Zollars Group,

and indicetions are that the ore is contained in an offset shear
zone, emminating from the Snowshoe fault, The Snowshoe ore body
was developed and mined, showing & total vertical depth of approx-
imately 1500 feet by 800 feet in length and en average width of six
feet,

The following is from U.S.G.S. Bulletin 956, and describes the ore
zones and geology. : '

The Snowshoe mine is on the south side of Snowshoe Creek, about 3
miles above ite confluence with Big Cherry Creek, The mine hes

been idle for many years, and its workings are largely inaccessible,
Most of the following historical and statisticael information was
kindly supplied by C.H. Foot of Kalispell, Mont., one of the present
owners of the property. :

The Snowshoe group comprises four patented claims, the Chinook,
Snowshoe, Rustler, and Porcupine, The first prospecting was done in
1892, end the first important development began about 1900, when the
group was taken over by an English syndicate, the Pacific Northwest
Mining Corporation, Ltd. The total output to date has been about
130,000 tons ore, containing lead, silver, and gold, the net smelter
returns for which heve smounted to $1,086,000, There is 11,000 feet
of development work in the mine, and in 1934 it was said that 110,000
tons of ore_had been proved or partly blocked out. According to
MacDoneld,”> who visited the mine in 1905 when it was active, devdop-
ment work hed then opened the lode to a depth of 300 feet or more,
showing it to have an aversge width of about 7 feet.

Mr. Foot believes that at times as much as 40 -percent of the con-
centrates wes lost by inefficient milling, and MacDonald” ' remarks
that a large proportion of the gold, probably as much as $400 per
day, was lost in milling,

The vein material occurs in the fissured and sheared zone of the

The sulfides also spread out
from the veins aend form patches in the quartz, Thick and thin slices
of country rock alternate with the quartz veins and are commonly paral-
lel to them, @uartz and carbonate are the most abundant introduced
minerals in these horses of wall rock,

The shattered and brecciated condition of the quartz, as seen under
the microscope, and the preference of sulfides for the shattered quartz
indicate that movement took place along early formed quartz veins be-
fore the introduction of the metallic minerals, Slickensided messes
