The denial of the subject application is recommended by 
this Division based on the following information: 


1. The applicant proposed a five-stage program to explore 
the New Jersey patented claim, which adjoins on the north the 
west one-half of the Norwich claim. A swnary of the proposed 
program follows: 


a. 16 to 20 hours of bulldozing 


b. 100 feet shaft sinking, 600 feet drifting, and 200 
feet raising 


c. 100 feet shaft sinking and L1.00 feet drifting 


d. 100 feet shaft sinking and tj00 feet drifting 


e. 100 feet shaft sinking and 100 feet drifting


2. The New Jersey vein is enclosed tti.thin granitic rocks of 
the Boulder batholith and is traceable for about SOo feet in the 
central part of the claim. Both ends of the vein outcrop are in 
contact with an extrusive variety of rhyolitic7which covers and 
therefore conceals the vein. 


3. Three distinct strands of the vein can be recognized in 
the exposure made by a drainage ditch. For the most part these 
strands contain little vein material but are represented by zones 
of highly altered granite. The strongest strand of the vein con-
sists of a foot or so of manganese-stained quartz and an additional 
lj. feet of highly altered granite containing several sma:Ll isolated 
pods of manganese oxide. All samples taken from this location 
contained less than one percent Mn. 







14 • The surface indication of manganese along the New Jersey 
vein does not compare favorably with the surface indications 
along either the Norwich or Flutus veins. Although there are 
lean manganese areas along both the Norwich and Plutus veins, 
in general, the outcrops, trenches, shallow workings, and dumps 
along these veins are heavily stained with manganese oxLdes, 
This is particularly evident over productive areas. The stain-
ing along the New Jersey vein is, for the most part, very weak, 
and nowhere nearly comparable to the staining evident over productive 
areas of the Norwich and Plutus veins.

Subject: Review of Field Team examination report 


The Field Team has recommended the application be denied. 


Evaluation of the New Jersey vein was based on exposures 
in a shallow shaft, a road. cut and the results of sampling at 
several dumps from old workings along the indicated strike of the 
vein. All of the samples contain less than 10 percent manganese and 
though the outcrops along the vein are strongly stained with manga-
nese oxides the vein structure is not comparable to the nearby 
Norwich or Plutus veins. The New Jersey vein is not on strike with 
these veins and is comparable to them only insofar as it is a 
parallel vein structure carrying limited amounts of manganeSe. 


I concur with the Field Team' s conclusions, and recommend 
this application be denied.
