This cited application, dated November 13, l95L1., was received by 
this office on November 29, 195L. It was forwarded by the Executive Officer, 
Region I, Northwest District, and it was stated that Mr. R. A. Weeks, Geo-
logical Survey, had examined surface exposures of the property this summer, 
they would not schedule a field examination, and that a report would be pre-
pared soon on the feasibility of the project. 


The Applicant proposed to rehabilitate a building, timbering and 
clearing out of about 800 feet of the Hope adi.t, and raising about 183 feet 
from the Hope adit and 150 feet of drifts from raises. Total estimated 
cost 19,22.00. 


The Field Team report, dated April 22, was received by this 
office Ofl May 9. 


After careful study of this material and the numerous sections 
and maps which accompany the application, the Field Team concurs with Mr 
Weeks' recommendation for a denial. They state: 


"In the first place, the proposed work as described in the 
application and shown on the sections would appear to be 
development rather than exploration. Furthermore the Field 
Team feels that after studying the memorandum, and especially 
the quotations from Taylor's report, the work actually has 
libtle chance of success; the Hope tunnel is described as 
'a strong vein with small spots of copper ore . . . (and) 
these spots are not continuous, and there is no indication of 
any streak which might lead to ore bodies above.' 


"	 The deposit, as shown on the maps and sections, is badly 
cut up by complicated fault systems and the best part of the 
deposit has been mined out. This deposit is not far from the 
Comet mine, where it was proved that the lead-zinc-silver ore 
changed th low grade pyritic ore at depth, and the available 
information indicates that the same thing happens at the 
Baltimore property."
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We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team 
and the Conmiodity members of the USGS and USBM that this appli -
cation be denied.

The Baltimore mine from 1903 through 19145 is reported to 
have produced 22,800 tons of ore yielding 1,729 ounces of gold, 
273, 6142 ounces of silver, 130 tons of copper, 630 tons of lead and. 
1140 tons of zinc, amounts which would give a net smelter return of 
about $16 per ton at present. 


The mine was leased. by Mr. Louis Ikiera, December 31, 1953 
who has made application for DMEA assistance in rehabilitating 800 
feet of the Hope adit, and. the driving of a 183-foot raise with 150 
feet of subdrifts from the raise to develop ore believed to lie 
between the Hope adit level and. the 1400-foot level. 


The field. team in reviewing the application concluded that 
the proposed work, if successful in discovering and developing ore 
of expected grade, would only block out 14,500 tons worth about 
$85, 000 at the smelter. It is stated that the net recovery would be 
inadequate to pay mining costs, royalties and expioratcon costs. 


Although no breakdown of the probable mining cost is given 
and I am uncertain as to the reasonableness of the assumption of a 
5-foot ore width, I agree that the target area might more properly 
be the subject df development than exploration, and in any case is 
too limited an area to be o significance. The lack of economic 
mineralization on the Hope adit 1el and the similarity of the 
mineralization in the Baltimore mine to that in the nearby Comet 
mine further suggests the.improbab1ity of a worthwh.e ore discovery.

Subject: Review of Field Report 


It is to be hoped the recommended denial of' this application 
is based on much more and better information concerning the property 
than that suppliedby the report;, conflicting plans, and the sectIons 
of the application. 


The mine probably was operating when Paul Billingsley saw it 
in l96 and more workings open than since. He believed the widest 
part of the ore body pitched to the east and was cut pff by the North 
Falt. The reports do not indicate that a serious attempt has been 
made to find this faulted section and the work proposed in the applica-
tion concerns itself with the scattered strands of the faulted section 
below the Stope Fault. 


No Substantial operation is likely for this complex and 
faulted set of ore bodies but with better maps, and additional sections 
the applicant should better his chances of finding ore. Some short 
drill holes could help especially if No. 11. level is open. 


The conclusions of the Field Team as to the particular work 
proposed a:re sound and I concur with the denial recommendation.

After careful study of this material and the numerous sections 
and maps which accompany the application, the Field Team concurs with 
Mr. Weeks' recommendation for a denial. In the first place, the pro-
posed work as described in the application and shown on the sections 
would appear to be development rather than exploration. Furthermore, 
the Field Team feels that after studying the memorandum, and especially 
the quotations from Taylor's report, the work actually has little 
chance of success; the vein in the Hope tunnel is described as "a 
strong vein with small spots of copper ore . . . (and) these sts 
are not continuous, and there is no indication of any streak which 
might lead to the ore bodies above." 


The deposit, as shown on the maps and sections, is badly cut 
up by complicated fault systems and the bestpart of the deposit has 
been mined out. Later leasing operations have removed even the 
marginal edges of the ore body; moreover, although the memorandum 
mentions later mining at and above the 5 level, no maps are presented 
showing the geology and shapes of the ore shoots from which an estimate 
could be made regarding possible extensions on strike. This deposit is 
not far from the Comet mine, where it was proved that the lead-zinc-
silver ore changed to low-grade pyritic ore at depth, and theivailable 
information indicates that the same thing happens at the Baltimore 
property.
