Denial of the subject application is recommended 
by this Division, based on the following information: 


(1) The applicant, Now Mining Company, Inc., Box 210, 
West Yellowstone, Montana, requested exploration 
assistance to the amount of $36,250 for bulldozer 
stripping, diamond drilling,.and drifting. 


(2) The applicant is owner of the following unpatented 
mining claims: 


Now Nos. 1, 2; 3, and k, Lucky Strike, Gold Crown, 
and Emma Jean, located in Sec. 2 and 3, T. 3 S., 
R. 2 W., M.P.M., Norwegian Mining District, Madison 
County, Montana, and recorded in Book126 of the 
records of Madison County at Virginia City, Montana. 


(3) The proposed program is to explore a 300 ft. wide 
pegmatite zone which contains many small dikes and 
quartz stringers. No significant amounts of 
scheelite have been found in these dikes and 
stringers. 


(k) An adit on the southeast side of Preacher'Creek, 
• on the Now No. 1 claim, is driven 350 feet south-


east along a narrow, 1 to 31 ft. wide, quartz vein 
zone, which contains scattered sparse showings of 
scheelite. About 100 pits and shallow shafts have 
been dug to prospect the area between Preacher Creek 
and Canadian Creek, the next creek east of the adit 
portal.

(5) The Field Team concludes that there is little 
probability of making a significant discovery 
and recommends denial. The Commodity Divisions 
of the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines 
concur in the recommendation.

Introduction 


The Now property was examined by the author and Tom 
Huber of the U. S. Geological Survey on June 23, 1955. Mr. W. B. 
Whetstone, president of the Now Mining Company, assisted during 
the examination.


Recommendations 


It is reconimended that the Now Mining Company's 
application for exploration assistance be denied because the 
scheelite showings on the property are insignificant. 


Applicant 


The applicant is the Now Mining Company, Inc., Box 210, 
West Yellowstone, Montana. Officers of the company are W. B. 
Whetstone, president, E. N. Cheatley, vice-president, and Nina, 
Cheatley, secretary-treasurer, all of West Yellowstone, Montana. 


The Now Mining Company was organized in order to explore 
and develop the Now property.  


Location 


The Now property is in sees. 2 and 3, T. 3 S., R. 2 W., 
M. P. M., Norwegian mining district, Madison County, Montana. 
It is in the eastern foothills of the Tobacco Root Mountains on 
Preacher Creek. It is about 6 miles south of Harrison, Montana, 
the nearest point of supply, and 5 miles southeast of the old 
mining town of Pony.

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Property 


The Now property is reported by the applicant to 
consist of seven unpatented quartz lode mining claims: the 
Now No. 1, No. 2, No. 3, and No. 4, Lucky Strike, Gold Crown, 
and Emma Jean claims. The examination, however, was confined to 
an area on the southeast side of Preacher Creek in the vicinity 
of the Now No, 1 claim as it is within this area that the 
applicant reported most of the scheelite occurred, 


Working 


The principal mine working in the area examined is 
an adit 350 feet in length (see attached map) on the southeast 
side of Preacher Creek. In addition, numerous (approximately 
100) pits and shallow shafts have been dug in order to prospect 
the area between Preacher Creek and Canadian Creek, the next 
creek to the southeast.


Geology 


The area examined is principally underlain by quartz - 
monzonitic rocks of the Tobacco Root batholith. 


Sparce scheelite was noted in two structures: (1) in 
a vein exposed in the adit on Preacher Creek, and (2) in a large 
pegmatitic zone which crosses the property about 100 feet east 
of the ad.it. 


The vein exposed in the' ad.it strikes S. 45° E. and dips 
300 - 60° NE. It follows a sheared and altered zone, which ranges 
in width from 1 to 3.5 feet (see attached geologic map of the 
adit). The principal vein mineral is quartz. Within the adit the 
vein is stained to some extent by iron oxides and in one place by 
manganese oxides. Small spots of malachite stain also occur at 
several places along the vein. Thin quartz stringers follow many 
of joint and shear planes in the vicinity of the vein. - Lapping 
of the vein showed only sparse and irratically distributed scheelite 
in the vein and associated quartz stringers. Several specks of 
scheelite were also noted in the wall rock of the vein. A sample, 
3 feet wide, was taken across the vein' in the southeast side of 
the raise 60 feet from the ad.it portal. Although the vein sampled 
contained only a few specks of scheelite, it appeared. typical 
of the applicant's "better" showings. The sample assayed 0.2 
ounce silver, 0.205 ounce gold, 0.10 percent copper, and 0.054 
percent-tungsten-trioxide.

Most of the 100 or so pits and shallow shafts between 


Preacher and Canadian Creeks prospect a zone of pegmatites 300 
feet wide. The zone of dikes crosses the property about 100 
feet east of the adit on Preacher Creek and can be traced for 
about 1,100 feet across the broad ridge which separates Preacher 
and Canadian Creeks. The zone trends S. 145° E. 


Limited exposures and the dumps of the pits and shafts 
indicate that the zone consists of a swarm of small pegmatite 
and aplite dikes. The few dikes exposed range in width from 
several inches to about 5 feet. The dikes exposed strike about 
S. 450 E. and appear to dip steeply to the northeast. Sparse 
scheelite was, seen at only 3 or ii. places along this zone • An 
assay of a grab sample from the dump on which the best showing 
was seen failed to show any tungsten trioxide but it did show a 
trace of gold, 0.15 ounce silver, and 0.10 percent copper. 


Applicant's proposal 


The applicant proposes to explore the large pegmatite 
zone on the Now No. 1 claim by diamond drilling, underground 
openings, and surface stripping. The program proposed consists 
of drilling of 10 diamond drill holes, each approximately 
800 feet in length, 300 feet of drifting within the zone, and 
$1,700 worth of dozer stripping. 


Evaluation of applicant's proposal and conclusion 


The applicant's proposal is totally unrealistic, 
particularly the diamond drilling program that has been suggested. 


The scheelite showings on the property are insignificant 
and of no economic importance and for this reason it is reconunended. 
that the application be denied.

Subject: Review of application 


The operator has proposed diamond drilling 10 holes to an 
average depth of 800 feet and driving a,300 foot tunnel to explore 
for possible tungsten deposits along gold-silver quartz veins. 


Past production of the property has been gold-silver ore. 
Several old adits apparently have been made accessible by the 
operator.


We do not have any specific information on this property. 
Tungsten in gold-silver quartz veins is fairly common in the area. 
The Gold Bar mine in Brown's Gulch, near Virginia City is very 
similar to the deposit described by the applicant. The Gold Bar 
mine is primarily a gold-silver deposit. It has been developed 
along quartz veins 4-5 feet thick which contain small amounts of 
tungsten.


I recommend this application be referred  
It is quite possible the Survey files in Spokane contain sufiei 
information to determine whether a field examination should be made 
and/or the geologic feasibility of the proposed exploration work.
