The geologic p of the quadrangle (sce3.e 1 - 2 *ilee) 
accompanying this professional paper shows the geology in the 
area of the applicant'. property. 


T property is principally unttez'lain by ee&lntery 
rocks belonging to the following formations * Bed Lion (Cambrian), 
Maywood (Silurian), and Jefferson listcne (Devonian). The area 
is cut by irons faults and the structure is rather complex. 


The area in the vicinity of the principal workings is 
underlain by limestones, sha3.y lists, and shales. These 
rooks appear to be a pert of the rather broad transition zone 
which separates the distinctive .Mavood and Jefferson formations. 
Within the s4it the limestones and. shaly limestones strike about 
N. 20' E. and. dip 8 - 87 SE. A large bedding plane fault, 
1 to 1 test of gouge, is exposed in the edit about 160 f..t 
froma the portal. A drift follows this fault 5Y feet northeast 
from where cut in the edit crosscut.

Most of the pits and shallow hatts in the area of the 
principal workings prospect thin quartz stringers.

The quartz stringers exposed in the pit appear to follow fracture 
cleavage in massive limestone beds, Th* quartz stringers strike 
N. 1' £. end dip i5 Nij the beds strike K, 20' E, and dip 60' 
6' SE. About 20 individual stringers are exposed in the wall of 
the pit in a 20-foot vU. (trul thickness) zone. Similar, but not 
nearly as narous, quartz stringers are poorly exposed in out-
crops and pits for at least another 10 or O feet in the hanging 
wall of the 20-foot wid, zone. Individual stringers within the 
20-foot wide zone range in width from a fraction of an inch to Y 
inches and the total thickeess of quartz within the zone would be 
about 2Y inches. The zone, of stringers exposed in the main pit 
can be traced in shallow trenches far' about 160 ft north of 
themainpit. 


Although several thin quartz stringers are exposed In 
the edit 80 feet below the main pit, no zone of stringers 
resembling that exposed in the main pit is exposed in the edit.

Nuihy, 3627 South 11th Street, 
I4icsoula, Montana, requested exploration assistance to the 
amount of $5,000.00 for bulldozer strLpping, diamond drill-
ing or drifting and crosscutting. 


2. The applicant is owner of the following mining claims by 
right of location: 


The Sager-Xurpky-Silver Star No's 1, 2, 3, 1 and S claims 
in Section 1, T. 5, N., R. 3.2, W., LP.14. Deer Lodge County, 
Montana, recorded in Book 23, Pages 205 to 2]J inclusive in 
the County Court House. 


3. The proposed program is to explore snail quartz stringers 
and veins in liznestones and shaly limestonea. Some large 
bedding faults have occurred in these lintestones and sha]y 
limestone a. The quartz stringers and veins show occasional 
crystals of scheelite, but as a whole are barren. 


. On Silver Star No. 1 and No. 2 claims, a crosscut adit 250 
feet in length with about 100 feet of drifting has been 
driven. Very little mineralization was found. 


5. The Field Team concludes that there is little probability 
of making a significant discovery and recommends denial.

Introduction 


The Sager-Murphy property was examined June 3, 1955. 
Mr. Douglas M. Murphy, the applicant, assisted during the 
examination.


Recommendation 


It is recommended that Mr. Murphy's application for 
exploration assistance be denied, because the scheelite showings 
in the area he wishes to explore are insignificant. 


Applicant 


The applicant is Mr. Douglas M. Murphy, 1627 South 
11th Street, Missoula, Montana. 


Mr. Murphy has worked for the U. S. Bureau of Public 
Roads as an Engineering Aid for 20 of the last 21 years. He has 
had little mining experience outside of a year's work, 1911-7-1911.8, 
on a small prospect in Arizona. He had an interest in this 
prospect and quit his job with the Bureau of Public Roads for a 
year to work on the prospect. 


Location 


The Sager -Murphy property is in sec. 1, T. 5 N., R. 12 W., 
H. P. H., Deer Lodge County, Montana. It is about 12 miles west 
of Anaconda, Montana, end lies along the ridge separating Warm 
Springs and Foster Creeks. The altitude in the vicinity of the 
principal workings is about 8,300 feet.

To reach the property from Anaconda, the nearest point 
of supply, one followsU. S. Highway 1QA 11 miles west to 
Warm springs Creek, thence 3 miles north on the county road up Warm 
Springs Creek to McCoy's ranch,thence 1-3/li. miles in an easterly 
direction over a jeep road. to the principal workings on the pro-
perty.


The principal workings on the Sager-Murphy property are 
about 2,500 feet northwest of the open pit on the neighboring Tip 
Top property. The claim map accompanying the application shows. 
the relation of the Sager-Murphy claim to the neighboring Tip 
Top and. New Year claims which are the principal claims of the 
Tip Top property.


Property 


The property consists of 10 unpatented quartz lode 
mining claims, the Sager-Murphy Silver Star No. 1- No. 10 
claims (claim map accompanies application). Although 10 claims 
have been located., only the Sager-Murphy Silver Star No. 1 - No. 5 
claims have been recorded. These five claims are reported. by 
the applicant to be reáord.ed. in the Deer Lodge County Records of 
unpatented. quartz lode claims in Book 23 on pages 205 and. 211i.. 


The claims are jointly owned. by Mr. Murphy and. Mr. 
Sager of Missoula, Montana.


Workings 


The principal workings on the property are on the 
Sager-Murphy Silver Star No. 1 and. No. 2 claims. These workings 
consist of an adit 350 feet in length, a shaft 	 feet deep, and 
numerous pits and trencheè. The adit was driven on bearing 
N. 550 Y., 230 feet in order to cut the downward extension of a 
zone of quartz stringers exposed in a pit (herein called the main 
pit) 125 feet northwest and 80 feet higher than the adit portal. Two 
drifts, respectively, i60 and. 230 feet from the portal, follow 
bedding structures about 55 feet northeast from the adit crosscut. 
In addition there is a 10-foot stub crosscut to the northwest from 
the end of the drift 230 feet from the portal. 


There is also an adit 150 feet in length on the Sager-
Murphy Silver Star No. 5 claim. 


Geology 


The Sager-Murphy property is within the Philipsburg 
quadrangle.

The .best 
exposure of quartz stringers is in a pit, 123 feet northwest and 
8o feet higher than the adit portal, and it is evident that the 
adit was driven in order to cut these quartz stringers at depth. 
The quartz stringers exposed in the pit appear to follow fracture 
cleavage in massive limestone beds. The quartz stringers strike 
N. J4.5° E. and. dip	 NW; the beds strike N. 20° E. and dip 60° - 
6° SE. About 20 individual stringers are exposed in the wall of 
the pit in a 20-foot wide (true thickness) zone. Similar, but not 
nearly as numerous, quartz stringers are poorly exposed in out-
crops and pits for at least another 1.0 or 30 feet in the hanging 
wall of the 20-foot wide zone. Individual stringers within the 
20-foot wide zone range in width from a fraction of an inch to 3 
inches and the total thickness of quartz within the zone would be 
about 25 inches, The zone of stringers exposed in the main pit 
can be traced in shallow trenches for about 160 feet north of 
the main pit. 


Although several thin quartz stringers are exposed in 
the adit 8o feet below the main pit, no zone of stringers 
resembling that exposed in the main pit is exposed in the adit.

face. However, the possibility also exists that the zone of stringers 
is offset or cut out by the large bedding fault exposed 160 feet 
from the portal. One other possibility would be that the zone of 
stringers is only well developed in the more massive limestone bed 
as is the case in the main pit; whereas the beds near the face of 
the adit are thinner and contain thin siliceous laminae. 


*	 In any event, the quartz stringers are essentially 
barren and of no economic interest. Lamping showed only a few 
scattered grains of scheelite in several of the quartz stringers 
exposed in the main pit. A few grains were also noted in the 
dump of a small pit northwest of the main pit. Two or three small 
crystals of scheelite were also noted in association with the 
thin quartz stringers in the adit. Although the entire area in 
the vicinity of the principal workings, a mile of roaclon the 
claims leading to the area of principal workings, and the area 
in the vicinity of the adit on the Sager-Murphy Silver Star No. 5 
claim was lamped, the only scheelite seen was the few grains 
previously described as occurring in the area of the principal workings. 
There are a few specks of tetrahedrite in some of the quartz veinlets. 


Applicant's proposal 


The applicant's proposal is rather indefinite, Initially 
he proposed to strip a large area in the vicinity of the principal 
workings and to the north along the Foster Creek-Warm Springs 
Creek ridge in the hopes of uncovering scheelite ore. He estimates 
that this phase of the work will require 7 1i. hours of bulldozing at 
a cost of l,0O0. If this initial work is successful he proposes 
to spend an additional $ Li. ,000 on additional dozing; diamond drilling, 
or underground exploration. 


Evaluation of applicant's proposal and conclusion 


The scheelite showings in the area of the applicant's 
proposed exploration are completely insignificant and do not merit 
testing, even by the limited program proposed by the applicant.

I have today received a letter fom Mr. C. 0. Mittendorf, 
Administrator, stating that my docket No. 3%57-Tungsten, has been 
referred to you for a field examination of the property. 


Yesterday, (Sunday) I talked with Mr .. J. W. Abbott who is 
presently working the tungsten property mile southeasterly from my 
property. He advises that snow is approx. 3' deep on the level of 
the flat between our properties and. is lying in deep, overhanging 
drifts on the ridge-top at my property. We have, unfortunately, had 
exceptionally heavy snows recently and I am afraid that my objective 
of beginning work by May 1 will not be too feasible. Nor would such 
snow conditions be favorable for a field examination. The winze, 
north from the tunnel, would be full of snow as well as the numerous 
small open cuts. 


However, I can keep track of snow conditions there, and will 
advise you when snow is gone. 


Meanwhile, I have tentatively lined up a D-6 dozer in good 
condition, owned and operated by a good man, at $9.00 per hour. 


My situation, briefly, is this: I am employed by the 
U. S. Bureau of Public Roads as Eng'r. Aid, with 20+ years experience. 
However, my main interest is mining, and I would very much like to 
prove or disprove this tungsten property, as coarse scheelite of very 
good quality is there. 


My plan was to get two weeks off from my work in early May 
for doing this exploration work. It now appears that snow will delay 
us until the last half of May or later. By that time, due to our. 
commitments to highway contracts, I may be unable to spend full time 
supervising the mine exploration work as I had hoped to do. But I 
would be there on week-ends, possibly some more than that, and I have 
a couple of plans in mind, which we could discuss, for providing 
supervision and inspection of the dozer cuts. Or it would be more 
than satisfactory to me if your organization could provide this 
supervision, with my assistance whenever and as much of the time as 
I could be there.
