The cited application, dated October 15, 1955, was received
by this office on October 24. The application was referred to the
Field Team for.a field examination, but due to sno1.l conditions an
examination of the property could not be made until sometime after
June 1956. The Applicant stated that it would have the road opened
to the mine by about June 18. The lOlier part of the mine was examined
early in December, but an examination of the upper part could not be
made because of deep snow.


The exploration proposed by the Applicant consists of three
diamond drill holes of 1,800 feet of drilling and costs incidental to
the drilling. Total estimated cost is $11,150.00. The purpose of the
exploration was to drill 400 feet below the lowest or the No. 4 level
in an attempt to get below the zone of Oxidation•.


The mine workings consist of 4 adit levels with connecting
raises and winzes. The most extensive work was done on the No. 4 adit
level which is the lowest level where 5,100 feet of crosscutting and
drifting was completed.


From 1901 to 1942, the mine produced 1,486 tons of ore con­
taining 561 ounces of gold, 17,839 ounces of silver, 12,826 pounds of
copper and 4,693 pounds of lead.

The Field Team' states:


•
"The Silver Bell mine has produced a small tonnage of


gold ore with a minor content of copper, all from the oxidized
zone and there appeared to be some hope that drilling might
discover a zone of copper enrichment under the oxidized ore
shoots. Unfortunately, Pinckney's examination reveals that
IL~onite is nowhere more than moderately abundant in the
oxidized zone, .suggesting that the primary mineralization
was not in itself very strong. Further, although chalcopyrite
and chalcocite are found on the No.4 level, indicating that
the secondary "enriched" zone has already' been reached, there
is no significant increase in copper content. There is, con­
sequentlY, no reason to expect that deeper drilling would find
better grade ore and we concur in Pinckney's recommendation
for denial."


We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and
the commodity members of the USGS and the USBM that the application
be denied.

The applicant req~ested assistance in diamond drilling a
copper-bearing quartz vein in granodiorite below the zone of oxidation
in search of a sulf:LQe zone. The drilling, .3 'down' holes, would be
done from a station on the No. 4 level, the lowest level in the mine.


-The examiner coricludes: "On the No.4 level the lack ot
limonite and the presence ot some chalcopyrite and sooty chalcocite
along with the secondary copper mineralS indicate that thorough
leaching did not reach to this level but rather that the No.4 level
may be near the ~9P of a possible enricll~~ zone. The purpose of
drilling the veiD should be to look for a zone of enrichment rather
than a zone of primary sulfides, as is the intent of the applic~t.


Primary stilfides probably are distributed.' in a very irregular manner
within the vein and exploration based upon the hope of finding them
alone does not seem warranted. While an enriched zone in which the
grade could be expected to be higher seems possible, the chance of
finding such a zone containing significant amounts of copper ore
is probably poor. Exploration for the existence of a zone of secondary
enrichment which may not exist, and which if it does exist will probably
not contain a significant ore body, is not believed to be justified,
and therefore it is recommended ,that this application be denied".


The conclusion is apt. The c'onsulting engineerts report
says: liThe drift on the Main Vein on the No.4, or lowest, adit
opened~p the vein directly ~elow this goOfic=0re. But the vein was
not conunercial••••This northeast drifting was in almost completely
barren material. From the above results it could appear that the
ore shoot had bottomed somewhere below the No.3 adit and above
the lowest level."

4B - Early operations from shallow shafts' and tunnels in the 18701 sand 80 1 s produced
high grade ore which was haUled by ox team to Corine, Utah, then to San Francisco
where 'it went by water tran.sportation around the "Hornu and up to Swansea, Wales, for
treatment. No authentic records available but what record I could obtain from so'ns
of former employees and managerls son indicate $75,000 net returns" gold, silver, and
copper. #'2 and 3 adits were driven by an English corporation who were operating a
cyanide plant in Marysville, Montana. They planned on installing a cyanide plant on
Silver Bell property, but tests through their Marysville plant proved that ore con­
tained too much copper to permit cyaniding.


In 1940, Swansea Mines opened #3 adit and installed a 50 ton flotation plant which
started production in late 1941. Approximately J50,OOO·was produced in copper, lead,
silver-gold concentrate when operations were suspended by order 1-208. In 1946, mill
was remodeled and electric power breught in from Montana Power line. In 1949 mill
was completely destroyed by forest fire after producing approximately $60,000 in con­
centrates. This milling ore was produced from #3 adit and from winze on #3 level.
The mill feed averaged eu .8%, Pb 2.1%, Ag 6 oz., Au .03 oz. The ore from winze was
approximately 25% higher in Cu content, with lower Au values.


4C - The Silver Bell vein has.a width of approximately 6 feet and within 3 degrees of
vertical, hard walls in granite, a true fissure vein with surface exposure of 4000
feet. The vein filling is a friable quartz, averaging ~8% silica. The vein is ideal
for shrinkage stoping with no timbers reqUired.


At the point where we propose to explore by driling, the Cu content has increased to
approximately 1% and theAg content to 8 oz. The Au lowered to .02 oz. The Pb to 2%.


We believe that the #4 level is nearly low enough to be at the permanent water. level
and that primary ore will soon predominate. The greater part of ore above the #4


. level is badly leached and oxidized with only small amounts of chalcopyrites showing
as primary ore. The primary ore always shows much better Cu and Ag values than the
oxidized ore, in this deposit.


The ore that we now have blocl<ed out is nearly all an oxide ore and it is too low
grade to mine and mill at a profit. Our milling recovery was fairly good, about 86%
but the reagent cost was high. We believe that by sinking 400 feet below our present
10liest level, that #4 adit level, we can find ore with more sulphide present and
consequently much higher copper values. The company will do the sinking necessary,
provided that the ore indicated in the drilling program warrants further 'development.
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4D - The Silver Bell mine is situated 40 miles northwest from Helena. We have a black
top highway to within 16 miles of the prqperty. The remaining 16 miles is a good
graveled country road kept m good condition winter ~nd summer. The county maintains
the road right to our camp, at the portal of the, #4 adit. The railroad shipping point
is Silver City, Montana, on the Great Northern Railroad, with a low freight rate to
the A.,S. & R. smelter in East Helena, or the A.C.M. Washoe sampler in Butte. Silver
City is 23 miles from the mine. '


We have ample housing facilities, including a boarding house all furnished and
cottages for the employees. We also have a good co~pressor-shop building and change
room with showers. We have a splendid compressor installation, 650 C.F .M. direct
connected to ,125 HP motor, complete shop, mucking machine, storage battery tranuner,
hoist, drills and all equipment needed f or mining and· development. If any other
equipment is required, we \llill purchas'e it out-~ight.

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This agreement made this 6th day of October, 1942, by and between
New Si Iver Bel I Mining Company, a Montana corporation, First Party, and Swansea
Mines, Inc., a Montana corporation, Second Party, WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, under date of September 20, 1939, H. C. Pickett, then
trustee for the cred i tors a'nd stockho Iders of I 5i Iver Be I I Mi ni D9 Company, executed
a certain lease and option in favor of F. W. Seieroe covering the Silver Bel I and
Stuart lode mining claims and the Stuart m; I I site and other mining ground, a copy
of which original lease and option appears at page 42 and fol-Iowing of the minute
book of First Party and thereafter under date of October I I, 1940' John N. Glass,
as trustee for creditors and stockholders of said Si Iver Bell Mining Company, enter­
ed into an agreement with Second Party herein and others modifying, said original
lease and option of September 20, 1939, a copy of which appears at ~age 36 and
fol lowing of said minute book, and thereafter under date of October 31, 1941 the
First Party herein entered into an agreement with Second Party further modifying
said original and first modifying agreements, a copy of which appears, at page 32
and fol lowing of said minute book, and thereafter under date Of June 17, 1942 said
agreements and modifications thereof were temporari Iy modified as expressed in a
letter and memorandum appearing at page 65 and fol lowing of said minute book, and
thereafter under date of July 30, 1942, the First Party herein entered into an agree­
ment with Second Party further modifying said original and modifying agreements~ a
copy of which appears at page 69 and fol lowing of said minute book; and


WHEREAS, First Party herein is the owner of all mining property cover­
ed by said agreements and Second Party is the sole successor in interest and lease
under al I of said agreements; and


WHEREAS, for the purpose of clarifying the rights and duties of the
Parties hereto as contained and established in said various agreements, it is
deemed desirable to enter into a' new contract embodying al I of the present terms
and conditions of the agreement between the Parties and present conditions due~to
the war have made it extremely difficult for Second Party to secure necessary equip­
ment and supplies and labor, and such conditions wi I I apparently continue for an
indefinite time in the future, and as a result thereof it has become necessary for
Second Parfy to suspend the mining of ore and mil ling thereof and both Parties here­
to are desirous of modifying certain terms and provisions now contained in said
original agreement and various modifications thereof,


NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed as fol lows:


I. That each and al I of said contracts dated September 20, 1939,
October I I, 1940, October 31, 1941, June 17, 1942 and July 30, 1942, be, and the.
same are, 'hereby abrogated and rescinded by mutual consent of the Parties and the
present agreement is substituted in the place and stead thereof and the present
agreement e~bodjes al I of the terms and conditions between First Party and Second
Party with relation to the matters herein contained, provided, however, that nothing
herein stated shal I operate or be construed in any way affect any right of either
Party hereto which has accrued to it by virtue of said previous agreements and any
act or ommssion occurring prior to the date fuereof.


2. In consideration of the covenants herein contained to be performed
by Second Party and the work and labor previously expen.ded by Second Party upon the
property hereinafter mentioned and the payments made by Second Party to First Party
or its predecessors, First Party does hereby grant to Second Party the exclusive
right to purChase, at the price and upon the terms and conditions hereinafter set
forth, those certain quartz lode mining clai"ms situated in Township 13 North, Range
8 \~est, M. P. M. in Lew; sand CIark County, Montana and desc;::r i bed as fo I fows: I

3. The purchase price for said mining claims and appurtenances is the
sum of Forty-Five Thousand Dol lars ($45,000), of which Second Party has already
paid to.First Party or its predecessors or for their account the sum of Five
Thousand Four Hundred and Eighty-One Dol lars and Thirty-One Cents ($5,481.31),
leaving an unpaid balance as of the date of this agreement in the sum of Thirty­
Nine Thousand Five Hundred and Eighteen Dol lars and Sixty-Nine Cents ($39,518.69)
Any and al I payments which shal I be made .hereafter shall be delivered to John N.
Glass, the President of First Party, who shall give his receipt therefor.


4. From the time of the execution and delivery thereof, Second Party
shal I continue to have the right to the possession of the property hereby
optioned, so long as it shal I keep, observe and perform al Jof the terms and
conditions hereof on its part, and shal I have the right to explore and develop
said mining property and extract ore therefrom and ship the same i'n crude form,
or mi I I the same and ship the concentrates or other products of such mi I ling,
and mprket the same'and retain the proceeds thereof, subject to the payments
as hereinafter provided.


Second Party shall have the right, during the life of this agreement,
to instal I upon said mining claims, or any thereof, such bui Idings, mi I I, treat­
ment plants, machinery, equipment, power lines, telephone lines, roadways, ditches,
flumes, re'servoirs" and other faci I ities as it may see fit, and use and operate the
same in the carrying on of operations hereunder.


5. Second Party shall take accurate and complete samples of al lore,
shipped or mi I led to establish the average values of crude ore for any monthly ..
shipping or mi I ling period and the payments hereinafter provided shal J be computed
in acco~nce with said monthly values. Upon crude ore" concentrates, or any other
product of such mining or mi I ling operations, Second Party shaJ I make payments to
First Party as fol lows:


(a) 5$ of the net smelter returns, as hereinafter defined, upon al f
crude ore shipped, or cencentrates or bul lion derived from crude ore,
which shal I have an average gross value of not to exceed Eight Dol lars
($8.00) per ton.


(b) 10$ of the net smelter returns, ~s hereinafter defined, upon all
crude ore shipped which shall h~ve an average gross value in excess of
Eight Dol lars (~8.00) and not to exceed Twenty Dol lars ($20.00) per ton.

(c) 15% of the net smelter returns, as hereinafter defined, upon al I
crude ore shipped which shal I have an' average gross value in excess of
Twenty Dol lars ($20.00) and not to exceed Forty Dol lars ($40.00) per ton.


(d) 20% of the net smelter returns, as hereinafter described, upon al I
crude ore shipped which shall have an average gross value in excess of
Forty Dol lars ($40.00) and not to exceed Sixty Dei lars ($60.00) per ton.


(e) 25% of the net smelter returns, as hereinafter defined, upon al I
crude ore shipped which shal I have an average gross value in excess of
Sixty Dol lars ($60.00) per ton.

(f) 10% of the net smelter returns, as hereinafter defined, 'upon
al I concentrates or bul lion derived from crude are which shal I have
an average gross value in excess of Eight Dollars (S8.• 00) per ton.


The term "net smelter returns" means the amount paid for ores or
concentrates by the smelter or other purchaser after deducting all smelting
charges and, deductions, rai Iroad freight and hauling charges, provided that
no hauling charge in excess of Two Dollars and Twenty-five cents ($2.25)
per ton shal I be ductible.


6. In making any'shipments of are, concentrates or bul lion, such
shipments sh91 I be so labeled as to indicate that they come from 'the Silver
Bell Mine in Lewis and Clark County, Montana.


No are or concentrates shal I be shipped to any smelter ovtside the
State of Montana untl I Second Partyshal I have notified First Party, in
writing, of its Intention to ship to such smelter, giving the name and
address of such smelter.


Any smelter to which any such shipment shall be made is hereby
directed to segregate the payments herein provided for a~shall transmit the
same to John N. GI ass of He I'ena, Montana; and sai d John N. GI ass is hereby
directed ,to credit such payments ,to First Party. SUGh smelter is calso direct­
ed to transmit the First Party, in care of John N. Glass, Helena, Montana, at
the time of making any such transmittal of payments, a copy of the returns
from the shipment upon which such payments are made.


7. AI I shipments of bul lion shal I be made to the United states Treasury
Department at Denver, Colorado, as long as the Denver branch of said department'
continues to purchase such bullion, but if such branch should discontinue the

In the
event that said Chapman shal I leave the City of Helena before delivery of said
deeds,or prior termination of this contract, said deeds shall be by him deliver­
ed to another escrow agent to be selected and agreed upon by the Parties hereto.


10. All claims located by Second Party during the life of this agree­
ment, 'any part of which shal I be within fifteen hundred (1500) feet of any
boundary line of either the stuart or' Si Iver Bel I' Claims, shal I be located
in the name of First Party, and in the event of the location of any such
claims FIrst Party shal I, at the request of Second Party, execute and
p Iace i I') escrow with sa i d escrow' ho Ider a qu it c Iaim deed or deeds convey-
ing such claims to Second Party, which deed or deeds shall be delivered to
Second Party if and when the deeds above provided for shall be delivered,
in accordance with the terms hereof, and without the payment of further
consideration therefor; such locations to be made at the cost of Second Party.
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It is understood and agreed thatSecond Party is the' owner of the


three unpatented mining claims known as the Edith, the Swansea, and ~he Si Iver
Hi I I, free of any claim by First Party, in accordance with a certain agreement
dated October 19, 1939, between N. G. Pickett, Trustee, and Swansea Mines, Inc.,
which agreement is written upon a certain map designated as "Map A Report H.M.L. u


I I. Through the period of one year after the execution of this agree­
ment, Second Party shal I not be required to mine or mi I I any ore or make any pay­
ments on account of the purchase pri ce for the property hereinabov'e descri bed.
During said period Second Party shal I be required to perform development work
from the lower tunnel level of the Stuart Claim either in drifting, crosscutting,
raising or sinking therefrom. Second Party is hereby required to perform not less
than fifty (50) linear feet in drifting or crosscutting or thirty-seven and one­
half (37t> linear feet in raising or sinking in each calendar month after the
execution of this agreement. '


12. Commencing with the first day of October 1943 and at al I times
thereafter up to the first day of October 1944 Second Party shal I mi I I not less
than seven hundred (700) tons of ore from said mining claims in each calendar
month, and dur i ng each ca Iendar month' after October I, 1944 Second Party sha II
mi I I not less than fifteen hundred (1500) tons per calendar month during the
life of this agreement,. provided, however, that the foregoing requirements as to
tonnage to be mi lIed shall be wholly or partially suspended as may be made necessary
by weather or road conditions making it impossible for Second Party to comply with
such requirements.


13. Second Party shal I, on or before the 15th day of each calendar month
transmit to First Party in care of. John Y/. Glass, Helena, I\Ibntana, a written report
showing the development work done, ~n estimate of tonnage mined, an estimate of
tonnage mil led and assay reports on all head, tai 1 and mine samples taken, during
the proceding calendar month.


14. Beginning with the year 1943 and during the life of this agreement,
Second Party shal I, at its own cost, prior to June 1st of each year, perform upon
the unpatented claims abo~a described all work, and place thereon al I improvements,
necessary to comply with the provisions of Section 2324 .. of the U. S.· Revised Statuies
relating to annual work upon unpatented mining claims, so as to keep the same in
good standing, and shal I furnish to First Party, prior to said date, information as
to the work done and improvements made, so that the ptoper affidavits of annual
representation may be fi led within the time provided by law. In the event of a
suspension by Congress of the requirements of said section during any year, Second
Party shall have the benefit of such suspension provision.


Second Party shaJ I~also, at its own cost, perfect such of the unpatented
minIng claims above described as have not been comp-Ietely located, and shal I make
such amendments or re-Iocatlons of any of said unpatented claims as may be necessary
to comply with the prov~sions of the law relating to the location of mining claims.


15. Second Party shal I at its own cost keep al I insurable improvements
placed upon said mining claims insured in standard fire insurance companies for at
least seventy per cent (70$) of their insurable value, including what is commonly
termed neight point coverage"; all such policies to be issued to and approved by
First P~rty, subject to the (ight~ of Second Party as they shall appear.


In case of the destruction of the mi I I by any hazard covered by such
insurance policies, Second Party may, at its election, credit the monies paid to
First Party under such policies for such loss upon the balance of the purchase price
then unpaid~ or may reconstruct said mi I I and use such insurance money in such recon­
struction and, in such event, if it shal I prosecute the work of reconstruction of
said mi I I with reasonable di ligence, such work of reconstruction shal I fully satisfy
al I work and mi I ling requipements herein contained for a period of three (3).months
during which work or milling is required by the foregoing provisions hereof, or at
the election of Second Party, Second Party may cancel this agreement and retain in
its own right al I money payable on account of such insurance remaining after payment
to First Party for its interest in the bui Idings or other property not removable by
Second Party as provided in paragraph 26 hereinafter.


16. The payments hereinabove provided for are not royalties but are
payments upon the purchase price for said mining claims and appurtenances and
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Second Party, in making its returns to net proceeds from operations hereunder to
the Board of Equalization of the state of Montans, shal I not include any of such
payments a~ royalty deductions in such returns.


17. It is understood and agreed that'Second Party is neither the agent
nor partner of First Party and that First Party shal I not in any manner be responsi-


ble for any debts, obligations or other liabi lities of Second Party, and that Second
Party shal I conduct operations hereunder in such a manner as not to sUbject First
Party or any of said property to any liabi lity for any such debts, obligations or
other liabi lities, and Second Party agrees to hold First Party and said property
harmless of and from any and al I such debts, obligations and other liabilities and
all cats and expenses arising therefrom. ,Second Party shal I post and keep posted in
a conspicuous place at the portal of the main tunnel upon the Stuart claim and at
two other places upon said property a written notice to the effect that Second Party
is operating said property as the lessee and optionee of First Party and that Second
Party alone is responsible for al I debts and other obligations incurred in such operation
and that said property is not and shal I not be subject to any lien for labor or materials
furnished to Second Party in any such operations.


18. Second Party shal I, during the life of this agreement, keep itself
qualified under on the Plans of the Montana Workmen's Compensation Act, so that al I
accidental injuries arising out of employment shal I be compensated under one of
said Plans.


19~ AI I work shal I be done in a workmanlike and minerlike manner, timber­
ing to be done wherever necessary.


20. First Party, its attorneys or agents, shal I have the right at al I
reasonable hours to enter upon such property and into the workings thereon and into
the mi I I and other impoovements thereon, and to inspect the same, and for the pur­
pose of sampling, and may, in making such inspection or sampling, use any appliances
upon sa'id property, without interfering with any operations of Second Party hereunder.


21. It is understood and agreed that the provisions of this agreement
are not~ligatory upon Second Party, and that its fa; lure to comply with such provisions
shal I render this agreement su~ct to forfeiture only, except that Second Party shall
be required to pay to First Party al I payments which may accrue hereunder.


22. AI lore, waste and other material taken from any working upon the
mining claims hereinabove described shal I be deposited upon some of the ground covered
by said mining claims, and no ores shal I be removed from any of said property by
Second Party except for mi I ling and/or marketing; and al I ores extracted and concentrates
made and not marketed at the time of the termination of this agreement, other than by
purchase, shall belong to the First Party, and no such ores nor any concentrates shal I
be removed from said premises Qy Second Party after the termination of this agreement.


23. After July 1, 1943 any tai lings and other residues of mil ling operations
shall be, impo~nded upon some of the mining claims hereinabove described by retaining
dams ~nd in depressions in the ground which are reasonably free from stumps, fallen
timber, rocks and other obstructions which would interfere with the later handling
of such tai lings or other residue for further mi I ling or other treatment or disposal.


24. In the event Second Party shal I sink any ~'nze or other working and
shall instal I therein pumping equipment for the purpose of keeping the same dewatered,
it shall, before permitting such working to- fill in whole or in part with water, give
First Party ten (rO) days written notice of its intention so to do, to enable First
Party to, inspect and take samples from said workings, and shal I, for that purpose,
at its own cost, keep such working dewatered for a period of ten (10) days or until"
within said time, First Party shall notify Second Party in writing that it has com­
pleted such inspection and sampling and, in the event of the forfeiture of this agree­
ment or of its abandoment by Second Party, Second Party shal I, at its own cost, keep
dewatered for a period often (10) days after such determination any workings upon said
property then being kept dewatered by it, to enable First Party to examine the workings
so dewatered.
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.25. Time is of the es~ence bf'~his agreeme~t. In the event Second


Party shal I fai I to keep, observe ,and perform each and every term and condifuo
hereof on its part, this agreement ,shall be su~ect to forfeiture at the election
of First Party, but in the event First Party shal I elect to declare this agreement
forfeited, it shal I give Second Party written notice of its intention to declare
such forfeiture, and if Second Party shal I, within thirty (30) days after gi~ing


such notice by First Party, cure al I defaults of which it shal I then be gui Ity,
then this agreement sh'al I continue in force as though such default had not occurred;
but if Second Party shall not, within said period of thirty (30) days, cure all


. such defaults, then this agreement shal I be terminated and at an end upon the
expiration of such thirty (30) day period, and Second Party shal I surrender up
the possession of said mining claims and appurtenances upon demandof First Party,
subject to' its right to remove property as hereinafter provided. In the event of
the forfeiture of this contract, al I payments theretofore made to First Party or
its predecessors by Second Party and all payments made by Second Party for the
account of First Party or its predecessors shal I be forfeited to First Party as
liquidated damages and consideration for the option herein contained.


26. In the event of the forfeiture of this agreement of in the event
of its abandonment by Second Party, Second Party shal I have sixty (60) days
after such forfeiture or abandonment in wbich to remove from said mining claims
any machinery or other simi Jar equipment placed thereon by it, but Second Party
shal I not, in any event, revoce from said premisesany bui Idings or. simi lar struct­
ure, power transmission lines, or telephone lines, or underground piping, wiring
or trackage, but .the same shal I become the property of First Party.


In the event Second Party sha 1I be prevented from remov i n'g such mach i nery,
etc. within,said sixty (60) day period by reason of the highway, between Helena and
the point where the road running from the said mine contacts said highway, being
impassable, then the time for the ,removal of such machinery, etc. shal I be extended
during the time that such highway shal f so be impassable, so that Second Party shal I
have thirty (30) days during which said highway is passable in which to remove such
machinery, etc.


Second Party shal I not remove any machinery or other equipment from said
mIning property after the termination of this agreement unti I it shal I' have executed
and delivered to First Party a written release of this agreement, in form satisfactory
bo First Party, al'Jd acknowledged by Second Party so as to entitle the same to record.


27. The waiver of any default shal I not prevent First 'Party from de­
claring a forfeiture for a subsequent default.


28. Any notice to First Party may be given b~ personal service upon
any officer or director of First Party and notice to Second Party may be given
either by personal service upon any officer of Second ~arty or by mai led to the
United States Post Office at Helena, Montana in a sealed envelope adtessed to
Second Party at Helena, Montana, with postage fully prepaid thereon.
