The applicant notes that he has a 500-foot crosscut adit 
that has cut a 2-foot vein which contains lead, silver, zinc and 
copper, valued at $30.50 per tone He also notes that at the out-
crop, 170 feet above the exposure in the crosscut, samples indicated 
higher values in silver. Sample returns and map, mentioned in the 
report, were not present with the'iion of the application I re-
viewed.
