Repayment by Operator—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. _

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. '

(c) Basts for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
- grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater. 4

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) pei- -
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1Y%%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ( $10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.

I doubt that this operator would conduct another project
with any more diligence than he did the last one.

As ve stated in our letter of November 26, 1958, Mr. Zupan
is a small operator in the strictest sense, He has been beset ¥ith
financial difficulties from the start, Perhaps his vworst set back
occurred when his lawyer, Mr, John P, Wuerthner, wrote us August 20,
1958, regarding the contract and ended his letter with the state-
ment that Mr, Zupan "is unable to proceed further with this work
wntil we are in receipt of further advices from you as to addi-
tional Govermment participating." As a result of this letter, we
withheld $676.50 which we were about to release for the rehabili-
tation vork vhich had been completed. This, in turn, resulted
in Mr, Zupant's having difficulty in financing further work, It
was not until late July or early August that he was able to resume
work, Since then he has advanced the drift about TO feet,

We feel that had we been able to release the $676.50
in August of 1958 when it was claimed, work would have been con-
tinued except for periods of bad weather last winter and would
be considerably farther advanced by now,

Although Mr, Zupan does not give the widths over which
his samples were taken and his sampling accuracy may be question-

able, the assays reported by Goodall Brothers of Helena, Montana,
are:

On June 14, 1958 with 2 miners help the work has been started.

‘ First: The compressor house was constructed and my voucher
for $125.00 (50%) was paid by Govte, with no objections. My cost for the
building: Wages $210.00 Mens Insurance $30,17 and my owmn lumber etc. not
including my work nor the transportation.

On June 23rd the Rehabilitation was started as followss L35
feet of 16 1bs of new mine rail laid 390 fte. of 2 inch air pipe put in,
and 360 feet of 8 inch brand new ventilation pipe conecteds

The Rehab. work was O, K. and approved by the field inspector
with a promise the money would be released soon as the voucher (§$676.50)
gets to Spokane, Wash, His statement was witnessed by Mr., Robert Schroeder
of Great Falls, Mont.

Now with all the equipment, supplies and necessary tools on
place, 105 cu, ft. air compressor (rented), blacksmith outfit, 2 mine cars,
1 timber truck, 150 lbs. of giant powder, fuse, dynamite caps, greases,
carbide, gasoline and oils, more rails, pipe and parts on place.’

Enclosed are two copies of a letter dated November 18,
1958, in which the operator requests an amendment to extend the
date of completion of the referenced contract from November 9, 1958
to September 15, 1959.

After completing the rehabilitation of the crosscut and
drift the operator had considerable difficulty in locating a used
compressor. This was largely because promised financial backing
did not materialize. However, W. C. Prinz, one of our geologists,
visited the property November 23 and reports that a portaeble com-
pressor is now installed and two miners are available. One of the
miners lives with his family at the property and will probably be
availeble all winter. Therefore, it now appears that the work will
be carried on. '

. In the breast of the drift the vein is beginning to open
up and is about a foot and a half wide comprising quartz and sulfide
minerals. - - -

Mr. Zupan is a small operator in the strictest sense and
doubtless will continue to have financial difficulties. It will
therefore call for considerable patience before the work will be
completed. We believe that if we are patient there is a good chance
that he will complete the project.

; Rehabilitation and construction of the compressor house
are completed but the target for the drift is still unexplored.

The chances for a modest discovery appear good. Because there are
300 feet of drift and crosscut to be driven and as winter conditions

and the operator's financial status will undoubtedly cause delay
in the work, we recommend that the termination date be extended
to September 15, 1959 as requested by Mr. Zupan.

This is in reply to your letter of April 3, 1958, in which
you ask us to discuss with Mr. Zupan the impossibility of excluding
from royalty any production below the 6100.5 level, as well as the

relation between the Taskila workings and those proposed by Mr. Zupan.

We do not have anybody immediately available to go to the
property, a trip which would require about three days. However, we
were able to get Mr. Zupan on the telephone.

The Taskile workings are on another vein about parallel to
and 50 feet southeast of the vein Mr. Zupan proposes to explore. If
you will refer To plate 1 accompanying the examination report, you

will see limited workings at station 5941. About 60 feet northwest
of these workings is indicated where Zupan said he uncovered his
vein in a trench. The examiners could not see the vein here as the
trench was badly caved. The ve1n in the limited workings contained
limonite and copper stained stringers but did not appear impressive.
Moreover, this structure definitely was not the “one followed by the
6016 and 6100.5 drifts (see section on pl. 1). From Mr. Zupan's
description of the location, the Taskila drift could well be on this
structure. If a contract_becomes effective, we will tie in and map
the Taskila_workings during interim inspections.

Regarding royalty, Mr. Zupan is willing to pay royalty on
all ore produced below the 6100.5 level. At first he did not under-
stand why royalty should be paid on production from another vein but
when we explained that all contracts included production from any
working on the property included in the contract he simply said that
he had already agreed to be responsible for royalty payments and

repeated that he would pay royalty on Taskila's prcduction from the
20 percent he will receive. He did, however, ask if he was committed
to signing a contract before he had seen it. We assured him that

he was under no obligation to sign the contract unless he found the
terms acceptable.

Enclosed are the original and one copy of a Supplemental
Agreement, to be included with the referenced application, which
you requested in your letter of January 6, 1958.

We note under paragraph II of the Supplemental Agreement
that the ground leased to Mr. Taskila includes a new working at
approximately 6,060 feet sbove sea level, or Ll feet vertically
sbove the 6016 level. This would leave less than 45 feet of backs
in the plane of the vein above the drifting recommended by the
examiners.

The applicent proposed to drift from a site in a trench
where he took a sample which he said assayed 0.025 ounce gold and
18.1 ounces silver per ta, 4:§ percent lead and 0.2 percent zinc
over an unknown width. This trench is off his property and he
could not show the examiners the "vein." If the vein were traced
by trenching west of the 6016 level drift and a portal site found
near his property line, there might be as much as 90 feet of backs
from this level to the 6060 level. However, such a drift would
require about 400 feet to get under the start of the 6016 level
drift rather than 110 feet as indicated on the applicant's map,
and an additional UTO feet to explore the known favorable ground.
This would be too costly in view of the information now available
to us. We concur with the modest recommendation of the examiners,
and are willing to recommend that the ground above the 6100.5 level
be excluded from royalty, but we do not consider it advisable to
extend the exclusion to the 6060 level. ‘ ’

us to do s0, telling him that we cannot agree to a program unless
all the ground below the 6100f5 level can be made subject to DMEA

The structure is mineralized.

Commercial-grade ore has been mined and shipped from the
property, but the records appear to be incomplete. Assays of samples
taken by the DMEA examiners show low grade, but the samples were
taken in a worked out part of the mine.

I agree with the examining team's recommendations for a
small exploration project on the applicant's property. The project
would seem likely to result in the discovery of moderate sized ore
deposits.

An altered and mineralized zone near the eastern edge of the
Hughesville syenite stock is known to have produced at least 4,004
ounces of silver, 63,156 pounds of lead, 4,143 pounds of zinc, and
small amounts of copper and gold from 133 tons of ore. Stoping as
shown on the applicant'!s map indicates considerably more than 133 tons,
but there are no records to support this indication.

Prinz and Bowsher conclude that the chance of discovering
small ore bodies is good and recommend that a program involving
300 feet of drifting and 500 feet of long holing be approved. The
recommended program is estimated to cost $11,818 of which the
Government?!s share will be 50 percent or $5,909.

The Field Team concurs with the recommendations of the examiners
that a modest exploration program is justified; however, we recommend
that the application be held in abeyance until the applicant can demon-
strate his financial ability to pay his share of the exploration costs
or leases his property to a financially responsible lessee.
