Enclosed are the original and two copies of an application
received from Great Shield Uranium Mines Limited, of Toronto,
Ontario. They propose to explore the Uranium Quartz Lode mining
claim by 2,000 feet of diamond drilling and 500 feet of drifting
from existing workings, for a total cost of about $46,000.

The Geological Survey Boulder batholith project men know
of this property but have not seen it. AEC representatives have
visited the property at least twice. According to Supplement to
Preliminary Reconnaissance Report No. B-B-1ll dated June 12, 1956,
uranium as uraninite occurs in veins containing gold, silver, and:
galena in a gangue of quartz, pyrite, and arsenopyrite. The
uraninite is sooty and accompanies the sulfides in parts of ‘the
vein.

The prospect 1s reached by driving South of Helens, along Highway 91
to Besin, Montana, At Basin the dirt road branches North for 7 miles. Starting
from a point some 7 miles South of Helena one encounters a large Granite

Botholith and on this Batholite which extends beyond the area of the prospect
oné is never out of sight of old mines or dumps, From Gopher holes tunneled
into the mountain sides. Obviously considerable prospecting and mining has
been dene in the past with the production of Gold, Bilver and Zinc. Near
Basin are located several Uranium Health Mines, but only cne of these mines
‘is an actual Uranium production. The road from Basin to the prospect passes
2 mines which have complete mills, but at present are insctive.

. The prospect coneists of 200 feet of tunnel at an elevaticn of appraximately

A carload of 'ore' shipped to Vitro Chemical Company
assayed only 0.01 ‘percent U308. A chip saemple taken by the examining
team e.ssayed chemically 0.016 percent U308.

The sporedic and non-persistent nature of the uranium de-
Posits on the property makes for a poor target for a DMEA project.
I agree with the recommendation of the examining team for denial of
the application.

Enclosed are three copies of a memorandum examination report
on the subject property by William A. Prinz, Geologist, U. S. Geological
Survey, and John A. Bowsher, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines.

A shear zone in quartz monzonite has been explored for
200 feet by an adit. The shear zone contains quartz and small amounts
of gold, silver, galena, pyrite and arsenopyrite. Although the ‘
Atomic Energy Commission reports two samples from the dump contained R
2.80 percent eU308 (2.05 cU308) and 1.62 percent eU308 (no chemical
determination) radioactivity along the adit is equal to or slightly
above background. In a small doghole from the adit radioactivity
was found to be spotty, at places 3 to 6 times background. This
doghole appears to be the most likely source of the radioactive
material on the dump, which the Atomic Energy Commission estimates
to be not more than 100 pounds.

Prinz and Bowsher conclude that the uranium mineralization
is spotty and irregular and that the chance of finding a significant
ore body is slight. They, therefore, recommend that the application
be denied.

The Field Team concurs with the examiners' conclusions and

recommendations. A
