Dear Mr. Selfridge: 


Enclosed are the original and two copies of an application 
from Minerals Engineering Company for Government assistance to ex-
plore for tungsten in Beaverhead County, Montana. 


The applicant proposes a program comprising bulldozing a 
jeep trail approximately 5 miles long, excavating Ii. bulldozer cuts, 
drilling 1,500 feet of wagon drill holes and drilling 1,125 feet 
of BX size diamond drill holes. The total estimated cost of this 
project is $30,000 of which the Government's share would be 75 per-
cent or $22,500. 


The deposit is apparently along or near the contact of a 
limestone roof pendant in granitic rocks • It is near and apparently 
similar to the Red Button (Calvert) deposit which was estimated to 
have contained about 300,000 tons of ore having an average grade of 
1.1 percent W03. About 125,000 tons had been mined from the Red 
Button deposit when the property was shutdown last month due to the 
low price of tungsten. 


Because of the lateness of .the season and the high altitude 
at which this property is located we will schedule an examination for 
next week. At that time, and for the same reasons, we will also 
examine the Slate Creek Mine, which application we forwarded to you 
September 20, 1957.

The examining team has submitted separate reports of exam-
ination because of a difference of opinion concerning the merits of the 
applicant's property. The examining geologist recommends approval of 
the application; the engineer reconirnends denial. 


The applicant's property lies within a geologic environment 
that is strongly similar to the Calvert (Red Button) mine located 2 
miles to the northwest. The Calvert mine has, produced 100,000 tons 
of ore averaging 1.08 p.ercent WO and has an estimated reserve of 
200,000 tons. , Samples, taken fr&n the applicant' s property by the 
examining engineer, gave assays as high as 0.514 percent W03. 


The examiners have established the fact that the applicant' s 
property is geologically favorable for tungsten ore deposits because 
a tactite zone is present at the contact between Precambrian sediments 
and a Tertiary quartz inonzonite intrusion. -Sanipling by the engineer 
shows that the favorable assemblage or rock has been subjected to 
mineralizing processes. Large deposits have been found. elsewhere in 
the vicinity. 


I agree with the findings of the examining geologist. It 
appears that an exploration project on the applicant's property would 
have a good chance of discovering new tungsten ore reserves in signifi-
cant amounts that would have a grade of 0.50 percent WO or better. I 
will not hazard a prediction as th when economic conditions will permit 
the exploitation of 'such reserves. 


The Field Team reconmienc3.s that before a DMEA contract is 
offered the applicant that he be asked to sink a small shaft to bedrock 
to establish the feasibility of surface trenching. Such a request would 
seem appropriate provided, a DMEA contract is seriously considered. If, 
however, administrative policy with regard to the strategic position 
of tungsten makes a contract impossible or unlikely, then requesting 
the applicant to do preliminary work would probably be inadvisable.

Enclosed are three copies each of reports on the subject 
application by E. W. Parsons, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 
and W. C. Prinz, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. The two re-
ports have conflicting recommendations. 


Parsons states that one trench on the property has exposed (1 
a lens of tactite which carries a small amount of scheelite. Other 
tactite exposures in the trench are small and poorly defined and it 
was not possible to determine whether they were conosed of talus 
or material in place. In his opinion, the observed exposures of 
scheelite-bearing tactite indicate that the possibility of making 
a significant discovery is remote. He, consequently, recommends 
denial of the applicatiáñ 


Prinz states that the Fool Hen deposit is associated with 
Precambrian sediments engulfed in a quartz monzonite intrusion. 
Tactite pods are found along the contact of the sediment and the 
intrusion rock and in some places they contain scheelite. The 
potential length of the tactite zone is approximately l,QQO feet. 
He points out that 2 miles to the northwest, the Calvert (Red 
Button) mine in a very similar geologic environment has produced 
100,000 tons of open-pit ore averaging 1.08 percent W03 and still 
contains an estimated reserve of 200,000 tons of ore. Because of 
the property's favorable geologic environment, and. the similarity 
of the geology to that at the Red Button deposit even though the 
showings as presently exposed on the Fool Hen property are not 
large, Prinz believes that some exploration is warranted. He 
recommends a two-stage contract.

Mter reviewing both reports, the Field Team 	 4r is 
unwilling to recommend the second stage of the two-stage program 
advocated by Prinz, but it does feel that the showings and the 
geologic environment do justify the trenches suggested by Prinz, 
provided this trenching is feasible. Because there is some doubt 
as to whether the talus is sufficiently shallow to permit 
trenching, the Field Team recommends that before approving a 
contract, the applicant be asked to sink a smell shaft to bed 
rock somewhere along the presumed contact, about midway between 
the existing trenches. If, by means of this shaft, the applicant 
can demonstrate that the overburden is not too deep to prohibit 
trenching the contact, a contract to dig approxinately seven 
trenches across the contact is recommended

The Minerals Engineering Company submitted on Septe4, 
1957, an application for aid in exploring for tungsten on the Fool Hen 
group of unpatented lode mining claims located in unsurveyed secs. 19 
and 20, T. 1 N., R. 12 W., Wise River, Beaverhead County, Montana. 


Tungsten, as scheelite in a tactite zone, was found on Fool 
Hen Mountain in 1957 and was prospected by means of bulldozer trenches. 
In the principal area one lens has been found in place and indications 
of others which may or may not be in place along a trench roughly 1,000 
feet lng. Other outcrops of tactite occur over a fairly wide area on 
the same ridge, and two miles to the northwest the company has mined 
scheelite ore from tactite bodies. 


SUNMARY 


The property was examined on October 12, 1957, by E. Ii. Parsons, 
Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and W. E. Prinz, Geologist, U. S. 
Geological Survey, accompanied by Earl Craig for the applicant. Two and 
one-half hours were spent examining the 1000-foot bulldozer trench and 
cuts at the upper end. Geological features exposed in the trench were 
plotted on a map furnished by the company as well as the location of' 
five samples taken during the examination. The cuts at the upper end 
of 'the trench were lamped and a small amount, of scheelite was observed 
to be fairly well distributed through the tactite. Mr. Craig stated the 
other exposures in the trench did not lamp so no attempt was made to lamp 
them during the examination. 


CONCLUSIONS AND REC0NNENDATI0NS' 


The trench on the property has exposed one lens of tactite 
which carries a small amount of scheelite. Other tactite exposures in 
the trench are so small and poorly defined that it was not possible to 
determine whether they were composed of talus, slide rock, or material
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in place. Therefore, I recommend denial of the application as the 
observed exposures of scheelite-bearing tactite indicate the possi-
bility of making a significant discovery is very rnote. 


ACCESSIBILITY 


The Fool Hen group of claims is accessible from Wise River 
on Montana State Highway 43 by going northwest 7 miles to a bridge 
across the Big Hole River, then 2-1/2 miles on a private road on the 
left or west side of the river to Hill Creek, then 4 miles up Hill 
Creek on private road (Calvert mine road), then 1-1/2 miles by trail 
up Bryant Creek, then 1-1/2 miles by steep footpath up a sharp ridge 
on the left side of the stream to the property. Horses were used for 
the last 7 miles but for the last 1-1/2 miles the trail was too steep 
for riding. A bulldozer was taken in over a ridge west of Alder Creek 
but the grades were too steep for wheeled vehióles. The elevation at 
Wise River is about 5,700 feet and at the property 7,600 feet. The 
State Highway is kept open throughout the year but the road to the 
Calvert mine will be blocked with snow after the first winter storm 
as the mine is not working now.


PROPERTY 


The property consists of 21 unpatented lode mining claims 
held by the. Minerals Engineering Co. under lease from the owners. The 
claims are recorded in the County Recorder's office, Beaverhead County 
Courthouse, Dilon,Montana, and are listed as follows:

COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


The applicant company is a corporation with headquarters 
in Grand Junction, Colorado. In the past four years it has successfully 
operated two tungsten mines, the Brown's Lake deposit (DJEA No. 2292) 
and the Calvert deposit, as well as the 51t Lake Tungsten Refinery in 
Salt Lake City, Utah. Staff engineers of the company are well qualified 
to supervise the proposed work. 


DESCRIFIQN OF PROPERTY 


The property is on the crest and near the top of a sharp 
ridge above the Big Hole River and between Bryant-Hill Creeks aid Alder 
Creek. The surface is sparsely covered with virgin pine timber. Surface 
outcrops. of country rock consist of apparent limestone pendants surrounded 
by granite. One bulldozer trench approximately 1,000 feet long was cut 
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along the bottom of a small draw as well as two short cuts at the head 
of the draw. An irregular outcrop of tactite, about 25 by 60 feet with 
vertical contacts, was eosed at the head of the draw and also an 
indication of tactites in three places along the trench. There are no 
facilities or equipment on the property. There is no road by which 
equipment on wheels can be moved to the property.

PAST OPERATION 


No ore has been mined from the property. 


SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT


Materials, supplies, and equipment are available in Butte, 
Montana, about 50 miles northeast. Labor is available both locally and 
in Butte, and the wage scale is about the same as in Butte. A small 
quantity of water is available on the hill from springs, possibly 
sufficient for drilling, but will probably have to be hauled a short 
distance. All equipment used during the prospecting stage on this 
property will have to be gasoline- or diesel-driven. 


APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL 


The applicant's proposal calls for trenching, trail-building, 
and wagon and diamond drilling. 


The trenching is to consist of four cross trenches, three to 
be about 150 feet long, 20 feet wide, and 30 feet deep at the face, and 
the fourth 65 feet long, 20 feet wide, and 30 feet high at the face. 
Excavation will be by bulldozer and front end loader, and the rock will 
have to be blasted.
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The trail-building will entail the making of more than 
five miles of jeep, road with an estimated rise of 1,400 feet and will 
probably start at the Calvert mine road at Calvert and Bryant Creeks. 


A number of wagon drill holes are to be drilled from each 
of the four cross trenches. The location of deep diamond. drill holes 
will be plotted after studying infonnation obtained from trenching and 
the wagon drill hole results.

The proposal is feasible but as the applicant points out 
"so little is known of the attitude of the deposit that it is difficult 
to lay out a definite drilling program at this time •" Actually, nothing 
is known definitely about the deposit exçpt the fact that one lens of 
scheelite-bearing tactite is exposed which carries 0.15 to 0.35 percent 
W03. It is not possible to determine from the other exposures along the 
trench whether they are material in place, slide rock, or talus, or to 
gain an idea as to their size. The limestone appears to be part of a 
series of roof pendant structures in the Boulder batholith. Scheelite-
bearing tactites have been developed along some of the contacts and in 
one place, two miles to the northwest, the company has mined a consider-
able tonnage of tungsten ore from irregular tactite bodies. 


Two channel cut samples, E1P-3B and 4B, 15 and 12 feet long, 
respectively, taken from excavations in the center of the lens where 
Mr. Craig stated the best ore was exposed, assayed 0.15 and 0.35 percent 
W03. The best sample taken during the examination, 'EWP-25A, which assayed 
0.50 percent W03 over a width of 3.5 feet, was taken from two points 
10 feet apart on a series of soft, narrow tactite streaks exposed near 
the lower end of the cut. These samples indicate that there is tungsten 
mineralization in the tactites, but many tactites carry traces of tungsten 
without being large enough or containing sufficient tungsten mineralization 
to. form a niinable ore body. The trenching accomplished very little more 
than could have been done by two workflien with pick and shovel for a week. 
On the southwest side of the trench the steep hillside, in places practically 
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a cliff, prevented the dozer from clearing the area where there was 
supposed to be tactite formation along a contact. In a number of places 
away from the trench the rock exposed was limestone or marbleized lime-. 
stone, not tactite. There was no evidence that a tactite zone was formed 
continuously along the assumed line of contact as suggested in the 
application. The one lens has definite near-vertical boundaries and 
extends at right angles to the assumed line of contact. 


The proposal to excavate four trenches across the contact, 
based on evidence resulting from the 1000-foot trench, will be mainly 
prospecting. There seems to be no good reason why a trench should be 
excavated across the one known lens as it is well exposed. Additional 
sampling on the exposed lens could ive as good an idea of the tungsten 
mineralization in the lens as a cross trench. The applicant seems to be 
of the opinion that the exposed tactites will become larger with depth. 
There is no evidence to justify this line of reasoning. 


The proposal calls for the construction of five miles of 
jeep road at a cost of $10,000. The prospective right-of-way was not 
traversed but could be seen in part from the top of the ridge near the 
property. The country is very rugged although apparently the road would 
require very little rockwork. Most of the road would have to be made on 
the hillside and it is very doubtful that a road of this kind, even for 
jeep traffic, could be made for the estimated cost. The road would rise 
approximately 1,400 feet. The cost of the road is 33-1/3 percent of the 
cost of the projeot which is in itself a greater percentage of the total 
cost than is usually considered allowable for an access road. 


The applicant seems to be working on the theory that because 
there is a property two miles away that has a minable concentration of 
tungsten in a tactite, any tactite in the region with a trace of tungsten 
should be explored even though it is only partially prospected. If this 
application results in a contract the applicant will have a road into the 
area that will facilitate the prospecting of the whole area. 


The copany's Calvert mine (Red Button), two miles to the 
northwest, which was producing about 500 tons of tungsten ore per day 
with an average grade of 1.04 percent W03, was closd in September 1957 
because it could not continue operation at the market price which is 
governed by the prevailing world price of tungsten. This mine produced 
100,000 tons and has reserves estimated to be 200,000. tons • This and 
other tungsten mines were opened solely to take advantage of the support 
price paid by the Government for a limited tonnage. Even at the high 
support price few if any mines could produce economically if the average 
grade of the ore was less than 0.50 percent W03. It is doubtful that in 
the foreseeable future any tungsten ore below 0.50.percent W03 will be 
worked for tungsten alone.
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The best exposure of possible ore material on the lens at 
the Fool Hen prospect has a grade of 0.35 percent W03 . If mining were 
attempted the grade on the lens as a whale would undoubtedly be much 
lower.


During the examination Nr. Craig showed every part of the 
property which he considered pertinent to the examination and every 
phase of the application was discussed, both on the property and later 
in Wise River. 


The applicant has not demonstrated that there is a reasonable 
chance of there being tactite bodies of sufficient size and grade on the 
property to warrant exploration.
