The Applicant proposed to explore the property by means of
500 feet of drifting and crosscutting at an estimated cost of
$19,000.00.

The property was examined by William C. Prinz, Geological
Survey, on November 21 and 22, 1957 A light snow had covered most
of the surface exposures; however, enough underground work was ace
cessible to permit an evaluation of the deposit.

The Applicant proposed to explore parts of the Sentinel
and John L. veins. Accessible exposures of these veins are almost
entirely in the oxidized zone. Both veins show some mineralization
and some production has been reported from the John L.
Work proposed on the Sentinel vein is not justified because:
l. Mineralization of this vein is weak.

2. The proposed work would be only 26 feet below the
existing workingse

The southeastern pdrtions of the John L. vein provide a
slightly more attractive target but work here is also not warranted
because: '

1. Exposures of ore grade material are very limited.
2. Less than 100 feet of back would be provided.

3. The Applicant is unwilling and unable to explore this
target by the most direct method.

The most attractive target area, the northwestern part of
“the John L. vein under the old stopes, also cannot be recommended
because the workings in this area are inaccessible and the target
area cannot be examined. If opened, perhaps an area warranting
winzing or crosscutting would be revealed. Underground exploration
here could be preceded by diamond drilling, but,K the Applicant is
financially unable to undertake a drilling program even with DMEA
assistance.

The examiner recommends that the application be denied, in

A
Light sncw hed covered mest surface exposures; h@wevem enocuzh uvnder-
ground werk was sccessgible to permit @ £fair eveluvation of the
propexrty. Also, surfece exposurses are proocebly not toe good.

The work currently in progress 48 being done by piek-
end-ghovel methods.

The epplicent hes no funds availeble for the exploraticn
project. Over the past fev years he has been working during the
vinter at the TR saniterium in Galen, Montens to cbtain sufficient
funds to enable him to work at the mine durivng the summers. Mr.
Schreiner noted in his application thet he would furnish his shere
of the cost of the project by "other” but did not specify what he
meant by other. During the examination, I questicmed him on this
point and he said that he weuld furnish his share of the cost by
isbor alone unless he could interest & map from a neardy property
in coming to the Independent mine to work. This mean owns a
compressor and scme other mining equipment but has no definite
commitment with the applicant.

PROPERTY RIGHTS

The epplicant centrols by lecaticom, six uapstented
quartz lofde claims. According to the applicent, these claims

by the applicant and his sister, but his sister would not participate
in the asegessment work. The epplicant gave his ghare of these claims
to his sister, who did not keep up the assessment work; consequently,
the claims lapsed by defeult end were restaked by the epplicant.

DESCRYPTION OF PROPERTY

The Independent mine lies elong the west side of the
valley of Indian Creek st altitudes ranging from about 5,800 to
6,500 feet. The slopes are steep and are bare except for a fev
smzll patches of timber.





Fumerouvs smzll undergreund workings are found oa the
property. The oldest and most extensive are two adits with sowe
stoping along the Jehn L. vein in the upper porticns of the
property (see northwesterm pert of pl. 1). These adits were
driven et least 50 yeexs ego, and the lower of the two wes re-
opened by the epplicsnt in the late 30's. Both are now imscces-
sible. Southeast of here, the epplicant drove & showrt erosscut
to the Jehm L. vein at an altitude of 6,360 Lfeet, drified 835 feet
on the vein, swnk a 33-foot winze, and drifted 20 feet northwest
from the bottom of the winze.

- With his spplication, ix. Schreiver submitted smalter
settlement cheets showing preduetion frem the property from
Jenuary 1907 through Noverber 1951. How much ore wes produeed
before 1907 18 unlnown; nene hes been produced sime 1951. These
settlement sheets exe suwmarized in Teble 1. Orxe shipped from the
upper workings frem 1907 through 1912 by Tom and Fleck McCormack,
former cperators, totaled 230.631 SDP averaging 0.495 cunece gold
end 1k.19 cunces silver per tom, 9.29 percent lead, 6.27 percent
glne, and 2.93 percent copper. The spplicant reopened the lower
adit of the upper workings in the late 30°s and in 1938 and 1939
shipped T3.2065 SDT averaging 0.521 ocunce gold end 9.L0 cunces
sllver per teon, 1l1.0 percent lead, 13.75 percent zime, and 0.23 per-
cent eopper. In the £all of 1951 he shipped 3.2405 SDT of oxe TLrom
the southeastern end of the drift in the 6360 adit. This ore
coateined 0,820 ounce gold and 1.2 cunces silver per ton, no lead
or zine, and cmly e trace of copper. '

drilling but the applicent 48 not in a finencisl positicm to .
