(a) The Night Hawk claim up to the presentddate has not been explored except to 
make a surface cut and to ship several tons of manganese ore to the domestic 
manganese plant on the south ortthe city of Butte, Montana which is a 
G.S.A. stock piling center for the manganese ores. The returns for this test 
shipment are not as yet known. The Gregory Claim which lies to the south 
and borders on the Night Hawk Claim contains an old shaft now partially filled 
in due to a charge set off in the shaft in the year 1924. This shaft sets
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on an old silver vein. The property and old workings may be used to advan-
tage in the exploring the manganese vein on the Night Hawk claim upon 
mutual agreement with the lessees and the D.M.E.A. representative if such 
is deemed advisable upon the examination of said properties. 


(b) The interest of this partnership by John L. Medvit and Chris Doyle are as 
lessees with option to purchase both properties known as the Night Hawk 
and Gregorty claims. 


Cc) The manganese vein on the Night Hawk claim has never been explored. The 
silver vein on the Gregory claim was explored to a depth of approximately 
90 feet previous to 1924, at which time a charge was set off in the shaft, 
which closed it. 


Cd) A test shipment of approximately 30 tons of Manganese ore to the G.S.A. 
stockpile at the domestic Manganese Plant in Butte, Montana was shipped 
for which there are no returns as yet. This was a surface sample and as 
such would be wea±thered and leached. 


(e) The two properties lie on the northern perimeter of the Greater Butte Min-
ing District. The entire area was originally described by Walter 1-larvey 
Weed of the U.S. Geological Survey in Professional Paper 74 in the year

(a) It is proposed that a vertical shaft be sunk at a point approximately 65 feet 
from the vein in tl hanging wall as shown in sketch marked D. This sketch 
is a vertical view of the proposed workings in relation to the ranganese vein 
on the Night Hawk claim. The sha.t is anticipated to intersect the vein at 
approximately 250 feet. This shaft would have on inside of timber a size of 
4 X 9 feet, and would also intersect the vein midway in its strike length.

The Examiners report that the property is in an area 
where copper ore has not been found and assays of three samples 
taken of the vein show only traces of copper.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicants requested assistance on an ambitious explor-
atéry-mining project based on a long 6-foot manganese-bearing quartz 
vein. From a pod in the outcrop, a 26-long dry ton shipment of ore 
assaying 211.6% Mn has been made. 


Based on the shipment and showings of nanganese in the 550-
foot long outcrop, the applicants proposed a 250-foot shaft in the 
hanging wall of the vein and drifting in the vein if it should be cut 
as planned. An alternative proposal involves the reconditioning of 
an old 90-foot shaft and deepening it 100 feet. From the new bottom 
a crosscut would be driven 350 feet, to the projected vein. 


Sampling by • the examiners shows other ore-bearing spots 
in the prominent outcrop, and unless unfavorable factors not mentioned 
are present, an exploratory shaft in the vein or diamond drilling 
appears warranted. 


The production history of the quartz veins in the area in 
which the vein is located is not good. Perhaps this vein should not 
be deemed inferior from association, but its similarity to known 
inferior veins renders chancy the proposed and. alternate projects. 


I concur with the recommendation of the examiners that the 
application be denied.
