AMENDMENT NO. 1 


It is agreed this 24th day Of	 November 


1959, between the United States of America, acting through 
the Department of the Interior, Office of Minerals Explo-
ration, hereinafter called the Government," and Howard C. 
Banks, an individual, hereinafter called the "Operator,0 
that Exploration Contract No. 2007 (Docket No. OME-'6028), 
dated June 23, 1959, is amended, effective November 1, 19591 
as follows: 


1. The date fixed in Article 1 for completion of the 
work is extended from 12 months to 17 months from the date of 
the contract. 


2. The maximum period for royalty payments and the 
liens to secure the payments thereof, as specified in 
Article 6 2 is extende.d from ten to eleven years from the 
date of the contract. 


3. (a) Work under the contract shall be suspended 
during the period beginning November 1 1 1959, and ending not 
later than June 15, 1960. 


(b) The Government will not contribute to any 
costs incurred during the period of suspension or to any 
costs of rehabilitation or repair which in the Government's 
opinion would not have occurred had there been no suspension 
of work.


(c) The Operator, at his own cost and expense, 
without contribution by the Government, during the period 
of susperiion shall preserve and protect the project work. 


This amendment shall not be construed to increase 
the estimated total cost' of the project, the aggregate 
amount which the Government shall be required to contri-
bute, the fixed unit cost of any item of work, or any 
item of allowable cost which is expressly designated "maxi-. 
mum."

whose mailing address is 421 Oak Street, Anaconda, Montana 
hereinafter called the "Operator,'' as follows: 


ARTICLE I. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U . S . C . § 611 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before August 1 a 199, and, subject to the provisions of Article 7 
Date 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 	 12 months from the date of the contract. 
(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 


foot of drilling, per foot o.drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work is
	 1k900.Q0 The Gçvernment will con-


tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $6,950.00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 1 and 5. 


(c) Interest Computation.--Simple interest computed annually at the rate o6._3/8. percent 


shall accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the 'written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents' and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 


(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote' the' land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and 'appurtenances to' the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon,' without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens' forthe payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Governnent's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph'


.
 (c) hall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment; facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b)., but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur'-and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and ' suppliers rather thán'to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any prodution in 'which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to 'production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine.all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows:. 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;. 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units'of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drffl hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i) and (2) above will be provided 'by the Government.) 
(c) Final .report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the GOvernment's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). this final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or skeiches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof.  


(d) . Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same ' 'with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not 'later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Operator 
either transfers or does notretain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all 
minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract until 
the lapse of the time within which the ,Gpvernment may issue such certification or until the total net 
amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first; or  


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten years from 
the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with 
interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the XXXXX gross 
proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold in 
the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. points; 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shon as deductions on 
the' bUyer's settlement sheets (uh a treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying 
to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proCeeds" as that term is used 
herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving at the "gross prqceeds" as that term is here 
used,


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid. currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d.) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when 
the Government elects to require comp .4tation, and payment, If any production is used by the Operator in 
integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's 
royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is 
so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market vlue, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the paymnt of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby grants 
to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land andupon any production of minerals and metals there-
from until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to any 
purchaser of the prOduction, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty directly to 
the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the records of any 
production and sales or other disposition of production, whether theproduction is by the Operator or by 
others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obligation' 
Operator. the Opràto or the Operator's successor In Interest to engage in any production operations'. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as Imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Gqvernment ! s Qbligations, .-(a). If the Government determines that opera-
tions at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the Government 
may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then per-
formed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, the 


Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable time with-
in which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not per-
formed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to ,prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidenta] to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for 'breach of contract, in 
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Government 
under the contract.  


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not affect 
the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and lien to secure the 
payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11.







ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination.--In connection with the performance of work under this contract, 
the Operator agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of 
race, religion, color, or national origin. The aforesaid provision shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertis-
ing; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, 
including apprenticeship. The Operator agrees to post hereafter in conspicuous places, available for 
employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Government setting forth the 
provisions of the nondiscrimination clause. 


The Operator further agrees to insert the foregoing provision in all subcontracts hereunder, ex-
cept subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw materials. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of. by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or' otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly 
authorized representative fo,r the determination of such appeals 'shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence. 


The tem "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration,." as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative.

4. Accessibility of Property:

5. Exploration Work: (see maps in previous application, and Mrii Crosby's.msp)

(2) Reconditioning the old drift: 40 feet of timbering--probably 8 


sets--to hold the open out up to the the present portal; and cleaning V 
out the existing drift (450 feet) and widening it in places to a 
uniform 5X7 feet. 


(3) An additional 400 feet of drift and crosscut (5x7 feet) to explore 
further along the vein, past its possible intersection with other 
veins, and also along such intersecting veins.

Rocks in the district are andesite and basalt flows of 
Late Cretaceous age . . To sets of fissure veins, the 
Hidden Hand and Deep Gulch, occur in the project area. 
The 'project work .was confned to exploring the Deep Gilch 
vein. Prior to the contract, the vein had been explored 
by abulldozer cut along the vein, by a 50-foot shaft, 
and by 350 feet of drift from a 100-foot ad.it. A small 
tonnage of ore was shipped as a 'result of this work. 


Under the OME contract the .350-foot drift was extended 
n additional 270 feet. Throughout the OME portion of

/ FINAL REPDRT: 


Under my OME contract, dated June 23, 1959, I started work early in July, 


1959, 
and continued until the end of October, when bad weather made working 


no longer feasible, and I closed down for the winter. During that time, I. 
completed the initial rehabilitation of 450 feet of adit, necessary repairs on 
buildings, and 214 feet of drifting. Of the latter, 43 feet required timbering, 
through a fracture zone. The general direction of the drift was toward the 


east, smoetiines iwinging a little northward to follow the apparent direction' 


of the lead, or to pick up the lead again after cutting through a faulted area. 
The required 5' x 7' dimension of the drift was maintained, with adequate 
drainage, and, track laid the length of the drift. 


The same type of work was resumed the middle of 'May, 1960, since 50 feet 
beyond'-"the first half ofthe contract had been authorized by the Spokane office.' 


On June 8, 1960, the drift was measured as 229.5 feet, and shortly after that 
n additional 20 feet was authorized. Besides drifting, I drilled two long 


lioles to determine the width of the mineralized zone. On July 25, 1960, the 
final measurement of 293.5 feet was made, and I was told that the second half 


of the contract would not be further approved. Since only 270 feet of the 
total had been authorized 1 that is the figure mentioned in my voucher and 


progress report. 


in	
Except through repeated small faults, the lead has always shown enough 


mineralization to seem promising, but repeated assays have not shown sufficient 
values to warrant either milling or shipping the ore for smelting. The nature 


of the mineralization changed constantly, almost from round to round, with 
varying amounts of lead, zinc, silver, and gold, and sometimes definite amounts 
of copper. At the beginning of the drift, the mineralization lay in altered 
basalt, but toward the end it appeared to be more in quartz. It occurred in 
narrow, parallel streaks, which sometimes widened out along the footwa].l. 
No large bodies of ore have been encountered.

Howard C. Banks telephoned this morning to advise that he had 
advanced the easterly drift for about 12 feet along the southeast-
erly course he was following when I made my last inspection. He 
says he has cut a footwal]. vein containing up to 8 inches of ore. 
The distance between the hanging wall and footwall is about l3 
feet. He plans to turn the drift and follow the footwall vein 
taking about 3 days to drill, blast, and muck out a 6-foot round. 


The time required to lay track, pipe, etc., will probably decrease 
the average advance to about 1.5 feet per day. It will take about 6 days to use up the remaining footage authorized, and by the 
time I can return to the property next month, he will have advanced 
approximately 18 feet farther. 


Although I would prefer to see the footwall vein before authorizing 
additional advance, Exhibit A of the contract states that the 
extent of the work must have prior Government approval. Therefore, 
I will authorize the drift an additional 20 feet. As the footwafl 
vein is something new, I will also authorize him to drill along 
hole 15-20 feet into the south wall of the drift about 8 feet from the starting point.

Surface cuts, two shafts, and. drifts have been made on 
the Deep Gulch vein at intervals along a strike length of 850 feet 
and a vertical range of 200 feet; Vein widths ranging from one to. 
five feet are reported. The targe fo;ie proposed exploration 
program extends for at least i 00 feet,at a depth of 130 feet or 
more below the more favorable showings disclosed on the surface 
and reported. in inaccessible upper workings. It is apparent from 
the maps that this was the unattained goal for exploration by 
previous operators. 


The proposed ONE exploration program on the Deep Gulch 
vein is justified and.

The Deep Gulch vein is traced along 350 feet of drift and 
on the surface some 500 feet beyond the drift face. This observed 
strike length in combination with persistent rnetallization and in-
tense wall rock alteration lead W. C. Prinz (USGS) to conclude that 
a modest program of :200 feet of drifting easterly beyond the present 
face and 80 feet of long-hole wall exploration i,s justified. The 
Field Team concurs in this view. 


After examining the report and the map compiled by G. M. 
Crosby, I conclude there is no evidence to suggest that the pro.-
posed work will demonstrate wider or better mineralization in the 
next 200 feet of strike length. The wall rock rules out the possi-
bility of substantial replacement, and samples at the surface 130 
feet above the adit as well as those along the 325 feet of exposure 
in the adit level show values which are uneconomic because of low 
grade . and widths under two feet. 


There is no reason to believe a zone favorable for 
replacement .such .as a reactive limestone, a breccia pipe, or 
highly fractured siliceous zone exists, nor is there evidence 
that a change in strike or dip will have opened the channel. 
Leaching at or near .the surface is not mentioned .as a situation 
which may have contributed to a bonanza zone of secondary copper 
and silver at some depth. 


I recommend that the application be denied without 
prejudice as the work outlined has almost no chance of leading 
to a significant discovery.	 -

Enclosed are three copies each of memorandum reports on 
the referenced application by William C. Prinz, Geologist, U. S. 
Geological Survey and S. W. Zoldok, Mining gineer, U. S. Bureau 
of Mines. Prinz presents a geological justification and recommenda-
tion for a modest 2-stage program and Zoldok presents a cost estimate. 


The Deep Gulch vein consists of quartz, limonitic box work, 
and altered. wail rock. It contains finely disseminated. galena, and. 
some pyrite, arsenopyrite, and chalcopyrite. It has been partially 
explored by a 350-foot drift and is stronger and 'wider toward the 
eastern end of the drift. It is a persistent structure that has 
been traced on the surface for nearly 500 feet beyond the drift 
face. In the drift it contains significant though below' grade to 
marginal ore grade amounts of lead and. zinc mineralization. Prinz 
concludes that the vein warrants further exploration and recommends 
a 2-stage program of drifting and long-hole drilling. 


The Field Team concurs with Prinz' conclusions and 
recommendations, and, with Zoldok' s cost estimate.

This property was the subject of a DMEA application, 
Docket NOo DMEA-5030, received May i6, 1958 from the same app1i 
cant. It was examined May 26 and 27, 1958 by William C. Prinz, 
Geologist, U0 S0 Geological Survey and John A. Boweher, Mining 


gineer, U9 S0 Bureau of Mines, and again by Prinz on June 18, 
1958. In his report dated September 17, 1958, Prinz recommended 
denial without prejudice because, since his last examination, an 
old adit on the Deep Gulch vein had been reopened0 This report 
describes what was seen in the reopened adit when Prinz revisited 
the property May 26, 1959 and is an a addendum to his report of 
September 17, 1958. 


The Deep Gulch vein consists of as much as 10 feet of 
altered wall rocks limonitic box work, and quartz which contains 
some pyrite, arsenopyrite, chalc opyrite, and finely disseminated 
galena0 In one place on the surface stringers of gaisna up to 
2 inches wide are abundant. Underground the vein has been followed 
by an adit for about 350 feet (see Crosby t s map accompanying second 
application, Docket O6O28). It consists of bleached or kaolinized, 
white to gray, sheared basalt with stringers of quartz, pods of 
galena and ephalerite, and some disseminated galena, ephalerite, and 
pyrite. The vein zone ranges in width from a foot to several feet 
but the mineralized portions are generally 12 feet wide. The vein 
becomes somewhat strgnger and wider toward the eastern end of the 
drift.


Seven samples from the Deep Gulch adit taken by Garth 
Crosby and those by Prinz indicate an average grade of 301 ounces 
silver per ton,	 percent lead, and 37 percent zinc.

We were unable to find long—hole steel in either Butte or Helena, and 
finally borrowed some frGm Mr. Nugent,of the Bunker—Hill mine at E1lisn. 
It broke before we/i were able to go ahead with the long —hole drilling which 
Mr. MacLaren suggested we try farther back along the drift. We were panning 
to d this, and will	 so when we have suitable steel, since what we had 
did not prove satisfactory for auch a lon.g hole. 


At present it appears that the drift is being carried on betw5en fairly 
well defined foot—wall and hanging—wall, 	 ar the middle of a 25-30 foot 


/% width of mineralized quartz. Assayed, this showed about 6o% silicon, 
with varying small amounts of lead, zinc, silver, and sometimes copper and 
gold, throughout.

• During the month of October, the drift was extended another 39 feet 


in the same general direction, although there was some tendency of the 
vein to swing more into the moubtain, toward the north. This makes a 
total of 214 feet of drifting completed under the contract. Of this dis-
tance, 23 more feet had to be timbered 1 since the lead continued through 
a fracture zone of broken rock. For a short distance, two veins seemed 
to separate, the galena-bearing quartz swinging off to the right into the. 
foot wall, while another vein of different-appearing ore held straight 
ahead along the hanging wall. The latter was made up of greenish-colored 
ore that showed a bluish fluorescence under electric light. Toward the 
end of the drifting, the two veins appeared to be joining again. The 
quartzy part of the vein appears to have a higher grade of ore than pre-
viously encountered, but there are as yet no assay reports on it. 


Toward the end of the month, it became evident that a larger com-
pressor would be necessary to deliver sufficient air-pressure the length 
of the drift. And since bad weather was making access to the mine in-
creasingly difficult, it seemed illogical to try to install another then. 
So the mine was closed down for the winter, and work discontinued until 
next spring. It will be resumed as soon as the weather permits, possibly 
in May, but almost certainly not later than the middle of June. In the 
meantime, samples of ore have been taken for more extensive analytical 
study

During the month of September, progress with the drifting was slower. This 


was for various reasons: 


1. Several days had to be spent dozing aut a suitable place to stockpile 


milling ore, which cannot be processed at the present ti:ne because of strikes; 


T'building an ore bin. 


2. Much of the drifting this month has been through loose, broken ground, 


neGessitating timbering. 


3. The weather has been bad, which always slows down the work somewhat. 


4. With the opening of the hunting season, it has been more difficult to 


keep men on the job. 


During September, the drift was extended 36 feet, making a toal of 175 feet 
since the beginning of the contract. Twenty feet of this required timbering—


five sets. Essential weather–proofing of buildings has been completed. 


A composite report of assays submitted is included herewith. Al].v:were grab 


samp:Les from ore cars, as indicated, except one which was a general sample from 


the Ore stock–pile. 


The drift has been continued essentially in the same easterly directinn as 


before, and the nature of the ore has remained much the same. Some small quan-


tities cf ore (100-200 pounds at a time) hare been run through a sma1 mill, 
with ral;her satisfactory results. At present, work will be continued so long 


as the weather permits.

Preparation of Form MF-104A-----Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on .which permanent information is desired have been o,utlincd in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, foI those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported fora particular project.- It-will be necessary-for the Operator- to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form IvrF-1O4A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, 'etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the v4rious phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 '	 .

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
inents, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) hall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The . work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator. shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses.

ARTICLE i. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and ay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits. --(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1). Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) FinaZ.reort.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or skeeches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) . Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any v6üchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --I' the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.:

Operator)), shall be allowed as deductIons In arriving at the 'gross prodeeds" as that term is used, 
herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here 
used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equiva4ent, but excluding fbricatirg or manufactring) applied to the crude ore or. 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put It into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Qovernrnent's royalty hall e .cpmpute. and paid. currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in tntegraed operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Jns,old_production.--If any production '(or,e, co4centr,at,e, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither Sold nor used by the 
Operator In integrated manufacturing or fabricating pperations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option,. as 1oig as It so remains, may require e cpmWtation and payment of its 
royalty on the value pf suc1 produ,c'Ion in the form (ore, cqcentrate, petal, or equivalent) it is in when 
the oyr ent elects to require coutation and ayment. If any prodnction is used by the Operator in 
integrated rn.nufacturing or fabricat.ng pperations before the Government makes Its election, 'the Government's 
royalty on such production shall b computed on t.e valu,e there,qf in the form in which and at the time it is 
so used. 'Va1u,e tm as here used meais what s or .ipuld be gross incoe from miiing operations for percentage 
depletion purposes In Federal income tax ,deterinat1on, or the market v.1ie, whichever is greater. 


() Lienfor payment.--To secure th,e payezit of royalty (se artIcle 6(b)), the Operator hereby grants 
to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and metals there-
f rpm ntil th royalty claim is extinguishe. by lapse o time or is ftfly paid. 


(f) Notice 'to purchasers.--The Operatpr shall give notice of t'he Government's claim for royalty to any 
purchaser of" tIe prOduction, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to,pay the royalty directly to 
the Government ar to furnish tIe Goyernment with çppies of the sttleent shets. If the records of any 
production and. sales or other disposition of proctipn, hethér te production is by the Operator or by 
others, are not me available to the Govprnment, the amount pf t'h,e oyalt.y may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estimate shall be finJ. and 1nding upon th ,e Operator. 


(g) No obligation to j,rpduce.--Nothing in this conti ct shall 'be construed as iosing any obligation 
on the Opertor or the Operators successor in interest to engage in any pr,oq.uc.tipn operations'. 


(h) oyernment not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as iosing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined. or produced from the land 


ARTICLE 7,. Termination of the oyernments Obllgatipns -(a). if the Go y rnment determines t'hat opera-
tions at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the Government 
may give the, Oper.tor written notic.e thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on acount of units of work not then per-
formed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, the 


Government may give th Operto written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable time with-
in which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such defailt as required, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to'pay on account of units of work not per-
formed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shell be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incid.enta to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescin. the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Government 
under the contract.

ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

Disputes.--Any dispute arising under' this contract which is not disposed of, by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or' otherwise furnishes to 'the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the.Secretary.

The property was inspected July 25, 1960, accompanied by Howard C. 
Banks, Operator. The last inspection was made on June 8, 1960. 


The drift has been advanced 76.6 feet since the last inspection. 
Two long holes were drilled, one for 114. feet into the footwall 
side of the drift, the other for 10 feet into the hanging-wall 
side. These holes were authorized during the last inspection. 
Neither encountered any significant mineralization. Apparently 
the ye in is offset a few feet to the south more probably by 
following cross shearing than by faulting. The first round or so 
of the advance followed an 8-inch zone comprising small lenses and 
stringers of pyrite, galena, and sphalerite in a quartz gangue. 
However, after about 20 feet the mineralization dies out. The 
structure continues and about 5 feet from the face again becomes 
filled with small lenses and stringers of sulfides in quartz. 
Sample 115-C was cut at the drift face over a width of 8 inches 
and assayed 10.8 ounces silver per ton, 8.3 pei'cent lead, .7 
percent zinc and a trace of copper. As thiè has been the.pattern 
of mineralization throughout the entire length of the drift, it is 
doubtful that further work will result in a significant discovery. 
The Operator has been advised that no further drifting will be 
authorized. 


The long hole authorized in the Work Authorization of June 20, 
1960, has not been drilled and the Operator will not drill it. 
He would have to buy steel to drill the hole and as he cannot do 
any further drifting without Government aid he does not feel that 
the long hole would be of any value to him. I agree with this stand.

The property was inspected on June 8, 1960, accompanied by Howard C. 
Banks, Operator. The last inspection was made by R. D. Sample, 
Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, on September 21, 1959. 


The drift has been advanced 73.8 feet since Sample's inspection, the 
breast now being 229.5 feet from the starting point (p1. 1). The 
drift was turned northeasterly to follow a fault about 30 feet. 
This part of the drift required. 11.3.6 feet of timber. Because of 
heavy ground along the fault the Operator passed the offset portion 
of the vein. Also a few small separated pods of galena along the 
fault confused him. He finally realized that he had crossed the 
vein and turned the drift southeasterly. He again crossed the vein. 
Small galena-bearing shears and joints that entered the drift from 
the south, near and at the present face, lead the Operator to 
believe he was in a wide mineralized zone. He now has the correct 
picture and will use the remaining authorized 20.5 feet of drifting 
to follow the vein. There is a slight increase in the mineraliza-
tion of the veIn east of the last fault, but the Operator has been 
advised that unless there is considerable imprbvement in the vein 
within the remaining .O feet, no further work will be authorized. 
The vein zone ranges up to. 2 feet wide. For the most part metali-
zation comprises 1- to 2-inch stringers of pyrite and galena with 
occasional galena pods up to 6 inches wide and a few feet long.

Work was resumed at the mine on May i6, 1960, as soon as the weather 
would permit. The first few days were occupied with cleaning out winter 
slough, improving the track, and establishing better drainage of the drift. 
The compressor was brought in and drifting started on May 25. During the 
rest of the month, the drift was extended 21 feet, making a total of 235 
feet of drifting since the beginning of the contract. 


After the first couple of rounds, the drifting has been through a 
zone of mineralized quartz. The extent of this zone is undetermined, but 
drillings from two 6.-foot holes into the footwall side of the drift have 
not shown anything except the same kind of material.

An inspection of this property was made on September 21, 
1959, The previous inspection was made by S. W. Zoldok, Mining 
Engineer, Bureau of Mines, on July 21, 1959. 


Howard C • Banks, Operator, and two practical miners were 
contacted at the mine and the status of the contract discussed. 
Afterwards an underground inspection was made and a tape measure-
ment made of the drift advance since Zold.Ok's inspection, A 
Brunton survey map of the advance is shown on plate 1 which is 
attached. From the brass tag USBM 903 + 5,5 feet the drift has 
been advanced for a total of 155.7 feet on Stage I of the con-
tract.

The drift follows a 12-inch shear striking N. 800 E. and 
dipping 680 to the north. The shear contains abundant pyrite and. 
minor blebs of galena and sphalerite.
